THE MOTTO FOR 1987 THAT FATHER GAVE US IS

“The Unification of the Fatherland” By the word
“fatherland;’ he is by no means talking about an
external nation like Korea, America, or any other
existing nation. What Father is referring to is the
ideal eternal nation that should have come about
through the perfected Adam and Eve, through
the multiplication of Adam’s family and tribe
centered on God'’s love. Because of the fall, we
lack this ideal nation.

On January 2, at the international leaders’
meeting, Father gave us instructions for 1987
[see p. 47], which center on the unification of the
individual, the family, the clan, the tribe, the
nation, and the cosmos. In Father’s mind, a per-
son must unify his or her own mind and body
centering on God, then, centering on that indi-
vidual, a unified family, clan, tribe, and ultimately
the unified fatherland can come about.

Unification cannot be achieved by making any
external arrangements or creating any external
government, because the process of unification is
the internal process of growth toward perfection.
To believe that we can just simply enter a coun-
try is a misconception. When Father speaks about
the unification of the fatherland, he is thinking of
the basic element that makes up the fatherland—
true love. Father’s concept is that once that
fatherland comes into being, it exists for eternity.
Purely external efforts or results never remain
for eternity.

We need to deeply reflect about Father’s God'’s
Day speech and the meaning of his instructions.
First, we must focus on the internal concept of
the original ideal of the fatherland. Secondly, we
must focus on our own self as the subject of unifi-
cation. We need to check whether we are practic-
ing or living up to the ideals of unification as an
individual and as part of our family, clan, tribe,
nation, world, and cosmos. In other words, we
have to evaluate our own level of love.

Although we have not accomplished personal
victory on every stage, Father has laid the founda-
tion for our victory on all levels. Therefore, as we
are perfecting ourselves and our family, we are
operating on the cosmic level at the same time.
We should not think, “When [ myself am perfect
I will start perfecting my family, and when I have
a perfect family I will start perfecting my clan”
Restoration occurs on all levels at once. To look
at it another way, a unified individual cannot ulti-
mately survive without a unified family surround-

ing him, and a unified family cannot prosper
without the protective environment of a unified
tribe. Thus, in order for the the unified father-
land to prosper, the unification of the cosmos is
necessary. Ultimately it doesn’t matter what level
we are focusing on. The main point is—we just
have to share true love 365 days a year.

We should have the attitude to approach all
people with love. We can elevate our own per-
sonality to a God-centered personality by creat-
ing unity and harmony with our brothers and
sisters and with our neighbors, especially the
ones in our 360-home territory, our home
church. Whatever we do, we have to keep
focused on the element of true love. This is our
goal for 1987.

Recently I have reflected about the past 40
years of True Parents’ sacrifice and hard work.
Father’s accomplishments have remained almost
completely hidden from the world; very, very
few people have recognized their importance all
this time. But I feel as if a dispensational spring-
time has arrived. Father’s activities, which cover
every scope of human endeavor, are now becom-
ing visible. A small green seedling is coming out
for everyone to see, and soon the flower will
blossom. This is definitely a sign of hope.

The long 40-year winter term, the serious
period in which Father was carrying the respon-
sibility all by himself with no recognition, is over.
He carried on with patience, with true parental
heart, and with tremendous effort, but now the
time has come when we, the representatives of
all mankind, can comfort him by taking
responsibility.

As Father’s projects become more and more
visible, each individual Unification Church mem-
ber will come more and more under the spotlight.
Theologians, scholars, and other influential peo-
ple, as well as the general public, are beginning to
watch us very closely—some with curiosity, some
with fear, some with hope. But in any case, they
are scrutinizing our beliefs and our lifestyle. So
there should be no hiding, no more reluctance.
We must share with others; we have no choice any
more.

Because of all the diverse fields our movement
is becoming involved in, we are communicating
with a wider and wider range of people. Thus, in
a sense, we as Unification Church leaders and
members are appearing in front of the world and

Men and
women were to have created God-centered families and
would have lived in the fullness of life on earth with God.
Then when their time on earth was over, they would be
elevated into the spirit world and dwell there for eternity.
That world is called the Kingdom of Heaven in heaven.
However, because of the fall, that originally intended
Kingdom of Heaven on earth did not become a reality.
Therefore, no one has grown to the fullest degree in order
to deserve the Kingdom of Heaven in heaven. The King-
dom of Heaven in heaven has been empty—without
residents.

THE SLOGAN FOR THE NEW YEAR OF 1987 IS WRITTEN IN

DIVISION AND STRUGGLE

The fall of man brought about separation on every level,
separation between mind and body, between husband and
wife, between parents and children. In the society, the na-
tion, and the world we also see the consequences of the
fall—division everywhere. The Heavenly Kingdom is com-
posed only of united individuals. Only those individuals
who have achieved true unity can dwell there. But men
and women have been dwelling in isolation from each
other, creating different cultures in the North, South, East,
and West—their own man-centered cultures. Also, many
different races have come into being—in the North, the
white race; in the South, the black race; in the East, the
yellow race.

The consequences of the fall were not only division on
every level but also struggle—struggle in the family, the
clan, the community, the nation, and the world. There has
been a great deal of tragedy and war throughout history.
In this manner, humanity has progressed to the 20th cen-
tury. Races and cultures have sought to compete with each
other and dominate each other. History, therefore, can be
said to be a history of war.

But behind those many wars, there is an even greater
struggle on a more subtle level. That is the struggle be-
tween the forces of good and the forces of evil. Many peo-
ple are ignorant about this struggle, but whether they
realize it or not, all people must eventually side with one
camp—either the good camp or the evil camp. The people
with good character will be drawn toward the camp of
goodness, and those with bad character will be drawn into
the camp of evil.
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After the fall of man, human beings developed change-
able characters. People could not always uphold their prin-
ciples; sometimes they would join the camp of goodness,
but then they might change their position and join the evil
camp. However, God needs men and women of unchang-
ing character. In order to build such unchanging character,
God initiated religion. The good religions of the world are
those that help create men and women of unchanging char-
acter, people capable of standing steadfastly upon their
principles. Thus religion has been creating, in a way, sol-
diers for the side of goodness—heavenly forces—so that
the good side can become bigger and bigger.

ONE COMMON GOAL

The world can be divided into four major religious spheres.
In the Orient there are the Buddhist and the Hindu cultu-

| ral spheres. There is also the Islamic cultural sphere as well

as the Judeo-Christian cultural sphere. Although their
paths have been different, all the major world religions
have been moving toward a common purpose and goal.
The ultimate dispensational will of God is to create the
unification of one fatherland for all humanity.

In order to achieve that goal, there must be a movement
that will unify all the good religions under their common
cause. Once this sort of unity has been created and the ul-

| timate unification of the fatherland of God has been com-

pleted, there shall be no further need for religion.

When history comes to its final chapter, the most impor-
tant thing for humanity is to know clearly what is good
and what is evil. This is very important knowledge. Good-
ness possesses unchanging character, just as God does.
Therefore, goodness stays with God throughout eternity;
it always remains on God'’s side. Evil has a changing qual-
ity; evil people change for their own selfish benefit. Even
though we have the fallen character within us, we also
have the original good character within us, lying dormant.
For that reason, whenever God’s truth and goodness come
into contact with people, human nature is pulled like a
magnet to such spirit and truth. That is the hope for

' mankind.

When good people are communicating with God, Satan
hates to see that; therefore, Satan always tries to attack
such people and turn them around. What is the most per-
fect base for satanic give and take within ourselves? What
kind of character provides Satan the best base for his work?
Selfish character.

A good man, on the other hand, sacrifices himself for the
sake of others. Who are the saints in history? They are
those people who sacrificed themselves the most for the
greater goodness—for humanity and the world. Those are
the people who make up the good forces of spirit world
that prevail in the world today.

But ultimately we must ask, how can we make unification

| possible? There are only two ways to do it. One is to con-

quer and subjugate the body completely to the will of the
mind, forcing the body to follow the mind absolutely. The
other way is to charge the mind with tremendous, extraor-
dinary power; when that happens the body automatically
has no room for its own will. Therefore, religion does two
things: It teaches people how to subjugate, even torment,
the physical body, and it gives enormous spiritual strength
to the mind so that the body just follows spontaneously.

PART OF THE HEAVENLY LINEAGE

Our slogan, “Unification of the Fatherland,” is not a sim-
ple or external statement. It is a most profound statement.
The fatherland cannot come into being unless there is first
an individual unified between mind and body; then a unified
family; then a unified clan, society, nation, and world. That
is what gives substance to the fatherland. As long as there
is God, the Kingdom of Heaven on earth will arrive. That
is the ultimate destiny of mankind.

A WEDGE BETWEEN EAST AND WEST

Once a religious person, no matter how weak or feeble he
might appear, receives spiritual inspiration or revelation,
he becomes completely ignited and filled with power—the
embodiment of new energy. This has been the way indi-
viduals practice religion, but what about the whole world?
How can the world become united? What is the common
base, the unifying point for all levels—the individual, fam-
ily, clan, tribe, nation, and world?

We must realize or diagnose the manner in which Satan
infiltrated us, how he came to dwell within mankind. We
learn through the Principle that the human body became
the recipient of satanic lineage; the bloodstream became the
means of transferring Satan’s inheritance. The very root
was wrong; we received ingredients from the wrong root.

The fallen world is like a forest of wild olive trees. God’s
dispensational will is to provide one true olive tree—a pure,
God-centered olive tree. All the wild trees must be cut and
the new branches from the true olive tree must be engrafted
onto the wild roots.

This is a dramatic and revolutionary process; for this
reason, there are always repercussions. When you look at a
bud or branch of the true olive tree, you cannot observe
any external differences between it and the wild olive tree.
They look the same. When your wild branches are being
cut off, the entire world, especially your natural parents
and family might say, “What’s going on here? Why have
they taken my child away from me?”

In the Bible, Jesus said, “Unless you drink my blood and
eat my flesh, you will not become new men and women”’
This is what is happening today. You were born as a wild
olive tree, but then you were cut and a branch of the true
olive tree was grafted onto you. Then you became a new
person. You are no longer a part of the satanic lineage but
the heavenly lineage, and Satan has no condition to attack.

An amazing thing is that in most of the major religions
of the world there has always been a teaching of the com-
ing of the Ultimate One. There is that expectation in
Christianity, in Islam, even in Buddhism and Hinduism.
Therefore, the time will finally come when God will grant
to the world that Ultimate One—the Messiah—with the
pure lineage of God. Through the engrafting process every-
body’s citizenship will be transferred onto the side of the
Kingdom of Heaven. Otherwise, there can be no ultimate
unification.
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Satan is an expert in dividing all levels of society. What has
Satan used to drive a wedge between East and West? He
has divided people by cultures. What a world of difference
between the two cultures of East and West! Westerners are
generally more materialistic, with a craving for scientific
development and technology. The Eastern culture, on the
other hand, has been primarily spiritually oriented. People
of the East have led a way of life that denies the material
side. They have been relatively poverty-stricken for many
centuries because the Western world has plundered the
wealth of the East. Westerners thought they could plunder
the whole world and put all that wealth in their own pockets,
but [ want you to know that God has not allowed that to
happen.

The phenomenon that we see today is that the materially-
centered people have come to the end of their rope. They
are standing on a cliff, with no more steps possible. There-
fore, they are looking for a sign of hope; they are longing
to find something mystical from the East that will save them.

Because there is a God, the mind is supposed to control
the body. Therefore, the Oriental culture, which is cen-
tered upon the mind and spirit, should take the subject role
on the world stage. The time will come when this spirit-
centered culture will influence the Western culture and
unite with it. That is the hope for the Western world, and
that is when the consummation of human history is possi-
ble. You are, in a way, the harbingers of this, the pioneers
for the Western culture, uniting with this one Oriental
man—Rev. Moon.

The division of East and West is the most basic problem.
The second problem is the division between North and
South: white versus black. This is basically a problem of
wealth versus poverty. Some extraordinary movement
must begin in which white people will give away all their
wealth and try to help the poor black people of the world.
If such a thing could happen, the whole situation of the
world would change.

These two problems of East versus West and North ver-
sus South are a part of everyone’s life. These phenomena
have become exaggerated at this latter part of human his-
tory. This is the sign of the end of the world because Satan
can see that God’s dispensational will is working; thus he is
doing his absolute best to make an ultimate assault and
create divisions in every realm.

TODAY’'S WORLD
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SAFETY IN THE CENTER

What is the key to world survival? We must all come to the
center; everybody will find safety at the center. Thus there
must be a circling motion. North becomes East; East becomes
South; South becomes West—this kind of turning and
changing of positions. Throughout history there has been
no center of the world. What should that center be? God.

Why did God create this world? To fulfill true love. But
when the fall of man came, all the bridges connecting
mankind with true love and the true character of a father
and a mother were burned down. Therefore, the fallen
generations have been like orphans—parentless children.
When the Messiah comes, he comes in the position and
role of the True Parents, to be the bridge for true love
between God and men.

Before we talk about unification of the fatherland, the
most important thing is to create that bridge of true love.
Unless we go over that bridge of true love, no one—not
even kings and queens and presidents of great nations—
can enter into the Kingdom of Heaven. They have to cross
the bridge of true love, through the True Parents.

Western people have many fears. Some Westerners fear
“yellow power”—they fear that Oriental people will gain
dominion over them and cause great suffering. But actu-
ally, Westerners are totally in the minority. Asians number
at least 3 billion in the world today! Look at Japan, that
small island nation. Forty years ago, it was devastated by
war. V] Day was declared and the Western nations were
triumphant. Now, however, who is trailing in the world? It
is the United States—economically, socially, and in every
way. What is responsible for this? This is the direction of
history, which has moved to the area of the Pacific Ocean
and Asia. Japan has become the instrument by which the
potential of the Asian people—what they can do for the
world—can be clearly seen.

Instead of talking about the East/West and North/South
problem, we have the solution; we can see it right here in
this room! This is a place where those two primary prob-
lems have been solved. We are welding ourselves into one.
We have the “true love bolt” that brings Easterners and
Westerners together into one welded body. Therefore, no
matter how formidable the earthly powers may be, includ-
ing the power of the government, the CIA, or the military,
they cannot do anything to break up this true fusion of
love, this unity of true love between East and West.

THE TRUE COLOR OF LOVE

What is the true color of love? White? Black? True love has
no color. In other words, anybody who is color-conscious
cannot have true love at all. You've got to be color-blind.
Look at the doves—the white and black doves come together
and coo to each other. They mate and lay their eggs. The
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supreme creation, men and women, must learn to coo like
the doves to one another. Even from them you can learn
what true love is.

Unification doesn’t come when people are back to back;
that can only be an alliance, not true unification. One must
be on top of the other and it doesn’t even matter who is on
top—either white or black. As long as there is true love
unification, that becomes a delight to God. Without this
kind of true love, we can’t even talk about unification.
They are only empty words, with no substance. There is
no solution or cure for the problems of the world today
| except the love of God.

The other day I was speaking to you about the Unifica-
tion Church and what our “ism” is. What do we pursue?
Yes, Godism, but is it left-wing, right-wing or what? We
say it is “head-wing”—directly in the forefront. We might
| say that right-wing and left-wing symbolize the planet

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earth. Without your two “wings”—your two arms—you
can still live. Even if you lose your two legs, you are still a
human being. As long as you have your mind and your
body, you are capable of living.

Communism must go—if it doesn’t, then we in the Unifi-
cation Church will push it out. But that does not mean we
want to kill the communists. No, we want to digest their
ideology and liberate them. Regardless of whether people
are right-wing or left-wing, if they were to live according
to our way of life for three years, they would all become
“head-wing,” Unification-wing. ’

We don’t have to fight against anyone; we don’t have to
attack or hit people. We just need to show them the right
way of life and live together with them. As Moonies, you
know how to digest them, how to influence them.

When did we lose the fatherland? When we lost the True
Parents, that was the moment the true fatherland was lost.
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Then where can we find that fatherland? The world could
be said to be our fatherland, but more specifically, the
fatherland of our Unification faith is Korea.

UNIFYING THE KOREAN NATION

Korea is a small peninsula nation, but it has different char-
acteristics in its eastern, western, northern, and southern

parts. In the history of North and South Korea, both coun-
tries have traditionally displayed a common phenomenon—
the eastern sector has always taken dominion over, or gov-

 erned, the western sector. This is opposite to the general
. pattern of the rest of the world, where the West has always

had influence or dominance over the East. Also, on a world
level, the North has always been dominant over the South.
But in Korea, the northern part is poorer and more back-
ward than the southern part. These opposite phenomena
occur because this is the restoration era.

But the problem is that on this one peninsula, Korea,
there has been no unity; Korea has not been able to achieve
unification. Who has the influence and power to bring all
four sectors into unity? That is the Unification movement

' and our International Federation for Victory Over Com-

munism. This movement is spreading out, unifying all four
sectors of the Korean nation.

First, unification should begin from South Korea, and
this idea is spreading throughout the entire 40 million pop-
ulation. The people of South Korea are now in a position
to respect and love and follow the leadership of Father.
What Rev. Moon does or doesn’t do has become a focal
point of the entire Korean population today. In communist
North Korea, Kim Il Sung and his regime fear one individ-
ual in the south, and that is none other than Rev. Moon.

North Korea, the most isolated and closed society, is be-
ing forced to open its doors; otherwise, it cannot survive.
Furthermore, between the eastern and western parts of
the Korean peninsula there has always been a big discre-
pancy in wealth, but these differences are now being
smoothed out. That is one sign that this is truly the end
of the era of division. The hope for unification is appearing
on the horizon.

LET’S SHARE OUR TECHNOLOGY

The position of Mainland China is crucial. I would like to
freely share, without any hesitation or reservation, all the
highest possible technology we have access to. Major nations
have become very selfish; America doesn’t want to share or
give away any technology. Japan and the Soviet Union don’t
want to give away any technology. But I say, “Let’s open up.
Let’s give it away. As you know, we now have research
centers in Europe, Japan, Korea, and the United States. We
have created a type of robot machine that does its work
entirely independent of human beings. We have also deve-

loped the highest possible computer technology in Japan, for the sake of the world. Whatever we do, whatever we
beyond what the Western world can approach. eat each day—none of that is for our own individual sake.

have come to listen to my talk. They are members of one
particular denomination or another, and I want to say to
them that their particular denomination does not exist for
its own sake; that denomination exists for the sake of the
world. Anybody who tries to confine his denomination
within narrow boundaries will be suffocated by those
boundaries.

The Unification Church never thinks for one moment
that we are here to serve ourselves. We are here for the
purpose of serving the world; we are sacrificing ourselves
for that purpose. This is the reason Rev. Moon and the
Unification Church will never be destroyed; we will just
become more popular and more appreciated.

In order to achieve ultimate world unification, or the
unification of the fatherland, there must be a model. The
Korean nation can be that model. When all the four differ-
ent sectors within that small peninsula nation are under
one true God-centered ideology, that will become the cata-
lyst for unification for the rest of the world. If Korea be-
comes united into one, the rest of the world can follow
that model and become united as well.

A VERY CRUCIAL YEAR

But at the same time we have to look at this another way.
In order to unite Korea, the work of unification must con-
tinue all over the world. In other words, without making
major effort on the worldwide level, there is no way the
Korean peninsula can be united. This year is a very crucial
year for America, because God wants to accomplish certain
things not only in the United States but also in Japan and
Western Europe.

In the heavenly dispensational schedule, the years 1945
to 1985 were like the 40 years of Moses” wilderness period.
But now, since that 40 years has been victoriously complet-
ed, the next three years—1986, 1987, and 1988—are the
most crucial years in the entire history of humanity.

How could you ever do anything
better or more valuable than to restore the broken families
of America? Look at the drug epidemic in America today—
that is a sign of the hunger for love. People are so desper-
ate for love, they take drugs in order to get an artificial
high. But once you teach them how to get true love, they
will get a greater high than anything artificial can give
them.

What is true love? It is love that can even love its enemy.
It can give the ultimate gift and forget about it. It doesn’t
even remember what it has given. That is what [ have been
doing for America—giving and pouring out sweat and ma-
terial into this country, then forgetting about it. [ don’t
even want to remember what I have given to this country.

Today we have the mandate: the unification of the
fatherland. This is the subject of the prayer you should be
praying throughout this entire year, so that this most pro-
found unification of the fatherland of God can happen. As
soon as I launch this crusade, then I need to quickly get back
to Korea, because that country needs to be saved. It is in a
dangerous position.

I have taught you so much, I have trained you, [ have
given you my love and my example. Now the time has
come for you to take over the leadership.

Think about me. Since I came to America [ have been
just one man standing up to train all the members of the
Unification Church. Now you must resemble me and stand
in my place. You can do anything. [ am only one man, but
you are many. We all shall become champions, workers,
and tireless fighters for the unification of the fatherland.

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far? From 1968 to 1987 is 19 years, so this is the
19th God’s Day. In 1988, God’s Day will be 20
years old, and we will be moving into a new era.

As you know, among the laws of the dispensation, the
most important is the law of indemnity. In order to con-
summate this law of indemnity, three major elements are
necessary. First, there must be a person or central figure
to set the condition. Second, there must be a conditional
offering or sacrifice. Third, there is a time element
involved.

From the standpoint of the dispensation of the Unifica-
tion Church, I am in the position of central figure, or sub-
ject. You are in the object position, the conditional offering.
The time element is our dispensational period. Therefore,
in front of me, the members of the Unification Church are
in the offering position. The person in the position of the
offering should not have any complaints or reservations.
For example, you should not say, “Father is an Oriental.
We are Westerners and we do things differently, the
American way”

That which is chosen as a sacrifice is supposed to shed
blood; however, you cannot do that because you would die.
Therefore, you must shed something else: your sweat and
tears.

At what moment do you shed your sweat and tears? It is
when you are the most sorrowful, when you are deeply
heartbroken. In order to fulfill the role of the sacrifice, you
must be able to say at the most sorrowful moment, “Yes,
Father, I want to go this way. I am grateful and I have no
complaint”’

The Eastern and Western cultures treat suffering and
hardship very differently. Here in the West, if you complain
and say, “Oh, I'm suffering so much, I think I'm going to
die!” other people will most likely sympathize with you.
But in the Orient, if you make the same complaint, others
will probably say, “Oh, you can still go on” Oriental people
are better fit for this kind of sacrificial role. That is why
God chose a person like Rev. Moon who came from the
Orient. [ was the first one to be chosen by God as a sacrifice.

H OW MANY GOD’S DAYS HAVE BEEN CELEBRATED SO
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GOD NEEDS CHAMPIONS OF SACRIFICE

Without knowing why it should be done or how, I myself,
with the help of God, had to search for the right method
and find the way of restoration alone. Your job is entirely
different. [ have taught you the Principle, the way to fulfill
your role, and the reasons why. If you cannot do it with
this much information, you are unworthy of anything.
Even though you have been taught plenty of truth by me,
many of you are still not sure, still not willing to commit
yourself. You say, “I will wait to see if someone else does it
first” God wants to recruit people who will serve as the
champions of sacrifice. Will you say yes, or will you say,
“I'll just think about it for the next couple of years”?

The Principle is like a railroad; you've got to go along
every inch of it. There is no way you can go according to
your whim or at random. You can’t say, “I don’t like this
part, so I'll just skip over it”” That is just not possible.
Think about it. If there was any way to jump freely into
the Kingdom of Heaven, I would have found that way and
I would have done it, long before any of you. But you've
got to go every step of the way. Even if your hip goes out
and you fall to the side or to the rear, still you have to go
on. If your head feels fatigued and starts to fall forward,
you have to yank your head back up and just move
forward.

How many years have I been living this kind of prin-
cipled life? One year? Two? No, my entire life. Do you
know how old I am? I am really an old man—67 years old.
But you think [ am younger than you are and you always
want to push me harder.

Do you think it is necessary to become a sacrifice for
God? You say yes easily, but to actually do it is not easy.
Anyone who volunteers to offer himself will encounter
a lot of resistance. For example, your parents will say,
“No, don’t go that way. Come to us’” Your brothers and
sisters or your wife or husband will pull on you, as will
your children. They will say, “No, no, you don’t deserve
such a suffering and difficult course. Come and relax and
be comfortable”

But when you persistently follow the road of the Princi-
ple, year after year, things will change. Even now, [ am
sure you have had the experience of many of your friends
telling you, “You are a special and admirable person. I re-
spect you as a person dedicated to God” That is the kind of
reputation you have been earning all these years.

Likewise, your brothers and sisters and parents are com-
ing now and apologizing to you for having said negative
things about the Unification Church. This is exactly what
I have always talked about—natural subjugation, not by
force or violence.

[ am never proud or boastful about myself. I always bow
down in front of God. There is absolutely no room for
arrogance within me. Once the victory is won, it is a per-
fectly clean victory. I never go out and wage war against
anyone, but the time will come when people from all fields
of endeavor will come to me and say, “Rev. Moon, you are
our’champion’ This is truly the most dramatic way to live.
[ am not here to make you suffer; this is the most noble
and glorious life anyone could live. Because I love you, I
invite you to come with me on that path of glory and
victory.

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DO YOU WANT AN EASY TEACHER?

Now we have a problem, in a way, because the time of
persecution is nearly over. No one will be giving you a
hard time anymore, so I decided I have to do that myself.
Then the American people will say, “Rev. Moon, please be
| easier on them” But I will say, “No, 'm going to be harsh”
You must be able to follow steadfastly, whether I am harsh
or not.

In a school classroom, what kind of teacher is best? Is it
the one who sternly demands your attention and gives you
lots of homework, not allowing you even one minute of
relaxation? Or is a good teacher one who doesn’t even give
any lectures and just lets you take naps in class? You know
that the good teacher is the first one. But even though you
know that, you don't like to be in the harsh teacher’s class.
That is a contradiction you have within yourself; we have
| to straighten out that contradiction. Would you like me
| to be a very easy teacher or a stern one? Thank you for
saying stern.
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Following unconditionally is the smartest way to go.
Once you get to your destination, you will see that
you came the quickest possible way.

You want to be a real person rather than a fake one. Can
you say, “I want to become a sacrifice on the altar of God”?
I would like you to understand one cardinal rule: There
should be nothing you are unwilling to do for the sake of
indemnity. You should feel like doing any chore joyfully, no
matter how difficult.

God sent me on this course and pushed me down to the
pits of hell. But then when the time was right, He raised
me up and gave me His fullest blessing. I came to America
15 years ago and received nothing but persecution, culmi-
nating in my being put into Danbury—the bottom point.
But at that moment, God resurrected me all the way up to
the top. This is God’s formula, and there is no exception,
whether it is on the individual, family, society, clan, national,
or worldwide level.

Once I give you “homework;’ or a goal to reach and you
achieve it and are absolutely victorious, what then? Let’s
take the example of a schoolteacher who gives his students
an extremely difficult test. If you can past that worst test
with 100 percent, then the teacher doesn’t have to teach
you anything more. He can say, “You are free to go from
my class!” Furthermore, that teacher might say, “I'm so
busy today, would you please come and take over my class
for me?” In that case, the student is really participating in
the glory of the teacher. Do you want to participate in
Father’s glory?

Think about this. We have approximately 1,200 people
gathered here in this auditorium today. I want to pick the
one best champion, so an easy test will not do the job. I
have to give the most difficult task so that most of you will
be eliminated. There will only be a few finalists, and then
in the end only one will prevail—the champion. Let me see
how many of you want to be candidates for that number-
one position. Raise your hands. There are so many candi-
dates. I welcome that, but in order to eliminate everyone
but the champion, I must make the obstacle course ex-
tremely difficult.

To bear the cross for 50 years, throughout one’s life, is
an extremely difficult course. My suffering is inconceivable
to the ordinary mind. For that reason, when God Himself
looks at my suffering, He cries out. Can you believe this?
There is no person in the religious realm, including all the
saints, who can compare his suffering with the conditions I
have set in the sight of God. Therefore, they all want to
come and receive teaching from me.

THE SMARTEST WAY TO GO

In order to receive the great blessings from God, you have
to go down to the bottom of hell—lick the floor of hell—
and then the time will come when God will be able to resur-
rect you. That is the road of indemnity; it is that difficult.
Will you follow all the way to the end? Following uncon-
ditionally is the smartest way to go. Once you get to your
destination, you will see that you came the quickest possi-
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ble way. Therefore, you are not dumb; you are really the
princes and princesses of wisdom.

On this first day of 1987, do you feel good or terrible?
Why do I speak about indemnity? Because it is God’s Day.
Even almighty God has to perform His dispensation through
indemnity. Why is it necessary for God to walk the road of
indemnity? Why did God have to allow His son Jesus to be
murdered? Why does God let His loving son of the 20th
century go the path of suffering? This is all because of the
fall of man and the emergence of Satan. This suffering has
to be endured in order to isolate and separate Satan from
absolute good.

In the history of religion, one thing cannot be denied: I
received in my lifetime more persecution than any other
religious leader. I am right in the center of the most severe
persecution. I had to undergo the worst kind of test possi-
ble. One day even God Himself kicked me out. He said, “I
don’t know you! You are a heretic, so get out of my sight!”
But the incredible thing is that I grabbed onto the coattails
of God and told Him, “Heavenly Father, no matter what
You say, [ know You can’t reject me. You need me!” God
said, “No, I reject you. You are a heretic and you are not
my son” Then Jesus, Buddha, Mohammed, and all the
saints in spirit world said, “Yes, he is a heretic!”

For 40 days, this kind of confrontation went on. They
said I would have to change my position or they would not
accept me. During that period all the satanic forces and
surrogates for evil were celebrating and shouting, “Hurray
for Satan’s Kingdom!” and they thought they had won a
complete victory. But throughout those 40 days, I did not
move one inch. [ was as steadfast as a rock. Then they saw
that I would not change, not even in 400 or 4,000 years.
Heavenly law was such that the showdown had to be over
in 40 days. What happened? On the 40th day, God declared,
“I have tested you, my son, and you have proven that you
will uphold the truth, no matter what. I can now declare
before heaven and earth that you are the greatest victor in
all of history!”

At that very moment, Jesus became my number-one
supporter and united totally with me in heart. Buddha,
Mohammed, and Confucius, as well, became our friends.
These religious leaders are now sending their influence
down to earth to urge people to join with us.

ONE BIG FAMILY

Therefore, I look at all the major religions of the world as
one big family. Because there are squabbles going on in the |
Muslim world, I work to help the unity of the Muslims. |
Likewise, I support the unity of the Buddhist world. Have
you ever heard of a religious leader who supported the
unity of other religions? This is not because we want to
manipulate those people. We know that spirit world has
already declared the unity of all the world’s religions.
Therefore, when we initiate some action along those lines,

that sacrificial unity can be expanded. If the conditions had
not already been set in the spirit world, we couldn’t do
anything in the physical world to bring that unity about.
If I am working on the earth with such authority, then
who has the right to declare God’s Day? If I said to God,
“My Father, I want to ask You to come to our celebration
of God’s Day,” would God come? Yes, He would. Why is
that? It is because God has declared that in the dispensa-

tional realm, [ am the number-one champion. For that rea-

son, God rejoices and wants to come to our celebration.
God alone cannot fulfill His dispensation; He needs hu-
man beings. He needs a partner. This is why God’s Day
has been declared—it is one day in which God can rejoice
with us over His own victory. What causes God to rejoice

the most? What God likes the most is the fulfillment of His

ideal and His will—the purpose of creation. What is that
purpose of creation? It is the consummation of true love.
When God'’s true love is consummated, we call that the
fulfillment of the heavenly four position foundation. This
is an absolutely clear sequence. The heavenly four posi-
tions are the love of God, love between husband and wife,
and love between parents and children. Thus the Unifica-
tion Church celebrates four major holidays each year: Par-
ents’ Day, Children’s Day, Day of All Things, and God’s
Day. We are heading towards the perfection of all people,

all things, and the perfection of the joy of God. God created

the world and mankind for the purpose of fulfilling His
love. He created Adam and Eve to be His Love King and
Love Queen.

WALKING FORM OF GOD

When you enter the spirit world, you cannot see God. In
spirit world, the visible God is Jesus Christ, and in the fu-
ture world the True Parents will be in that position. In

I Corinthians 3:16, what is God talking about? Adam and
Eve are to be the temple, the holy place of God. The hu-
man heart is meant to be the dwelling place of God'’s love.
Thus Adam and Eve represent a walking and visible form
of God on the earth. God is meant to dwell within them
and through them to have dominion over all creation.

If Adam and Eve had not fallen, their love relationship
would have been sanctified and it would have glorified
God. Through their God-centered love, they would have
given birth to sinless children. They would have been the
children of God, with God’s own blood being passed down
from one generation to the next.

What can we offer to God on this day? Should we try to
build Him a golden tower as high as the Allegheny Moun-
tains? What will make Him happy? Only one thing will
make Him happy: the emergence of true sons and daugh-
ters in whom He can freely dwell, people who can become
His temples and with whom He can rejoice. Before that
time, God can have no settlement anywhere on the face of
the earth.

In 1968, for the first time in human history, God found
the base upon which He could settle, the base of true love.
True Parents could be installed upon the earth, represent-
ing God’s true love. That was the first God’s Day. Before
this time, mankind knew only the parents of satanic line-
age.

THE BLESSING IS NOT CHEAP

You blessed couples, raise your hands, please. You received
the Blessing even without knowing what a valuable gift
you were getting. You are the custodians of the greatest
value of all, and you must not misplace it. I want you to
understand that the four major holidays of the Unification
Church include the four most important aspects of our
way of life. So any violation of love includes the violation
of the meaning of those days. Don’t ever imagine that
God’s Blessing to you is cheap. In order for you to receive
that Blessing, God has labored for tens of thousands of
years and sacrificed multitudes of things. Therefore, you
must preserve your Blessing; otherwise, you will receive
heavenly punishment.

Now you know what God’s Day means. In order for the
True Parents to be installed and for True Mother to have
been chosen, I had to overcome incredible dispensational
ordeals. There were many occasions where even one mis-
step would have meant falling down into failure. Thus I
have been deadly serious about the Blessing and the dis-
pensational will. But then if you, the recipients of that
Blessing, take it very lightly as if it were some cheap com-
modity, I cannot forgive that.

Testimony about Hyun Jin Nim

Parents’ family for the last 16

years, and [ have countless mem-
ories about Hyun Jin Nim. Tonight I
want to share just two important
aspects about him.

One is his incredible talent in eques-
trian sports. Hyun Jin Nim has become
quite a star in this field. He is known
as the Oriental Rambo because of his
outstanding courage. Even profession-
al trainers and coaches who keep a
close watch and are involved with ev-
erything going on in this sport have
been saying that they haven’t seen
anyone like Hyun Jin Nim. He started
riding horses just three years ago, and
he is better than anyone else his age
or with his experience. In American
equestrian history, nobody with only
three years of riding experience ever
competed at the American Grand
Prix horse show, but Hyun Jin Nim
did.

Let me explain briefly why I can say
he has a tremendous amount of cour-
age. Hyun Jin Nim has been compet-
ing in the jumping class, and there is
tremendous risk involved. When you
and your horse go over an obstacle
you are about 10 feet off the ground.
You feel like you're jumping down
from the top of a building. And in
order to clear the fences, a horse has
to be moving at about 15 or 20 miles
an hour. The rider has to be complete-
ly united with every movement and
every breath of the horse.

I HAVE BEEN SERVING THE TRUE

Ability to overcome fear

Think about the feeling of fear that is
always with a rider. There is not just
one obstacle but 14 or 15 per course.
Hyun Jin Nim has always shown in-
credible ability to overcome fear. Pro-
fessional people immediately recog-
nize this. Because of his courage they
automatically called him Rambo; he
himself did not ask to be called that.
Wherever he competes, people say,
“Here comes Rambo!” Even the speak-
er announces: “Next is Rambo!’

There is an Olympic-class horse
named Out of This World, known to
be very strong, restless, and tough to
handle. Even seasoned riders who
have tried that horse have given up
onit. Hyun Jin Nim’s coach recognized
his talent and gave him a chance to
try the horse. When Hyun Jin Nim
got on, the horse sensed his spirit and
could feel that the man riding him
was not afraid. Hyun Jin Nim was the
only person who could bring that
horse under control. He is still a
young rider, but because of his skill,
he is the one who will be riding Out
of This World in the Olympics in
1988.

There’s one more aspect of Hyun
Jin Nim’s character that I would like
to share with you. In the wintertime,
most equestrian competition is held
in Florida, so last year in the middle
of February, Hyun Jin Nim and I
went down there for a horse show.

On the day of the competition we got
up at six o’clock, and before we went
to the ring we decided to get some
breakfast at Burger King. When I was
about to sit down, I noticed Hyun Jin
Nim speaking to a woman about 50
or 60 years old, an employee of Burger
King, who was mopping the floor.
She looked tired and bent over. Hyun
Jin Nim hadn’t been able to ignore
her. His heart just went out to her.
He was reaching for the mop and say-
ing, “Please, let me take the mop and
I'll mop the floor” He just couldn’t
bear to see her do such heavy work.

At first the lady thought he was
joking, but then she realized that he
was serious. So she said, “Young man,
[ know you have your own schedule
to follow, so please go eat. This is my
job. I'll be all right. I really appreciate
and thank you for your concern, but
I'll take care of this and you just go
on and do what you have to do” And
there were tears in her eyes.

When [ saw this scene I didn’t dare
interrupt. [ didn’t say anything. I just
sat in the chair, watching in tears.
Here was another aspect of Hyun Jin
Nim—his incredible concern for
others. His heart is so deep that
nobody can measure the depth of it.

Through this engagement, many
providential numbers are fulfilled.
With the three sons and the three
daughters and the True Parents in
the center, there are seven families.
The True Parents uniting with the
three son’s families makes the num-
ber four. With the three daughters’
families it again makes four. Thus in
this combination, all the providential
numbers are fulfilled—three, four,
seven, and eight.

Father addressed his short speech

0OOD MORNING, EVERYONE. THE TOPIC OF MY
G message this morning is “The Ideal Home Church?”
What is the Unification Church? As the word
implies, it is those who go about unifying the churches.
What is the purpose of unifying the churches? To unify the
world.

The word “unification” means to lead. When you are
talking about unification, you are putting yourself in the
leader’s position. “Unification” in the Korean language is
tongil. Il means one and tong means leading or controlling.
Leading the way into oneness—that is unification. Leading
the way into oneness centering upon what? God. There-
fore, the Unification Church is an interfaith movement,
unifying all churches, all religions, and all believing people
into one. That scope enlarges to the unification of all the
people of the world into oneness with God—one God, one
humanity.

What is the core substance of unification? By what meth-
od can we make unification possible? Of course, through
true love. When we talk about true love, we have to talk
about both horizontal love and vertical love. This is what
the Western world does not realize. Does humanity have a
horizontal origin coming from below or does it come from
above? Naturally, the origin comes from above, from the
vertical.

GOD INITIATED LOVE

You are the only creature in God’s world able to say “I”
This shows that you are automatically vertically con-
nected. You are born with a fundamental relationship to
the origin, the beginning, the source of life. You come
from your parents, your grandparents, and your great-
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grandparents. If you go all the way back to the first ances-
tors of mankind, where are they from? They are from
God. This is how we are all connected ultimately to the
one God in heaven. True love is the love that existed from
the very beginning between God and man. When Adam
and Eve were born, God poured true love down upon
them. God initiated the action and gave love to them first.

When a baby is born, it has no perception of the exis-
tence and love of the parents. However, the baby is already
in an environment of the unconditional love of its father
and mother. Babies grow and gradually come into an aware-
ness of the parents’ existence and love, and this is how we
too are supposed to become aware of the love of God.
When we grow up we should come into the full realization
of the love of God and become an embodiment of that love
ourselves, able to give parental love to others.

The love of God comes down from heaven and the love
of human beings goes up from earth. When these two
loves collide in the center, where does the power of that
impact go? It pushes out horizontally. It expands into
horizontal love because vertical love has certain limits of
distance.

Men are the plus side and women are the minus side. As
men and women grow up individually to become recipients
of the love of God, they form a horizontal line. Then they
come closer and closer together to the point where they
are united. Although men are the universal representatives
of plus character and women are the universal representa-
tives of minus character, the most important thing is that
they both share a common destiny. When you say “I,” that
represents men’s and women’s common destiny.

Take a look at men and women; their features are so
different. One is like the North Pole, the other is like the

South Pole. They are very far apart. A woman’s character
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is such that she is concerned with things that are very
close to her. Women try to decorate their surroundings
and themselves. Men are more visionary, looking at the
future, the distant horizon; men plan life. Women like
smaller things and men like larger things. Man is vertical,
in God’s position, and woman is horizontal, in humanity’s
position before God.

CREATION UNITES IN ONE POINT

When God created human beings, the strong vertical line
of love was established first. Men and women are to ma-
ture and come together and unite at the central point.
That’s the original design for the human family. The cen-
tral point is an absolute one, not relative. All creatures uni-
versally want to meet in that central point and occupy that
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absolute place of value. All of creation is heading for one
thing—they are trying to move toward the central point of
God’s love.

Parents represent the love of God, and so all children
want to get total love from their parents. They compete
with each other in trying to receive the love of their mother
and father. How much do we need such a relationship? It is
an absolute necessity to us. This is our destiny—we are
born to receive parental love and to ultimately become the
recipient of the love of God.

When a little baby giggles and looks up at its mommy’s
and daddy’s face, is that a sin? Is that abnormal or absurd?
No. When a man and woman look at each other, giggling
and laughing and touching each other, is that a sin? When
this give and take happens between parents and children
and between husband and wife, then God freely comes
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True love, true family, True Parents—every heavenly
accomplishment, every heavenly goal—is bound to
human responsibility.
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down and goes in and out of each one of those minds and
hearts.

Human nature is such that people want to have total
control over a thing. You want to step on it, bite it, and do
everything to it. You want to grab it, hit it, put it in your
pocket, and eat it up. Do you want to have that kind of
total unity in love? Or do you want the kind of love that
says, “Oh, yes, we love. We have some thread, some con-
nection”” When you say you love someone, you have the
natural desire to occupy him or her: “I want to occupy you
totally, without leaving even one hair to go free”

When love is being exchanged, you don’t want to close
your eyes. You want to open your eyes and drink in the
full amount. Nobody wants a discount on love. Everybody
wants to receive it at the full price. When the voice of
love comes into your ears, your ears are more open to
that voice than to any other sound in the universe. Your
ear leans in that direction, doesn’t it? Even God'’s big ear is
listening, waiting for that sound of love. Only true love
awakens all five senses of the body to the fullest degree.
Human beings are containers made for love, so night and
day and all four seasons of the year we are waiting for
more and more love from our parents and from God.

GOD CAN'T ABANDON MAN

Divorce is becoming more and more commonplace in
America today, but the most controversial part of divorce
is deciding who will get the children. The wife will say, “I
don’t care about my husband—I want to throw him out.
But I don’t want to lose my children” Why is that? Because
you have an eternal vertical relationship with your child.
He is bone of your bone, flesh of your flesh. Even if the
husband and wife, the horizontal plus and minus, are
separated, the vertical relationship between the parent and
child can never be severed.

After bearing children, there is no greater crime than
divorcing your spouse in front of your children. Children
are there to receive love from their parents and return
love to their parents, for an entire lifetime on earth and
thereafter throughout all eternity. When the parents are
separated, all five senses of the child are beset by grief and
sadness. Nothing can remedy or relieve such sadness. It is
almost as if God were abandoning Adam and Eve. If God
abandoned Adam and Eve, He would be abandoning all the
creatures of the universe, since Adam and Eve are the cen-
tral point of the creation. If God denies the creation, that
means that God is denying Himself. That is impossible
even to think about. Therefore we see that this eternal
vertical connection can never change.

With this vertical love alone, however, you cannot have
dominion over the creation. Vertical love has to be mani-
fested or translated into horizontal love, like the spreading
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of a wing, encompassing all of creation under the wing of
love.

Human beings are born in the indirect dominion of God,
then grow by fulfilling their responsibility. Ultimately they
come into the direct dominion of God. After a person has
traveled this far, God will say, “Now, my son, my daugh-
ter, everything that is mine is yours. Everything I created
is yours. Please take it and have dominion over it”

The Principle teaches us that during our growth period
—the indirect dominion of God-——human responsibility is
the key. Who can claim that they have completed that
responsibility? Who can say, “I'm totally and absolutely
united with God, and nothing can separate me from Him
any more”?

When the absolute vertical relationship is established,
then you can move on to the horizontal. As much as God
and men cannot be separated, the horizontal relationship
between men and women cannot be separated. The King-
dom of Heaven on earth and in heaven is when men and
women fulfill their responsibility, reaching the perfection
level of their relationship to God. Men will find a dwelling
place in women and women will find a dwelling place in
men. God, Adam, Eve, and all the things of creation will
intermingle together in harmony and joy.

THE ABSOLUTE LAW OF GOD

In the Unification Church, who first started using the term
“human responsibility”? I did not create the concept of
human responsibility, I discovered it. Before I discovered it,
did the concept exist or not? Yes, it did, from the very be-
ginning of creation. This is one of the permanent laws that
were installed on the day of creation and will remain for
the rest of eternity. Have you Unificationists been thinking
about this? Have you taken it seriously? I'm sure some of
you have even forgotten the term “human responsibility”
But this is the absolute law of God, and unless you fulfill
this law you have no way to get into heaven. You have a
craving to fill your requirement of food and sleep every
day of your life, but even greater than those requirements
is the requirement of human responsibility.

Do you think I just sat down one day and the word came
to me? “Oh. Human responsibility. Sounds very good!” Or
do you think I discovered it through incredible ordeals,
struggles, and confrontations with Satan? Satan didn’t
want anybody to discover it, because he knew once it was
discovered, the satanic world would start to crumble.
Satan protected and hid this concept, keeping it beneath
mountains and dirt and trees. It was hidden so deep it was
not easy for any man to discover it.

Without fulfilling this law of human responsibility you
cannot come into the direct dominion of God. Therefore,
in the Unification Church, our goal is to become men and
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women who fulfill human responsibility. That should be-
come our life goal. When you have children, you do not
want your children to say, “You did not fulfill your parental
role. Why did you let me turn out like this? Why did you
neglect me, and why didn’t you fulfill your human respon-
sibility?” If that is what is going to happen, you have no
reason to bear children. Without fulfilling human respon-
sibility, you have nowhere to take your wife and child. You
have to turn back.

All you blessed couples—if you disregard God and dis-
regard the law and heavenly principle, the only place you
deserve is the dungeons of hell. You may protest, “Oh, I
am a Moonie. I am a Unification Church member!” How-
ever, only upon completion of your responsibility can you
claim your rights and privileges. You are all trying to claim
and insist upon your own point of view, but you can only
do that upon the completion of human responsibility.
Otherwise, you will not even have a platform to stand on
to make your claim.

WHY GOD IS RESERVING JUDGMENT

Immoral Americans of today, with their free sex and free
lifestyle, may wonder why they should be bound to such
a rigid rule. “I want to live just as I please. I am a free man
and I can do anything I choose. I want to enjoy life”
Coming out of that culture and then trying to practice
this principle and follow me and become worthy of being
a Unification Church member is very difficult. America has
a population of 240 million people. None of them are
worthy of being praised by God or are able to say that
their human responsibility has been fulfilled. This nation
is like Sodom and Gomorrah. Two hundred forty million
Americans deserve God’s judgment. God is reserving
judgment only because the Moonies who follow me say,
“Father, give us time. We shall, in due course, fulfill our
responsibility” That is the only reason why God is
reserving judgment.

When you graduate from a university, you have to fulfill
a certain amount of credits, and you have to accumulate
them in four years. Otherwise, you won't graduate. Going
the heavenward path is almost like working toward a degree;
you have to get the right amount of credits. Human re-
sponsibility is heavenly law. Would you like to live under it
or on top of it? You have to live on top of human responsi-
bility. A person at any stage lower than that is a human
trash can and belongs in hell. This is not conceptual—this
is a logical conclusion.

You've been living a Moonie’s life in the Unification
Church for many years. But during those years you have
been creating a miserable pattern: Instead of succeeding,
you’ve been failing. Your tradition is all mixed up and con-
fused. Once you have completed human responsibility, is
hell still there? No. If human responsibility is completed,
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you enter the direct dominion of God. No satanic power
can come in. Only in that situation can you use the word
“ideal” That alone is the ideal situation.

Have you thought about this? You take it so lightly. You
think, “Well, it sounds good, it sounds very logical,” but you
don’t take it into your heart. This is a law you must observe
day by day. Without accomplishing human responsibility,
love and every other beautiful word has no meaning. True
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love, true family, True Parents—every heavenly accomplish- |
ment, every heavenly goal—is bound to human responsibil-
ity. True Parents are there, true family is there, true hus-
band and wife are there, true love is there, true heaven is
there. Everything is achieved when human responsibility is
achieved, not before. So unless you go beyond that level,
where are you? What is your position? Have you been below |

human responsibility or on top of it? You have not yet
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crossed over that hill. You have been in the below position.
Therefore, the first thing you must do is find out your ex-
act position.

| SATAN WILL NOT LET GO EASILY

God and Satan always label everything. “This is mine, this
is yours. Satan, you take this one, I'll take this one!” They

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label according to only one criterion—whether a person’s
human responsibility has been accomplished. Human re-
sponsibility means fulfilling the vertical relationship between
God and man. Then and only then can the horizontal rela-
tionship between husband and wife begin. Human respon-
sibility does not mean worrying about whether you have
money or honor or are doing this or that mundane thing.
That is not what I am talking about.

Everyone is violating the law of human responsibility.
Who is the guardian of the door to the Kingdom of Heaven?
Human responsibility is the guard at the door. That is the
certificate. Without having that particular certificate signed,
no one can enter the Kingdom of Heaven.

Not one individual in the fallen world has ever deserved
the Kingdom of Heaven. In order to open up this gate, God
has been working all this time, doing the work of restora-
tion, starting with Moses and Jesus and going all the way
up to the time of the Second Advent. All this arduous work
means that God has been opening the gate so that every-
body will be able to pass through it into the Kingdom of
Heaven.

Both God and Satan take this very seriously. Even if all
the bases for Satan’s power are taken away from him, he
will not easily give up his hold on human responsibility.
Religious people who believe they will ultimately enter
heaven will be demolished if they do not fulfill their human
responsibility. You cannot swap human responsibility for
any price. Even if a person sacrifices himself a tremendous
amount, Satan cannot just release him and say, “Oh, okay,
that’s all right. Go ahead. God, you can claim him! No
way. Satan has been holding tight onto human responsibil-
ity all this time. But I am bringing human responsibility
out of Satan’s domain so that his hold on it will be com-
pletely destroyed. Human responsibility is now in our
domain; we can go beyond it, above it. Now we have a
weapon to destroy Satan logically, with the truth. We can
say to Satan, “This is what you are, Satan. This is your
true identity. We know you and your crime, and we have a
weapon with which to destroy your satanic realm?

Human responsibility is a narrow gate. Even God cannot
widen it. He has to keep the door narrow, but everyone is
expected to go through it. Even God cannot make an ex-
ception, not in a million years. God did not commit sin.
Human beings did. But God is taking up the responsibility.
God knows that Adam and Eve entered into false parent-
hood; therefore, it is God’s responsibility to restore His
son and daughter into true parenthood. For that reason,
God is taking upon Himself the responsibility and doing it
a million times over.

You've been living as if in a void, with vacant eyes, blind.
No one has taken human responsibility seriously as an
individual, as a family, as a tribe. You always think, “Oh,
it’s cold outside, I just don’t want to go out today. I'm
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hungry, I'm sick, I have a headache, I have to take my baby
to the hospital” I see here a fake assembly, not an honest
and decent one.

Everywhere I go I find the same attitude. I go to the
Korean leaders and they say, “Father, this is just impossi-
ble. Nobody has ever done this. We cannot do it” Then I
say: “Do it this way, follow me this way!’ I have to lead
them every step of the way. That is how everything I want
done is finally accomplished. The time has come now, after
15 years in America, when the eminent scholars and pro-
fessors who come to the science conferences are saying to
me, “Yes, [ will do it;” no matter how famous they are.
What about you?

HUMAN RESPONSIBILITY IS YOURS

Whose responsibility is human responsibility? Am I re-
sponsible for everything? Do [ have to bear the cross?
Human responsibility is yours. You need to fulfill it. Since
you have not been able to bear that burden, I have taken it
over. Most of the way, I have carried it for you.

This incredible, insidious battle is going on behind the
scenes. God grabs each one of you and offers you as a
sacrifice toward the fulfillment of human responsibility.
You can’t just think, “I'm a member of the Unification
Church and I'm in good standing, and oh yes, heaven is
mine. I already bought heaven? Japanese members may be
thinking, “Well, we're special. We work very hard. Japan
is doing very well. We are following the providence of
True Parents and we suffer so much, we are in a special
category. We will enter into heaven!” Not at all.

Think about it. If you truly feel that you have fulfilled
human responsibility and you go out and tell the satanic
world but still receive persecution, there is a contradiction
there. Would anybody oppose you if you had completed
your human responsibility? No. That’s the truth. But I am
still receiving persecution. Why is that?

This barrier of human responsibility cannot be jumped
over all at once. It is divided into eight different stages,
from the individual level to the level of the family, clan,
tribe, society, nation, world, and cosmos. I have to go
through each step, one by one. What stage am I at now?
The time of persecution is virtually over and the time for
a universal welcome for True Parents is at hand.

It is like a dream that the CAUSA USA volunteers could
get 10 million signatures. Four years ago such a thing was
unthinkable. This happened less than one year after I set
the universal condition by suffering at Danbury.* What do
you think will happen in the future? Will more and more
people persecute us? (No.) Who alone in the Unification
Church can go forth with his human responsibility on the
verge of being completely fulfilled? (Father.) How did I do
that? Did I do it by receiving all kinds of praise and wel-
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| want you to know that unless I release this
inheritance to you, no one will even come near
to entering the Kingdom of Heaven.

come, all kinds of glory? Did I eat and sleep and play as
much as [ wanted to? By doing it that way, can you accom-
plish human responsibility?

God gave the world the most incredible opportunity to
fulfill this huge responsibility all at once, right after World
War II. However, the world did not receive me. I suffered
40 more years, all alone, paying all the indemnity. Chris-
tianity at that time was in a position to accept me and
my role of unifying the world and was to do the heaven-
building here on earth, but Christianity failed to do so.
For that reason, I myself rebuilt the Christian foundation,
in 40 years.

WHY AM | STILL FIGHTING?

In order to come this far, | entered prison many times.
When God installed me in this mission here on earth as
True Parents, God did not mean for me to suffer. Actually,
if everything had gone right, the whole dispensational
scheme would have been completed when I was 40, and
thereafter Mother and I would have received glory. Now

[ am nearing 70 and I am still fighting, still suffering, still
receiving persecution. Why? Because of the failure of
Christianity and the American nation.

I came to this foreign country, sojourned in a strange
land, and gave my entire heart. [ was hurt so much by this
nation and these people. Don’t you think I could be harbor-
ing certain feelings toward the American people and the
American nation, even though I never speak about them?
Under normal circumstances, if anyone had that much evil
done to him, he would turn around with a knife or a gun
and take revenge. But [ am entirely different. I swallowed
all those feelings of hurt and [ am continuing to try to save
this nation, simply because I know about human responsi-
bility. I want to avenge myself with true love, loving
America, saving America.

Shall we be serious? Shall we choose to do nothing else
but go through human responsibility? You really don’t
know this, but [ have been bearing the cross all this time
on your behalf. You have all kinds of time—you play, you
eat anything you like, you sleep all you want. I don’t have
that kind of time. You don’t know about my personal life.

[ never show it in public, but I have shed millions of tears,
agonizing over the situation of the world. I have shed gal-
lons of sweat, laboring day in and day out. The time will
come when history will eventually reveal what kind of life
[ have lived. Do you think that once you really know the
facts and truth about me you will be able to raise your
head? None of you will be able to open your mouth to
even try to assert your situation, your excuses, or your
complaints.

In order for True Parents to emerge, Cain and Abel must
be united into one. On that foundation alone, True Parents
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can appear. You, the children, are supposed to take care of
the restoration of the Cain and Abel providence. But since
you were not doing it well, [ had to go down to your level,
take up your mission upon my own shoulders, and fulfill it.
When the children are bad, the blame always goes to the
parents. Afterwards you might say to me, “Well, Father,
you fulfilled it for me. Give it back to me free” Would you
be that shameless?

You know that I have fulfilled human responsibility on
your behalf, but in order for this fulfillment to become
your own, you have to set a certain condition. Otherwise,
you will not be able to inherit it. Do you think parents
want to pass their inheritance down only piece by piece?
Isn’t the parental heart so deep that they want to give
their children the full amount all at once?

I will declare to the world, “I fulfilled all human respon-
sibility. I finished it. Now anybody who wants to receive it,
you do it too” That is the battle at hand.

There are certain laws for offering sacrifices. There are
conditions that have to be met in order for the sacrifices to
be acceptable. There is also a specific condition of time that
should elapse. For 40 years [ was the person who offered
the sacrifice, and at the same time I myself was the sacrifice.
All the satanic world was trying to block me from fulfilling
this in 40 years’ time. The satanic disturbances and obsta-
cles have been almost insurmountable. Satan knows that
once I succeed in this fulfillment of human responsibility, it
is final. Satan wanted to block every stage of the game, until
Satan came all the way up and pushed me into Danbury
prison. That was the final stage.

[ am bearing the cross of 4 billion people’s fate upon my
shoulders. In order to pay the indemnity for that incredible
burden of sin, I have been in and out of prison six times.
Who sent me to prison? In a way, you did. The world popu-
lation did. There is a certain debt that has to be paid in
terms of human responsibility on all levels, from the indi-
vidual through the world levels. In order to pay the debt,

I did it all alone, by myself. [ want you to know that unless
I release this inheritance to you, no one will even come
near to entering the Kingdom of Heaven. Do you follow?

I have to liberate you. Without being liberated by me, no
one will ever enter the Kingdom of Heaven. Even if you
suffer in prison yourself, even die in a prison cell, it doesn’t
make any difference unless you receive this liberation.

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THE IMPORTANCE
OF WEEKLY SERMONS

The following is taken from The Tradition:
Book Two, now in preparation, which will
cover internal aspects of True Parents’ tradi-
tion. Compiled by Nancy Barton.

our True Parents, we need to be

concerned with the practice of
Sunday service; in particular, we
should learn from Father the impor-
tance of weekly sermons.

A sermon is not simply a part of
the Sunday service; it is the opportu-
nity for a leader to educate his mem-
bers and give guidance for their eter-
nal lives. Leaders who give a sermon
regularly each Sunday are wise to
make a week-by-week sermon plan
for the year. If the congregation is
composed primarily of young mem-
bers, the main purpose of education
should be preparation for the Bless-
ing. Young members should quickly
become strong in the precepts of the
Principle in order to be able to wit-
ness to others. They especially need
guidance on how to apply the Princi-
ple in their daily lives.

For a sermon topic, a leader might
reflect upon his own early days and
recall what he needed when he first
confronted and struggled with cer-
tain points of faith. He could even
consider the problems that face him
today and use his sermon to teach
not only the members but himself.
How can a leader generate internal
guidance when he himself needs it?
He should dissect the struggle that
confronts him, examining it in the
light of the Principle and True Par-
ents’ lifestyle. A leader should focus
primarily on teaching brothers and
sisters how to reach the goal of atten-
dance. Although every person has to
walk the path himself, teaching the
meaning of attendance—toward God
and True Parents, the True Family,
our spiritual elders, and brothers and
sisters—is the real substance of
“internal guidance”

I N PRESERVING THE TRADITION OF

Make the Principle exciting

Many members claim to already know
the Principle. Because they have heard
it so often, they feel they don’t need
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to hear it again. This attitude creates
many problems in one’s life of faith.
All members, including leaders, need
to constantly refresh themselves in
the Principle—to understand the basis
of each precept and how to use it ef-
fectively in life. Those who feel that
study is no longer necessary do not
understand its value. A leader can
make the Principle exciting, make it
come alive, through a well-prepared
sermon.

The truth of God and His
love can shine forth only
if the most important
ingredient in preparation
has been included:
prayer.

If the congregation is comprised
mainly of blessed members, the lead-
er should focus his sermons on build-
ing the ideal world. Here, too, the em-
phasis should be on following and in-
heriting the tradition of True Parents.

Prior to each of the five Holy Days,
as well as the other holidays commem-
orated by our church, aleader can help
the members prepare for them by ex-
plaining their significance. Speeches
that Father has given on those days
are excellent reference material for
sermons.

Leaders should realize that the ser-
mon, the songs, the Bible reading,
and every other aspect of the Sunday
service can bring tremendous benefit
to brothers and sisters. Not only the
leader but each individual should be
encouraged to feel that in attending
service he is making an offering of
himself. Leaders should help mem-
bers be aware of God’s instructions
to Abraham to divide his offering. To
successfully “divide” ourselves, we
need to separate the evil from the
good within our mind. In this sense,

Sunday service is a time for repen-
tance. Through repenting, a person
can check if he harbors resentment or
self-centered motivation. Without re-
pentance, attending a service does
not have the richness and meaning it
could. Members should be encour-
aged to take this time to cleanse and
renew their hearts, but it is even
more necessary for the leader to re-
pent in prayer before conducting the
service and delivering his sermon.

A pure channel

Father has prayed intensely with tears
for each member he guided and cared
for. No doubt he visualized them and
received spiritual inspiration about
what each person needed to nurture
his or her faith. The early Korean
members testify that they felt an un-
explainable urge to go to church. By
the law of spiritual gravity—because
of the sincere motivation of Father in
wanting to care for them—they fer-
vently desired to go to church service,
despite the difficulties they may have
faced with their own family. They con-
sidered the words of True Father to
be of great spiritual magnitude, com-
ing directly from the heart of God. In
the same way, a leader who prays for
the people in his congregation—those
both inside and outside the movement
—may discover that they are spiritu-
ally drawn to attend church every
week and are eager to listen to the
message of his sermons.

Like Father, a leader must become a
pure channel for the spirit and love of
God. Some leaders may prepare their
sermon in a methodical way, typing
it out or making note cards and prac-
ticing before a mirror. Some leaders
may want to speak extemporaneously.
Either way, the truth of God and His
love can shine forth only if the most
important ingredient in preparation
has been included: prayer. Without
fervent, even desperate prayer and
sincere repentance, a leader cannot be
assured that he will be a free-flowing
channel for God to use. Prayer is the

sprawling machine painted taxicab
yellow and manufactured in West
Germany. The press is a so-called
single-width variety, but the building
was made extra large to be able to ac-
commodate a mammoth double-width
press in the future. Looking down on
the assemblage from a ceiling beam
was a huge banner reading “Welcome
True Parents! Father, Mother, Dr. Pak,
and Rev. Kwak held the edges of a big
glass bowl of holy salt, which Father
would later use to bless the new build-
ing. Father prayed over the holy salt
for several minutes.

True Parents were then presented
with flowers and a large brass plaque
by News World Communications to
commemorate this special anniversary
day.

Dr. Pak addressed the gathering,
testifying to the miraculous fact that
“in ten years, Father created 10 publi-
cations,” among them the New York
City Tribune (formerly The News World)

(1976), Free Press International (1978),

He is scheduled to get a week out
here, so God willing we will spend
some time together. I'm really look-
ing forward to that. Please pray it
works out.

As you may or may not know, my
daughter is a very troubled 28-year-
old lady. She is an alcoholic, and when
she starts drinking she starts taking
pills and speed, and sooner or later
she collapses or has an accident. Nor-
mally something drastic happens to
her. Only God and her mother and

father know how she suffers, and we

suffer with her. I have faith that one
day soon God will answer our pray-
ers and she will be cured of this curse.
The shame of all this is that when
she is not drinking she is the most
loving, caring daughter or person you
could ever find. So please continue to
pray for her victory.

My wife of 32 years, Cathy, is not
well, in that she has had several ma-
jor operations. But she waits and
prays for my return, and for our
daughter’s and her own total recov-
ery. And all these things plus many
others will happen, because I am bless-
ed with your prayers and Father’s
love and friendship. The day he left
he held both my hands in his hands.
Then we hugged each other, and as |
kissed his cheek he said, “It will be
okay” So that was like a promise, and
I believe him.

Danbury Prison doesn’t change
much. It’s not as exciting as when we
were graced by the presence of Rev.
Moon, but life goes on. After all this
time it seems that time drags much
slower than it did before. My world

GOD CONFERENCE

HE FIFTH INTERNATIONAL
T conference on “God: The Con-
temporary Discussion,” better

known as the God Conference, met
in Coronado, California, from Decem-
ber 29, 1986, through January 3, 1987.
Most of the previous God Conferen-
ces have taken place over the celebra-
tion of God’s Day, thereby linking
the internal, providential celebration
of God with an external event dedi-
cated to God and to generating seri-
ous interreligious discussion on God.

The God Conference has always ac-
knowledged, and indeed thrives upon,
the variety of relationships that hu-
man beings have with the Divine. As
stated by Rev. C.H. Kwak in his wel-
coming remarks to the conference,
“What is needed is not a monolithic
uniformity of belief and practice, but
a unity based on an awareness of di-
vine love, mutual respect, and shared
goals” The God Conference seeks to
bring scholars together centering up-
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on the highest aspirations and deep-
est insights of religion, and to inspire
these scholars to disseminate the
ideal of religious harmony and coop-
eration. “If you find this conference

fruitful,” declared Rev. Kwak, “I would
urge you to communicate your im-
pression to others, and especially to

~ the leaders of your respective reli-

gious traditions. Through your influ-
ence, those leaders might...devote
more of their energies to meetings
that heal interreligious divisions and
that deal with urgent social problems!’

With this as the vision of the con-
ference, the participants gathered
from around the world. One hundred
twenty scholars of religion, who were
in many cases religious and/or inter-
faith leaders as well, convened in the
beautiful century-old Hotel del Coro-
nado on the coast of Southern Cali-
fornia. Under the able guidance of
Dr. Robert Scharlemann, chairman of
the conference, the New Ecumenical
Research Association (New ERA)
brought a diverse range of scholars
from every continent: 10 from Africa,
8 from the Far East, 19 from Europe
and the Middle East, 20 from the
Indian subcontinent, 3 from Austra-
lia, and the remainder from North
and South America.

’

Themes of mutual concern

Representing a dozen religious tradi-
tions and as many or more academic
disciplines, the participants worked
within a structure of seven different
theme groups (see box). Each had
written an article-length paper for
group discussion, as well as a response
to another paper in the group. The
groups were designed to promote
cross-cultural discussion on topics of
mutual concern to the globe’s religious,
theological, and philosophical
communities.

Interview with Kevin McCarthy

E MINISTERS ARE DEFINITELY

I more positive in their response.

But I don’t think it’s so much
that the ministers are changing; it’s
because we're changing and the spirit
world is changing. This is entirely due
to conditions Father has made. After
Father’s Danbury course, there was a
dramatic difference in the amount of
spiritual power available. It has taken
us a long time to realize that there is
something much more powerful avail-
able to move the ministers now.

The first three conferences we held
in 1985 were in a sense external en-
deavors. God'’s spirit was moving, but
not moving us, the staff. I'm speaking
personally. Last year I didn't realize
how serious God was about this entire
dispensation of minister education,
and because of that ignorance on my
part, God’s spirit couldn’t really move.
But through the tangibility of the
spirit world and the intense presence
of God in Korea, the deep spirit of
Korea has gradually begun to rub off
on this “old” American guy.

I found that after the fourth, fifth,
and sixth conferences, I was going
back to America with a tremendous
enrichment. [ also felt a deeper, more
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intense judgment upon my attitude
and lifestyle. There has never been a
time in my life like this. I feel God is
absolutely determined that I change.
Touching that spirituality in Korea
has brought a deeper consciousness
into my life. It's been heaven and it’s
been hell.

Incredible experiences of God

Amazing phenomena have been tak-
ing place in these conferences. The
ministers are not just having a good
time but are having internal experi-
ences of God'’s spirit manifesting from
within. After attending Sunday service
at the headquarters church in Seoul
or praying at the Rock of Tears, many
ministers have incredible prayers or
receive very specific revelations about
Father. You can see the look on their
faces; they become curious and con-
templative. Their question is simple:
If this is a heretical church, and Rev.
Moon teaches heresy, how in the
world can the spirit of God come
down so powerfully in this church?
They’re not sensing just the common
Sunday-service spirit of God. This is
the most powerful spirit they’ve ever
experienced. At the time of Jesus the

spirit of God manifested very strongly,
but outside the doctrines of Jesus’ con-
temporaries. That’s exactly what’s
going on here.

Once I had the chance to report di-
rectly to Father about this. I said,
“Father, these are the interesting phe-
nomena happening at these conferen-
ces!’ Father looked at me very seriously,
with that dead-eye look, and said in
English, “No! Not interesting. Serious
phenomena!”

Teaching the Principle should not
be just explaining what we believe.
We need to give the ministers a direct
experience of God through His word
in the 20th century. I feel that if we,
as lecturers, can conditionally fulfill
our responsibility to proclaim God’s
absolute word, then something un-
imaginable by even the greatest
stretches of our faith can take place

When God feels confident that we
lecturers are standing squarely in
that sanctified position, then He will
bring about some “serious phenomena”
directly through His word, the Prin-
ciple. When we hit that point, and
become more focused on that spirit,
multitudes of ministers will come,
and they will have not just an inter-

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FREEDOM IN DIALOGUE

The Council for the World’s Reli

RELIGIOUS DIALOGUE IS TAKING PLACE
under the Council for the World’s
Religions (CWR) in ways that are
occurring nowhere else in the world.
The Council is structured so that reli-
gious believers have the opportunity
to encounter one another in unprece-
dented ways. The participants are
committed believers who represent
specific faiths and organizations.
However, in the CWR conferences
they are not bound by their positions
when they speak but converse with
one another in an atmosphere of
complete freedom.

The only stipulation in the dialogues
themselves is that all dialogue partners
be treated with dignity and respect.
No agenda is imposed on the partici-
pants. The dialogues are not formu-

licizable evidence, for example, that
church X and church Y now agree to
worship together in these countries
on these Sundays, or any other such
resolution. The participants speak
freely, openly, and honestly, and for
this reason, insights into the real na-
ture of those things that divide reli-
gions, and those that might lead to
resolution of these differences, are
finally becoming clear.

Open to the unexpected

Participants invariably leave the con-
ferences refreshed, enriched, and
with the understanding that the ecu-
menical ideal is no longer a petrified
exercise in posturing and beating
each other over the head with one’s
own religious beliefs and doctrines.
There is only one purpose for the
activities of the CWR: world peace
through religious dialogue and har-
mony. The conferences are designed
to pursue that ideal, and to remain
open to the unexpected. In dialogue
we discover how God is able to bring

us together. We do not go into dia-
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lated as a means to produce some pub-

logue to tell others how God is
obliged to act or how the others are
obliged to follow.

Over 20leaders, scholars, and repre-
sentatives of the world’s major reli-
gions are currently advising CWR on
how to pursue this one central aim
and goal. The Council sponsors sev-
eral types of conferences toward this
end and supports a publishing pro-
gram to disseminate information and
developments in the world of inter-
faith relations.

Articles have already appeared in
Today's World describing the interreli-
gious dialogue for the Indian subcon-
tinent held in Bangalore, India, in
June 1986, and the gathering of inter-
faith leaders in Bad Nauheim, West
Germany, in August 1986. But these
were only two of the CWR conferen-
ces held around the globe in 1986.
This article will not be able to give a
complete description of last year’s dia-
logues, but perhaps a point or two on
each would be interesting.

ions

Seeking unity

The intra-Buddhist dialogue that took
place in Chaing Mai, Thailand, brought
together Buddhists from eight coun-
tries and many denominations. The
major and most commonly known
division within Buddhism is between
the Theravadin and Mahayanan tra-
ditions (although there are many more
Buddhist denominations). In this con-
ference, even people who have long
regarded themselves as Buddhist
experts were startled to find that
they still operated with certain preju-
dices and misunderstandings regard-
ing other Buddhist traditions. It was
decided there to pursue the idea of an
intra-Buddhist translation society, so
that Buddhists who speak different
mother tongues can begin to under-
stand the roots of one another’s faith.
The intra-Jewish conference, held
in Vitznau, Switzerland, drew partic-
ipants from the most distant ends of
the spectrum of Jewish belief—from a
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Hassidic rabbi who brought his own CA USA Veterans ASSOCia tion

food (to guarantee it would be kosher),
to the most liberal Jewish scholars in
American universities. The differen-
ces are vast and intense, and at times
they seem insuperable. But the one-
ness grounded in the historical con-
sciousness and experience of all Jews
is as unbreakable as the divisions are
strong.

The Hindu conference this year,
held in the sacred city of Varanasi on
the banks of the Ganges River, was
on the topic of “Bhakti” (roughly
translated as devotion). In this con-
ference, believers in Hinduism (in
some ways, the world’s most happily
divided religion) sought their oneness
in the experience of loving and being
devoted to God. By whatever name
and with whatever nature or quality
He was worshiped was secondary to
them. Unity was sought in the expe-
rience of devotion itself and the lov-
ing response of God.

New life and new hope

Finally, in December in San Diego, an
intra-Christian dialogue was held.
Historically speaking, ecumenism in
Christianity is perhaps the most so-
phisticated. Jesus told his followers to
be one, and although the followers of
Christ have been sorely divided, they
have never been comfortable with
that fact. For this reason Christianity
has the longest and most highly devel-
oped ecumenical tradition. It would

project of CAUSA USA. It seeks to
educate active and retired members
of the armed forces about the dan-
gers to the survival of democracy and
the free world posed by atheistic
communism.

Response to CVA seminars has
been positive. One participant stated:

When I first received my invitation I
didn’t know what to expect, and I
must admit [ came here with some
skepticism. Now, in all sincerity, I
want to tell you that I have never
attended a conference or seminar
which to me was more meaningful,
more productive, more interesting,
more pleasant, or more useful than
this one.

ABOUT 120 INTERNATIONAL SCHOLARS
and 20 secretaries-general of Profes-
sors World Peace Academy chapters
gathered for a luncheon and sympo-
sium at the new Willard Intercontin-
ental Hotel in Washington DC on
December 18, 1986. The meeting,
“Superpowers Competition and Mid-
dle East Peace,” was held on the third
anniversary of the founding of the
international network of PWPA.

In his welcoming remarks at the
symposium, Rev. C.H. Kwak, chair-
man of the Board of Directors of
PWPA, explained the significance of
the day. December 18, 1983, was the
day on which the First International
Congress of PWPA was held in Seoul,
Korea. From that day on, based on
commitments made by the worldwide
PWPA presidents to help promote “a
new God-centered civilization founded
upon love and heart,” Father has been
encouraging and supporting the inter-
national PWPA network. December
18, 1983, was proclaimed “The Day

The celebration of the anniversary
has become an annual event with a
two-fold purpose. First, it is a day to
gather PWPA leaders and advisors to
assess the year’s activities, to plan for
future events, and to evaluate PWPA’s
contribution to world peace. Secondly,
it is an occasion to hold a high-level
academic conference for a wider
audience.

On the first anniversary (1984),
under the leadership of Professor
Panos D. Bardis, PWPA members
established the International Journal on
World Peace. On the second anniver-
sary (1985), The World & I magazine
was initiated under the leadership of
Professor Morton Kaplan as a major
vehicle for international scholarly
exchange in all disciplines. The third
anniversary (1986) witnessed a great
expansion of projects of PWPA chap-
ters worldwide.

Looking to the future of PWPA,
Rev. Kwak spoke at the Washington

DC symposium of Father’s desire to
help create “a world university net-
work in 70 countries so that eminent
scholars and students can exchange
knowledge and wisdom throughout
the world!”

After pledge service this morning, I spoke to representa-
tive leaders and told them that 1987 is the year of mobili-
zation of the entire family. Together you must go out to
the world, like the Israelites. You must declare God’s will
and dispensation to the entire nation and the world. When
the United States follows Rev. Moon’s way of life, then the
rest of the world will undoubtedly follow. So this country
is where I would like to create the model.

Are we going to create the right environment in this
year? Two more glorious opportunities are before you—
the years 1987 and 1988. No other opportunities like this
will ever appear in the future. We are becoming the per-
fected Adam and Eve by the power of the True Parents.
Adam and Eve were the God-given husband and wife,
meant to center perfectly on the true love of God and then
to create the human family of God. God wants all the
things of creation to be able to rejoice when He rejoices,
when Adam and Eve are rejoicing. Thus you should be
admired not just by your neighbors, but also by the ani-
mals and even the insect world. They and the flowers will
sing your praises.

Do you think Father and Mother are living in such a re-
lationship of perfected love? Mother’s role is absolute obe-
dience and support toward me.

What do we mean by sinless children? They are children
of the family that Satan has no room to accuse, because
their lineage, their bloodstream, has an entirely different

root. Under the True Parents, the world can have a new
root. Anybody who joins with the foundation of the True
Parents becomes part of their new root.

FIRST LEARN PARENTAL LOVE

In order to understand true love, you have to know the
parental love, the vertical love, first. After that you can
learn true horizontal love. As a couple, you must expe-
rience the true love of God on the earth; then you are
entitled to go to the Kingdom of Heaven in heaven.
Anyone who experiences true parental love, as well as
true conjugal love centered upon God, is entitled to be
with God. Then you can say, “I know the love of God”

Therefore, how can a person who cannot love his own
wife or his own children understand the love of God?
American culture has a long way to go—true parental love
is virtually foreign to this country. In a country like Korea
the family system is strong, and it is easy for people to
experience parental and conjugal love. Because they are
living that way already, Oriental people only have to be
taught once. But here in the Western world, this kind of
love is so foreign that no matter how many times people
are told, they still don’t understand. However, you have to
go that route, no matter how difficult it might be. I will
push you that way so you can have your own personal
experience. Then you will say, “Oh, this is it. Now I have
experienced the true love of God”

Today we are gathered together for the celebration of
God’s Day. We have come here for a most serious purpose,
not something frivolous. Let us pledge and recommit our-
selves to go to our communities and our missions and be-
come exemplary people, bringing the fruits of victory in
1987. Your Father and Mother expect this, so can you
make that pledge now? Let us pledge three times. Thank
you and God bless you.

consists of one building and the free-
dom to walk 80 yards to the north,
250 yards to the west, 400 yards to
the east, and nowhere to the south.
So since Father has been gone, after
over 420 days or 10,080 hours or
604,800 minutes in this small area, it
gets to be a real drag.

My days normally feel like they’re
40 hours long. I spend some of these
long hours reading, [ pray a lot, I

walk several miles every day, and |
sleep as much as possible. The real
punishment of being in Danbury is
that you become non-productive. You
get to share in none of the decisions
that dictate your own life or the lives
of those you love. No man or woman
should ever be made to feel useless or
not needed. I've never been a loser in
my life, but prisons and the people
who run them try to make you feel
like a loser. And if you feel like a los-
er, then you are a loser. [ think part
of my love for all of you is because

you treat me like I really count for
something. Thanks again.

So, my dear brothers and sisters, |
shall close this letter, reminding you
that God loves you because He’s God,
Father loves you because you are his
special children, and Ilove you because
you have made me special, too.

Please take care of yourselves and
each other and know you are loved.

in front of history. With this kind of
exposure, we need to be concerned
that our individual lifestyle reflects
Father’s tradition—not merely for
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our own sake, but for Father’s sake,

for the sake of the whole dispensation.
How shall we do this? We must

align our attitude with Father’s motto

and instructions, which are, in essence,

to focus on loving for the sake of

the higher purpose. This is the True

Parents’ tradition and main teaching.
Then no matter who we are with, we
will know how to relate, if we keep
true love in our hearts. 3

The deep spiritual content of these instructions is not easy to express in English. They should be read not with an analytical mind
but with an open, prayerful heart. In his editorial (p. 2) Rev. Kwak explains the overall meaning of these points as they relate to the

motto for 1987.
