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Once the perfection of love is completed,
no power can ever infiltrate or defile that realm.

This is a priceless accomplishment.

INTHE TRADITION OF THE UNIFICATION CHURCH, WE CELE-
brate many special days during the year. Among them,
the most important celebration for the fallen world's

sake is Parents' Day, because without the establishment of
Parents' Day, there could not be any Children's Day, Day
of All Things, or God's Day. Because the restoration of
this day is so momentous for the beginning of a new his-
tory, God Himself honors this day with great importance
and joy.

Without the installation of Parents' Day, the fallen world
would have no hope for the future. Why is that? Because
of the fall, the very roots of humankind became rotten.
Therefore, without going all the way down to the root,
there can be no real restoration. Out of that fallen root, a
tree has grown up with lots of branches as well as a lot of
fruit. However, none of those branches or fruits bring joy
to God; they have nothing to do with God's providence.

DISCOVERING THE ROOT OF SIN
The original root was taken away from God's position to
the satanic realm. Since the root was begun from the evil
action of the fall, all that grew from it brought suffering,
not glory or joy, to God.

It was false love that produced this fruit. Man, consisting
of spirit and body, was supposed to receive the true love of
God, but because of the human fall, contradiction came to
reign in human life between man's mind and body. That
was not meant to be and is not natural. It is abnormal and
wrong. The correct order of love has not been established.
Since the fall of man came during the indirect dominion of
God, we must go through that same course to obtain the
direct dominion of God, the reign of true love. Unless we
fulfill human responsibility in the indirect dominion, there
is no way we can achieve perfection.

The original ideal of creation is that men and women
would be born in purity within the true lineage and grow
up through the indirect dominion of God. During this time,
guided by the Principle as well as human responsibility,
men and women would mature into perfection. Ultimately
they would be united, centering upon true love, and enter
into the direct dominion of God. You know this from the
Principle of Creation. When we enter the direct dominion
of God, we inherit the true lineage of God.

Yesterday there were many couples matched. However,
I want you to realize that even though you have been
matched and are ready to be engaged and receive the Bles-
sing, getting out of the false lineage and transferring your-
self into the true lineage is not an easy task. Before we can
return to the original state, we must go back to zero-the
original starting point. Therefore, each of you is destined
to search for the place where you can totally erase the
false lineage of Satan and the original sin. Unless you can
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find such a place, there is no hope for the restoration of
the true lineage. The first step toward that goal is the rec-
ognition that we are born into the fallen lineage and are
from the wrong root. We have to come to that heartfelt
realization as the first step.

Why do we learn the Principle of Creation and the Prin-
ciple of the Fall of Man? Because we want to know the
original blueprint of God and the root cause of what went
wrong. Unless you can discover where the wrong root
began, you can have no hope of cure or restoration. The
most astonishing thing in the life of the Unification Church
under True Parents is the discovery of this truth.

A PERFECTED PERSON
How shall we go from the indirect dominion to the direct
dominion of God? There is only one way-by going
through the true love of perfected Adam. Adam and Eve
were to perfect themselves individually and then achieve
the direct dominion of God. Once they were perfected
vertically, they could become united horizontally.

People want to know what a perfected person is. Most
people have absolutely no idea what that is, simply because
they do not know the Principle of Creation. Only through
the True Parents has the whole truth been unfolded for
the first time, particularly the importance of the indirect
dominion of God, human responsibility, and the way to
achieve perfection.

The path we are to walk is very clear. Men and women
must individually walk the path, reach perfection, unite
with each other, and become the direct heirs of the lineage
of God. By doing so, they represent the perfection of the
universe. The realization of the ideal of men and women
is to ultimately know true love-to unite in that true love,
to become one body, one spirit, one unit in the sight of
God and thus enter the direct dominion of God. Once
that perfection of love is completed, no power can ever
infiltrate or defile that realm. Not even the entire wealth
of the world can buy such preciousness. This is a priceless
accomplishment.

Each man and woman is striving to be able to stand on
that foundation and declare, "No satanic power can ever
have any influence over me:' When a man and woman
reach that level, they become a central point of the love of
God. The dignity and holiness that such a man and woman
impart can never be defiled.

If a representative of one of the underdeveloped nations
wanted to meet with the President of the United States,
he would have no chance unless that person knew exactly
which route to take and precisely how to reach that high
goal. Compare the difficulty of a person trying to meet the
President with someone trying to find the path toward the
true love of God. Which way is more difficult? The impor-
tant difference is that there is a way to meet the President,
although very difficult, while for an individual fallen man
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Within the perfected Garden of Eden,
only the joy of true love

between God and Adam and Eve has value.

or woman trying to find the true love of God, it is virtually
impossible. That is because no amount of your own effort
is enough to find that path.

DO YOU DESERVE THE BLESSING?
For you to join the Unification Church and work for only
three and a half years and then come and be matched and
blessed by me is, in a way, unspeakably easy. It is almost
too cheap. Do you think you have worked enough to de-
serve the Blessing after three and a half years in the church?
Absolutely not. No one comes even near to deserving that
Blessing from the True Parents. In order to find the formula
for giving the Blessing to humanity, God had to suffer un-
speakably for an incredibly long time. True Parents suffered
to an unimaginable degree. Can you come here and try to
take that accomplishment freely, thinking you deserve it?

Let's look at an analogy. Suppose a king and queen were
giving a festive banquet in the palace. Do you think some-
body who was dressed in dirty rags, all smelly, carrying a
beggar's cup, could be admitted to the palace and be consi-
dered worthy to become a prince or princess of the king-
dom? That is impossible. Suppose you say, "Since I am a
citizen of the United States, the first-class country of the
world, I carry great status with me. I can enter that kings
palace and claim the role of a prince:' Would your American
citizenship or a Ph.D. from Harvard or high social standing
buy you such a position? No. Only those who are specially
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chosen, hand-picked, can enter the palace.
Within the perfected Garden of Eden, which is truly the

Kingdom of Heaven, only the joy of true love between
God and Adam and Eve has value. None of the secular glo-
ries would have any meaning in that place. There was only
one assignment given to Adam and Eve: Fulfill your human
responsibility. There was no requirement to gain a lot of
education or social honor in the Kingdom of Heaven. All
Adam and Eve had to do was fulfill their human responsi-
bility. By doing that, they could grow up and open them-
selves to true love.

All of you, even including the 36 Blessed Couples, do not
come near to fulfilling the True Parents' wishes and stand-
ard. You think about attaining a certain position or privi-
lege within the Unification Church, but none of those posi-
tions have anything to do with heavenly qualifications. As
you are gathered here together for Parents' Day, you should

not have any such concepts as, "I am a well-
educated person;' or "I am a first-class citizen
of America:' People who have that kind of im-
pure thinking always hamper God. The only
thing He wanted in the Garden of Eden was
purity and total fulfillment of responsibility.

A NEW SEED WILL SPRING FORTH
The ultimate goal of men and women is to en-
ter the direct dominion of God, the dominion
of true love. In growing up through the indi-
rect dominion, men and women must demon-
strate human responsibility. Once you reach
the true love of God, you join that root of God;
you yourself become the root. From that root,
new offspring can come. New generations and
traditions can spring forth and bring great
prosperity.

When you become that root, giving the tree
new life, then the branches and fruit-the chil-
dren-can grow up to perfection. They will be
harvested into the heavenly storehouse, the
Kingdom of Heaven. To put it simply, you have
no other or more important life goal than to
become a bearer of true love and be qualified
to enter the Kingdom of Heaven. In other

words, you must become men and women who are united
as one couple to give seed to God's true lineage and poster-
ity. If you accomplish that, you can do nothing more pre-
cious. Once you become part of the true lineage of God,
then the more children you have, the better. If you have 12
children, that represents the 12 gates of heaven, as well as
the completion of the four seasons.

Those who have completed their responsibility have
nothing to worry about, including what to eat or wear or
where to live. You will come into God's direct dominion.
Think about it: God is almighty and all-capable. If you
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You must become men and women

were on the verge of starving to death at the edge of the
ocean, God could make an instant bridge over that ocean
and bring down food and help to you. God is capable of
doing anything, supplying you with anything at anytime.

Today, our job is to focus ourselves properly. Even for
you elders of the church, such as the 36 Blessed Couples,
the important thing is to reflect upon your own life. Dur-
ing your 30 or so years in the church, have you really done
what I have said today that true men and women must do?
Have you been living up to this definition of true men and
women? Your basic understanding is very important: You
must not have confusion in your mind but a clear concept.
When you are firmly standing upon that clear understand-
ing, then strive toward the attainment of true love. Then
declare to the world, "Nobody can take this true love
away from me:' When you have that kind of confidence
and commitment, you men and women will be standing
together like strong pillars, even to the degree that God
Himself cannot shake you and Satan must testify to your
achievemen t.

THE BUILDING BLOCK OF HEAVEN
This understanding is truly a priceless treasure, one which
could never be traded for anything else. Once you truly
understand it, that is the beginning point of your success.
That is what your mission is all about-becoming men and
women standing upon the fulfillment of responsibility and
obtaining the lineage of God. Then you will want to change
your environment, beginning with the individual environ-
ment, then the family, clan, society, and national environ-
ment. Ultimately the mission of the Unification Church is
to change the worldwide and universal environment. This
one principle will ultimately prevail throughout the universe.

The important point is that the center line is always the
family. The family is the building block of the Kingdom of
Heaven. No matter how many millions or billions of years
may pass in human history, this central line of family pur-
ity, centered on the true love of God, is unchangeable.

If you Unification Church members truly want to enter
the Kingdom of Heaven, you have to go from the world
into the core, which is the True Parents and their family.
Inherit the tradition of love of that family. Then duplicate
that tradition within your own family, clan, tribe, nation,
and world.

The problem in the beginning was that no true seed was
formed in the Garden of Eden, no perfected Adam and
Eve. Therefore, the satanic pattern came to exist. It is the
same pattern as God's, but exactly reversed, so the oppo-
site world from God's ideal came to be the reality. Satan
planted the evil seed, so the satanic clan, tribe, family, and
world came to exist.

Now we have division between the satanic world and the
world of God. When the end of the world comes, the secu-
lar world becomes totally chaotic and confused. People lose
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their sense of direction. This is one important sign of the
end of the world. That is because they have no seed. But
on God's side, it is very different. You have the true seed
and the true central point at every level of development.
Most fallen people don't take any thought for the nation
or the world. Their everyday life just becomes more and
more individualistic, and they pursue more and more sen-
sual pleasures and desires, trying to have fun. They don't
really know how to make plans for tomorrow.

A TIME FOR REPENTANCE
There are 4 billion people in the world, but the important
thing is each individual. Whether you are Bo Hi Pak or any
one of you here in this room, you have to create inside
yourself the growing seed. Everyone in the world has the
same basic shape, everyone looks like a complete human
being; but most do not have that inner seed and substance.
Wherever you go with that seed, it is spread around. How
much have you become that seed of the True Parents?
Inside you, is there that seed with God at the core? You
must be able to say, "I'm not an ordinary individual. I'm the
carrier of God and True Parents' seed. Inside of me there is
true love:' That is the kind of conviction each of you must
have.

It is time for repentance and new beginning. We must
restore that original place. During Jesus' time, the first
thing he told people was, "Repent, for the Kingdom of
Heaven is at hand:' After we repent, what do we have to
do? We have to take responsibility and create true love.

During this last matching, I learned much about you.
There were so few, virtually none, who really thought,
"Yes, Father, whatever you think. I am here to marry only
for the sake of Heaven:' Rather, you were feeling, "Oh,
please let me have someone a little taller:' Or, "That wom-
an is too fat for me. Can't you give me someone a little
prettier?" You were completely looking at something else.
You are lucky we have Parents' Day today, to get every-
body straightened out!

In 1960 when the True Parents were installed, it was the
most important time of beginning for our movement. Dur-
ing that time, I was working on the family level dispensation,
and the entire weight of the world opposed me. By 1976,
the entire world came to the realization that, "Unless we
can stop Rev. Moon now, we'll never be able to:' Actually,
the seed of Danbury was begun in 1976; the culmination
of that desire to destroy Rev. Moon and his movement was
the Danbury dispensation. Rather than rotting in Danbury,
however, we were resurrected from that point on. Dan-
bury became the site of our resurrection, the birthplace of
a new seed for our movement. New leaves and branches
came out of Danbury.

Normally anybody who goes to prison is finished. But in
the case of the Unification Church, prison became our new
birthplace. Now a new seed has sprouted and is spreading
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You are carrying the banner of God's love,
so hold it up high and never let it fall

to the ground or be stepped on.

quickly throughout the world. The entire world is respond-
ing to that new dispensation. Since Danbury, we have been
moving at the speed of light.

THE TRUE CENTRAL MODEL
The gate to the Kingdom of Heaven and perfection has
been opened up. The Korean word "Moon" means gate.
The letter M looks like the Korean word for gate. If any-
one is sincerely seeking perfection, he must pass through
that gate of heaven. Not only those living on earth but also
those who are already in the spirit world must pass through
this gate. That is the only way anyone can be accepted into
the Kingdom of Heaven. What is the content of the gate?
It is the fulfillment of human responsibility and the fulfill-
ment of true love.

After passing through the gate, men and women can
join with each other and together reach the true love of
God. This fundamental point, this basic formula, was first
begun in 1960. That was the beginning point of Parents'
Day. That is when the original seed was made. For the
first time in history, there was model of a perfected man-
True Father. Then perfected woman appeared-True Moth-
er. All men should be masculine and powerful like Father.
All women should be charming and beautiful like Mother.

The Unification Church is providing for the world a
mold for the true man and woman. The mold for a true
man is Father and the mold for a true woman is Mother.
You can imprint yourself from that mold. However oddly
shaped you may be, it doesn't matter. The Unification
Church will remake you, and you will become a new per-
son. You will be pressed down into the mold until you
come out shining like Father or Mother.

By the installation of the True Parents, we have a true
family model for the first time in history. One central
model came to exist. From that, it has expanded to the tri-
bal model; then the model should expand to the national,
world, and cosmic levels. I came to the United States to
teach this model, to tell the people where true life and sal-
vation lie so that this country will not perish.

EVERYTHING WILL BE UNIFIED
The movement of the True Parents is spreading from the
center outward to the world and cosmos. But at the same
time, the world is coming toward the center. When this
cycle is completed, there shall be new seeds, a new core.
Thus a new breed shall spring up throughout the world.
No power can stop the spread of that new seed. When the
era of the new seed has dawned, the spirit world and the
archangelic world, which were in the position to assist
Adam and Eve in the beginning, will have to come down
here on earth. True Adam and True Eve will be residing
on the earth again, and the angelic world will be working
at full power to help the earthly dispensation.

The environment will begin to change. So far here on
earth, the evil spirits have been all-pervasive. They have
most grossly dominated the environment. But now all the
good spirits, including the great saints, will be able to come
down and change the environment so that everything will
push forward the movement of the True Parents, spread-
ing the new seed. Furthermore, another phenomenon will
occur-that of unification. Everybody will be drawn to the
center, desiring to unify. That has already been occurring.

One ideal centered upon one God and one world will
become real within the minds of all people. This is why
there are two most important aspects of unification: the
unification of language and lifestyle, and the unification of
love. All these aspects of the restoration process have been
begun through the effort of the True Parents, the pioneers
in opening up all these gates.

It has taken me 43 years to accomplish this entire cycle
because of the incredible opposition I had to face on every
level. But for you, because the environment is changing,
the angelic world is coming down to earth, and hostility is
being transformed into welcome. Under these circumstan-
ces, you can accomplish the cycle in less than seven years.

I began my dispensational work from the Adam nation-
Korea-and then went to Japan, the Eve nation. Then I
came to America, the archangel nation. When these three
nations are united, we will go to Moscow, the core of
Satan's evil empire. The goal of the Unification Church
and Rev. Moon was made abundantly clear in 1976-that
is, to hold a rally in Moscow and liberate that land. That
work cannot be done by dropping a bomb on Moscow, only
by working here in the United States. If this country is
united and awakened to that goal of liberation, this can be
achieved very quickly. Then the entire world shall be liber-
ated and united. That will be the external consummation
of God's will.

TEACH MY TRADITION
You shall be trained according to my pattern, so you must
be able to work in four different countries. You will start
in your own country, then go to another land, then move
to another, and then another. You should be able to digest
those countries culturally. First of all, you have to learn
more than one language. You must take care of the people
of those countries as their parents, helping to raise them
up, so that you can have spiritual children all over the
world. Otherwise, you will not become a good citizen of
the Kingdom of Heaven.

We sent out missionaries to more than 120 countries,
and they all went out with True Parents' ideal, learning the
language of those countries. They are teaching the people
there the heavenly tradition. In that way, the True Parents'
heart is spreading throughout the world. In the same way,
as an individual, you have to at least set such a condition
in order to go in my footsteps. When you are in a foreign
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nation, it is most important that you be able to teach the
people the mother tongue of the Kingdom of Heaven, as
well as the model lifestyle, which is that of the True Parents.
Otherwise, when you enter spirit world you will encoun-
ter barriers. Unless you overcome those barriers in your
life on earth, you will have to overcome them in the spirit
world.

The fallen world doesn't have any gate, so we have to
open up the gates. They have only chaos and confusion, so
we have to establish the gate according to the True Parents'
tradition. Satan is trying to block that gate as much as pos-
sible. For example, before I came here to the United States,
Satan worked very hard to try to defile this nation before
the True Parents had a chance to save it. The satanic forces
wanted to destroy this nation beforehand, trying to eat it
up. Now the time has come when all those who are embod-
iments of individualism and secular humanism and mate-
rialism must come and repent before God on their knees.

Now you have to inherit this mission of mine. The only
difference between you and the True Paren ts is this: When
Mother and I began our work, there was no path ahead of
us. We had to pioneer on every level and encounter opposi-
tion everywhere. But in your case, you have no opposition
and the highway has already been laid.

THIS IS OUR MISSION
We have already taken on all the persecution; now people
around the world are looking up to and respecting us. Our
movement has spread all over the world, and many highly
intelligent people have joined with us. The Unification ide-
ology has been taught around the globe. Now if you are
strong and stand up with great confidence and proclaim,
"I have a teaching that will bring salvation to the world:'
you will be able to move in all four directions. Why? Because
the spirit world is helping so much now. Many thousands
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of your ancestors from the spirit world are following you
and helping you. When you work with a serious attitude,
you will immediately receive assistance from them. No
matter how difficult the situation you may encounter, you
can overcome with that kind of help.

Satan can no longer accuse you when you stand up for
God's purposes. He has no more condition to do so. There
is no one in the whole world who can stop the work of
God that we are doing. This is because of our powerful
foundation. Why doesn't the spirit world sleep? Because
they desperately want to extend the foundation on the
earth-your foundation. That is the purpose of God and
the spirit world-the purpose of all your ancestors. You
must understand clearly that they are constantly working
for your benefit. Now that time has come. So the cry is,
"Move forward, march on!" God is always giving us the
right kind of environment. You have to have a large view-
point. How long God has worked to see the time that is
now at hand! We must grab this moment and march for-
ward with it. This is our mission.

No matter how difficult your situation may appear, al-
ways remember that you have the victorious formula God
has given you. Why do you hesitate? Don't think you can
be proud that you are a citizen of the great nation of Amer-
ica, or that you are a graduate of some university such as
Harvard. God doesn't need that kind of accomplishment,
and Satan doesn't recognize or fear such a thing. All you
need is to learn to embody God's loving heart, that simple
rule. Until now, people didn't understand that point, but
through the teaching of True Parents, you have come to
know this precisely.

Make this foundation a part of your own tr .dition and
custom. Don't listen to Satan's temptations. Always say,
"I make my decisions about what r do based on what True
Parents have taught me from God:' You are carrying the

weddings. The entrance of the bride
and bridegroom is very important, he
said. It expresses the whole process
of the restoration of God and man's
growth to perfection. The couple has
to stop 21 steps before the altar and
take a bow from the waist. Then at
every seven steps, they take another
bow. These three groups of seven
steps, he explained, represent the
stages of formation, growth, and per-
fection. They also represent the Old
Testament, New Testament, and the
Completed Testament Eras. The
three steps of the altar that the cou-
ple mounts again symbolize these
stages. The one final step up that
the bride and groom make before
the officiators symbolizes man's per-
fection in ultimate union with God.

"Bridegroom Hyun [in Moon and
bride [un Sook Kwak: I, in the name
of God and True Parents, before the
world and the cosmos, hereby pro-
claim that you are now husband and
wife" Everyone applauded.

While the couple still faced True
Parents, Rev. Young Whi Kim, presi-
dent of the Unification Church of
Korea, presented the congratulatory
address [see leFtl. He explained the
special meaning of this holy matri-
mony in God's providence:

and our entire family, today is
a most precious and special

day. There are no words that could
sufficiently convey the gratitude I
feel. Throughout my life of faith,
I can recognize how God and True
Parents have granted me blessings
even before I had even asked in
prayer or expected anything.

Reflecting upon my whole past
life, it is so clear to me that the in-
visible hand of God has been work-
ing through our True Parents in
bestowing amazing blessings upon
me and my family. Yet I must con-
fess to you: Whenever I received
these tremendous amounts of
grace and blessing, I was not able
to recognize them as such most of
the time. It was only many days,
months, sometimes even years later
that I would understand or realize
what had been given to me. And
then when I tried to return some-
thing to God and True Parents, I
found myself being blessed even
more.

Dr. Pak mentioned a little bit
about my wife. It is truly a miracle
that she is able to stand by my side
tonight. Without God and True
Parents' grace, this would never
have been possible. Especially to-
night, my heart is filled with so
much desire to give something back
to my God and my True Parents,
but somehow I feel empty. I can
only pledge to make an offering to
work even harder to serve God and
the True Family.

Today, unfortunately, you have
been able to see only a small aspect
of Hyun [in Nim's character. I
cannot give you a complete picture,
but I would like to share a little of
my observations about what kind
of man he is, especially about his
internal side.

His faith in God and True Parents
is absolute, and his love for them is
incredibly deep. He is truly an ex-
ample for all of us. Our Hyun [in
Nim is a man of heart and a man of
action for God. He loves our mem-

bers and sincerely wants to serve
and care for them. I have also seen
what a humble man he is, and what
a humble lifestyle he has chosen;
we can easily recognize this in the
way he normally dresses. And we
can see it in the way he treats others
with such kindness and depth of
heart.

Considering his young age, he is
such a visionary and broad-minded
person, and so accepting and for-
giving of others. But towards him-
self he is very reflective, always
deeply considering his own actions.
I would like to urge all of you to
please research and deeply think
about not only Hyun [in Nim but
all the True Children's internal
aspects and internal characteristics,
and to try to learn from their ex-
ample. Even though my tribute to
Hyun [in Nim is so limited at this
moment, I want to leave you with
the impression of what a gentleman
and genuine son of God and True
Parents he is.

Many of you probably do not
know [un Sook Nim personally. It
would be a pleasure to share with
you a little bit about her. In my
many personal memories of her,
she has never caused me any great
concern or worry. Her faith and
her love and her attendance to
True Parents is so natural, and her
studies, her lifestyle, and her per-

sonal relationships have always
gone smoothly. I have never felt
anything but pride in her. I have
received many compliments about
her from others. They praise her
highly, because, in their words,
they have seen in her a purity of
mind and heart, a sincerity to serve,
and an ability to create harmony
with others.

After her engagement to Hyun [in
Nim, we could only repent to God
for our ignorance of [un Sook Nims
destiny. We simply did not support,
protect, and guide [un Sook Nim
nearly enough to prepare her to live
with the True Family.

At the engagement I couldn't ex-
press one word of thanks to True
Father and True Mother, because no
matter which word I could use, none
of them could ever adequately con-
vey my heart. Since that time, I have
been praying for deeper conviction,
faith, and determination to attend
the True Family. I know well that I
alone am not enough. Therefore, in
my last will, which is not written
down yet, I vow that throughout
the next generations of my family,
we will dedicate our entire lives to
attend and support True Parents and
the True Family.

We all felt a mounting excitement
as the new bridegroom and bride
came on the stage, amidst a shower
of confetti and streamers. First to
speak was Hyun ]in Nim. Choking
with emotion, he said, "1 can truly
say that I am blessed in so many,
many ways:' After a long pause he
finally managed to say, "1 have no
words .. :' After another long struggle
to contain his feelings, he ended with,
"1 just pray that I can become a true
son to True Parents and to Heavenly
Father and a true brother to my
family:'

Next [un Sook Nim wanted to
share her heart and she asked that
Dr. Pak translate from her Korean
[see p. 26). "1 want to express my
heartfelt thanks to True Parents and
to Hyun [in Nim;' she said. "1 am not
your perfect wife yet, and I am prob-
ably quite insufficient in many ways,

Dr. Pak then asked Rev. and Mrs.
Kwak to come on stage and share a
few words. He introduced them as an
exemplary blessed couple that has in-
deed gone the formula course in at-
tendance to our True Parents.

KEEP A PURE HEART

In an interview with Angelika Selle, Georgia Lewis describes how she received from Heung [in
Nim the words to the song "This Moment With You;' which she sang at the Holy Wedding.

AT THE TIME OF THE ENGAGEMENT

of Hyun [in Nim and [un Sook
Kwak, Heung [in Nim came to

me and told me to start working im-
mediately on a song to be dedicated
to the new couple. The piece he indi-
cated was a melody I had written
many years ago. I had dedicated it
to Heung [in Nim at the time of his
Seung Hwa, but it had no words.
Heung [in Nim said, "The reason you
haven't received any words for it is
because the song is really meant for
my brother Hyun [in Nim and his
bride. I want to dedicate this song for
them:' He also told me that I would
be asked to sing at their wedding.

Meanwhile, I got pregnant, but the
pregnancy unfortunately ended in a
miscarriage. While I was having the
miscarriage, Heung [in Nim said to
me, "Whatever you do, don't lie down
in bed feeling sorry for yourself. Go
to the prayer room and take your
tape recorder and your blanket:' Even
though it was difficult, I followed his
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instructions. I sat in the prayer room
for about nine hours, crying and
praying, and Heung [in Nim revealed
all the words of the song to me-a
love song-"This Moment With You:'

Heung [in Nim instructed me to
offer this song to David Eaton at the
Performing Arts Department. Both
he and Kevin Pickard loved it. I just
left it with them for whomever
would be asked to sing it. About two
days later, Kevin told me that Rev.
Kwak and Dr. Pak were expecting me
to perform it. Immediately I received
from Heung [in Nim that I should
fast for four days in preparation.

In the middle of all this came the
matching. One sister from my prayer
trinity, Albertina, was eligible for the
matching. I knew that Heung [in Nim
wanted to teach me loyalty and atten-
dance through my trinity, so even
though I wanted to prepare for the
wedding, I waited for her all day and
stayed up until late at night, when
Father stopped matching. I was up

early the next morning to see her
into the matching room again. I
waited there the whole time until
she was matched.

A course of indemnity
Then I received from Heung [in Nim
that I had to sing the song through
40 times to separate it from Satan.
I was having difficulty singing the
song, so I made myself sing it 40
times. By paying that indemnity, I
received that the song was in the
wrong key. I received: "Put it in the
key of E flat:' When I did, the song
came out just right.

Then suddenly my wisdom tooth
flared up, and my doctor said I had
to have it removed. I said, "You can't
take this tooth out. I'm performing,
and my whole face will be swollen!"
So he gave me penicillin to stop the
pain, but I had a violent allergic re-
action to it for about two or three
days.

INORDER TO RECEIVE THE BLESSING IN THE UNIFICATION

Church tradition, a number of conditions are required.
Do you know what they are? First, you have to set the

condition for the restoration of all things. Second, you have
to restore true pride by the condition of overcoming Satan.
Third, you must have at least three spiritual children.

All these things are required because of the fall of man.
You need to be restored into the original blueprint of crea-
tion. Unless you fulfill all these conditions completely in
seven years' time, you are not eligible for the Blessing.

Therefore, in order to have that indemnity paid before
the Blessing, you have to go through a three-and-a-half-
year period of restoring all the things of creation into the
heavenly domain. After that, you have to go out for another
three and a half years to seek spiritual children. In doing
this, you are testing yourself in the world of Satan so that
you can become an undefeatable person from Satan's point
of view.

In order to enter the Kingdom of Heaven, you have to
have a heavenly family. The family is the building block of
the Kingdom of Heaven. That heavenly family has to be
restored from the satanic realm into total purity.

A NEW GENERATION OF FAMILIES
I want you to understand this: Although many, many reli-
gions have come and gone or are still flourishing, this is
the first time in all of history that there has ever been the
opportunity for the Blessing. Even the True Parents could
not immediately start this dispensational process at the
perfection level. Since the fall of man took place at the
third level of the growth stage, the True Parents had to
begin their journey from that level, and in seven years
they had to go up to the perfection stage. After the Holy
Wedding of True Parents in 1960, there were three con-
secutive seven-year conditional periods through which
they paid the indemnity and laid the heavenly foundation.

The international worldwide dispensational work has
been proceeding for the last 40 years. Through my victo-
rious track record, we are now getting out of the period of
persecution. The time has come for the true, central struc-
ture of Heaven centering upon the True Parents' family.
When the tribe has been organized, the heavenly nation
will be constructed, and this will expand to the worldwide
scale. We have come to that stage. Organization centering
upon what? Centering upon each family.

Let's say a blessed family multiplies for three genera-
tions. If each generation is 20 years, in sixty years' time
it will be a completely multi-racial, multi-national family,
because so many different races and nationalities will be
connected through it. What kind of language will be
spoken in that family? Do you think they are going to hire
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interpreters to translate the conversations between grand-
fathers and grandchildren? You can see that a realistic and
practical goal for the Unification Church must be the unifi-
cation of language.

You are the children of the True Parents. Therefore, you
must speak in their mother tongue. That tradition is a vital
requirement for our Unification movement. There must be
a language revolution. This is the final agenda in the his-
tory of humanity. No one else could create a revolution of
language except me. No one else could even think of such a
thing.

Look at this audience. Represented here we have Asia,
America, Europe, Africa, South America-all races and cul-
tures from all six continents. You might think, "How can
we ever have a one-language world?" However, if we don't,
what will happen? You won't be able to talk to your own
son-in-law or your own grandchildren. You can see that
this is the greatest problem.

I want you to understand that we are creating a new his-
tory, a new generation. We have to become a new breed of
new people, a new race under God and True Parents. That
is our determination today.

INTO THE DIRECT DOMINION
After you receive the Blessing, will you take it lightly and
then maybe throw it in the trashcan like you would a tissue?
In some cases in the past you have made me grieve by doing
this. I cannot allow this situation to happen anymore. You
men and women are receiving a sacred marriage. Can you
marry according to your own will? Heavenly marriage es-
pecially requires the parents' approval and blessing.

What is the meaning of this marriage? Heavenly mar-
riage in the Unification Church is, in a way, a graduation,
bringing you from the indirect dominion of God into the
direct dominion of God. In the direct dominion you have
to have a heartistic relationship with the True Parents and
God. Becoming perfect vertically and perfect horizontally
-this is the meaning of the matching and the Blessing.

First, you must demonstrate that you are children of
filial piety, absolutely loyal and obedient to the True Par-
ents. After that, you can step into love with another per-
son. So when men and women are united with God and
True Parents in heart and become pious sons and daugh-
ters and then come together horizontally, this is the ideal
marriage.

Now you are becoming part of the true lineage of God
and Adam and Eve. You will continue the tradition and
pass it on to your own descendants. Without carrying this
true love tradition, you will not be accepted into the King-
dom of Heaven.

By the Blessing you are changing your lineage. You are
cutting off your fallen nature, restoring and transforming
it. This is a most extraordinary, revolutionary concept. You
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You have to come to realize the value of the Blessing
in your bones and heart, so that you will cherish

and defend it with your life.

I n t \ I L I I

are cutting out the fallen root and linking yourselves into
True Parents' root and becoming a new creature. This is
the purpose for which Jesus Christ came, and to fulfill it,
Jesus has to come again. He is coming to consummate True
Parents' position. Through the True Parents, the Blessing
will take place and the change of the lineage of mankind
will occur. That's the purpose of the Second Coming.

The Blessing is the ultimate consummation of God's
dispensational history. The time will come when the Uni-
fication Church Blessing will become the aspiration of
every human being worldwide. Citizens of all nations will
want to go through this process. Then I will make heav-
enly requirements. Everybody will have to go through
these requirements and must pass in order to participate
in the Blessing. There will be no compromise.

A SERIOUS ENDEAVOR
This is very serious. You are here to receive the Blessing.
Whether it is given or not is my prerogative, but the im-
portant thing is that you realize the value of the Blessing
in all seriousness. You have to come to this realization in
your bones and heart, so that you will cherish and defend
this Blessing with your life.

In order for you to receive such a Blessing, I have given
my entire life as a sacrifice. For humanity, this is a time for
salvation, for receiving a great gift. But this has required
tremendous investment on the part of God and True Par-
ents. If you take it lightly, without considering its value,
then that kind of mistreatment of the Blessing cannot be
forgiven.

You have listened to me now, and you know the serious-
ness of the Blessing. You know what kind of incredible en-
deavor you are getting into. Are you thinking, "I am going
to take total responsibility and truly become a standard-
bearer for the True Parents"? Those of you who are deter-
mined in this way may stay. Otherwise you have to leave.

The family cannot be an isolated unit. The family be-
longs to the clan, the clan belongs to the tribe, the tribe
belongs to the nation, and the nation belongs to the world.
The family is the individual building block for the world
community and must bear that responsibility. Because of
this, the sacrificial love and sacrificial attitude of the family
become very, very important.

Ours are the most incredible and the most unusual mass
weddings in history. What are we accomplishing by doing
all this? What is our ultimate goal? We want to totally unify
with God, fulfill God's will, and do what God wants. What
does God want? God only wants you to become central
figures of true love, that's all. He wants it for Himself, and
He wants it for all His children. It's only logical. The heav-
enly and God-centered society can only be accomplished
by love-centered true families. This is what I am trying to
create.
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COSMIC RESTORATION
Then how can you say, "Well, my family is the most im-
portant thing"? That is not so. We have to follow God's
tradition by trying to become a true love family belonging
to God. Therefore, whatever God wants, we must follow.
Isn't God a cosmic being? If you really want to become
sons and daughters of God, your concepts, thoughts, and
way of life should be at the cosmic level. Do you think
Mother and I could live happily ever after just thinking
about our own well-being and being contented with our
little home in our little kingdom? That is not what God
wants.

What God wants is cosmic restoration. He wants a world
of love, a world of truth. Therefore, I myself am not doing
enough. No matter how difficult the way may be, Mother
and I will still be struggling and going further and further,
sacrificing everything to reach that goal.

It used to be that whenever we came together and per-
formed a holy wedding, The New York Times, The Washington
Post, and all the radio and television stations went crazy,
and your parents tried to take you away. But today, when
several thousand people gather in the World Mission Cen-
ter for a matching, the entire world is quiet. Instead, peo-
ple are saying, "Well, that Rev. Moon! He's got another
matching going on! We've got to join in, too:'

Why are you so eager to get together for this matching?
Because this is the only way you can reach the ideal of God.
Without passing through the family, you cannot connect
yourself to the heart of God and you cannot belong to
God's Kingdom. Without the family unit, you cannot be-
come the embodiment of heavenly law.

I am asking you women: Do you feel confident that you
will bear children? If you are, can you do it all by yourself?
Absolutely not. If you want to have a little baby in your
arms, do you start with that baby, or with somebody else
first? Who is that somebody else? Maybe your husband
will be very ugly, mean, dumb, stupid, dirty, and smelly,
but still, you have to love that husband in order to have
that little baby. Women must bear babies, because God
created you for that purpose.

YOU HAVE TO BE COMMITTED
Do you love me? You say "yes" because you want to get a
good match today! Why do you love me? It is simply because
I am leading a public life-for the sake of humanity, for the
sake of the world, for your own sake. That is my entire life
pattern. Without me, you would never get the Blessing. It
is only because of me-my devotion, my giving, my service
to humanity-that you are in a position to be blessed.

Do you think that when you get married you will instant-
ly have a good life together and win the title of heavenly
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husband and wife? No. First you must prove to heaven and
earth that nothing will deter you from walking the path of
True Parents' tradition. You have to have that kind of confi-
dence and be confirmed by God and humanity that you are
eligible to be husband and wife.

You have to become committed men and women who
say, "Satan, just watch me. No matter how much you try
to accuse me, I am not giving you any opportunity to do so,
because I am absolutely united with God's tradition. I am
living the True Parents' way of life. There is no way, Satan,
that you can get to me"

Throughout countless generations, there have been all
kinds of immorality and misuse of love-the most wicked
sins in the sight of God and heaven. All this has to be vin-
dicated and washed away. You, therefore, must vindicate
the past generations of your ancestors. The only way to
indemnify the past, the present, and even the future, is for
you truly purified men and women to come together and
set a new tradition.

The most beautiful woman may end up with the ugliest
man, because that itself is beautiful in a way. That is how
historical human sin and the past can be indemnified. If
anybody says, "No, I must get a handsome man;' that
means you are only thinking selfishly, not giving your
ancestors a chance to be forgiven nor worrying about your
descendents. You shall be true sons and daughters who are
born into a tradition that redeems all the past, so that you
can truly become new, heavenly, model people in the pres-
ent time. From now on and into the future, the blessing in
your family will be abundant.
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Women's eyes are always looking for something beauti-
ful, adorable, and charming to light on. Your eyes crave
beauty. So I will give you something ugly to look at. You
have to train your eyes that way. Why? So that you can
have sinless children, so that your eyes are not just looking
for external things, but internal things.

CHANGING THE WORST INTO BEST
There are two kinds of husbands and wives: the ideal hus-
band and the very worst husband; the ideal wife and the
very worst wife. Where shall we begin? From the ideal?
Or shall we start from the worst? Anybody would say, "I
would like to start way at the top; the ideal would be fine"
But that is very tragic in a way, because then you have no
way to go up-the only way you can go is down. From the
position of having the worst wife or the worst husband,
your situation can only get better-there is always hope.
Therefore, the ideal match is when you start with the
worst husband or the worst wife. From that position, you
can go all the way up to the top. Then God will give you
the medal of honor! That husband and wife will be win-
ners for life.

The ideal couple does not necessarily live in an ideal en-
vironment, nor have an ideal marriage. The ideal couple
just overcomes any situation and goes through their
course of indemnity. The ideal is the process of making
the worst into the best. So, in the Unification Church, the
ideal is that we get married and then maybe we have to
separate, with the husband living way up on the North
Pole and the wife way down on the South Pole. But both
are still happier than any married couple in the world.

In most of the world, if the husband gets home one hour
late in the evening, the wife is like a snake: "Why are you
late? Why don't you love me anymore?" But in the Unifica-
tion Church, the husband doesn't worry about the loyalty
of his wife, and the wifedoesn't worry about the loyalty of
her husband, even if they are separated for 10 years. They
say, "Yes, my dear husband;' or "Yes, my darling wife;' and
for them, meeting once every 10 years is like heaven. It is
an entirely different standard of life. How wonderful Unifi-
cation Church couples are!

Which is the better thing to do when you are matched-
to try to scrutinize your match from two feet away, exa-
mining him from top to bottom and trying to see what
kind of eyes and nose he has? Or is it better to just look
at his back, and say, "He looks fine. Thank you, Father" All
you need to say is, "Yes, Father. My husband is definitely a
man;' or "Father, you gave me a woman. Thank you"

There are members behind the Iron Curtain and the
Bamboo Curtain who have never been able to come here.
They told me, "Father, please match me by picture" Later
when they received the picture they said, "Thank you,
Father, the picture is enough. When I saw the picture I was

grateful, because you definitely gave me a woman. Thank
you, Father:' What a gigantic mind such a person has! His
mind is like an ocean, like a mountain. Nothing can deter
such people. No power can tear them apart. How dramatic
such a life is!

IN YOUR FACE I SEE ETERNITY

So by now, you are ready to accept anyone, right? None of
you could sleep last night, and from six o'clock this morn-
ing your eyes have been open wide, and you've been think-
ing, "The moment is coming, the moment is coming! What
should I do if I don't get the best?" After listening to me,
everyone has complete peace of mind? Yes or no?

In your own family, if your mom and dad tried to match
even one of your brothers or sisters, it would be an ordeal.
Matching takes incredible time and effort. I expect to
match 1,000 couples in one day. How is it possible to do
such a difficult task? It means that my eyes have to become
super-eyes. My mind has to work like tons of computers. I
will be moving like lightning. That is the only way I can
accomplish this task.

If you really trust me 100 per cent, then everything will
go smoothly, like clockwork. But if you start to resist,
things won't move well.

Look at my eyes. My eyes will penetrate through you to
your ancestors' long history and into eternity. When I look
at your face I see eternity. Oriental people generally have
small eyes. That means they look at life from a long distance
and way into the future. God made my eyes so small so
that I can see to a great depth, through to each individual
destiny.

I know that discovering the true value of your husband
or wife takes at least three years. You women might say,
"My husband is not good enough:' But who knows?
Through your husband, you may give birth to a child who
will become the President of the United States. How do
you know that won't happen? Patience is the winner. If
you are patient for three years, 15 years, 20 years, God
may give you the most incredible blessing through your
spouse.

An older person may get a much younger spouse, but
you should have no complaint. Look at me. At the time I
was blessed, there were all kinds of incredibly gifted Unifi-
cation Church women available-women near the same
age as me with master's degrees and Ph.D's, But through
God's revelation I was given Mother, who was only in her
teens. Can you imagine all the squabbles and rumors and
whisperings that went on because of that?

But it was God's will. Most people cannot perceive God's
will, but I am able to. How did it all turn out? The True
Parents have turned out to be the perfect heavenly couple!

A great age difference between a husband and wife is
not a shame; it can be a great plus, particularly from the
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dispensational point of view. When I match you, don't
come back to me and say, "My spouse is too old. The age
difference between us is incredible:' I know already. When
you get together, don't ask your match, "How old are you?"
If your match asks you, say, "No comment:'

Don't interrogate your match. Don't ask things like,
"What kind of a person were you? What did you do before
you joined the church? What kind of education did you
get?" Don't ask things like that of your future spouse.
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If you can open your mind and look at
the long-distance vision, then you will be able to see

what a wonderful opportunity I am giving you.

stand up and walk out. So, I see you are committed. You
are about to embark upon the most incredible sacred jour-
ney. Would you rather make it a short local trip, or do you
want to make a global trip?

When you go to a poor family's home, there might not
much to eat, but there will be a wealth of love. Normally,
a poor family has more love. I want you to understand: If
you are married to an Oriental man, you may not have a
wealth of food or possessions or clothes, but you will find
a wealth of love. In the home, more important than a great
wealth of possessions is the wealth of love. Love is the key.

If a Western person marries another Westerner, there's
nothing much historic there. But when a Western woman
marries a Japanese man and comes to Japan and serves
devotedly as wife and mother and teacher and missionary,
it will be recorded in history.

Let's say a gigantically fat Western woman is married to
a Japanese man. But when she goes to Japan and works tre-
mendously hard for the sake of her husband and his family,
she will become like a chopstick! That will make history.

Some reflections on the matching

matching was to start the following
morning.

It was beautiful the way everyone
cooperated and worked together on
this. Elder members like Mrs. Ver-

about the timing of this match-
ing. After breakfast at East Gar-

den on March 25, Father announced
·that he would hold a matching on
March 27. The day we got the news,
representatives from many different
church departments gathered to form
a Matching Committee. That gave us
only one day to call everybody! We
quickly organized several committees
-for information and orientation,
registration, accommodations, gener-
al affairs, and counseling. Registra-
tion at the World Mission Center be-
gan the next day at noontime, and
lasted throughout the evening. The

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heyen and Mrs. Kamiyama came to
help, and they stayed up all night
long, registering people as they came
in. The speed at which everything
had to happen gave Satan no time at
all to invade. We just totally gave
ourselves.

Father made very strict criteria for
this matching, such as membership
in the church for no less than three
years. It was mainly a single mem-
bers' matching, but members whose
spouse had either left the church or
had fallen were also included. Those
who may have thought the standard
for the matching had lowered were
made aware that if their spouse were
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still in the church, anywhere, they
should still be working on restoring
that relationship and would not
automatically be re-matched. They
were expected by Father to resolve
their difficulties, even if one partner
had homosexual problems. These
criteria cleared up many ambiguities.

An atmosphere of acceptance
The last matchings in America lead-
ing up to the 8000 Blessing in 1982
were the first truly international
matchings. Each was a very historical
moment. They were the first large-
scale matchings between black and
white and between East and West,
for example, and there were definite
hurdles of faith that people had to
confront. But with this particular
matching, there was a different feel-
ing. People were coming on that
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previous foundation, and I felt there
was much more acceptance. The
brothers and sisters seemed more
prepared spiritually for this match-
ing, even though it was on such
short notice.

The atmosphere was very positive.
With every match that Father made,
it was incredible to see the beauty of
each couple and the almost immediate
response of the partners toward each
other. Among all the large matchings
in America, there has never been one
in which such a great percentage of
the people accepted the first match
suggested by Father. In only a very
small number of cases was one part-
ner not willing to accept the match.
But it was a very, very small number.

After the couples were matched,
they were able to meet with counse-
lors in the second-floor dining room

if they liked. We had people there
speaking different languages in case
anyone needed help translating. A
nice touch was the refreshments that
were provided while the couples were
talking. The older couples were con-
stantly available, and there was an
incredible atmosphere of support. In
this way, everybody was able to feel
comfortable.

Some couples felt instant unity
with each other, and some needed a
bit of discussion. Some went to pray
about it for a few hours. But I'd say
most of them were able to resolve
any difficulties.

When they were ready to accept
the match, the couples went back into
the ballroom in groups of five or six
and bowed before True Parents. Then
they had their pictures taken together.
There was no Holy Wine Ceremony

TODAY'S WORLD
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held, so the newly matched members
haven't yet been "reborn:' Matched
status is comparable to receiving the
seed from the Messiah, but rebirth
doesn't really take place until after
the Holy Wine Ceremony.

Cleansing our faith
It was a wonderful experience to be
a part of and to witness. We in the
Blessed Family Department have al-
ways longed to somehow solve the
problems that some of the members
have had with their marriages. And
yet in a very short time, True Parents
took the responsibility to resolve
many of these problems instantly.
It was a joy to watch people who
received mates they felt joyful about,
grateful for, and one with. It was a
liberating experience for all of us, not
just for the people being matched!

Amazingly, even a few marriage
problems from previous Blessings
were resolved through this matching.
We had always been concerned most
about the youngest couples in the
church, those from the 8000 Blessing.
But all of a sudden, by this matching,
they became the older couples. A few
of these couples hadn't quite come to
grips with their own situations; but
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I think this renewal of
faith in the Blessing was

necessary as a foundation
for the whole church to

receive the Holy
Wedding of Hyun [in

Nim and lun Soak Nim.

even some of them came to us during
this time for counseling. At the last
minute, they seemed to have made a
breakthrough in their own marriages
that had been floundering over the
last few years.

It was a time, spiritually, when all
members could feel more united with
True Parents. It seemed the whole
church was carried into a new dimen-
sion. Here were older couples who
could finally make unity and go for-
ward, and then the brand-new cou-
ples making their pledges of commit-
ment. It was like a cleansing of our
church. Satan has been trying to mul-

tiplya few problems and make it ap-
pear that the number of shaky mar-
riages was much greater than was
actually the case. Through this match-
ing I felt the whole image of the
Blessing was restored.

The Blessed Family Department
had been inspired to hold a workshop
to prepare members for the Blessing
just a week before the matching.
About 180 people came from the New
York area, but we honestly didn't
even know there would be this match-
ing! Even out in California they had
a Blessing workshop. I think people
were starting to feel that something
was imminent. At the workshop,
several older couples give testimo-
nies, and through them, the strength
and the fruit of the Blessing was
demonstrated.

During the time of the matching,
True Parents stood with the dignity
and the authority of God and didn't
compromise their standard in any
way. In listening to the talk Father
gave just before the matching, I
realized that no matter what kind
of workshop we might give, nobody
can prepare a person for the Blessing
like Father can! At one point he spoke
about the beauty of a Japanese man
and his Western wife explaining to
their grandchildren about this very
historical thing that they had done.
How proud the grandchildren would
be! In a very short time, Father put
everyone completely at ease through
his talk and totally inspired them
with the vision of the Blessing.

I think this renewal of faith in the
Blessing was necessary as a founda-
tion for the whole church to cleanse
their hearts to receive the Holy Wed-
ding of Hyun [in Nim and [un Sook
Nim, which took place just three days
later. If members had unresolved feel-
ings about the Blessing, it might have
been difficult for them to rejoice in
the Blessing of a child of the True
Parents. So I think this matching and
this renewal of heart were perfectly
timed to happen just before the Holy
Wedding, so that all of our members
could more deeply connect with the
promise that True Parents have given
us for the creation of ideal families. 0

Eric Wenzel and Tsuneko Sakakibara were matched by Father on
March 27, 1987, in the World Mission Center. Below is Eric's
personal account of his experience.

EARLY FRIDAY MORNING, MARCH

27, we were gathered in the
Grand Ballroom awaiting the

arrival of True Parents. The spirit
was high and yet very intense, as
each brother and sister waited for
the moment when a new dimension
in their eternal life would unfold. I
remember the Blessings of the 2000
and 6000 couples in 1982, because
they occurred soon after I joined the
church, but the time when I would
be matched by Father always seemed
years away. Now that time had come.
Along with all of my excitement,
there was a constant feeling of being
unworthy to receive such a gift from
True Parents.

Father entered the room with abso-
lute seriousness. He delivered a won-
derful sermon, very serious, yet with
enough humor to make everyone feel
comfortable. After his speech, he
shed his sportcoat and descended to
the main floor.

"00 you mean me, Father?"
Within minutes Father pointed in my
direction. I pointed to myself as if to
ask, "Do you mean me, Father?" He
said, "No, next one .... other tall bro-
ther:' At that instant, I had a wonder-
fulyet fearful experience. Ihadinad-
vertently attracted Father's attention.
I attracted the attention of the Mes-
siah! He had to look at me when I
pointed to myself. Outside I remained
calm, but inside I was shaking like
never before. He pointed to a Japanese
sister far in the back and asked her
something in Japanese. He looked at
me again, but he didn't look right at
me. Instead, he gazed all around me
for a few seconds that seemed like
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forever. Then he motioned for me
to step forward. I stood next to my
match, and we bowed to Father. I
didn't even look at her; I only knew
she was Japanese. We proceeded up
to the balcony.

At that moment, the entire ball-
room became like a foreign land to
me, and the people around me were
just blurs. I had been there dozens
of times, but I felt totally detached
from my external environment.

Upon arriving at the second floor
reception area, I suddenly realized we
would need a translator. The entire
morning, from the time I awoke at
three a.m. until the time of my match,
I had been thinking of many ques-
tions I would ask the sister Father
chose for me. When we sat down,
however, I couldn't think of a single
question! Our translator broke the
ice by suggesting I ask what her fam-
ily was like. So I did. Then I began to
relax. "What part of the Principle
motivated you to join True Parents?"
was my next question.

We spoke for some time, becoming
more and more curious to discover
each other's identity. Although I had
been a little worried before, when I
was matched I had no doubt what-
soever about accepting Father's deci-
sion. I felt absolute confidence that
Father had chosen a faithful sister
and the perfect complement for my
character.

Father's wisdom
We went through the traditional
bows and photographs and then the
procession through the brothers and
sisters anxiously waiting outside.
Like most of the other matched cou-
ples, we spent the rest of the day
learning about each other. Each dis-
covery we made, however, was not so
much a discovery about each other,
but more a part of our growing reali-
zation of the incredible depth of
Father's wisdom.

During the afternoon, I asked my
fiance what Father had asked her
when he pointed to her. She said, "He
asked me how tall I was:' Suddenly I
remembered that moment when I had
inadvertently attracted Father's atten-
tion. It was then that Father saw my
spiritual fortune (and my unusual
height-6'4"!) and looked for the
right sister. He looked back at me to
make sure. I'll never forget how his
piercing eyes gazed all around me
several times. I thought he was look-
ing at the other brothers, but he was
looking at me-my past, my ances-
tors, and my potential descendents.
He wanted to be absolutely certain
that this sister and I could faithfully
grow to establish a family centered
on the ideal of True Parents.

Before the matching, I had thought
a lot about its meaning. But it was
during the event that I had the pro-
found experience of my faith in Father
and my living encounter with him be-
coming one.

When I first discovered that the
True Parents were on the earth, I felt
incredible gratitude. But to experience
Father's love so directly-nothing in
the past could come close to the grati-
tude I felt at that moment. This eter-
nal truth has continued to resound in
my heart: Father is truly my loving
father. 0

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conferences; they felt like something
extremely important and historical
was going to take place. The minis-
ters even seemed to receive the lec-
tures more deeply than other groups
had before.

They were already overwhelmed
in Japan, especially when we prayed
together at the Japanese church
headquarters. The spirit was so high
in that chapel that one of the Mor-
mon ministers said he felt it was a
very holy place. He couldn't believe
it was just a regular worshiping place
for us. The spirit seemed higher to
him there than he had experienced
in his own holy temple in Salt Lake
City.

Everyone had very deep experiences
in prayer there.

120 ministers, which is a signifi-
cant number. Even before the

conference began, I had heard that
some spiritualists in Korea received
that this was going to be the pente-
costal conference. Spiritually, the
10th ICC was a breakthrough confer-
ence. Maybe it was because of the
number 10 or because of the three-
year time period after Heung [in
Nirns death or because of the many
spiritual conditions that have been
accumulated since Father's sacrifice
in Danbury.

Many of our church members who
were on the staff of this conference
had incredible experiences with
Heung [in Nim and Jesus, particularly
the four main staff members who
have been attending all of these con-
ferences: myself, Levi Dougherty,
Kevin McCarthy, and David Hose.
We were treated through a medium
to some personal experiences with
Heung [in Nim and Jesus. Personal
guidance, as well as providential gui-
dance about the significance of the
ICe, was given. Heung [in Nirn said
that the point at which Father was
ready to be welcomed by established
Christianity 40 years ago has come
full circle. All indemnity has been
paid, and the time has come now
when all Christianity can receive

experience during the testimony by
Mrs. In [u Kim; he had seen the spirit
of our True Father appear behind him
and put his arm around him and his
wife, and he felt incredible love from
Father. So when I prayed again to ask
who should give the Sunday message,
his name immediately came into my
mind.

I asked him, and he was already pre-
paring a sermon. His name is Walter
Battle from Minneapolis. He gave an
amazing speech. He started out by
saying that we are all called into God's
army and that we have to march back
and save America. Later on he lis-
tened to his speech on tape, and he
couldn't believe that he had given
that speech. He didn't remember say-
ing any of those words!

After that his wife, who is a pro-
fessional singer, sang a powerful
song that moved the whole church.
Unison prayer followed. One man,
who generally speaks in tongues a
lot, started speaking in tongues and
then came up to the microphone and
interpreted his own speech. He said
over and over again, "My sheep, my
children:' One medium told me that
Jesus' spirit was definitely speaking
through this man.

People who truly love Jesus and are
connected to him in heart can always
recognize him. Some people have no
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such awareness; they are like fruit
that is not yet ripe. This was true in
our group-some ministers had very
profound experiences that changed
their lives, whereas others weren't
able to grasp it at all.

A loving pentecost
I was concerned that since pentecost
was coming, maybe some people
would be really damned or severely
judged for something they had done,
but it was not like that at all. It was
a very loving pentecost, but it was
also obvious that Satan was trying
to interfere as much as he could. We
had a couple of people who were very
disruptive. This was actually a wit-
ness to the fact that Jesus was really
there.

A minister had seen the
spirit of our True Father
appear behind him and
put his arm around him
and his wife, and he felt

incredible love.

The next spiritual thing that hap-
pened was at the Rock of Tears. At
the end of the main prayer, when
we asked everybody to walk back
down the hill, some people just
stayed and would not leave, even
though we asked them three times
to come down. All the Unification
church members stayed behind as
well as a group of maybe a dozen
ministers. At that moment Jesus
Christ himself came to them through
a medium. He explained to them
about the importance of the Rock,
and he testified to the new Lord,
although he didn't mention his name
directly. He said, "You know who I'm
talking about:' The ministers who
knew it was Jesus realized who he
was talking about without a doubt.

Jesus told everyone there who
experienced him that they were not
to speak about this revelation for 40
days, and that they should only pray
about it and keep it in their hearts so
that they could understand the mean-
ing of it all.

It's hard to put into words, but the
spirit, the depth, and the emotion at
the conference just grew and grew.
There were two ministers there who
wore glasses but who do not wear
glasses anymore. Their eyes were
healed. It was as if their eyes were
opened.
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The next day was the time for the
Second Coming lecture. It turned out
that it was actually Ash Wednesday,
40 days before Easter Sunday. I think
we walked into that day expecting
another great pentecost to take place.
We expected that all these ministers
were going to recognize who the
True Parents were on that occasion,
and that it was just going to be "Hal-
leluia!" But instead, both Rev. Hose
and Kevin McCarthy had the most
difficult time giving the lectures. Rev.
Hose gave The Last 400 Years, and
Kevin gave The Second Coming.
What was happening was that the
hearts of the people had been so
moved and so swept up towards the
conclusion (everybody who comes
has been told that Unificationists
believe Rev. Moon is the Messiah)
that they knew what was coming in
their minds, but they couldn't let
themselves accept it. It was too fast
for them. Intellectually they were
greatly resisting the lectures, because
they just could not deal with the con-
clusion that their hearts had already
come to.

Heung Jin Nim is available to us
I'd like to share something about
Heung [in Nim. how much he can
personally interact with every single

one of us now. He is available to us!
It's a phenomenon that may be hard
to believe, for people who have had
difficulty in connecting with the spirit
of God, Heung [in Nim, or True Par-
ents. But now all of that has changed.
The key point is our belief that it's
possible and taking little steps of faith
to establish a relationship with Heung
[in Nim so that he can come to you.
You can get a picture of Heung [in
Nim, you can speak to him in your
prayers, you can ask him for guidance,
you can ask him for signs.

He stressed that the miracle is not
that he can speak through mediums
or that he can speak to us. The mira-
cle is when you have faith that this is
real. That's your foundation of faith.
And once you establish that founda-
tion of faith, you can begin to receive

guidance directly from Heung [in
Nirn. He said that many brothers and
sisters in America could receive the
gift of automatic writing-he could
dictate letters to us-but he said we
have to first fulfill the foundation of
substance, which means we have
to love each other. Satan has been
attacking our movement heavily
recently, knowing that this pentecost
was coming. He has been trying to
discourage as many brothers and sis-
ters as he can before this time so that
we will not have any power, and he
has been trying to isolate us from
each other.

By having faith in Heung [in Nim
and developing good loving relation-
ships with each other, we can draw
the highest realms of spirit world.
They can surround us all the time
so we don't have to worry so much
about evil spirits anymore. There
have been tremendous changes in our
spiritual environment, and incredible
things are going to happen.

When we receive love from Heung
[in Nim we have to share it, but he
doesn't want us to just talk and blab
about our revelations. He wants us to
act, to substantially take care of each
other, love each other, and serve each
other. This will be the foundation of
substance that will provide for the
continuation of our relationships,
our experiences. And this will very
quickly bring the spirit of the King-
dom of Heaven into our centers.
Once you have a group of even two
or three people who are having these
experiences, you can quickly ignite a
whole center. Then you can make the
condition for the spirit world to guide
prepared people to walk up to your
door and ring the doorbell and say
things like, "I feel I have to join the
Unification Church" Heung [in Nim
said you'll meet ministers out of the
blue that are already prepared to go
to Korea. So you just have to be
ready to receive them.

One last thing to mention is that
we always have to remember the
incredible foundation of prayer that
has been laid in Korea. We have no
idea of the depths of suffering of our
elder brothers and sisters. Without
them, we could never have been able
to experience these things. They are
really the kings and queens of
heaven!

I
wasn't sure exactly what he wanted
me to do, but I knew that he wanted
me there.

After being in Korea for a few weeks,
HeungJin Nim led me through a Korean
man to an old halmoni, a grandmother
who has been in the church for 30
years. She's a very powerful spiritual
lady. She already dreamt the night
before I met her that I was going to
stay at her house, so she was prepar-
ing to receive me. As soon as I arrived,
we started to do intense prayer con-
ditions like I've never done in my
life-two hours, three hours long.

Whenever she began to pray she
would open up to the highest spirit
world so Heung [in Nim could come
straight down. There were no barri-
ers. As she was praying I started
receiving revelations. After three
days of receiving revelations we both
realized that Heung [in Nim really
wanted me to stay there. We didn't
know for how long, but we knew he
didn't want me to leave the room
where I was living, because I was not
to be influenced by any other spirit
world.

Completing intense conditions
So from November through January
3, 1987, we made very intense prayer
conditions, fasting conditions, and
cold shower conditions. And when-
ever my halmoni and I prayed, we
received revelation upon revelation.
Heung [in Nim just couldn't speak
enough, he had so many words to say.
He said he wanted us to offer the first
three years after his Seung Hwa cere-

A spontaneous connection of heart between
fast and West.
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mony to God, so that Satan could see
that the Unification Church members
were serious about the offering of
Lord Heung [in Nim.

This meant that the first three
years were a conditional offering. We
had to offer Lord Heung [in Nim to
the spirit world, to God. His life was
an offering-he gave his life for the
sake of the sins of the world, for the
sake of the prolongation of the Mes-
siah's mission. Therefore, we had to
offer these three years. This was ex-
tremely important, but we had not
known it. Yet he knew it and Father
knew it, so it was our responsibility
to find out. That's why Heung [in
Nim desperately wanted me in Korea,
so that we could make this special
offering.

Eventually the revelations received
through the grandmother were given
to the leadership, and certain condi-
tions were made. But we still felt that
what we did wasn't enough, because
Heung [in Nim actually wanted the
whole Unification Church and the
world to make conditions. We felt
deeply responsible, so we did more
conditions on top of that, in order for
Heavenly Father and Lord Heung [in
Nim to come down to earth. This was
also part of the offering of the three
years.

Forty days after Heung [in Nirn's
Seung Hwa ceremony, Father blessed
him to Hoon Sook Nim. So we were
also to celebrate the three years after
his Blessing. We had another special
offering prayer for that, and we visit-
ed his tomb quite frequently. Because
we could complete these conditions
successfully, Heung [in Nim told us
that Heavenly Father accepted all the
conditions we had made over that
period of time. Therefore, he said,
the next dispensation could begin,
which was his availability to reach
the brothers and sisters.

Somehow, it just so happened that
the 10th ICC took place upon the
completion of all these conditions.
And Jesus and Heung [in Nim were
waiting for the ministers. Heung [in
Nim had prepared everybody in the
ICe. We just shared a few words
with them, talked about a few revela-
tions, and the ministers just carried
on. A pentecost took place. It was just
amazing.

Heung [in Nim and Jesus can now
walk on the earth concretely. Every-
body can have experiences with him
-not just one or two spiritually open
people. Anybody, everybody, can
have experiences, even non-members.

When I came to America I was
worried because I was thinking, "Is
Heung [in Nim going to be here, or
am I going to be battling through lay-
ers of spirit world trying to reach
him 7" But he is here completely, in
this building [the World Mission Cen-
ter], working, and allowing for the
most incredible rebirth experiences.
Some couples have been reconciled,
and many unbelievable things have
been happening.

My aunt came to sew my dresses
for the performance, and she had to
pay a tremendous amount of indem-
nity to do this. The dresses weren't
even finished until the last second
before I was to perform.

Two nights before the wedding,
Heung [in Nim said to me, "You can-
not go to bed. You must go to the
Grand Ballroom because I have a
message for you" So I knelt in front
of the stage, not having slept for two
or three days, and said, "Heung [in
Nim, what is it you want to say when
I perform the song?" He revealed his
message to me and said that I should
present it to True Parents in Korean
before I sing the song.

I read it to Albertina, who was
deeply moved by the message, and
she showed it to an elder Korean
sister. The sister translated it into
Korean, but she couldn't go over the
pronunciation with me because I was
in rehearsal. That night, the final
night before the wedding, I looked at
the Korean words and said, "How am
I ever going to be able to read this?"
Albertina said, "You've got to do it.
Go to Gilbert Starr [a brother who
knows Korean]:' So at six o'clock in
the morning I knocked on Gilbert's
door. He very graciously woke up and
took the Korean text and broke it
down for me so I could pronounce it.

Tears of repentance
The day of the wedding was total
indemnity. I received that I had to
clean every part of my house before
I could go on stage. My house and
every extension of myself had to be
in order. So all that morning I cleaned
and cleaned. By the time I got to the
dress rehearsal I was very frustrated,
and I knew that I couldn't go on stage
with frustration, so I cried and re-
pented in tears for feeling this way.
When I finally went on the stage for
the dress rehearsal, I knew Heung [in
Nim was there with me.

That evening I was supposed to
be backstage at seven o'clock, but at
eight o'clock I was still upstairs pre-
paring. I had a cold-shower condition
to do, and my aunt was still finishing
the dresses. She hadn't been able to
perfect the dresses, so I told her I
was disappointed. But right away I
repented for feeling upset. Then she
and I prayed, and I repented deeply to
Heung [in Nim.

I arrived backstage just on time
for my performance. Even though I
couldn't read the Korean perfectly,
I did what Heung [in Nim asked me
to do. I read the message and sang
the song and just made an offering of
the whole thing. Knowing Heung [in
Nim was by my side, I was deeply
grateful.

I paid a lot of indemnity for this
performance, but I paid it gladly. I
knew the most important thing was
trying to keep a pure heart, a heart

free of resentment, a heart filled
with gratitude.

Just before Parents' Day, Heung
[in Nim had come to me and told me
how he wished he could be there to
sit with this brothers and sisters and
that we don't really understand the
meaning of Parents' Day. Sometimes
he is lonely because he wants to be
here with us. He tries to connect
with us, but we can't feel him. He
said he wanted to give this song and
this message through me because he
wants brothers and sisters to know
that he is here with us-he is alive!

When we are talking to a brother
or a sister, we should think, "How
would Heung [in Nim talk to this
person? How would he love this per-
son?" We always need to purify our-
selves through repentance. When
Satan was troubling me at the dress
rehearsal, just by repenting with
tears my heart was freed, and Heung
[in Nim could be with me again. If
we can just repent and keep our
hearts pure, Heung [in Nim can
work. I know he is asking us to love
each other for him and to really be
the people he can live through. 0
