The topic of Father's sermon this morning is Chunju
Tongil. Tongil means unification and chunju is our
own church terminology. The universe and cosmos
are something we can see, but chunju includes the

world which we cannot see, namely the spirit world. This
means there is an outer world as well as an inner world. God
wants to unify these worlds into one chunju. People may think
of us as dreamers chasing an imaginary goal because just the
world we can see--the earth, solar system and cosmos-is so
immense and unlimited.

Physical bodies move, like a finely-tuned engine, not in
accordance with their own laws but in accordance with one
universal law. Imagine if the chunju needed repairs similar
to manmade machines. But this huge universe which God
created just operates perpetually. We can only imagine how
large the universe is. Compared with that, this tiny earth has
a population of five billion of which we are a part. How big
and how small!

Is there anything that challenges the bigness of the universe
and says, "Yes, I will conquer it"? If someone determines to
do that, how great is his undertaking. That person's mind
must be huge. Yet would not such a huge mind be big enough
and heavy enough to crush him? Of course not, because a
huge thought is actually something invisible. We know that
gravity produces a strong pulling power. This human thought
has to be a hundred times stronger than gravity, otherwise
the universe will not follow this man because it would like to
follow someone who has a bigger thought than its own!
Which entity thinks about these huge things, ideals and direc-
tions? It is only mankind.

Man is the only animal that has thought. Thought is that
motivation which propels us to reach for an idea, for more
value, even for eternity. There are plenty of examples. We
have 400 people here and each one wants to find the most
valuable things in the universe. Women are searching for the
best men and men for the best women.

Let's say a woman narrows her choice down to two candi-
dates, and then compares these two: who has more sensitivi-
ty, who has more knowledge, who is more faithful? Humans
are the only beings with this kind of comparative thinking
process. For example, I notice that no two women here wear
the exact same type of earrings while all women strive to be-
come the most beautiful.

I have noticed that today's value system has changed from
10 or 20 years ago. Now women look everywhere for a great
man but, failing to find one, settle for a man who is the rich-
est or most influential.

Men are like that too, for they want the best and nothing
less. That is an unmistakable characteristic of man. Does man
come from monkeys? Monkeys resemble man a lot, but do
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they have this thought system or value system? No! Have
you seen any monkey who tried to put on an ornament like
earrings? No. Did you ever see two monkeys compare them-
selves to see whose position was greater? No. And yet some
men think those animals are our ancestors. Mankind is really
in a spiritual darkness.

MASTER OF THE UNIVERSE

Why is it that all animals crawl on all fours, while only man
walks upright on two feet? Standing tall is a manifestation
of man seeking greater and higher goals. A man who walks
straight with a direct gaze is not hiding anything, whereas
the man who averts his gaze downward as he walks can have
a deceptive attitude. We should look forward and up, not
short and down. Which did mankind aspire to do first-to
dig and create underground tunnels or to fly in the air? Today
we have satellites and space shuttles. We've gone to the moon.
Now man has started the race toward the farthest points of
the universe. Only man among all the animals is prepared to
be the master of the whole universe. Do you agree with me
on this point? (Yesl)

What about Unification Church members: How do we
compare with other people? We have come into unification,
but did we get here by ourselves or by following someone
else? We united because we centered on True Parents. Then
where is the eternal resting place "unificationally"? What is
that root of unification? True Parents! That point is important
because the root is very powerful. There are five different rac-
es or colors, but all are uniting with me.

So let's examine unification. When you think of unification,
you think immediately of the Unification Church. Then the
first thing you notice is Rev. Moon. I am the founder and the
center of the Unification Church. Also there is the Divine
Principle teaching, which is actually God's universal teaching.
We know the Divine Principle has the power of attraction. Is
that because it has great power or because it is the most logi-
cal explanation? Of course not. No matter how great the logic
may be, unless it has elements which connect to life, then it's
distant from us.

What kind of man would you like to be pulled and attract-
ed to-a man of reason or a man of power? Which would you
choose to attract you: reason, power, or life? Most men are
now searching for power, material wealth, or knowledge.
Why are people attracted by something lower than life--
power, money, or knowledge? There is something here that
doesn't stand to reason. Your lifetime is really quite short. So
would you knowingly exchange your life for material, knowl-
edge or power? Never. The value of life stands way above
that of wealth, power or knowledge. If I said your life comes
under some other power like wealth or knowledge, you
would feel insulted wouldn't you?

The one who loves America
and the American heritage
more than anyone else is the
subject of America. The man
who thinks about America's
future the most is the center.

If the president has so
much power that he could
create a dictatorship, people
would fear him and not
want to follow him. Or if he
has great ideas that can
make everyone's life com-
fortable, people wouldn't
want to follow that either be-
cause they would lose their
sense of dignity and respon-
sibility. What we want is not
a president who puts intelli-
gence, power or wealth as a
first priority, but a president
who puts true love in front
of everything else.

What kind of father
would you prefer: a great, al-
mighty, millionaire father or
an unconditionally loving fa-
ther? You don't love me be-

cause of my power or because I have such an amiable charac-
ter. You love me because I give you the kind of love and
respect you need.

In a marriage, we all want a spouse who loves us beyond
all conditions of education, money, or power. Even if the hus-
band has a Harvard degree, when he is with his wife he sim-
ply wants to touch and love her. Simply as wife and husband,
they just really love each other. Which would you prefer: the
simple unconditional way or the conditional way?

If the husband has a big degree, does he think, "This hand
belongs to a person who just graduated from Harvard. What
a holy hand. Now I'm going to touch my beloved wife with
my holy hand"? Is that genuine love? True love is when we
forget our position and genuinely love. For the President of
America to forget he is the President and just embrace his
wife is not easy; but if he could do that, isn't that a great love?

PUTTING TRUE LOVE FIRST

PURSUING CENTRAL LOVE

It's your choice: Are you going to pursue big wealth, big
power, big knowledge or big thought? Of these four, which
is more valuable to you? (Thoughtl) What if we added one
more choice to the list-life-which would you choose?
(Life.) What if love were added, which would you choose?
(True love!)

Then what is the most valuable thing in the chunju? (True
love! ) You said love, but you also said true. There are many
kinds of love other than true love, aren't there? I know you
like love, but what kind of love is what worries me. Some
people say, "Father, I was born here in America, so I only like
Western love." The Orientals may feel that way about Orien-
tal love, but while I believe that Oriental love is deeper, both
are still only partial love.

What about, "I like central love, neither East nor West"?
Central love is best because it represents all parts of humani-
ty and everyone can participate in it. What is central love?
Central love always includes the vertical concept. Central
love means it must be situated at all the same angles and be
the same distance from every point.

Let's take the example of America. Which is the central
city in America, Washington, DC or New York? Where does
the President live and work? In Washington, DC, and the cen-
tral point of Washington, DC is the White House. Is the house
the center or is the President the center? The President is the
center.

Clearly it's not the house that matters, but the central per-
son who lives in that house. America has wealth and resourc-
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Once you taste the kind of love I'm talking about,
you can never do without it.

True love is none other than central, equal love. You have
to be able to explain what true love is to others: "It's the
central love which comes above money, power and even
thought." Now we have some standard of comparison. With
this choice of five things-love, life, thought, power, money
and knowledge----everyone agrees that love is what we all
want.

Then you might ask, "Well, where is that central love?"
Does that central love come from your father and mother in
your home? No. It may be that family'S love, but it is not the
central love of the chunju. Is it in New York or Washington,
DC? The President has love for the country, but it cannot be
central love if it doesn't encompass the chunju. Central love is
not only the center of the family but the center of the clan, na-
tion, world, cosmos and chunju. If we know this central love
exists, would we say "No, I don't want that central love"?
Everything wants to be a part of this central love.

Are you American citizens? Do you have America in you
or do you belong to America? You must be able to say, "Yes,
America is in me." But before you can say that, you need to
have love toward America. Then you can say, "America is
mine." Even America, the biggest country on the whole earth,
wants to belong to somebody who truly loves America. This
person doesn't have to be handsome, powerful and strong.
Maybe he's a simple man possessing no special characteris-
tics except his genuine love for America.

A loving person is the center of everything. If you were
America, would you be happy to find that kind of person?
Yes, you would feel comforted and even saved by knowing
that person. Now we expand that Principle into a little larger
category-not only love for one country, but the world and
the chunju. There have been people throughout history who
have said, "Oh, I love the world and the universe." But is
there anyone person who actually loved the world through
his actions? If there were indeed such a person, then every
individual, family and country would want to belong under
him, knowing he is the one who loves the most. Everyone
wants to come under the king of love rather than to just be-
long to their own small country. Isn't that true?

Even the sun, which has been burning and shining for mil-
lions of years, has always been trying to find the one person
who loves the universe so much. Someone will ask, "Now
sun, since you have found the person who loves the universe,
aren't you also happy?" He has to answer yes.

If a man says, "Universe, I'm madly in love with you and
want to love you so much," how would the universe respond?
What about a man with incredible power who conquered the
whole universe? Which do you think the universe will come
and embrace? The crazy lover, of course!

The conclusion is obvious: man has a certain characteristic
even before he is born, which no one has to teach him. This is
the ability to embrace greater things, even God and the chun-
ju . The only way we can do that is through love. That's my
conclusion. Is there anyone who will disagree with that, say-
ing, "Father you're wrong. I have a better answer than that"?
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CHANGING THE WORLD'S DESTINY

You love to hear about love from me. But who actually wants
to exercise that love? Do you say, "Oh, I'll be content with
this much love" or do you strive for more and more? You
might say, "Oh, Father, you talk about love every Sunday
morning -I've heard that before. I already know everything
now." If you think that, then you are not worthy of that love.

You may have heard the word "love" thousands of times,
but do you know love? Do you have the taste of the kind of
love I am talking about? Yes or no? If you haven't tasted it,
what good will it do for you to hear the word "love" even a
million times?

What I am trying to do is to bring everyone to the bucket
of love so they can taste it. Once you taste it, you can never
do without it. So all Americans, please try it, for if you don't
follow this love, you will perish in the future.

Unless you taste this love and act on it, your destiny is
miserable. If you hear it a thousand times and still cannot feel
it, then you must entreat, "Father, tell me again about love,"
instead of complaining about having to listen to it again. You
still don't understand the true love center concept-you don't
take it seriously. I was so serious about this in my past. You
have to be dead serious about this way, not just analyzing
everything trying to find an easy way out.

Your ears and eyes are ashamed of you, because you are
hearing and receiving so much love, and yet are not aware of
it. The world and the universe are calling you to give them
love-it's your responsibility. They want to be embraced by
that true love.

I am giving you the warning that misery awaits you unless
you take this reality seriously. Do we want to be with the one
we love or an enemy? Our nose wants to smell the true love
smell for eternity. Our hands want to touch our loved ones,
not the enemy. So if you know someone who says, "Father,
you're talking about love again?" then shake him up and
protest to him strongly, "Do you know that love?" Only a
truthful son of filial piety can respond to the truth. Satan will
never come to love the truth.

MAKING TRUE LOVE A REALITY

Good parents start educating a young child from grammar
school: "You have to study more." And then when he goes to
middle school, the parent says, "Yes, this time you should be-
come a better student." The parent does the same thing when
the child goes to high school. And when he goes to college,
the father and mother tell him the same thing: to study well.
Even if he earns his Ph.D., his father and mother tell him to
study better. That's the parents' heart to improve their chil-
dren. And while the child is young, he keeps their advice
seriously. But when he becomes a college graduate and his
parents tell him to study more, will he say, "I am a college
student now; don't tell me what to do"? That kind of person

will never earn a Ph.D. Every Sunday morning I am trying to
say the same thing about love from a different angle. So the
person who asks me to talk about something else will never
understand love.

There are degrees in love. You can have true love within
your family, or you can have a higher level true love degree,
until you reach a Ph.D. Now, people who haven't even heard
Divine Principle are saying the one who professes and teach-
es true love is Reverend Moon! In the future, famous profes-
sors will ask you, "What is the true love concept? I am only
doing research. You have listened to Rev. Moon explain it.
Why can't you teach it to us?" How are you going to answer
them? Will you be in a proud or shameful position?

Satan is waiting to infiltrate this greatest truth through the
smallest opening. We know this by experience and by the
Principle, don't we? So what little we know we must practice
doing. I practiced everything and am now teaching you. If
there is a Ph.D. degree that can be granted to any person
about true love, I am the only person who qualifies for that.
You are gradually learning from me. Until you reach that
highest position, you must continue to exercise true love.
Unless you do that, even though you may want to follow me,
you will not be able to come.

A TIME TO GAIN LIFE

You don't even know what I have been doing these last weeks
and months. You don't know how serious I am, nor how phys-
ically hard I am laboring. Also you don't know how famous
my name and theUnification Church are becoming in the
world. So this time with me is your time to gain life. Other
people are all ears as to what I am saying and teaching my
followers; therefore, we must be at least that serious.

Right before Danbury, Americans thought I was a sham.
But now, many Americans have completely turned around
and believe me to be a patriot who loves this country. Their
feelings are even stronger than those that Unification Church
members feel about me.

In a way it's good that you never changed, for you loved
Father from the beginning. But you never realized how much
other people in the world have changed. In our Church, do
we really ask, "Father, please say something precious to us,
just one more time?" Look at the rest of the world-they want
to see me just once. Do you know how serious these world
leaders are? They ask me so seriously, "Rev. Moon what do
you think about this?" Now I talk to you so freely for many
hours every Sunday, but are you trying to inherit my life
tradition?

You should respect me more than a primary school teach-
er. Primary school students believe that the teacher knows
everything. Inadvertently, you have taken me so casually.
Did you ever keep your promises? You said, "Yes, Father"
many times, but did you act on these promises and bring ac-
complishments? I am teaching while I am still doing. You are
being taught and yet often never do anything with this teach-
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ing. Especially blessed couples must think about this. You
must be humble, and ask to be taught about life and love.

HEART OF THE VERTICAL PARENT

So my sermon is about the unification of the chunju. We don't
know much about the spirit world, do we? But in order to un-
derstand the spirit world we have to understand love, other-
wise the spirit world won't open up. Then what is the center
of the chunju? The conclusion is almost deceptively simple.
The center of the chunju is love; because of love, the chunju
was created, and because of love, the chunju rejoices. There-
fore, unless we understand love, we cannot connect with the
chunju. So the question is, "Can the Unification Church con-
tribute to the unification of the chunju?"

All four directions of north, south, east and west must be
determined according to a standard. Unless the standard is
very accurate, then these directions can never be accurate
either. Where is the center? It is always at a 90 degree angle.
When we see a well-constructed house, all the horizontal and
vertical angles are 90 degrees. One of the first things we learn
at school is how to use a 90 degree ruler. The principle of right
angles applies not only to mathematics and engineering but
to politics, social science, and all human relationships. But no
one seems to know that. In America there are so many lawyers
making use of the existing complicated laws. We could be lib-
erated from fettering laws if we lived selflessly. The law actu-
ally originated from the human spirit. If we all become very
humble and dedicate ourselves to living for the sake of other
people, we can be liberated. The Unification Church teaching
is the only way that man can be liberated for our motto is to
live like a servant with the heart of a parent. Our work and
deeds must be like that of a servant. We must not only serve
but live with true love, touch with true love, judge with true
love. We must serve horizontally with a strictly vertical par-
ent's heart.

What is the meaning of filial sons and daughters? The filial
son or daughter serves other brothers, sisters, father, mother,
and all the relatives more than anyone else. It doesn't matter
if you were born first, second or third. It is the one who serves
the most over the longest period-lO, 20, even 30 years. Even-
tually, everyone will follow this filial son or daughter. This
person loves his brothers and sisters as deeply as the father
and mother love the children. His position is both horizontal
and vertical. This horizontal and vertical position becomes a
standard around which everything rotates. This is the beauty
and magic of true love. Once this is established, there is no
longer low or high. No one will oppose this person for all will
welcome that pattern of love. From this center position came
the numbers 1,2, 3, 4, 12, and 24. That is an ideal position.
There are 12 months in a year, and 24 seasons in the lunar
calendar. In the Bible, the 12 pearly gates of Heaven are men-
tioned. So God doesn't set the world up in a haphazard way.
This is an important part of Principle. A very orderly system
potentially exists, and only through true love is the order kept.
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Since you now hav~both sets of Parents-
God and the horizontal rents-we have inherited

God's blood linea e for the first time.
This was the origi al ideal of creation.

THE TRUE LOVE ANGLE

Why does true love have to stand at the 90 degree right angle
to everything? Because love takes the shortest distance be-
tween two points. When we meet loved ones, we go straight
to them and embrace them, don't we? Nobody wants slow
love, but rather intense and explosive love.

Between heaven and earth, also in love, there is only one
shortest distance-the vertical line. Does love need one or
two? (Two!) In order to pull love down from God, you have
to widen it by expressing it horizontally to others. In order
for love to come to us fully, not just as a trickle, we have to
deploy it. For example, waves move slowly up to a pinnacle,
then come down with momentum and back up again. You
have to pull love down. If you just let love come down at its
own speed, it will waver. The earth has gravity which pulls
straight down, right? That is a 90 degree right angle. So hori-
zontal can never exist alone, but only in relation to vertical.

What about your eyes? They are horizontal, aren't they?
They are next to the nose, which is vertical. When you say
right hand it means a left hand exists. You never thought like
this, did you? When you mention the word man, you auto-
matically think about woman. Without this system, you can-
not position yourself or anything else. You cannot measure
the degree of height or depth without a standard. So this
physical, visible world implies an invisible world. Vertical
love doesn't exist alone, but must have horizontal love.

Where should we go if we expect to receive love from

Heaven? We should travel the shortest distance, which is the
horizontal line. By the same reasoning, if you desire to re-
ceive America's greatest love then you have to visit the White
House where the President resides-that is the short cut. The
same principle exists on every level-world, country, state,
county, even the village and home-all have this relationship
with the center. When you go home, you want to connect di-
rectly with your father and report everything to him. The son
wants to discuss everything with the father. Brothers and sis-
ters often fight but when they can't resolve their fight, they
come to their parents wanting them to judge the situation.
Why don't they go to someone else, like an uncle or aunt?
Because they want to be judged by love and the direct source
of love in the family is the parents. Everyone wants to be
judged by love-in the family, in the society, country, and
chunju as well. It is like a court system, where you can go to
a higher and higher court to be judged, until you reach the
Supreme Court. When the Supreme Court rules, that is the
final decision. The other rules don't matter. Everybody wants
to go to the highest place to be judged. Therefore, this hea-
venly judgment surpasses all the other judgments.

TRUE LOVE IS OUR DESTINY

So filial sons, patriots, and holy men all have something in
common, though they differ in degree. The filial son may be-
long to one family, but the patriot belongs to a country, while
the holy man holds the highest degree. The point they hold in
common is that they all are centered on love. As for us, true

love is our destiny any-
way. But where are we
going to belong? Will we
be just a filial son, holy
man or one of the five
degrees in between? Of
course we would want
to be the holy man. His
qualification is that he
loves God and the chun-
ju the most: God verti-
cally, and humanity
horizontally.

All aspects of vertical,
horizontal, internal and
external will be united
into one true love con-
cept. When you really
understand my teaching,
then if you go to some
new environment, you
can comprehend every-
thing in just a minute or
two. This formula is the
base of everything in the
chunju. How do you
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America and the communist world will perish unless
you work very hard, because only you can teach them

the correct way of living as you have been taught.

know God exists? The fact that there is an intense horizontal
love between man and woman proves that there should be a
corresponding vertical love. So although you can't see God,
you can understand His existence logically. In conclusion,
God is the master of their vertical love, and man and woman
are the masters of their horizontal love.

Now, at the end of the world, our ideology is worldism.
Actually, religious people think even bigger than that, to in-
clude the invisible world which is "cosmicism." So I created
just the right word for this: chunju. The chunju resembles
man. The world is revolving constantly, but if I were to re-
volve like this all by myself, people would say I am crazy.
Similarly if the chunju revolved with no purpose, it would be
crazy. There must always be a subject and object relationship.
Today, the scientists agree that the cosmos has power but
they don't know where the power comes from. Power only
comes from the interaction of a subject and an object.

If we realize there is a subject and object relationship, then
there must be a common ideal or goal. The most ideal com-
mon goal is true love. The realization of a common ideal must
emit light. What about the thunder and lightning on a rainy
day? What about electricity? When it sparks it gives out light.
That is an expression of a common ideal between subject and
object. The ideal is a reciprocal action. When there is a man,
there must be a woman. And when they are in love and act-
ing according to a common ideal, no matter how many pow-
erful people try to separate them, they cannot. That is why
everything is created with a male and female element. We
came into being with a specific, concrete purpose in mind:
God's will. Man is born for the sake of woman, and vice-verse.
The balance of nature keeps the numbers of men and women
almost the same.

Where do a man and a woman meet? If a woman has to go
all the way over to the man's side, she would call it unfair. It
is the same for a man. So they meet in between, united in love.
The woman may be humble and modest, and the man will be
forthright and astute, like God himself. They should not be
exactly like each other. A man represents all men, and a
woman represents all women. They are born for the sake of
love. It is a simple but important conclusion. Does anybody
have a complaint or disagreement about this?

OCCUPYING GOD'S LOVE

Is ideal horizontal love existing in America? Many people are
ignoring the most basic principle of why men and women are
born. There is one horizontal line in God's ideal, not many.
Free sex just doesn't fit in. Love is great because perfection of
horizontal love is how we can occupy God's vertical love.

Which one should come first and which second? Until
now we reversed the true sequence. But we have to experi-
ence vertical love first. After that, a man and woman should
experience horizontal love. Marriage is such a happy and se-
rious occasion because man has fulfilled his manhood and is
about to occupy the woman's world and afterwards the uni-
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verse. Then this man will be welcomed by every level of soci-
ety up through the cosmic level. A woman gets married so
that she will be able to love the whole universe, rather than
being confined to just womanhood.

When you are ideally in love, standing where the horizon-
tal and vertical lines meet, then you are welcomed everywhere.
You are the master of the universe. A true man and a true
woman are so magnificent, representing the entire universe.
And we must understand that married life is to realize the
ideal world. Instead, what is being practiced by the fallen
world, due to ignorance, is like Satan's dance floor with the
love relationships following no principle. In the Unification
Church men and women have been rather strictly disciplined,
until the right time. Women, before they know a man's love,
must know God's vertical love. The origin of vertical love is
God, and the origin of horizontal love is parents. God and
True Parents are connected by true love, thus True Parents in-
herited God's blood lineage. Our mind represents this verti-
cal relationship, and our body represents the horizontal rela-
tionship. Since you now have both sets of parents, God and
the horizontal Parents, we have inherited God's blood lineage
for the first time. This was the original ideal of creation. If
mankind's ancestors didn't fall, everyone born after their wed-
ding would have been connected to the vertical God and the
horizontal parents.

The mind never sleeps, just like God. God is meant to be
so close to us. Your mind wants to be just and righteous, but
your body is not, therefore mind and body fight each other.
The mind is not even perfect, so we experience lots of prob-
lems. Your mind, your vertical self, should be the perfect re-
flection of God through which you inherit God's blood line-
age. If you don't have that lineage, then love and life are not
possible. Instead, you have Satan's blood lineage. Satan is
God's love enemy. If the fall hadn't taken place, I wouldn't
have to teach you anything for we would inherit everything
from our vertical and horizontal parents at our birth.

GOD'S LEGITIMATE CHILD

Do you love yourself? You love yourself, but is it from a true
perspective? A man should truly love himself before he loves
a woman. He has to become absolutely confident that he can
represent entire manhood, and then he is qualified to love a
woman. You have to understand God first, and representing
God, be ready to love your spouse and the entire universe
with the confidence you have to love yourself. But before you
are legitimate you have to inherit God's love. If you don't
know God, and just blindly love yourself, what value does
that have? Love gives us the right to inherit everything as
God's child. Also, love gives the right to be equal with your
spouse and even with God.

Another attribute of love is the desire for ownership. So a
victorious man and woman have a happy life on earth with
lots of children, and then, when they get old, they want to go
sightseeing around the world. They want to go hand in hand
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Historically this is the one time to build Cod's ideal,
and then it will continue for eternity.

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Then what is direct dominion? When man fulfills his re-
sponsibility within the indirect dominion, he becomes the
ideal object to God; then the ideal consummation of marriage
will take place and the beginning of the ideal family and ideal
civilization will occur.

But this was never realized because we did not know
clearly the responsibility, the position or the role that man
and woman had to fulfill in the purpose of creation.

Jesus emphasized many times how important it was for
man to understand the will of Heavenly Father. One example
is in Matt. 7:21: "Not everyone who says to me, 'Lord, Lord,'
shall enter into the Kingdom of Heaven, but he who does the
will of my Father who is in Heaven." You first must under-
stand the will of Heavenly Father in order to become citizens
of the Kingdom of Heaven. The most significant thing to real-
ize is why there has to be a Messiah, the absolute subject in
man's world.

Everything has to do with responsibility. According to the
Principle, all of you are separate individuals and each must
choose to participate in the process of ideal love in order to
attain God's love. Only through an ideal object can God at-
tain ideal love. Only through an ideal subject can an ideal ob-
ject attain ideal love. Can anybody tell me why the power of
love is greater than the power of the Principle? So that once
man matured in love with God, it would be an eternal and
unbreakable relationship. God didn't want just robots. He

Iwould like to talk about responsibility from the
perspective of the Principle. We all understand
that man's responsibility was to obey the com-
mandment of God. Then what was God's pur-

pose in giving the commandment to man? According
to the Principle, the first reason is because there was
the possibility of man falling. Secondly, in giving the
commandment, God is ultimately saying to mankind,
"In order for you to embody me, to represent me, to
become the recipient of my love, to become the ideal
object, you must fulfill the responsibility that I have
given you." God expected man to obediently follow
His direction. If man followed the direction that God
set forth through the period of the indirect dominion,
then ultimately he would become like Heavenly Fa-
ther and have give and take with His love.

Within the indirect dominion, the most significant
aspect is that each individual must fulfill his responsi-
bility to choose to act as God desires in order to ulti-
mately become the embodiment of God. God wants to
have give and take with someone who has everything
that He possesses within Himself, including creativi-
ty. That someone must have the capacity to realize
what God represents, and be able to choose to mani-
fest those qualities. The fall is possible, therefore, because
man is free to make the wrong choice.

Once you become married to someone, your life and
everything that you possess will be shared by that person,
right? If I do not know all about my wife, all the intimate as-
pects, it is not possible for me to truly love her and for her to
truly feel honest in front of me. So in order for God to realize
His love, He must have an object who can truly understand
His expectations, His will and purpose. That is why the object
must become like God.

Entering the direct dominion
In I Cor. 11:7 it says man must bring glory to Heavenly Father
and woman must bring glory to man. That is important. Man
brings glory to God by becoming one with Him, which
means becoming His object. Man fulfills his responsibility
through the indirect dominion and ultimately is blessed by
God with a wife; through their marriage relationship they
will come to understand each other. To man, woman is essen-
tial because through woman in the object position, man will
learn the way of becoming the ideal object to God. At the
same time man is essential for woman because only through
man in the subject position will woman understand and pos-
sess the quality of becoming the subject to their children, re-
sponsible to raise, nurture and guide them. These are essen-
tial qualities in becoming an ideal man and woman.
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wanted to have beings who would give a full one hundred
percent emotional response to His love.

Power of love
Having responsibility means to make choices. We are stand-
ing in the position to make the decision to become an ideal
object to God, or we can fall and just become nothing.

If the power of Principle were greater than love, the power
of Principle would bring the ideal result, and there would be
no power that could sway or derail man from the path of God.

But the ultimate goal of man is to become the embodiment
of God. Just as God chose to form the creation, prompted by
His heart's desire to love, man must also stand in the position
to make choices and ultimately be guided by true love, not
only Principle.

Just forget the notion of ideal love for a second. Generally
speaking, love can also mean the kind of individualistic love
that we can indulge ourselves in. What is the effect of love?
Joy. Love comes through a reciprocal give and take action
with an object, realizing joy. That effect can be realized ideal-
ly, but also realized un-ideally. You can have a lot of joy in-
dulging in your own self-interest and in material things.
There is joy in ideal love but there can also be joy in un-ideal
love. We must realize the way we can reach the ideal status of
man is by knowing the will of God and fulfilling our respon-
sibility to go according to God's will. Man has the responsi-
bility to understand what's going on within the indirect do-
minion period and to resist the temptation to indulge in un-
ideal love and joy. If the power of Principle was greater than
the power of love, there wouldn't be this temptation to en-
gage in un-ideal love or to deny the Principle. Even though
you know the Principle, you can deviate from it; that's why
love is described as being greater and more powerful than
the Principle. .

Our responsibility is to understand the will of God and to
make the right choices in our lives according to God's will.
Jesus describes the status of those who fail their responsibility
in Matt. 11:11: "Truly, I say to you, among those born of wom-
en there has risen no one greater than John the Baptist; yet he
who is least in the Kingdom of Heaven is greater than he."
Because he failed his responsibility to bring the Israelites to
Jesus, John stands below those who are least in the Kingdom
of Heaven. You cannot enter into the Kingdom of Heaven
without fulfilling your responsibility because the Kingdom of
Heaven means becoming one with God. And how can you
become one with God if you don't even know what God is all
about? If you don't understand the will of God and become
the embodiment of God, how do you expect to become the
ideal object of God? There is no way.

You must also realize that the doubters, the skeptics, and
all those people who deny God, possess the potential to ac-
cept the Principle and the will of God. Therefore all of man-
kind can become the children of God.

Jesus says in Matt. 10:32-36:"So everyone who acknowl-
edges me before men, I also will acknowledge before my Fa-
ther who is in Heaven; but whoever denies me before men,
I also will deny before my Father who is in Heaven. Do not
think that I have come to bring peace on earth; I have come
not to bring peace, but a sword. For I have come to set a man
against his father, and a daughter against her mother, and a
daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law; and man's foes
will be those of his own household." Those are very strong
words.

Setting a new standard
Jesus wanted his followers to be willing to abandon their
father, mother, brothers, sisters, children-everything. You
must absolutely make a separation between yourself and the
satanic world. Why? Because of the fall there is a strong ten-
dency in this world that is completely contrary to loving your
enemy. When Jesus was talking about loving one's enemies,
he was telling the disciples that there had to be absolute res-
toration in order for the ideal world to exist. You must stand
in the position of denying the worldly standards and then
adopt the new way of living, thinking and doing things. You
must do away with the old way of life, the old concepts of
love that existed within the family and realize the new con-
cept. There has to be a new concept of ideal relationship be-
tween father and mother, parents and children, brothers and
sisters, husband and wife. There has to be a new standard set
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All of you are separate individuals
and each must choose to participate
in the process of ideal love in order
to attain God's love.

and people who will follow the tradition set by the bearer of
the standard. You must act according to the Principle, which
gives you God's ideal perspective of how things should be
and how we should try to live our lives.

Loving your enemy can be expressed in many ways. Jesus
expressed his love very strongly when it came to sin. When I
was going to school, I knew one boy who was very conceited.
He was very arrogant and obnoxious, but nobody was willing
to challenge his way of life. I was willing to and I did. That's
love because by continuing that kind of life, the only thing he
would become is a criminal. After a while he changed his
way of thinking and even tried to be on my good side. He
didn't want to stay as my enemy. You must understand what
loving your enemy means.

How does fear come? I am afraid when I walk in a dark
alley because I know that some kind of threat might exist that
could ultimately take my life. When there is a possibility of
losing something that is valuable to you, you fear. Adam and
Eve felt that fear when they fell because through the fall they
realized what the Principled relationship was and they knew
they messed up. They felt fear because they realized that they
had lost the chance of attaining ideal love.

Ultimately we can go beyond our fears. Once we become
one with God there is no fear. There is only true freedom.
We can transcend fear and even death if we can hold onto an
ideal. There were a lot of saints and sages-even criminals-
who could transcend the fear of death. You can become one
with God's will, or you can become one with Satan's will. and
with either you can reason and act according to it.

When you are little, you want to become the greatest. I
used to imagine myself to be a superman. I saw a lot of movies
where the bad guys were portrayed as heroes. They were
very attractive because the law enforcement officers made
clumsy, obvious mistakes. The bad guys always knew what
was going to happen three or four steps ahead of the law

Instead,
they sold him to the Ishmaelite merchants, who
took him to Egypt. After many years, famine
came and Jacob's family had to move to Egypt.
At that time Joseph met his older brothers who
wept because they had done such evil against
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wept because they had done such evil against
their brother. Then Joseph said to them, "It
wasn't you who sold me into slavery, but God.
He made you sell me to the Ishmaelites to pre-
pare me for this time, because He knew that our
family would go through starvation. I was made
captive through my brothers in order to lay the
foundation to receive my family in Egypt." This
was Joseph's answer. This is a good example for

Joseph makes himself known to his brothers.

us. If he had hated his brothers then what would
have happened? Jacob's family could not have
stayed in Egypt and built the nation of Israel. Jo-
seph's heart is a good example for us all. We
may encounter difficulties but they will never be
as bad as those Joseph faced. Joseph had such a
heart that he could forgive his elder brothers
who were actually his enemies because they
tried to kill him. He forgave them and subjugat-
ed them with his heart of love.

In the same way, among ourselves, I or some
other brother or sister might have done some-
thing wrong toto other members. In that case,
the injured one also must have the heart of Jo-
seph and then there will be nothing he cannot
forgive. When we really become like this, God
will come to us and give us His blessing.

How can you cleanse a resentful heart? Forgive
the person who hurt you, because when he
made the mistake, he was on Satan's side. By for-
giving him, you put yourself in a higher position
than he. You already become the victor. And if
you forgive the person who caused you trouble,
your mistakes will be forgiven. This is the princi-
ple of give and take action. If you give your life
to others, life will be given to you. This is the
reason we witness. By giving God's life to peo-
ple, we receive life. We have to cleanse all the
feelings among our members. We need to have
good feelings and attract loving spirits. If we do
this everyone will be attracted to us.

Of course it may be difficult to overcome our
suffering and forgive someone. Remembering
back you might think, "Because of him I couldn't
do what I wanted.

Then he must ask
your forgiveness. If he doesn't do this on earth,
he must in the spirit world. On the other hand, if
you cannot overcome, you will be in the same
situation as the one who wronged you.

So, the forgiving one is the winner. If you
fight with someone, and later ask his forgive-
ness, he will ask forgiveness from you. The first
to forgive will be the final winner. And we know
that by forgiving others we are also forgiven. So,
even if you did wrong, by forgiving those who
hurt you, your mistakes can also be forgiven.

Excerpts from Rev. Won Pil Kim's
guidance to members

Even though you are told many times to for-
give, you cannot. Why? Because you have your
own idea, not God's idea. We should never for-
get that Father has God's heart at the center of
his heart. In order for us to become a true child
of Father, we have to have the same heart as he
has. The leader who says that his members are
not good, is not good either. Nor are the mem-
bers who say that their leader is not good. It is
the same with a relationship between a husband
and wife. Nothing is worse than a husband
speaking ill of his wife, or a wife speaking ill of
her husband.

When a leader says that his members are bad,
he is proving that he is bad as well in front of
God and the True Parents. In restoration, a Cain
will lose his way if he grumbles and complains
to his Abel even if the Abel is not well qualified.
Then how can a Cain overcome his complaints?
When you find your leader is not good, then you
must realize God is teaching you that you are
not good either, before your Abel and God. You
must think in this way and then help him with a
thankful heart. Then you, a Cain, can be an Abel
for your Abel.

Teaching Us
Father's Way

Dr.Young Oon Kim ascended on September 30,1989. We have gathered
inspiring testimonies given at various memorial services held in Korea and
America and a few personal testimonies that members wanted to share in
tribute to Miss Kim's legacy of love and nurturing in Father's way.
George and Sylvia Norton write: "Dr. Kim was a pure channel of God.
Through her great mind and deeply compassionate heart God touched us,
guided us, chastised us and healed us. Through her unshakable faith, God
could lead her far beyond her individual sacrifices of being alone into
mighty accomplishments for Heaven's sake. Her life was the stepping
stone for all of us to walk towards God and True Parents."

Dr. Edwin Ang attended Dr. Young Oon Kim's remembrance ceremony
in Korea on behalf of President and Mrs. David S. Kim. On October 2,
1989 he read the following tribute written by Mrs. Therese Stewart.

oday we pay tribute to a coura-
geous woman who was a mis-
sionary, ecumenist, theologian

and author. Our beloved sister, Dr.
Young Oon Kim, lived her life simply,
yet fully, for God, for all of us and for
the world.

Young Oon Kim came to America in
1959 and devoted the next 30 years of
her full life to sharing the vision which
she had received from Father and the
Divine Principle.

In those years she touched the lives,
hearts and minds of countless men and
women. Through a number of them she
further extended her outreach to other
nations.

For fifteen years, Dr. Kim served as
Professor of Theology at the Unification
Theological Seminary in Barrytown. She
taught courses in systematic theology
and lectured on the world's religions.
She authored books on world religions,
on modern theology, and Unification
theology. She often took her meals in
the faculty dining room. There she loved
to answer professors' questions about
Father, his movement and the Divine
Principle. She gave inspiring sermons at
worship services in the seminary chapel.
There, as well as in the classroom, she
called all of us to the highest standard
spiritually as well as academically. With
complete humility she shared her expe-

T
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riences with God. She taught many to
pray just by speaking from the richness
of her own prayer life.

Dr. Kim had a great sense of the val-
ue of time so she was always construc-
tively occupied. Yet she always tended
those who needed words of comfort,
encouragement or counsel. She used
every opportunity to "tell the story" of
God's work in her life, of His work in
the world today and of True Parents.
On various occasions she spoke to large
groups of ministers, scholars, students
and church groups. She never sought to
bring people to herself but to God and
True Parents.

At the seminary, we were accustomed
to meeting her on her daily walks about
the campus. She loved the outdoors and
always admonished us to care for and
conserve the things of creation-not to
waste water, electricity, food or time.
She was an example of healthful living

with a simple diet, daily exercise, a posi-
tive mental attitude, useful work and
service to others. "The Kingdom of God
is the kingdom of use-make yourself
useful", she would say. Heart and intel-
lect, word and deed, spiritual and prac-
tical were beautifully blended in her.
Young Oon Kim taught by her words
and she taught by her example-her
strength, her kind and gentle ways, her
simple life, her industriousness, her
cheerful manner, her creativity.

Every age has its great men and wom-
en. We have been privileged to know
and to love a great woman of our time.
She comes in the tradition of Sarah, Re-
becca and Rachel in the Old Testament
Age, and of Teresa of Avila and Joan of
Arc in the New Testament Age. Like
them, she was a pioneer woman in a
man's world. In spirit world she will be
our advocate and intercessor. We pray
that her spirit will never be far from us
in the work she helped to pioneer at the
seminary and in our effort to build
God's Kingdom upon this earth. 0

This is a personal reflection on Dr.
Young Oon Kim as a teacher.
"Teacher," of course, is one of

the highest terms of respect, recogniz-
ing not only that person's wisdom and
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share these brief words of reflection on
Dr. Young Oon Kim, our teacher.

When our Unification Theological
Seminary first opened in 1975, Dr. Kim
became professor of Systematic Theolo-
gy and World Religions, the only Unifi-
cation Church member on the teaching
faculty at that time. As textbooks, we
used her book Unification Theology and
Christian Thought and later her series
on world religions; but we were most
fascinated by her "off the record" in-
sights on Divine Principle and her sto-
ries of Father in the early days of our
movement. She encouraged us not to be
bound by the letter of texts, but to de-
velop our own inner spiritual life
through prayer, meditation and
reflection.

A group of seminary graduates were
chosen to study further in doctoral pro-
grams, so I joined several other members
at Harvard Divinity School. Dr. Kim
was one of the first guest speakers whom
we sponsored to speak at Harvard.
What I remember most about her talk is

at one point, while she was speaking
about God, she began to cry softly. Then
she explained apologetically, "Only
God; God is the only one who always
makes me cry." The room was filled

with the intimacy which she shared
with God. One of the students who at-
tended said, "She is a genuine mystic."

When it came time for my general
doctoral examinations, I decided to
study Unification Theology very care-
fully-from cover to cover-during my
exam preparation period. It was a great
source of strength and inspiration to
me. I included her books in the bibliog-
raphy for my exam and discussed her

work in the examination essay itself. My
examiner, Professor John B. Carman,
later commented in class on the signifi-
cance of Dr. Kim's work in this area, as
our church's primary theologian and as

a woman.
Dr. Young Oon Kim was a mis-

sionary pioneer in America, and a
pioneering spirit in the develop-
ment of Unification Theology, par-
ticularly as the foundation for in-
terreligious harmony and unity. "I
wrote books," she said to me, "not
to make a name for myself, but so
that I could communicate to others

beyond my limitations of time and
place." No doubt her earnest desire is
for us to carry forward that work. Like
so many others now, I regret the letters
to her which I did not write, the ques-
tions I did not have time to ask. But as
she is continuing to pioneer ahead of us,
I look forward to the next opportunity
to discuss these things with her, in per-
son. 0

Mrs. Nora Spurgin wrote an article which appeared in the November
issue of the Unification News. Part of the article appears below.

On January 4, 1959, Dr. Young
Oon Kim came to this land of
sweeping farmlands and tow-

ering cities with a keen mind, clear vi-
sion and a profound message which at
that time was only partially translated
into English.

We cherish the times she shared the
moving stories of her life as a Christian,
of how she found in God and Jesus so
real a saviour, friend, confidant and
comfort since her calling to Christianity
as a teenager. Her path as a sincere and
credible Christian of stature gave great-
er impact to the already profound mes-
sage she brought to America. Here on
Western soil she planted a seed of truth,
nourished it, tenderly prodded its
growth when it was too weak to be
pushed, and then pruned it when it wa-
vered; always a mother, she waited ea-
gerly, prayerfully and with God's impa-
tience for her "child" to grow.

We remember her for her diligence
in putting Father's message into English
which duly dignified and communicat-
ed its profundity. She was always seek-
ing ways to convey the beauty and
depth of concepts that the English lan-
guage had no words to describe. She
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She taught us to love
and to follow with the

same singleminded
faith she held.

typed manuscripts, giving out copies of
completed parts of The Divine Principle
for her students to read. When the com-
pleted book was finally published, she
painstakingly pasted corrections over
errors, always with the vision that this
written word would multiply and rein-
force that which was spread through
the spoken word.

Dr. Kim taught us that learning to
master human rela-
tionships is an essen-
tial key in a person's
religious life and
spiritual growth. She
had accepted the call
to bring the Principle
to the Western world
where she conscious-
ly sought people
who were trustworthy in dedication, re-
sponsible in their activities and capable
of carrying out the mission.

To someone who knew the incredible
suffering of the Korean people, Father
and the early disciples, she could only
have felt that we Americans were shal-
low and immature. Undefeated, she
pressed on, in constant hope of finding
those to whom she could give spiritual

responsibilities of not only this nation,
but all the western world.

In Father's tradition, she sacrificed
her early foundation for the sake of the
world, sending the earliest disciples to
Germany, Austria, Italy, England, Spain
and Holland to pioneer our movement.
Dr. Kim herself pioneered in England
for a period of time.

Forever frustrated by the lack of
money in the midst of a land of plenty,
Dr. Kim sought ways to support the
work without financial assistance from

her homeland. She
carefully and frugal-
ly arranged her life
so as to keep her im-
migration status in-
tact by being a full-
time student, receiv-
ing room and board
by caring for chil-
dren, yet still

squeezing out precious little time for
writing and witnessing. We can only
shamefully realize how much we owe
her when we think of these days.

She taught us to love and to follow
with the same singleminded faith she
held. She touched the lives of many
members, enabling them to inherit her
understanding and incorporate the
Principle into their very souls. 0
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Carroll Ann Brooks worked personally with Or. Young Oon Kim in 1971,
just before True Parents came to America. She assisted Miss Kim in what-
ever she needed-driving, cooking, laundry, reading, discussion or cor-
respondence. We asked her to share her testimony with our readers.

For me, remembering Miss Kim is
like listening to a Baroque fugue.
At its best Baroque music is a

powerful integration of passion and
precision. J. S. Bach, one of its mightiest
practitioners, declared, "Everything I do
is for the greater glory of God." And yet
to perform Baroque music as it is today
- emphasizing technique over passion
-is to miss its power, majesty and soul.
Similarly to remember only the precision
of Miss Kim's sharp mind or the chastis-
ing with her index finger is to remember
only half the person.

Like Bach, Miss Kim lived for the
greater glory of God. Her passion for
Heaven, for Jesus and for True Father
was intense and internal. As a child, she
developed a habit of keen observation
and equally keen probing for meaning
through which Heavenly Father could
guide her. He had known her long be-
fore she knew Him. He stimulated her
mind to question, to search. He also
stimulated her heart to restless yearning.

To participate in such an internal and
profound love with Heaven must have
been powerful motivation forthe shy
and sensitive young woman. Mystics
like Teresa of Avila and John of the
Cross write of ecstasy and exaltation
during the unfolding of their relation
with Heaven. They describe that rela-
tionship in terms usually applied to
physical love, which suggests the pro-
found and transforming nature of their
communion with Heaven. Miss Kim
also experienced such an intimate, mys-
tical union with Heavenly Father which
provided the meaning and vocation of
her life.

I had always been drawn by her pur-
ity and by her direct relationship to
Heavenly Father. When she had ques-
tions, she prayed and received direct
answers. This had been true in my own
life as well. In addition, my earliest un-
derstanding of Heavenly Father and the
spiritual world was provided by Ema-
nuel Swedenborg's explanations. His
ideas also exerted a strong influence on
Miss Kim. Thus I embarked upon our
time together with anticipation of inter-
esting discussions.

Atthis point in my life, I was already
an adult and not inexperienced either as

a cook or as a driver. However I tried to
accept all of her instructions and her
laughing explanation that she was teach-
ing me to be a housewife. I consciously
decided to unite with her as deeply as
possible to restore my relationship with
my physical mother and to inherit as
much as possible from Heavenly Father
through Miss Kim.

When we worked on her correspon-
dence, sermons or the beginnings of
ideas for later books, the pattern was
the same as with preparing food. She
wanted everything done precisely her
way. The extent to which I complied ini-
tially determined the extent to which
she listened to me later about an alter-
nate idea.

I remember one time sitting embar-
rassed on the floor of her room as she
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started enumerable sentences, then
looked expectantly at me waiting for me
to complete her thought. I made sugges-
tions but they didn't please. As the ten-
sion and discomfort mounted, I finally
suggested that she tell me what she gen-
erally wanted to say then let me receive
the specifics from Heavenly Father. She
shushed me and continued this painful
exercise. Several hours passed but there
were no letters ready to mail and my
eyes brimmed with tears of frustration.

Finally she tried the 'for instance'.
She asked me "If someone wrote you
such and such a question, how would
you answer?" When she was satisfied
with my theoretical response, she hand-
ed me the letter and said, "You write
that." I had a few moments to jot down
the reply before she posed the next 'for
instance'. Each time we went through
this process, it became quicker and less
painful.

Finally, she wanted to write a sermon
on Jonathan and David, the Biblical sto-
ry of friendship. She opened her Bible

and read several verses from I Samuel
to me. She mentioned several points she
wanted to emphasize-their loyalty,
Jonathan's love for David as his own
soul. I reread the Bible, prayed, thought
about Korean social values and of Miss
Kim's nature, made some notes and be-
gan to write.

After a few days, I returned with a
sermon. She motioned for me to wait
while she read it. When she finished,
she tipped her head so she could smile
at me over the top of her glasses and
said in a surprised voice, "That's exactly
what I wanted to say. So that's how you
work." The fact that she finally under-
stood how to best use my researching
and writing skills enabled us to produce
her papers and sermons more quickly.

She asked me to read theological
books to her in the afternoons, starting
with German systematic theologians.
Then she switched to Swedenborg. She
began explaining his concepts to me, to
refamiliarize herself with his ideas.

Gradually she probed deeper
into his beliefs until we had
one of the most illuminating
discussions, comparing and
contrasting Swedenborg's
ideas about creation and the
spirit world with True Fa-
ther's. As she realized the ex-
tent of my familiarity with
and understanding of his

works, she would allow me to occasion-
ally suggest passages and even alternate
interpretations. Her understanding of
him was both highly logical and deeply
intuitive. She revered him as a teacher
and a man obedient and humble to
Heaven. She was quick to integrate new
information and to restate her under-
standing. Through her crystalline per-
ception, I gained a much broader and
deeper perspective on Swedenborg.

When she began to contrast True Fa-
ther with Swedenborg she showed an
even greater excitement, for True Father
had come not only to teach, she stressed,
but also to actively carry out Heaven's
Will. The Divine Principle is more specif-
ic and concrete than anything Sweden-
borg stated. She also contrasted True
Father's urgency in explaining the goal
of human history as the establishment
of God's Kingdom with Sweden borg' s
more philosophical view of history.

Her eyes shown and her cheeks
glowed during those afternoons, because

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she was inspired and filled with joy.
The once overly precise aspects of her
character were absorbed, the jabbing
finger was now part of the whole hand
making broad and graceful arcs of
emphasis.

She explairied how a true experience
of God opens one to the world, drawing
examples from her own testimony, Jesus'
life and Mother Teresa. She recalled True
Father urging members to experience
broad ranges of feelings to know the
depth of Heavenly Father and so they
could build a multi-faceted Kingdom of
Heaven. She held a deep respect for
True Father because of all he had en-
dured for Heaven. Their internal unity
was crystal clear.

Our relationship entered a time of
harvest. She trusted me with the corre-
spondence, and in the afternoons when
people dropped in for tea, she invited
me to sit down rather than just serve the
tea and leave. Once when I was sick she
prepared food for me. One afternoon
hearing me singing, she came in, looked

around and asked, "Who are you sing-
ing to?" Pointing upwards, I said, "Hea-
venly Father." She smiled, hummed
along in harmony to the end of the song
and then returned to her room. We
seemed to have attained a certain level
of harmony and trust.

Today when I reflect on those few
months with Miss Kim, I am so grateful.
Although a few instances were painful
in the extreme, I gained confirmation of
my deepest intuitions about Heaven's
love for mankind by understanding His
love for this one sensitive and vulnera-
ble woman. It was Miss Kim's passion
for Heaven, her honesty and deep desire
to do His will which enabled her to be
led by Him. She used everything that
she possessed to serve Him. We who
come after her bear the responsibility to
broaden her base of deep sacrificial
love. We are indebted to Miss Kim for
she came first to open the way for us.
She will always hold this treasured pio-
neer position close to Heavenly Father.
o

Today, we have come to honor a
truly great spiritual person. I
believe that she ranks with the

great spirits in history.
She was a teacher her whole life. As a

teenager, she had this profound experi-
ence with God, after which she joined a
Methodist church. She had profound
personal experiences with Jesus after
that, and while she was working in a
bank, she heard a voice that said, don't
work with dead numbers, work with
people. Thereafter she changed her oc-
cupation and began to teach. She taught
children in Korea, and when she came
to this country she taught Divine Princi-
ple. And she was not just a missionary
who lived a normal kind of missionary
life. She invited people to live with her,
day and night, and through her life ex-
ample she taught people. She was a spir-
itual teacher who led people to grow
spiritually. She ultimately became a the-
ologian and an author and she taught
theology at the UTS. So, she was always
teaching, and I thought today we could
reflect not just on what she taught dur-
ing her life, but rather, what we can be
taught by her life. I want to share three
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main points about her life.
First, she was a very humble woman.

Even though I and many others saw her
as a great light, that is not how she
thought about herself. Several times, I
would be with her, and in response to
certain situations she would say, "I am
not so special, I am not so great." I re-
member one time when she said, "I am
nothing." That is how she thought of
herself. So you have this paradox in a
woman of true greatness, who came as
a solitary, middle-aged lady to this
vast country. As a missionary, she
took on the challenge of the United
States, and stuck it out through all
sorts of hardships. You know all the
difficulties, ups and downs you
have in your own spiritual life. You
can imagine her challenges as the
first missionary persevering through
many advancements and stages.

Yet she had this perspective of her-
self that she was nothing. I've heard it
said that true greatness and humility go
together, like two sides of the same
coin. But we can ask, "Why would she
think that way about herself?" One
probable reason is that she may have

compared herself to the great things
that she was asked to do. God didn't
ask her to do just one thing, for exam-
ple, simply be a missionary. She was the
one in California who read the neces-
sary legal texts and figured out what
was required in order to incorporate the
Church. So she was not just a mission-
ary but fulfilled many different roles as
an administrator, an author, a theolo-
gian and more. God required this of her
and in that context, she may have felt
that her accomplishment was not so
substantial. But she was made great by
these great things that she was asked to
do. Do great men create history, or does
history produce great men? Was Abra-
ham Lincoln great because he was in-
herently great, or because of the chal-
lenges he faced? Well, there is probably
give and take between those two ele-
ments. But certainly in Miss Kim's case,
it was her whole-hearted response to
the great things that she was asked to
do that made her great. The key thing
here is her response. As she herself said,
she had a great sense of internal respon-
sibility, and once she started something,
she couldn't stop. That was her attitude
and spirit. By taking responsibility for
the task of initiating Divine Principle
teaching in America, she became who
she was.

We are now in the age of tribal mes-
siahship, but Miss Kim was a tribal mes-
siah; I am one of her tribe. There are
others here who are direct descendents
of her tribe. She established this founda-
tion and in a sense pioneered the way of
tribal messiahship, in her own age and
time. And she did it not as a young
woman. She was born in 1915, and she
met the Church in 1954-55, when she
would have been about 40. She lived

under the same roof as Father for four
years, coming to America when she was
44 years old. That is when she began her
missionary work. Many of us have quite
a few years in the Church and haven't
even reached the age of 44 yet. So we
need to think that this is only a prelude;

the greatest accomplishments are still
ahead of us. We need to feel that there
are still great things for us to do. What
Father is asking is that we take on the
great things that are to be done in this
nation. I am now 46, and saying to my-
self, "Well, she began her work when
she was two years younger than you."
So I want to make a new beginning, as I
remember the passing to the spirit
world of this first missionary to our
country. I am young enough. And so
are you. So the first lesson that I want to

was the conclusion that she came to re-
flecting on her own life. That life, of
course, was one of great accomplish-
ment. But even in the context of great
accomplishment, and a life of very dig-
nified and respected positions, the con-
clusion she emphasized was the most
important thing is love for others.

I remember, in the late 60s or early
70s, a sermon that she gave on the
friendship that existed between Jona-
than and David in the Bible. She gave a
whole sermon on that friendship. Over

the years I noticed how many
friends Miss Kim made with
people of all walks of life, from
the youngest member to the
oldest senior Korean elder.
And Dr. Kim was not simply
our Abel figure or our channel
to God, not that kind of thing.
We came to feel of her that she
was a friend. I'd like to read
from her testimony, reflecting
on her time in Oregon: "By this
time I had a room in a wom-
an's club. I had to pay 15 dol-
lars a month rent, but no one
knew my financial situation.
Without my saying anything,
Galen Pumphrey, an early
American member, invited me
to come to live with him in one
of their houses, so that I

wouldn't be alone. Also, George Norton
stayed with me and bought my food.
Through George and Galen, these early
American members, I was supported. It
was there that I retranslated the Divine
Principle. We were trying to find money
to print several hundred copies. Faith-
fully and verily, these friends supported
me." Jesus says in John 15:1O,"Ifyou
keep my commandments, you will
abide in my love, just as I have kept my
Father's commandments and abide in
His love." In shared commitment to the
will of God, the highest friendship is
possible. That is the kind of friendship
that Miss Kim formed with so many
people. They were friendships in which
the spirit of God dwelled. Also, the
achievement of that kind of friendship
with others is an expression of high
spirituality. It was not that she elevated
herself. Rather people came to feel of
her as a friend. I think that is a pro-
found testimony of her spiritual stature.

So the formation of these kinds of re-
lationships is what we should always
have in mind. Not everyone is going to

draw from Miss Kim's life is that
through whole-hearted response to
great challenges we can become what
God wants us to become.

The second point, and I think this is
the one which she would want to articu-
late if she had some final words to say,
is about friendship. Many of you have
seen the video, "Faith and Reality". She
is on that video, which is a survey of the
life and work of Father. In that hour-
long video, there are comments, testi-
monies, and reflections by various peo-
ple who have worked with Father over
the years. Toward the end of the video
there is a shot of Miss Kim walking on
the grounds up in Barrytown, NY, at
UTS, and her voice is heard saying, "If
you passionately love people, God
comes so close." I think that this was
her most frequently made point over
the past five years of her life. She would
say things like, "Position is not impor-
tant, your identity, or what you have ac-
complished. What is important is love
for other people." And this point she it-
erated and reiterated, because, I think, it
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form friendships with every single per-
son in this Church, but still there are
people that we are meant to relate to. If
we can have this kind of heart and love
substantial friendships can result out of
that love.

The final point I want to make about
her love is a poignant one. She brought
the Divine Principle to the United
States. We know that the Divine Princi-
ple is a family theology. It emphasizes
the base of four positions: the unity of
God, husband, wife and children. The
central thrust of Father's teaching is the
realization of true love in the family. It
is a great irony that this woman who
brought this vital teaching to America
was herself never able to have her own
family life. One time, fairly early on,
when I was living in the church center
in Washington, DC I remember sitting
around a table with Miss Kim and some
other members, and she made the com-
ment that God was selfish. My jaw
dropped. I said, "Are you saying that?"
She looked at me very unequivocally,
with no doubt in her mind, and said,
"Oh yes." Well, I think I now know why
she said that: God claimed her life for
his own, even in the context of our the-
ology that emphasizes marriage and
family. I believe He really sacrificed that
dimension of her life for a larger pur-
pose, and that purpose was this nation.
I think we need to remember this sacri-
fice of a woman who brought the teach-
ing that elevated the value of the family.
Of course she was blessed in many
ways, but she did not have a family life
and her own physical children. I think
those things were sacrificed for the im-
portance of her work in this nation, and
for the importance of this nation. So we
need to be challenged by that and take
that to heart.

Her passing on September 30 was
not an occasion to grieve. I went to Ko-
rea beforehand to visit her and to say
good-bye. She was in pain and worn
down by her illness. Her passing into
spirit world is really an occasion for joy
and celebration. This is a time to re-
member her and what her life teaches
us, and try to inherit something from
this great person who God gave to us
and who gave herself to us. Let's reded-
icate ourselves with the dedication she
herself had for America. Let us go for-
ward ourselves to lift up this land and
bring a new vision and health to this
country.

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Tribal Messiahship
in True Parents' Age

I am the way, and the truth, and
the life; no one ever comes to the
Father, but by me." (John 14:6)

This morning my topic is ''Tribal
Messiahs in True Parents' Age."
Father and Mother declared the

providence of tribal messiahship early
this year. We must think about our posi-
tion as tribal messiahs and our spiritual
attitude for 1989. True Parents gave you
and me the crown of tribal messiahship.
It is a new challenge that we have to
fulfill.

Father has spoken a bit about tribal
messiahs in many of his sermons. I al-
ways try to catch Father's teaching
about the meaning of tribal messiahship
whether it is in public speeches or pri-
vate moments. I take notes which I have
organized to present in this morning's
sermon. So please listen carefully, tak-
ing notes to share with your brothers
and sisters in your community areas.

God created Adam and Eve to be the
son and daughter of God. They were to
multiply into a family, tribe, nation,
world and cosmos. That was God's
ideal for creation. At that time God
would have become the Parent of Heav-
en and Earth from generation to genera-
tion. The people would have received
God's guidance directly and absolutely
followed God's way of eternal life. God
would become the ruler of all,
having dominion over the nation,
world and cosmos. But Adam and
Eve fell, leaving God. They be-
longed to Satan. Then the multipli-
cation of the family, tribe, nation,
world and cosmos became the sa-
tanic world, with Satan as the parent
rather than God. We have listened our
whole lives to Satan's unrighteous
"truth" and followed his ideology. We
also have Satan's blood lineage which is
without life and love. Jesus said, "I
know your works; you have the name
of being alive, but you are dead." (Rev.
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3:1)
In this sense, God's original ideal

world has never existed in reality. The
reality of this world is the satanic king-
dom of hell on earth. This is human his-
tory. What is the destiny of our lives?
We must return to God's original world
and ideal. It's not easy, for we have to
deny ourselves in order to belong to
God. We must overcome the satanic
family life and establish the heavenly
family life; we must overcome the sa-
tanic tribal life and establish heavenly
tribal life. We have to fulfill this ideal;
that is the purpose of restoration and re-
creation.

We have True Parents and the True
Family. We also have blessed families
all over the world, so we have actually
fulfilled the heavenly tribe on earth.
Now we need to establish the heavenly
nation, heavenly world and heavenly
cosmos. Recently, Father talked about
the unification of the cosmos as Father
and Mother's challenge (see speech on
page four). Our challenge is the chal-
lenge of building a tribe. Who will chal-
lenge the nation, world and cosmos?
Our True Parents!

In the right direction
Restoration and re-creation are the pro-
cess of returning to God's original ideal
world. How can we return to the clear
way of God? It's not easy. We need to

find the way. In John 14:6, the Messiah's
promise is to give us the path back to
God. Of course, True Parents have giv-
en the way, then the truth and then true
life.

Confucius said, "If I discovered the
right direction for my life early in the
morning and then died in the evening, I

would be happy." So even Confucius
struggled to discover the right direction.
So for you and I to find the right direc-
tion is really not easy. Many people use
the words "the way". Jesus Christ said,
"I am the way", meaning if you follow
his direction, belief and actions then
you'll go the right way. This was Jesus'
promise and confidence.

He mentioned his truth; truth is the
direction or guide to the promised gift
of life. There are many "truths" existing
today-for example democracy and
communism. Democracy isn't working
and communism is already dying. For
the past fifty years, the Soviet Union,
China and the communist world strong-
ly believed communism to be the ulti-
mate ideology. But communism will
never work for it is an untruth. This
wrong "truth" misguided and made
devastating trouble for human history.
We need the truth.

The promise of new life
The Bible alone promised the path to
God: follow Jesus Christ's way and be-
lieve his truth and new life will come.
The Bible has 66 books in the Old and
New Testaments. The word "testament"
means "promise". The "Old" Promise
and the "New" Promise. The promise is
for new life. Where will this new life
come from? In Exodus 24:1-8, "Moses
took the blood and threw it on the peo-
ple and said, 'Behold the blood of the
covenant which the Lord has made with
you in accordance with all these
words.'" Jesus, before his crucifixion,
gave the Last Supper to his disciples. At
the time, he offered them wine telling
them it symbolized the blood of the new
covenant. In John 6: 53 he said, "Truly,
truly, I say to you, unless you eat the
flesh of the Son of Man and drink his
blood, you have no life in you."

Our lives come from our parents'
motivation of love. By receiving our fa-
ther and mother's new life there had to
be give and take of blood lineage. So,
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our old self has to die because our old
blood lineage was from Satan's bad lin-
eage. We need eternal life from the true
heavenly blood lineage. Only from here
can we receive new life. The goal of the
Old Testament is to discover the true
blood lineage. In the New Testament,
Jesus Christ had given his disciples the
chalice of his "blood". He gave his own
life to establish this symbolic blood line-
age. Even if he died, he wanted to win
eternal life for man. Through taking
part in this communion with Jesus, his
followers and Christianity entered the
spiritual family of God. In conclusion,
the 66 books of the Bible were to guide
man to discover the true, eternal blood
lineage. If you have studied the Bible
and never grasped this point, you really
don't know the meaning of the Bible.

Last Sunday, True Father talked
about the meaning of the new blood lin-
eage. The key point of the Old Testa-
ment, the New Testament and the Com-
pleted Testament is rediscovering the
blood lineage. Do you want the next
generation to receive love, peace, true
life, joy and happiness eternally? That's
our goal. Through the Divine Princi-
pie's teaching we can discover God's
new eternal blood lineage. With this
blood lineage, new life will come.

learning the way of Heaven
After joining the Unification Church, we
began the seven year formula course to
completely lose our old lives and re-
create ourselves. The purpose of the
MFT course is to take all things back
from Satan. God used basic elements to
create the human body, so we need to
restore all these elements. Fundraising
brought new soil, new water and new
air, or new basic elements. The witness-
ing course is required because the arch-
angel destroyed God's sons and daugh-
ters. We are in the position of
the archangel's sons and
daughters. To overcome this
situation, we must save people
by guiding them to the heaven-
ly way. We should witness to a
minimum of 12 people.

After these seven years are finished,
Father calls us to receive a new blood
lineage by receiving the Holy Wine be-
fore the Blessing Ceremony. For seven
years we sacrificed and paid indemnity
in the formula course yet we received
the Blessing Ceremony of eternal life in
a few seconds.

We need to understand that the high-

press love, because God is a Being of ab-
solute heart and love. If we connect to
God and go to His eternal world, we
will become beings of true love.

So
our actions should never destroy any-
thing or cause disorder to God and His

and clearly taught us this way of Heav-
en. We are very fortunate. Individuals,
as well as families, tribes, nations,
world and the cosmos must pass this
way of Heaven in order to arrive to
God. That is our destiny if we attend the
Blessing and receive new life from Fa-
ther. Also, we need True Mother, be-
cause to be reborn we need a new moth-
er's spiritual womb. From this
perspective, let us think about the
meaning of tribal messiahship.

Also, in order to understand tribal
messiahs hip, we need to study the
Christian theological concept of the
Messiah. Some people emphasize that
the Messiah is the King of Kings who
controls the world from his throne. But
the most important responsibility of the
Messiah is to be the True Parent, bring-
ing the new heavenly blood lineage that
gives people rebirth. This is the most
important, internal core of the Messiah's
mission. So the Messiah means first to
be the True Parents. Secondly, he is the
central figure and ruler of all families,
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If we never practice or act on
love, then it can never exist.

truth. Our life's goal is to practice love
and make True Parents happy and joy-
ful by giving honor and gratitude to
God. At that time, God comes to us and
we live together with God eternally.
God is our Parent and we are His true
sons and daughters centered on love.

Now you can clearly understand
why Jesus said, "I am the way, the
truth, and the life." True Parents came

tribes, nations, world and cosmos, the
King of Kings. Thirdly, the Messiah is
the Savior.

From this perspective, what is a tri-
bal messiah? We have to fulfill the posi-
tion of parent, king and savior. In our
messiah's course, we have to save our-
self first. That is the individual mes-
siah's course. Then we are looking for
our 12 Cain spiritual sons and daugh-
ters. Together we go to True Mother to
be reborn and to True Father to meet
God. That is the way of messiahship.

Perfection of family
In light of this, the first key point is indi-
vidual Adam's perfection. Who was our
ancestor Adam? He was born as the son
of God, but by going to Satan's side, he
destroyed himself and denied his own
value. Adam is the symbol of destroyed
human personal life. If you are to be-
come a tribal messiah, you must suc-
cessfully fulfill Adam's ideal position-
individual perfection. That is the tribal
messiah. To receive the tribal mes-
siah's crown, you have to pass
through the individual seven
years' indemnity course of sacri-
fice and hard work. You can then
receive the Blessing and enter into
blessed family life. This is the indi-
vidual messiah's course.

Secondly, tribal messiahship means
family perfection. Jesus was a true man
whose goal was to advance to the next
stage of a substantial family life here on
earth. But people rejected him and his
ideal was sacrificed. His family life was
only spiritually achieved. Jesus was
only able to dream of the family perfec-
tion that we can now have. He did not
receive the Blessing physically, but
spiritually.

The third point is the most impor-
tant. If we fulfill tribal perfection, then
we reach True Parents' perfection. We
can then receive the bonus of being a
national level, world level and cosmic
level messiah. Why? True Father is our
root, True Children are the branches
and we are the smaller branches. We
have the same destiny, so we can freely
inherit the victory of Father and Moth-
er. That is Father's promise.

If we deny Satan's world and return
to God by passing through the seven-
year course, we will fulfill the individu-
al messiahship level. On that level, we
have not only ourselves as Abel, but we
have witnessed to Cain. Then Abel and
Cain together become a heavenly family
and receive the family level messiah-
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ship. That is what our Blessing means-
family messiahship.

Before the Blessing, many brothers
and sisters worked hard, obeying every-
thing faithfully. After they receive the
Blessing, however, they may forget Fa-
ther and forget God. This is a very dan-
gerous circumstance concerning our
Unification families. Satan is trying to
push us into this kind of thinking. But
from family messiahs our duty is to go
on to become tribal messiahs. Abel fam-
ilies have to discover and guide the
Cain families to become tribal messiahs.
An Abel blessed family needs to em-
brace a Cain family, witnessing to them
to form a tribe. This is the tribal
messiahship.

Then together we advance to the na-
tion, world and cosmos. God is waiting
there with true love. This tribal mes-
siah's crown is a most important one.
True Parents prepared this tribal mes-
siah's course for us through the sacrific-
es of True Family.

This is also the family
level of witnessing. We have an Abel
family, with God, husband, wife, and
children. So now, people may say, "I
don't really like you, but I like your
wife. "Or, "Your husband is such a hea-
venly person." Or even, "I don't like the
couple, but their children are amazing."
The beauty of the blessed children will
testify to Father's matching ability.

Our eternal crown
The second generation is so important
because the second generationholds the
key to the success of the first genera-

tion's spiritual life. According to the Di-
vine Principle, our way of heavenly tra-
dition must be followed from genera-
tion to generation. So our second
generation holds the key to the success
of our spiritual life. Who will judge us?

If we are a suc-
cess, the second generation will be very
happy. If we are not a success, the sec-
ond generation will be angry. This was
recently shown in the workshop for the
second generation of blessed children
directed by Hyo Jin Nim.

Rev. Chung Hwan Kwak and Dr. Anderson traveled to Eastern Europe in
mid-October of this year to attend the PWPA conference on "Education
in Europe," held in Hungary from October 20-24, 1989, and to visit the
three countries of Poland, Hungary, and the Soviet Union. Here we
present Dr. Anderson's testimony of the significance of this trip and its
implication for our movement's work in the future. In the next Today's
World, we will present an additional article on the Council for the
World's Religions' conference recently held in the Soviet Union.

Itturned out that Reverend Kwak
and I were in Eastern Europe dur-
ing very dramatic times. We went

to Poland, Hungary and the Soviet Un-
ion. We met Lech Walesa in Poland just
at the time Eric Honecker stepped down
from his rule of East Germany. While
we were interviewing people in Hun-
gary, the new Hungarian Republic was
proclaimed. As our flight touched down
in the Soviet Union, their foreign minis-
ter acknowledged that they had violat-
ed international law by invading Af-

ghanistan. All of these exciting things
happened as we were moving through
Eastern Europe.

Throughout our trip, everywhere we
went we made holy grounds. When we
met with people, the conversation al-
most always turned to the possibility of
legalizing the Church in their country-
what the reactions might be and what
procedures we would have to take. Rev.
Kwak was also giving internal guidance
to members who had never met anyone
close to Father. Connections between

South Korea and Eastern Europe were
also established. If you look at a map,
the Soviet Empire with Siberia is enor-
mous. Yet little South Korea is produc-
ing a huge amount of economic goods
in comparison to this empire. From a
geographical standpoint it doesn't make
any sense. It is clearly a difference in
culture and system. The Eastern Euro-
pean economy is in a crisis which forces
them to reach out to other countries.
They are especially reaching out to
South Korea because of its huge accu-

the Warsaw Airport,
we were immediately
greeted by members,
some of whom came
from a hundred miles
away to greet us with
an offering of flowers.
We went to the grave
of the unknown sol-
dier, dedicated to vic-
tims of World War II,
and presented the
flowers at the grave.
We prayed there as a
condition for our
work in Poland. We
then arrived at the
house of an ICUS professor who is real-
ly on top of everything in Poland and
knows Poland's situation very clearly.
He is a very good man and took very
good care of us. He gave us detailed ad-

vice about who to
meet and what
their in terest
would be to what
we said.

That first night
we had dinner
with a number of

professors from the Warsaw area, some
of whom were brand new
to PWPA. Rev. Kwak testi-
fied about his life with Fa-
ther. I'm not sure how they
received all of it, but the
main points of his speech to
the professors concerned
Father's lifestyle. He said,
"I've followed Rev. Moon
for 32 years, and he has
taught me basically a life-
style where three points are
essential. First, you must
get by with less sleep." He
explained this is important

so you can ac-

ly, he talked
about fasting or getting by
without food. Hunger is
the strongest physical
urge, so if we can control
our body with respect to
hunger, then we can con-
trol all our relations with
the material world.

We had to prepare very carefully. We
worried about our visas up to the last
minute. In addition, conditions over
there were not always easy. But with
the right conditions met, everything
seemed to work out. Rev. Kwak pro-
claimed very confidently what Father is
doing. We now have much follow-up
work to continue the momentum he
began.

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monogamous marriage. Rev. Kwak's in-
ternal message in Poland was, "If you
can't exercise control over yourself, you
can never control the affairs of your
country." It is very clear that Poland is
now very chaotic and many people are
looking to outside governments banks
to bail them out. But Rev. Kwak impli-
citly cautioned them: "You must control
yourself or you can't solve Poland's
problems."

The next day we went to Krakow,
Poland, which is the center of Polish civ-
ilization. A line of kings who ruled Po-

land from the tenth century had their
headquarters there. Then the Jagiel Dy-
nasty established Jagiel University,
which is the intellectual center of Po-
land. When the communists took over,
Krakow was the city that would not
yield. In spite, the communists built a
steel mill just 15 kilometers west of the
city, so the pollution would affect the
city. New people were brought in to
change the political balance of the dis-
trict toward Marxism. A number of pro-
fessors were killed. This was one of the
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reasons our Polish chapter of PWP A de-
cided to make a senior professor in Kra-
kow the president of the Polish PWP A
chapter. Through this
action, we would be
more directly restoring
historical conditions in
Poland.

We met with a
number of professors
there, including the
rector of Jagiel University. Rev. Kwak
and I gave talks to a group of about 20
professors who were very interested in

building. Solidarity received over-
whelming votes in Poland, so as the
president of the party he is leading the

top power in Poland. He declined to
take the position of president or prime
minister of the country; rather he ap-

working with PWPA. We toured a num-
ber of important historical sites and
Rev. Kwak met with members in that
area.

Meeting lech Walesa
The next day we took the train north to
Gdansk, the home of Lech Walesa and
the Solidarity Movement. We began by
presenting flowers at the base of the Sol-
idarity Monument and praying. We met
with the vice-president of PWP A in Po-
land, who actively helped the Solidarity
Movement in 1981and has served as
Mr. Walesa's translator. He gained the
interview with Mr. Walesa for Rev.
Kwak. Mr. Wales a didn't really know
what Rev. Kwak was coming to say, but
I belive that happily both Mr. Walesa
and Rev. Kwak felt that the meeting
was important.

At 11 a.m. we went to meet Mr. Wa-
lesa at the Solidarity Headquarters
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pointed a prime minister. He said that
since Solidarity is at his heart, it is a con-
flict of interest to both rule a country
and lead a labor union.

He still works in his jeans in the
same office he had be-
fore the Solidarity
camp took power. He
comes in like a labor
union leader but meets
top people from
around the world.
Rev. Kwak initially be-
gan by talking about
Father, his projects in
China and around the
world.

ic relations with South Korea. Indeed,
Poland established diplomatic relations
with South Korea within two or three

weeks after our visit.
I believe Mr. Walesa

is motivated by Chris-
tian principles. When
asked what he would do
with the communists
who didn't give in, he
replied, "I'm a Chris-

tian. We must forgive them all. Many of
them will be productive in our new so-
ciety while others won't be able to ad-
just. We'll eventually find out. I am not
worried as long as we don't allow any
monopolies to take over Poland." He
was obviously pushing pluralism. Out
of their fear of a monopoly by the Cath-
olic Church the intellectuals in Poland
do not want the Catholic Church to be
the only church in Poland. So they are
all promoting pluralism. A huge Jeho-
vah's Witness rally was recently held in
Poland, and now all religions can oper-
ate freely. Walesa said, "We looked at
the communist victory in 1949and saw
what happened when the leader of the
party took power and had a monopoly.
Our problems today are a result of that.
So if I as the Solidarity leader would try
to rule the country the way the commu-
nists did, I would do no better than
they."

Just before we came, a Polish delega-
tion of journalists had returned from
North Korea after attending their annu-
al Communist World Youth Rally. They
were shocked to see hundreds of monu-
ments to Kim Il Sung, who together
with his son acted like a demagogue. It
was very clear to the Poles that North
Korea seemed to be the last Stalinist na-
tion. They were shocked that such a
country could still exist in the modern
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Rev. Kwak gave a keynote address at
the conference which was very warmly
received. If I have any complaint about
the conference, it was that the capital-
ist/socialist debate overshadowed
things, creating a tendency to lose the

world. They ran a one-hour special
twice on the Polish television and it was
done like a satire on North Korea. I
think the Russians feel the same way
and that they are embarrassed by North
Korea's leadership.

On the last day in Poland, Rev. Kwak
spoke to church members for six hours
about the importance of Father's life
course leading up to 1989, and explained
how it is providentially time for East
and West to unite. He gave them re-
newed confidence to work to legalize
the church and go out confidently in
their society. I believe an ISUM meeting
will also help them to do that.

Hungarian broadcast
When we arrived in Hungary, we im-
mediately went to the PWP A confer-
ence at the Ramada Hotel. The topic
was "Education in Europe". Western
Europe will form a common market by
1992and is also forming common educa-
tional standards to enable European
workers to move about freely based on
these standards. The East Europeans are
very worried because they feel left out
of something important happening and
they want to be part of it.

issue of education at times.
But I think we made a good
foundation. We had many
highly qualified partici-
pants who prepared good
papers.

At the conference I was
immediately met by jour-
nalists from two very im-
portant publications. One
was from the major govern-
ment daily newspaper and
the other was from the
number one cultural week-
ly-a more reflective maga-
zine on intellectual trends
in Hungary. They asked
very detailed things about
our work, Father and
PWP A. The next day the
head of a division of Hun-
garian TV met with us and
decided our conference
should be covered on tele-
vision. Two professors (one 'TheRepublic of Hungary was announced the same day as
from Norway and one from our arrival in Hungary.
Poland) and myself were
on Hungarian TV for 15 minutes.

One morning we were invited to
breakfast with the president of the

Academy of Sciences.
From him we learned a
lot about the reforms in
Hungary. We met the
senior Catholic at the Pe-
ter Pamzany Catholic
University in Budapest
and discussed IRF activi-
ties; we also had lunch

with the Secretary General of the Hun-
garian Council of Churches. We met
many important figures and even had
to turn down a few interviews. Rev.
Kwak met with members of our church
in Hungary and encouraged them to

practice openly. The recent reforms in
Hungary are dramatic.

Russia-the greatest crisis
Finally, we arrived in Russia which is
the country in greatest crisis. You imme-
diately sense the heaviness there after
visiting Poland and Hungary. In Poland
the atmosphere is wide open-people
who once fled from there to the West
can now go back without any problems.
But in the Soviet Union, the atmosphere
was very different. They have had com-
munism for 70 years. As a result, every-
one is conditioned to be dependent on
the government. In Poland and Hun-
gary, the older generation still remem-
bers responsibility, tradition and relig-

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·1 ion. In Russia, religious programs can
now openly broadcast on TV because of
glasnost, but I believe to actually change
the character of the people is going to be
very difficult. Without such a change,
their crisis is going to get deeper and
deeper. They are looking to be bailed-
out. Since their own government can't
help them, they are looking to other
governments for help, but they are not
going to achieve their goals that way.
They are a huge military power with a
large empire. Now they are forced to
talk about shedding this empire; but
then the question is, "What happens to
the relations between all the countries
that made up the Soviet bloc?"

I was a bit shocked in Hungary be-
cause the people wanted to Westernize,
to bring in a market economy, but they
also wanted to keep the Warsaw Pact.
Why? Rumania borders Hungary and
now occupies Transylvania which is
Hungarian speaking. Hungary occupies
some territory that originally belonged
to Rumania. There is a lot of tension be-

complimentary copy of that book and
they wrote us a letter saying, "We are
interested in this book; it is very infor-
mative." We sent them another book
along with a letter
saying, "How
would you like to
co-sponsor a con-
ference on the uni-
fication of North
and South Korea or
on an Asian devel-
opment conference
in Moscow?" They
wrote back saying
they were quite in-
terested and want-
ed to talk more
about PWPA.
When I went there,
I handed them
three books on Chi-
na which we had produced from the
Third International Congress of PWP A.
It was just the right thing to do, because
they are interested in Asian affairs. I

could just see them
ready to pore over
those books. They
are quite impressive;
we can be proud of
them.

One of their main
concerns is about Fa-

ther: "All we've heard is negative-
about Rev. Moon's anti-communism."
However, Rev. Kwak had recently host-
ed five journalists from Moscow in
South Korea. These journalists were just
returning when we were there so we
met with one of them. He said that they
were planning to put a positive one-
hour special program about our move-
ment on Soviet TV. We called up our
friends at the institute and told them to
watch that program before making a de-
cision about whether to co-sponsor the
conference. I hope they watched the
show and will decide to work with us.
They could bring North Korean and
Russian scholars and we could bring
South Korean and Western scholars to a
conference. They would also feel very
good as Russians if they could help
bring peace to the Korean Peninsula.

We also met with many Russian
scholars who have suffered under the
previous regimes. They had been in-
volved in underground anti-Stalinist
movements while maintaining positions
in the academic institutions. One profes-
sor introduced me to several leading in-
tellectuals of reform. Another invited

tween these two countries. The'Hungar-
ians are afraid if the Warsaw Pact goes,
Rumania is going to invade Hungary,
which has only one fourth as many peo-
ple. Rumania is pretty powerful and
still a "Stalinist" state, so people are
worried about its expansion.

Gorbachev is trying to promote
peace both with the West and with Chi-
na. But the Soviet people are asking,
"What is he doing flying around when
we have such serious economic prob-
lems at home?" He is in a pretty precari-
ous position inside the Soviet Union be-
cause of the failing economic situation.
While we were there the ruble was de-
valued by 10 times. People are spending
their rubles on jewelry or anything they
can buy because hard currency is the
only thing with purchasing power.
They now depend on US dollars and
German marks for their "second"
economy.

I want to give you an example of
how our work in one part of the world
can help that in another. Recently
PWP A published a book, "Political
Change in South Korea." An academic
institute in Moscow had been sent a
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me to a theater in the suburbs where a
professional production of The Gulag
Archipelago was performed openly. I
was able to go to the homes of Russians

Moscow State University.

and talk to them about their lives. While
Rev. Kwak was with members in the So-
viet Union, giving the same guidance as
he had done in Poland and Hungary, I
was trying to develop our professors'
network. It was exciting and very inter-
esting to share in the life of the Russian
people. 0
