EAR BROTHERS AND SISTERS in your mission

country: My wife and I send our greetings

and appreciation to you. I want to share the

following words with you of my under-
standing of the present dispensation:

How a new era begins

The Completed Testament Age started with 1993.
This era is very hopeful but at the same time is a very
fearful age. Before we think of the Completed Testament
era, let us compare this age with the time of transition
from the Old Testament era to the New Testament era.
The Old Testament era centered on Judaism. The power
of Judaism was so strong that even Jesus Christ had to
go the way of crucifixion. If we consider this point, then
the New Testament era began forty days after Jesus’
death at the time of the resurrection when the Holy
Spirit appeared and the Pentecost came down. This was
the way Christianity began. Therefore, Jesus’ spiritual
position and the Holy Spirit’s spiritual position of True
Parents brought about the beginning of the New Testa-
ment era. Though not many Jewish people believed Je-
sus was the Messiah, only a small percentage, it did not
matter. Christianity reached the worldwide level because
of Jesus’ and the Holy Spirit’s victorious foundation.

By the same token, as Father and Mother have accom-
plished victoriously the True Parents’ position both in
spirit and body, the Completed Testament era has begun.
Therefore, it does not matter whether Christianity ac-
cepts Father as the Messiah or not because already
Unificationism has gone to the worldwide level center-
ing on the True Parents. The transition from the Old
Testament era to the New Testament era was the process
of restoration. However, from the New Testament to the
Completed Testament era is really the end of restoration.
Also looking at this from another view Adam and Eve
fell at the perfection level of the growth stage meaning
that the formation and growth stages were taken by
Satan, but not the perfection or completion stage. From
this perspective, the Completed Testament era really
centers on God's side of the providence. At this time the
spirit body can reach the divine spirit position. Therefore
many spiritual ancestors and spirits try to come to earth
and work with us to accomplish God’s will.

Attendance and restoration

A truly different era has started. We should recognize
clearly that a different era has started. Another impor-
tant point is understood when looking at the three stages
in the providence of restoration. Restoration was accom-
plished through sacrificial offerings in the Old Testa-
ment era and through faith in the New Testament era.

We realize that Completed Testament era is accom-
plished through attendance to True Parents. This is the
key. Also, during this era the mission of blessed couples
is to accomplish the mission of tribal messiah. We have
to internally inherit the heart of True Parents. As we
completely unite centering on True Parents’ level of
heart, then based on this foundation we have to do
tribal messiah activities.

Basically, the activity of tribal messiah is to go to our
hometown and restore our tribe. The mission of messiah
is salvation, and salvation means restoration through
indemnity. Restoration through indemnity means the
process of recreation. This is really the basic formula. So,
to accomplish our tribal messiah mission is to bring all
our tribe to receive the blessing. Then we have finished
our tribal messiah mission. The blessing is the final fruit
of the providence of restoration. Therefore, this is very,
very important.

As you know in less than three years from now, the
True Parents have plans for a very large holy wedding.
Therefore, I want to urge you, each blessed couple, as a
tribal messiah should bring at least twelve families or
couples as candidates for the blessing. Therefore, please
within this year find twelve candidate families or
twenty-four candidate individuals. Then we have to
prepare for this huge blessing festival.

In conclusion, we have to accomplish the tribal
messiah mission. We have to go to hometown. We also
have to know that True Parents have plans for many
activities. This is not separate from the nation and
church. This kind of witnessing is all connected as every-
thing is basically the same original mission. If someone
has a public mission and cannot go to their hometown,
then, please write to your relatives and if you have the
chance make time to visit your hometown for witness-
ing. Please focus in this way for witnessing.

Accomplishment versus indemnity

Everyone is thinking that tribal messiah is an inde-
pendent mission, but that is completely misunder-
standing the tribal messiah mission. We have to do this
work relating and cooperating with the church struc-
ture. Regarding the meaning of the Completed Testa-
ment era and tribal messiah we have to have God’s
viewpoint which means we go through this perfection
stage by accomplishing our responsibility instead of
paying indemnity.

Therefore this is a new starting point. From Satan’s
point of view, he cannot accuse individually as we are
under God and True Parents. Furthermore, we should
become more loyal children. From True Parents’ lifestyle

HE topic of my sermon this morning is Cham bumonim
gwa chukbok pajong, “ True Parents and Blessed Couples.”

standing of indemnity, and that concept doesn’t exist in the
Western world.

THE PRINCIPLE OF INDEMNITY

This morning we must come to a clear understanding of
indemnity. If the fall had not taken place, the natural order
would have been God, Adam, Eve, Cain, and Abel. However, |
because of the fall the order became reversed. Satan rules in the
place of God, and God is at the bottom. The younger brother
must play the role of elder brother; in fact, he must become the
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| elder brother. It is not natural for the younger brother to take

over the position of elder brother. Each step of the way, positions
need to be reversed and indemnity paid.

In the religious world, we go the reverse way, the unnatural
way. We have to give up this world. This is very difficult for
Westerners, who don’t want to give up anything. Therefore, we
must understand indemnity, which is the law of the religious
world.

The goal of humankind is to return to the original position.
That requires indemnity. Salvation is equal to restoration, and
the only way we can be restored is by severing our relationship
with Satan. This is done by paying indemnity.

Most religions begin in a proper manner, but as they develop, ‘

they lose sight of this principle and stop serving. Jesus consis-
tently taught us to go through difficulties, to rejoice under
persecution, to serve others, to love our enemy. These are all
things that ordinary human beings don’t want to do. Jesus
stressed these points and, without paying indemnity, no one can
be elevated spiritually.

The highest of Jesus’ teachings was that those who seek to
save their lives will lose them, and those who lose their lives for
Jesus’sake will find them. How paradoxical this is! People were
stunned at Jesus” words and wondered why those who seek to
save their lives will lose them. Satan has attached himself to
fallen people, and the only way he will release his grip is if they
say they are ready to give up their lives.

THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE FIRST-BORN

Why does the first-born become the second-born? People in
the first-born position eventually become proud. Many religious
people forget the way of indemnity and become arrogant.
Therefore, the second-born people, who tend to be more hum-
ble, will eventually become the first-born.

When Abel gains the position of elder son, he must then
raise up Cain. However, if he demands to be served by Cain
instead of raising him up, Abel will go down to the position of
Cain. Those who are blessed first, such as the thirty-six couples,
must also abide by this rule. If they consider themselves
greater than others than those who were blessed later, they are
breaking this principle.

Restoration is the same as re-creation. God first created the
environment. In the environment, the first thing we notice is
plus and minus, or subject and object. There is always subject
and object. In the mineral kingdom there are elements of plus
and minus; there are male and female aspects of all living be-

| ings. This is the law of creation, and re-creation operates the

same way.
Here in our church there is plus and minus in the process of
re-creation. I am in the position of plus, and all of you are in the
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corresponding position of minus.

SUBMIT TO GOD'S RE-CREATION

The created beings waited for God to make them. They had

ated, a being does not have a preference for its type of existence.
It is just obedient to whatever its creator will make of it. Like-
wise, you should not have any concept of what you will be. The
potter molds the clay in whatever way he thinks best. You
should have the expectant attitude of the clay. The one who is
subject always invests a lot of sweat and work into his creation;
nothing is produced automatically.

The minus must be absolutely open to the plus; if the minus
position holds on to its own ideas, it negates much of the plus
position’s ideas. I cannot submit my work to the criticism of
| Harvard University graduates or other so-called educated

persons. Like a nursing baby, you need to drink my words;
| like milk, they are the best nourishment to enable you to grow
up healthy.
| Reflect back on how often you have complained. People who
| complain, do so out of ignorance. When you complain, you are
acting like a cousin of Satan. How many of you can say you
have no relationship with Satan?

When God is re-creating something and the satanic world
rises up in protest, God pretends there is no revolt and perse-
veres in silence. The raw material should not have its own
idea about its destiny; it just keeps silent and waits. God lets
religious people experience this kind of revolt so they won't
do the same thing to God. Persecution is not necessarily bad,
then, from this point of view. Opposition becomes the raw
material of re-creation.

HIGHER LEVELS OF UNITY

Our mind and body are separated and engage in almost
continuous struggle. The body should follow the mind all the
time, but that does not always happen. Satan gets hold of the

the two pluses repel each other. The only way for a person to
become united—which we must do at any cost—is for the
body to always listen to the mind.

The person whose mind and body have become one is
ready to create a higher plus—in this case, by marrying. Such a
| family will gather together and act as a minus to the tribe, which
is a higher plus, and make unity with it.

Eventually, the united nation will become one with the world,
and the united world will become one with the spirit world
and God.

Their offspring, numbering
in the millions, were to be born as princes and princesses of
God Himself. Through true love, we become completely one
within ourselves and one with God. Through this love relation-
ship, we are a part of God. That means we are princes and
princesses of God, the great king.

| of God, we were each supposed to attain these desires.

| ELEVATE YOUR STANDARD OF CHARACTER

You are in the Unification Church not by accident but be-

‘ cause of the foundation laid by me and by your ancestors. You
are standing on the visible and invisible foundation of my work
and my investment. You should appreciate this and live up to

‘ this standard. You need to elevate your character. Don’t just

follow me passively. Seek to understand my words and enhance

your character.
The first formula in re-creation is the law of plus and minus.
‘ The small plus and small minus unite and search for a bigger
plus and greater unity. When that greater unity is attained, they
search for higher and higher levels until they reach God. This
formula applies right here in the fallen world.
We pay the price to achieve this unity by traveling back-
| wards, along the road of indemnity. In order for someone at the
| bottom of the hierarchy to rise, he has to serve as God and True
| Parents have served. He has to invest and forget, serve and
‘ forget, invest and serve. He has to go through a lot of persecu-
| tion. It takes an awful lot of hard work to rise to a higher level.
Be grateful to God for loving you to such an extent that He will
lift you up. When God sees us being persecuted, how indignant
and how angry He feels towards those who persecute His own
sons and daughters!

According to this criterion, can any of you here say you de-
serve to go to heaven? Have any of you invested as much as
God has for your younger and elder brothers and sisters? Surely
you know that heaven is empty; but God didn’t create it to be
empty. God will fill up heaven with people such as I have de-
scribed here.

INDEMNITY PROPELS RE-CREATION

‘ The dispensation of salvation means restoration, and the
dispensation of restoration means re-creation. Indemnity is
necessary to propel the process of re-creation. Restoration needs
indemnity. Satan took over the position of power and authority;
he took the position of father, mother and elder son. You have to
reverse the process and regain those positions.

The first thing you should remember in any circumstance is
indemnity. We are elevated through indemnity. The original
| order of creation didn’t last long; it was broken by the fall.
Therefore, God had to start from the bottom and apply the law
of indemnity.

Satan exercises all his might to make us serve him. You can
refuse, claiming that you are from God. However, in order for
God to lift you up, you must go through the indemnity course.
\ If you protest against the way of indemnity and stage a revolt,

you cannot be material for re-creation, and God cannot work

| do that. God will not do that; He abides by the law of creation.
Why did God not intervene when Christians were thrown to the
lions? Can you imagine how angry God was in that situation?
Yet He did not interfere.

God encourages religious people to persevere through per-
secution. When we are being re-created, we should not revolt.
The raw material that is willing to die is the raw material that
God can re-shape and re-create. To say, “God, don’t do that to
me,” is like seeking to save your life only to lose it in the end.
To say, “Yes, God, shape me,” is like being willing to lose your
life. This is the law of indemnity.

INDEMNITY FREES US FROM SATAN

Why is indemnity necessary? Do you think Satan will sepa-
rate himself from you when it is comfortable? No, he will hold on
to you until he dies. Therefore, your going through indemnity
helps God re-create you and makes Satan separate from you.

I belong to God; I must do as God does. When I was in
| prison, I would not complain, neither to Satan nor to God. I just
| did my best. Iinvested all I had to serve the inmates and to re-
| create them. Eventually Satan bowed down and said, “I have no

more claim over you.”
| Ihave done this many times, starting from the individual
level and proceeding to the family and clan levels and all the

way to the spirit world and God. When did you make the
foundation of eight levels of indemnity? Only I did it, and you
are privileged to be a part of it.

Let us take a lesson from history. Moses went through a great
deal of difficulties leading the Israelites. If the people who fol-
lowed Moses had thought, “Moses is suffering so much; I
should suffer even more,” and without complaint had suffered
and sacrificed with Moses, today the Israelite nation would be
ruling the world.

When you are being persecuted, do not give in to Satan say-
ing, “Okay, I won’t do God’s work any more. Stop persecuting
me.” If you are willing to endure even to death, Satan will re-
lease you and God will take you. That is where true love begins.

THE BEGINNING POINT OF TRUE LOVE

After we have gone through the threshold of persecution and
are released from Satan, we can start exercising true love. True
love means sacrificing for the sake of somebody other than
ourselves. We should sacrifice for others and forget about it. We
should invest our very lives for the sake of true love. Once we
invest our lives and don’t die, we should forget what we did
and be ready to do even more. This is the point where true love
begins. This is the crossroads where the second son becomes the
elder son. Satan cannot be subjugated by force; he must surren-
der naturally and acknowledge us as his Abel.

If I confront my opponents squarely and oppose them, they
cannot become material for re-creation. Therefore, I must stay
silent. Silently I overcome. Step by step, I am getting closer and
closer to God’s throne, connecting with the highest-level plus.
When we maintain this kind of attitude, the whole world can be
restored. Therefore, we must continue the course of restoration.

BECOME MATERIAL FOR RE-CREATION

You need to clearly understand that restoration and re-
creation can take place only through indemnity. Satan is testing
you to see whether you are qualified material for re-creation.
Satan will test you first. If you revolt against Satan because you
don’t want to suffer, he will tell God, “This person is not ready
to become material for re-creation. Please put him in the furnace
and try him again later.”

Those who have gone through more than their share of in-
demnity become models in the course of restoration history. Job
was persecuted and ridiculed, but he never uttered one word of
complaint. Because of this, God was able to give him the
greatest blessing.

If God did not have to follow this law of indemnity, He could
have put Satan into the dungeons of hell and accomplished
restoration overnight. Christ could come on the clouds, if in-
demnity were not necessary. However, indemnity is necessary,
because restoration must go through the reverse path.

Look at the valuable spiritual tradition of America. Protes-
| tants who were being persecuted by the established churches
fled to America, suffered, and lost their lives to set this tradition.
The American forebears were proud not to be outdone by what
they considered an evil and corrupt religion, the Catholic faith,
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and they took great pride in being Protestants. America was
successful based on that foundation, and God approved of it.

In restoration we always come to a crossroad where we must
deny ourselves. Without denying ourselves we cannot go to
God. If we do not go through this course while we are alive and
with our physical body, we must continue in the spirit world,
where it takes much, much more time and effort. The greatness
of our sons and daughters will be determined by how faithfully
they follow this formula. There is no way to go to heaven
without following this principle.

I NEVER COMPLAIN

Every time God put me in prison, I was very indignant.
However, I always took the right attitude and never uttered a
word of complaint. I always persevered and planned ahead.
Then God always gave me a bigger reward upon my release.
When God asks Satan whether Rev. Moon wavered in prison,
Satan has to answer, “No, he was strong all the way.” “Then do
you think he deserves something?” God persists. “Yes, yes in-
deed,” Satan has to admit. Therefore, when God raises me up,
Satan cannot say anything.

Only I have the authority to proclaim this message. No one
can go to heaven unless he understands this principle. From this
perspective, do you think more Americans or more Chinese will
go to heaven? People from Third World countries threatened by
starvation have more potential to go to heaven. Americans say,
“Where is my heaven?” With such an arrogant attitude, they are
going backward instead of forward.

To be saved means to be restored. Therefore, how can we be
restored? Through indemnity. Only through indemnity can you
reach a higher level. You have to go down in order to reach
heaven. Do you understand? Those of you of the second genera-
tion have to follow your parents absolutely; this is your indem-
nity course.

GET MARRIED AND GO TO HOMETOWN

Until now, high-level religious people had to leave home and
suffer in order to reach their goal. Now the Unification Church
is teaching something different for the first time. I am telling you
that you must get married in order to enter the Kingdom of
Heaven. Furthermore, instead of leaving home, you have to go
back to your home and work there. This is opposite from the
teachings of traditional religions. The earlier history is now
completed, and we are beginning the first page of a new history.
What greater idea can there be than to get married and go home?

I have instructed Rev. Kwak to have the religious leaders
promote interfaith marriages. I want to share this blessing all
around the world and not keep it just within the Unification
Church. When this is finished, my role as the initiator of the
Inter-Religious Federation for World Peace will have been ac-
complished. I know exactly what I am speaking about and do-
ing. If I do not encourage these celibate priests and nuns to
marry now, monasteries will become the arena of free sex. When
Buddhist priests and nuns get married to Catholic priests and
nuns, both religions will come alive. A lot of Catholic priests are

| getting married in secret anyway, because the time has come
and their minds are moving in that direction. The tide is
changing. When the tide comes in, you have to move or you will
drown. I know how to change and when to change.

In America, people have been denying their family members,
denying their own father and mother, and living alone. If
Americans can accept the precious relationship with their father
and mother and appreciate the value of the family, America will
go to heaven overnight. America is in a time of transition.
People who have been accustomed to denying everything
need to meet the Messiah and then find their bride or bride-
groom. Then they can go to heaven.

TURN COMPLETELY AROUND

If you turn around one hundred eighty degrees from where
you are heading, you will be going in the right direction. Blessed
couples should have gone through this path before they got
blessed. Those who are already blessed have to go through it
retroactively.

If the husband’s mind and body are constantly in battle and
the wife’s mind and body are constantly in battle, they can never
become a unified minus in relation to the big plus. While I am
still alive here on earth, you have to create this unity. If you
don’t do it, there is no second chance in the spirit world. Forget
about your concepts and take a zero position in relation to me.

Many of you have been blessed for more than ten years. How
does your attitude compare with this formula? How often have
you taken the zero position in relationship to me? Maybe you
tried to do so as an individual, but how have you succeeded as
| a family? As a tribal messiah, you must assume the perfect plus
position and teach all the other families in your tribe. Upon the
base of family messiahship, you can stand as a tribal messiah. If
you really practice tribal messiahship, America can go to heaven.

I OPENED ALL DOORS

I went through all eight steps of restoration, from the indi-
vidual level to the cosmic level and God. Everybody opposed
me on the individual level, but at later levels they began giv-
ing in. God’s realm has expanded, and many walls have been
knocked down.

After the confrontation between communism and democracy
is over, the whole area becomes God’s domain, and God can live
anywhere we live. This is the Completed Testament era, not the
New Testament era. There is only one vertical center, and all
eyes are watching Reverend Moon’s comings and goings. Every-
body can be restored quickly, on an equal basis, and en masse. 1
knocked down wall after wall on all eight levels. In the past,

' God could not travel freely because no road was constructed.
Now God follows me wherever I go. God can travel freely back
and forth in this realm.

I wanted to open wide the door and give everybody the

| opportunity to stand on an equal level with me. Through the

Women'’s Federation for World Peace, each family has this op-

portunity. Centering on the mother, once they meet the groom,

the whole family can stand as my family, and God can live

there as well.

It took thousands of years of providential foundations, as
well as my own forty years of fierce struggle, to reach this point.
However, not everybody has to go this way. I am going to de-
ploy horizontally this vertical foundation, so all five billion
people on the earth can be instantly restored. Then heaven on
earth can be quickly formed on the national level and world-
wide level. When the sons and daughters come together cen-
tering on the mother, they can meet the bridegroom and fol-
low him. Then God can live in their family just as He lives in
my family.

THE DIFFICUL’TIE’SAJESU/S FACED

At the time of Jesus, Judaism and the Israelite nation were
prepared to meet the Messiah. They heard rumors about Jesus
and checked everything out. Jesus was an illegitimate child;
under the law at that time, Mary could have been stoned for
having a child outside of marriage. Rumors spread all over the
country. No matter how famous Jesus became, how could he be
the Messiah? No women would want to marry him.

Two thousand years after Jesus, Judaism calls Jesus a heretic.
Neither political leaders nor religious leaders could accept him.
The Old Testament said that before the Messiah appears Elijah
must come down to earth, and people looked up to heaven for
Elijah. Elijah didn’t appear from heaven and people couldn’t
believe Jesus was the Messiah. They spit him out as a swindler.

Christians believe that Jesus will descend to earth upon the
clouds. They think Jesus will come with earthly power as a
king. They think Satan will be unable to stand in front of that
kind of Messiah. However, Jesus returns in the same way that
Elijah returned in the form of John the Baptist.

MY WORLDWIDE MISSION

Now former Soviet leaders are receiving four-day training
sessions and changing direction one hundred eighty degrees.

| They had previously denied God, and now they completely

receive God and are following me. America, which had been
centered on God, opposed me, while the side that opposed God
is welcoming me.

I am like a shepherd with three groups of sheep: those on
the left, those on the right and those in the middle.

Any family
that can come in and unite with me, centering on their mother,
will achieve instant unity and instant Kingdom of Heaven. This

We start with God and go back to God. Can you separate
parents and children?

Centering on God, the first love is as son and daughter, the
second love is as brother and sister, the third love is as hus-
band and wife, and the fourth love is as father and mother.
These are God's attributes. They did not spring from within
us. The Divine Principle book discusses children’s love, cou-
ple’s love and parents’ love, but brotherly and sisterly love
should be added there.

The question is whether to treat these four different categor-

ies of love in four different ways or in one way. If they are to be |

treated separately, what would connect them? The invisible par-
ent and the four-position foundation. As we grow from infancy
through childhood, going to elementary school, middle school,
high school and college, the center of our life is our parents.

In the beginning, with Adam’s family, there were only two
people in the whole universe, Adam and Eve. There was only
one pair of children, one brother and sister, one husband and
wife, one father and mother. Adam should have perfected
himself as a son, brother, husband, and father. Likewise, Eve
should have perfected herself as a daughter, sister, wife, and
mother.

Or a
woman? And woman was born for man. The deepest place
connects with the highest place. A man can completely occupy a
woman. You blessed couples understand that. When both sides
connect, it doesn’t feel painful. You can make zig-zag move-
ments, circular movements, vertical movements, rolling move-
ments. You have no complaints about that kind of love action!

At that time your five physical senses and your five spiritual
sense are open. You breathe in and out, and your spirit body and
your physical body connect centered on true love in such an
enjoyable way.

Marriage means a lifetime commitment of the woman'’s
special part and the man’s special part.

HEAVENLY LOVE-MAKING

God made everything to harmonize and balance. Man is
tall and woman is short.

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HERE IS ONE AREA T have not yet attended to. There are

sections of the world where millions of people are starv-

ing. Who is going to take responsibility for that? Will

America do it? America says no. What about other ad-
vanced nations? The basic concept is that we should treat peo-
ple as brothers and sisters, because that is what God expects us
to do.

To be called True Parents is fearful, because I have to extend
my hands to the starving people. The reason I have been devel-
oping the fishing enterprises is not to make money, but to be able
to offer assistance to those who are starving,.

Texas is flat land. There is no master of the land. People come,
get tired, pack up, and leave. People came with the intention of
striking it rich and becoming millionaires, yet they leave. I told
myself, “I will become the master here, and all the Unification
Church members will attend to it.” All we need is land and water,
and we can produce food. We can even develop a fish farm.

Europeans didn’t teach Africans how to farm. They just sold
them farm products. We have to indemnify that failure.

Let’s say that we eat two meals a day instead of three. How
does that sound? [Father spoke for a long time in Korean without
translation and then asked how many members understood what he was
saying. He talked in English about the need for members to speak the
mother tongue. He said that True Parents are teaching heavenly secrets,
revealing hidden truth. He referred again to the four realms of heart
and the heavenly kingships, which were some of the topics of his main
Parents’ Day sermon.]

I am thinking about how to educate five hundred people from
each of one hundred sixty nations. I want to train people so their
nations can be self-sufficient in food.

Potatoes grow to a great size. One day I tried to eat a potato
for lunch, but it was so big I couldn’t finish it. In addition to
potatoes, corn, wheat and many vegetables grow there. We can
build prefabricated houses and expand down into Mexico or
even into South America. If water is a problem, we can use bull-
dozers to create canals. These bulldozers can be made in the
machine factory in Korea.

How about each blessed couple coming to Texas and dedi-
cating forty days a year to this project? You will bring your own
food and serve for forty days. You have to think about how to
save the twenty million people dying of starvation around the
world. There are more than four billion people in the world. If
two hundred people took responsibility for each starving person,
there would be no more hunger.

What is America doing? What are Japan and Germany doing?
They are so blessed with material wealth. What are they going
to use it for?

If we take responsibility for world hunger, we will suffer so
much. It might mean pushing ourselves to the edge of existence,
to the point of death. Yet, we must not die, or we would lose
| everything.
| Are you going to do it? Will American people do it? I don’t
| believe so. How many times they have denied me! That is the

kind of people we have in America. Sorry, I'm telling about
‘ reality, not concept. Those gathered here, you are not like that.
You are different from other Americans. You are colored
| Americans, “Moonie-color”!

How much money can each family raise to support this pro-
ject? Can you donate a hundred dollars a year? Five hundred
dollars a year? One thousand dollars a year? Ten thousand dol-
lars a year? One hundred thousand dollars a year? No limit.

The world situation is serious. Who can take responsibility to
solve it? We need to liberate the world. By liberating the world,

Without our factory, these high-level cars cannot be made. Upon
the foundation of our technology, we can make anything.

[Father talked about the current dispute over North Korea's use of
nuclear energy and ways to mobilize the world community to control
nuclear power. He referred to former President Bush's refusal to listen to
his advice and talked about the future role of the Washington Times.]

Since I am a religious man, I can speak my mind. We can say
anything from the pulpit. This is the constitutional right of reli-
gious people. Unificationists have to be brave in proclaiming our
faith. Are you going to take care of the twenty million starving
people or not?

In time, the mobile homes I bought twenty years ago will
have a price tag of a hundred thousand dollars apiece, and
people still won’t be able to buy them. The same will happen
with the two hundred trucks I bought. You should never let
those mobile homes and trucks rust; you should put them to
work.

Until I was thirty, there was never a day in my life when I was
not hungry. If your stomach is full, you cannot lead a religious
life. To be hungry is one of the most unbearable experiences; yet
we challenge it, saying, “I will love God more than I care about
my own hunger.” The three greatest challenges for an individual
to overcome are hunger, sleep, and sexual temptations. These are
Satan’s three greatest weapons.

I always ate only two meals a day during my school years. It
would be a holy undertaking if all Unification Church members
fasted one meal a day in order to save the twenty million starv-
ing people.

I never use a large towel to dry my face or even my body off

| after a bath. I always bicker with Mother about the use of towels.

I want to use each towel for two days, but Mother wants to have

| it laundered every day. Also, I don't flush the toilet until I use it

three times. If everyone did this, with the money we would save
we could help the twenty million starving people. I have been
living like this not just for a few days, but for decades.

Sometimes I stop at McDonald’s. When the limousine pulls
up, people speculate that there must be some big politician in it,
and they expect some big-shot white person to step out. They
wait patiently to see who will appear, and they are really sur-
prised to see an Oriental person come out! I don’t feel comfort-
able riding in such cars, since I am always thinking first about
the twenty million starving people in the world.

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Even if you have to fast in order to send money to this project,
you must support it. I am not begging you, but I don’t mind
begging in order to help these people.

When we moved from the old house at East Garden into the
larger house which was built to accommodate our expanding
family, I received lots of presents. I gave it all away to other
people. That is how a religious person should be.

My conscience does not bother me in money matters. I treat
millionaires and penniless people in the same manner. When I
announced a certain project in Washington, D.C., various billion-
aire and millionaire companies wanted to join in partnership

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with me. However, I don’t want to play rich people’s games.
First, they have to respect my ideas. Unless they do that, I don’t
want their money. When people who denied me yesterday
welcome me today, I don’t go for it.

Do you want to invest in this project? If you do, people may
erect a statue to you in their village. I won’t spend a penny of
your money against your desires.

In one day you can raise a hundred dollars. Do you want to
| donate a thousand dollars a year, or ten thousand dollars? Even
if you have to borrow money in order to donate ten thousand

dollars to this cause, you should do it. This will be the founda-
tion for your children’s training; later they can go to Africa and
will be treated as great leaders there. One thousand dollars is
too little. It should be at least five thousand dollars a year. Ten
thousand may be too much, but you should be able to raise five
thousand dollars a year.

This is a holy undertaking. If you do this, God will return
your investment ten or a hundred times. If all the children of
True Parents cannot save twenty million people from starvation,
we should commit hara-kiri.

We can build an enormous deer ranch. There are elk and red-
deer herds living in the extreme northern climates, but the red
deer can live even in hot climates. I feel that God provided this
land for us, because of its unique geography. The Rocky Moun-
tains protect it from the arctic wind. During the daytime it’s hot,
but at night it's surprisingly cool. For less than a hundred dollars
a head, I can buy five thousand deer if I want to. There are also
foxes and partridges. I released about four hundred partridges
on the land. It's an incredible, fertile land.

All Unification Church brothers must go down there three
times a year. Bring your own food and raise your own funds to
go down and serve there. I will teach you hunting, fishing, and
agriculture and make you very versatile persons.

When you begin that, you will receive great grace and pros-
perity. It's a good place. Our residence looks like a French palace.
There is a settlement waiting for Unificationist members to visit.
The place is open. Do you want to be there? If you want that kind
of life, raise your hands, please. You need to bring money for
weekly rent.

You can see vast sunrises and sunsets on
the horizons. The sunsets last a long time. It
is an amazing place. Every day is beautiful
there. I didn’t know there was such a beau-
tiful world.

Work hard to chase out all the poverty
and starvation in the world. When you are
full of hope and ideals and work hard, God's
blessing upon you will continue eternally.
The Unification Church blessed couples will
prosper and prosper.

There are a lot of rattlesnakes; so, the men
must bring tall boots to protect their feet.
Also, the scorpions are dangerous; once you
are bitten, you have to get an antidote right
away, or you will die.

On this memorable thirty-fourth Parents’
Day and the thirty-third anniversary of Par-
ents’ Day, the children should determine to
take over some of the parents’ burdens,
which they have been bearing single-hand-
edly for over thirty years. I have been
working so much, and now you should take
up my work. ||

Has Started in Ukraine

S FATHER INSTRUCTED, I went to

Ukraine on January 13, 1993, and spent

eight days there. One and a half years

ago, two Japanese leaders, Mr. Akihiko
Kunitoki and Mr. Azuma Kamimura, met a
Ukrainian businessman, Dr. Yury R. Orshansky.
[Note: Mr. Kamimura’s family name was originally
Murakami; at Father’s suggestion he changed it to
Kamimura, which means in Japanese, “God’s village
is in the East.”] After their relationship developed,
Mr. Kunitoki visited Kiev and a second city,
Kharkov. Of the fifteen republics of the former
Soviet Union, Ukraine has the second largest
population, about fifty-two million, and is about
three times larger in size than the Korean penin-
sula. The capital city is Kiev. Ukrainians are proud
of their history and their leading role in the
founding of Russian Orthodoxy, which began in
Kiev in 988 A.D.

Not only is Ukraine the second largest of the
former Soviet republics, but its location, natural
resources, level of education, and foundation of
science and technology give it great importance.

More than half of the armaments of the former
Soviet Union were produced in this country. Its
port of Odessa, on the Black Sea, is very important
for the former Soviet Union.

I visited several famous institutes, including a
cybernetics institute and a nuclear research insti-
tute that employs thousands of researchers, more
than eight hundred of whom have doctorate de-
grees. They are very proud of their technical
know-how, academic achievements, and research
development.

After building a relationship with Mr. Kunitoki
and WACOM, some Ukrainian leaders visited
Korea. A Ukrainian cabinet minister, a new deputy
minister, and Dr. Orshansky studied Divine Princi-
ple in Korea. I met with them and spoke about
Father’s foundation and accomplishments, and
they were deeply moved. On the last day of their
visit, Father invited them to breakfast. He spoke
to them about their role in transforming the com-
munist system into a free market system and how
their nation has to change. Again they were
moved. Before they left Korea, they shared with
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leading role in the founding of Russian Orthodoxy, which began in Kiev in 988 A.D.
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me their determination to become public relations
men for Father’s thought and activities, and they
invited me to visit their country.

On this trip I was accompanied by several
technicians and Japanese leaders. I was amazed to
discover at the airport in Moscow that these busi-
nessmen had prepared a charter airplane for our
group. From the first day until the last moment,
they did their best to look after us. The Ukrainian
government has some unresolved issues with the
Russian government. They have a plan for full
independence from Russia and are calling for the
development of an economic system like that of
the European Community among all the CIS na-
tions. Because of their many resources and geo-
graphical position, they are in
competition with the Russian gov-
ernment. They are anxious to pro-
mote economic development and
make a smooth transition to the
free-market system.

Of course they have many diffi-
culties. First, I learned that more
than half of the country’s leaders
are former communist officials.
The prime minister, as well as
some of the other ministers, pri-
vately shared with me their con-
cerns. They want to make changes
and they know how to do so, but
many of the parliament members
want to preserve the old ways.
Their current economic situation is
difficult because of their lack of re-
sources, especially funds.

The Ukrainian Orthodox church
is not very strong right now. The
Ukrainian Orthodox church is dif-
ferent from the Russian Orthodox
church, and its top leaders are di-
vided into pro-Russian and pro-
Ukrainian factions, which are fighting each other.
Even though they are asking for us to give them
economic assistance and make investments in their
country, Father has told them that more important
than economic assistance is education, especially
for their young people.

I met prominent leaders, including the prime
minister, important ministers, the deputy chairman
of the congress, members of congress, and local
officials. I also met some of the president’s staff.
Fortunately for me, Mr. Antonov Victor Ivanovich,
minister of engineering, Military Industrial Com-
plex and Conversion of the Ukraine, and Dr. Yury
R. Orshansky, had already told these people about
Father and introduced them to Father’s thought. I
appreciated their wonderful preparation. When I
met these leaders and basically explained Father’s
thought and viewpoint, they were completely
open. They accepted what I had to say and in
many areas they agreed with my explanations.

Meeting with Metropolitan Nicodim
Another significant meeting was with a leader
of the Ukrainian Orthodox church. I didn’t meet
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the top leaders in Kiev because their situation now
is unstable, but there are three metropolitans, or
top officials of the Orthodox church. One of them
is Metropolitan Nicodim of Kharkov and Boghodu
Dukhov, Ukrainian Orthodox church. As he was a
minister, I didn’t know how to introduce him to
our community. At the beginning of our meeting
there was some tension. Government leaders and
other leaders respect him, and in their Orthodox
church system he is highly esteemed. I could see
by the setting of his office that he was an important
person. In the beginning he was a little distant,
but Father’s array of inter-religious activities and
worldwide foundation is a powerful testimony
about Father, so I brought a copy of World Scripture

L

and some literature about the Inter-Religious Fed-
eration for World Peace and other inter-religious
activities. This had a very powerful influence on
him. I explained the real purpose of Jesus Christ
and other founders of religions. I talked about the
core teachings of religions and said that religious
harmony and cooperation is our destiny; without
such a movement, world peace can never come. I
explained to him step by step the range of Father’s
thought and how Father brings together world
religious leaders.

World Scripture is a powerful testimony. Not
only Orthodox, Catholic, and Protestant leaders,
but also Buddhists, Muslims, and Hindus are
closely linked with Father’s movement. The book
had an influence on him; he gradually opened his
mind and became close and warmhearted. Dur-
ing the era of the former Soviet Union, he was
jailed several times and tortured. His life is very
sacrificial; so, he was able to understand Father’s
situation.

As he
entered, he gave the order to prepare one more
head seat for me, and he received me with warmth
and friendliness. His attitude moved not only our
members but also other officials.

Meeting with the prime minister

When I met the prime minister, Mr. Leonid D.
Kuchma, he was expecting that Father would
make some investments and possibly start some
joint-venture companies, which Ukraine needs.
However, Father envisions an economic free zone
and attractive conditions for foreign investors. I
explained to them what kind of advantages they
need to offer in order to attract foreign investors.
Basically, the prime minister agreed to all the

conditions. He shared with me that he wanted to
invite True Parents to visit on, an official govern-
ment level. As you know, Father has visited many
nations and has been received by important per-
sons, but this is only the second government-level
invitation extended to True Parents. The first was
North Korea, where Father visited by invitation of
the government.

However, I did not just accept his invitation and
simply thank him. I thanked him for his invitation
to Father, but then I told him, “You should know
that you don’t invite Rev. Moon as a business
leader or for the purpose of joint-
venture research. He is the most impor-
tant person, the one who brings a new
vision to inspire the younger generation
and a new system of thought for edu-
cating the youth. Your nation and your
people absolutely need his teaching.”
The prime minister agreed.

Then I said that before Father and
Mother arrive, I want to visit once more
and educate the nation’s leaders, espe-
cially the commissioner of the educa-
tion department and other high offi-
cials. I said I want to teach a thousand
people about Father’s basic ideology. I
emphasized to him that this is not just a
Unification Church idea, but a teaching
that will call young people to a high
standard of ethics and morality and
bring a renewal of spirit and thought.
He accepted this idea and said he
wanted all students to be educated in
our thought. Actually, they have no
basic principles of education, and the
younger generation is struggling.

. Therefore, this time period is very im-

% accepted my idea and I will go there
l<# again. Even though the potential for

. business investments and joint ventures
is there, I never promised any kind of

| business details or signed any agree-
ment. First, I want to educate them.

Hope for the future

The technicians who went with me
were very moved by our visits to vari-
ous institutes. Their institutes are on such a huge
scale, and their level of technical know-how is
amazing. Father always emphasizes the impor-
tance of technical research for the future of human-
kind. Father especially intends to support Africa
and third-world countries with technical and
economic assistance. These Ukrainian institutes
operate on a low budget, and in the present eco-
nomic situation, wages average less than ten dol-
lars a month. The U.S. dollar is powerful in that
country. After I returned, I realized how important
one dollar is. Small amounts of money can create
a great effect there.

I asked the prime minister, Mr. Kuchma, about
legalizing our church. I confirmed David Stewart
as the present national leader of our Ukrainian
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church after Dr. Joon Ho Seuk chose him. We want
to obtain a building for our church activities;
however, because of government regulations, for-
eigners still have difficulty obtaining buildings,
even though they have money. We have submitted
our application for the legalization of our church
and are waiting for the prime minister’s approval.

The Ukraine is thinking of appointing me to be
their honorary general consul in Seoul. They have
no ambassador in Seoul, so they want to appoint
me to represent them. Actually, I already have a
busy schedule. However, I know well Father’s
sympathy for the former Soviet Union and Fa-
ther’s desire to support them, educate them, and
help rebuild their economic foundation.

The leaders are reading the Divine Principle and
the story of Father’s life. More than us, they like to
read books; we have to publish many books to
introduce Father and the Divine Principle there.
They want materials.

Many of our worldwide leaders have to go
quickly to the former Soviet Union. We need to
educate core members among the local people. As
you have heard, throughout the whole CIS, many
students have graduated from seven- and twenty-
one-day seminars. On the horizontal level many
have attended, but few of them are core leaders.
Therefore, we have to focus quickly to educate
them about Father’s thought and idea.

With the present lack of funds, the economic
situation is difficult, but I found a lot of hope be-
cause their historical foundation is not that of a
poor third-world nation. It is completely different.
Before I went there I was concerned about cold
weather, but Kiev is on the same latitude as
Frankfurt, Germany. Their weather is the same as
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Germany’s. On the Black Sea, there
are many resort areas, where it is
warm. The land is flat and fertile.
Because of the thousand-year
foundation of Orthodox Chris-
tianity, their level of culture and
education is very high. The cities
are well organized; they are mod-
ern in design and similar to Euro-
pean cities.

I suggested to one government
minister that if they sell urban
buildings to Westerners, they
wouldn’t have to be concerned
about funds. Actually, all the city
buildings and the land belong to
the government. If they sell even a
fifth of their buildings to Western-
ers, they would obtain an amazing
amount of money. That official
answered that they had not given
much thought to that possibility.

A more difficult point is that
more than half of the members of
parliament are former communist
party leaders, and they want to
keep the status quo. If even one
building is sold to Westerners,
they worry about the conse-
quences. They are afraid because
they don’t understand the Western
free-market system. However, if
they adopt a free-market system, they would be
able to obtain a lot of resources.

Before the younger generation becomes worse,
we have to lend them a hand and educate the

people. The Ukraine is a
! model country among all the
| former Soviet republics.
Conditions in other countries
are not so.good as those in
Ukraine, so I want to focus
on educating Ukrainians and
quickly develop Father’s
foundation there.

Father and Mother have
not yet decided when to ac-
cept their invitation to visit
Ukraine. The prime minister,
Mr. Kuchma, said they need
{ to give only one month’s
notice prior to their visit. It
depends on Father’s sched-
ule. When Father comes, the
prime minister promised to
gather all leaders to listen to
his teaching. They are start-
ing to respect Father.

linked to Thailand. As our regional direc-
tors, they prayed and gave us spiritual
guidance until our movement was spiri-
tually rebuilt and became spiritually and
financially stable. Thailand was always on
their mind because of their concern for
our situation. From February 21 to 24 of
this year, the Thai leaders were able to
meet with Rev. and Mrs. Kim in Malaysia,
taking with them letters from our impris-
oned members. The Thai leaders returned
with renewed spirit and enthusiasm. It
was shortly after this encounter that our
members were released.

We feel immense gratitude for all the
worldwide membership which prayed for
Thailand and supported our situation
with their sincerity. Since our members’
release, we feel that Satan’s power in the
court case has been greatly reduced, and
the evil power can be more easily defeat-
ed.

ODAY, WE ENTERED into another
I world. In the prison, until the day

we were released, I never felt dis-
tance or separation from anyone. I felt as
if we had been staying together. In the
realm of heart, our relationships can
never be cut away. Sometimes, separa-
tion makes us feel closer to each other.
We worry about each other, and this
makes our relationship with God and
True Parents become reality. I know that
all of our members worried and prayed
for us. In this situation we kept our
heartistic relationship centering on God
and True Parents.

The time passed quickly. However, the
time that has not yet come passes very
slowly. In the future we may have differ-
ent missions, so we cannot meet each oth-
er. If husband and wife separate or go to
another country, we don't feel separation.

God wants true freedom for mankind,
not just the freedom to come and go, but
the freedom to have relationships with
God, True Parents, and brothers and sis-
ters, without limitation. I feel that we just
separated yesterday and then met again.
Our mind can go beyond time and space,
but externally we need freedom, because
we have many things to do.

It
was horrible and terrible. It looked like
the rock bottom of hell. After six months
that jail was destroyed. Before we were
moved from there, I prayed that all the
sorrowful spirits of injustice, pain and
resentment could be liberated.

We were moved to a different prison,
with a better spiritual situation, better
living conditions, and better attitudes on
the part of the guards and prisoners.
Even the court case looked generally
better. It seemed that the power of the
opposite side had become weaker and
our power became stronger. We passed
through the worst level and gained the
respect of the officers and the prisoners.
The situation was so pitiful that we do-
nated a videotape player and recorder to
the prison. We helped them as much as
we could last year.

We heard that Father and Mother
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worried about us and asked about us. We
faced Satan’s evil power and tests, both
'~ internally and externally. I feel grateful
that everyone could keep their faith, even
though it was so difficult. We are making
a new history. We are such a new religion
that no one can immediately accept us.
However, most of you are still here and

| have overcome the persecution. We had

wo weeks before we were captured,

Dr. Lek told me that we might have
to go to jail. He said, “You must prepare
your heart.” So we had prepared our-
selves already.

When we were in jail, Dr. Lek said,
“Where is the Heavenly Kingdom? Is the
Heavenly Kingdom outside? If our mind
is in the Heavenly Kingdom, the Heaven-
ly Kingdom is
here.” We had
confidence be-
cause our brothers
and sisters prayed
for us.

Father received
persecution and
was hurt many
times. Whoever
walks this way of
faith must face
many difficulties.
Many people in
God’s providence,
including True
Parents, went this
way alone. There
were no members
to pray for them.
But we are lucky.

I am thank-
ful that the members prayed for me and
gave me inspiration throughout the
twenty-one months.

I would like to share one small exam-
ple of how God worked miracles in the
jail. When we
slept, the fan
was always
turned on high,
usually to-
wards the
newcomers.
For two
months the fan
blew directly
onme, and |
was always
catching colds.
If I tried to
move [ was al-
ways scolded.
Finally I
couldn’t bear it,
so I prayed for
the fan to be
moved in an-
other direction.
Two days later
the fan was
moved. How-
ever, each time
it was moved
the people would always direct it back
towards me. Then I prayed for the fan to
break. Suddenly, it broke and was not re-
paired for nine or ten months.

I worked in the jewelry section in the
prison. I also studied the Thai language,
because sometimes the police would
come and ask me to sign papers and I
didn’t know what I was signing. I also
wanted to study Thai because I must
work in Thailand.

t's easy for anyone to get arrested here.

One person was sleeping at the bus
stop, and the police put him in jail with
criminal gang charges.

The pressure
makes them turn to a bad life, and they
make friends with other criminals. Finally,
when they graduate from the satanic
course and get out into the world, they
commit crimes.

In prison, I could see the reality of Thai
society.

received our freedom.

We were brought to prison at 7:00 pm.
Everything was so dark there. I saw lots
of tattoos of dragons, snakes, and all
kinds of animals, on the inmates. There
were seven of us, so I wasn’t so afraid.
But if it had been just me, I wouldn’t be
SO sure.

We were given a physical exam, but
the clinic didn’t help the inmates who
were sick. If you went to the clinic com-
plaining of a fever or migraine headache,
they might put an antiseptic on your
forehead. There were a lot of skin dis-
eases, especially fungus and scabies. No
matter how clean I tried to stay, I also got
the fungus. There were thirty people
confined to a room two meters wide by
five meters long. We had only a small
sleeping space, so if I needed to go to the

bathroom during the night, I would be
sure to lose my place. Ninety-five percent
of the prisoners smoked, so the room was
always full of smoke.

The first three to four months, at the
old prison, were the most difficult. Enter-
ing there felt like going into a cave. The
walls were thick, and there was hardly

any ventilation. The people in power
abused their power and anything brutal
could happen. People got beaten with a

~ big stick covered with rubber, which
- caused internal bleeding.

The new inmates were in charge of

g garbage collection. We had to collect ev-

erything, including feces. There was no
toilet in the sleeping room except for a
pan with a piece of wood on top. Every-
body would enter a lottery to decide who
would dump the pan. You needed a good
sense of balance to keep from getting
dirty.

These are people who need to be pro-
tected and cared for because their security
and their rights have been threatened.

Her ninetieth birthday was coming in
January 1993, so I started planning to
give her what I hoped would be the best
birthday ever. She tends to get a bit mel-
ancholy at times (she is Irish, after all)
and occasionally would say that she
wasn'’t looking forward to getting so old.

Including Grandpa, too

At her age, she really isn’t interested
in material gifts. I tried to think of what
would really make her happy, and got a
wonderful inspiration.

When Grandpa died, Grandma estab-
lished a memorial fund at the local library.
My brother and sister and I agreed to
each donate $30 to the fund (a total of
$90); then my mother decided she would
match that, and give $90 as well. Our
birthday gifts were cards with the checks
for the memorial fund. I wrote in my
card that this was the best way that I
could think of to include Grandpa in her
birthday.

My grandfather used to give her yel-
low roses. The florist was out of them, so
I got a corsage of yellow carnations. I
started getting that little tingly feeling
when I found a birthday cake with yellow
roses on top!

Grandma, who never lets her feelings
show, started to cry when she saw every-
thing. Later she said to me, “I want to
make sure I tell you this before you go. I
wasn’t looking forward to turning ninety,
and I really thought that I wouldn't enjoy
this. But having you all remember Grand-
pa like this made me feel like he was here,
too. I'm just so happy. This has been the
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best day!” I was pretty happy too. I felt
that I had been able to make up for my
years of absence and close the gap.

The icing on the cake was back at my
mom’s. She said, “You know, I never
would have thought of getting flowers
or a special cake, but somehow you al-
ways think of those little things that
mean so much.” I felt that I had been
able to return with treasure—the best
treasure of all, true love.

Kansas City history

In 1973, Father came to Kansas City
on the Day of Hope Tour, and declared
that Kansas City is “the very Heart of
America.” Kansas City is unique in
America, in that it is one continuous
metropolitan area that falls equally into
two states, Kansas and Missouri. There
is no geographical boundary between
the two states. The Missouri River was
used as the border between northern
Missouri and Kansas, and the rest of the
boundary was created by surveyors who
just dropped a straight line south from
the bend. The people were already there.

The only division between Kansas
and Missouri for the most part is a road,
called State Line Road. It’s not even a
major street for much of its length. You
can go back and forth between Kansas
and Missouri all day without really pay-
ing attention, and the only thing you
might notice is sometimes the street signs
are a different style. Only the major
highways have signs saying “Welcome
to Missouri” or “Welcome to Kansas.”
Going from one state to the other is

about as meaningful as going from one
zip code to another.

Socially and culturally, Kansas City
and all the connected towns and suburbs
are one entity. Most of the time they only
notice which state they live in when they
vote or pay their taxes. The differences
between the states usually only matter
politically.

As Unificationists we also have a
structure based on a state organization.
Kansas and Missouri are under different
state leaders, and are also in different re-
gions, so we get to work with two differ-
ent regional leaders. This is a really great
opportunity to be able to unite and work
together with a great variety of brothers
and sisters.

There have been Unification members
here in Kansas City since the 1960’s.
Father came in 1965 and blessed our

® holy ground in the City Park, and he

came again in 1973 for the Day of Hope
Twenty-One-City Tour. Over the years
more than fifty members joined here.
However, most of those people were
travelers now going to their diverse
hometowns.

There are only about five members
from Kansas City who joined in Kansas
City. I have heard about people who
grew up in Kansas City and joined in
other places, but I have never actually
met any of them. (For some reason,
Graham runs into them all the time—

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There is one area I have not yet attended to. There
are sections of the world where millions of people
are starving. Who is going to take responsibility for
that? Will America do it? America says no. What
about other advanced nations? The basic concept
is that we should treat people as brothers and
sisters, because that is what God expects us to do.

To be called True Parents is fearful, because I
have to extend my hands to the starving people.
Until I was thirty, there was never a day in my life
when I was not hungry. If your stomach is full,
you cannot lead a religious life. To be hungry is
one of the most unbearable experiences; yet we
challenge it, saying, “I will love God more than I
care about my own hunger.” The three greatest
challenges for an individual to overcome are
hunger, sleep, and sexual temptations. These are
Satan’s three greatest weapons.

I always ate only two meals a day during my
school years. It would be a holy undertaking if all
Unification Church members fasted one meal a day
in order to save the twenty million starving people.
