T
HE title in Korean is "Yollg-gwang Owen Cham Kajong." 
You know what cham kajong means. [True family] And 
yong-gwang means glory Thus the title in English is 
"Glorious True Family" What does glory mean? If we 

analyze the Chinese character for yong, there are two flames 
on top of a roof, and underneath there is a big tree. You can 
see how bright and how glorious it can be. Gwa11g means 
light-shining light. 

Yesterday I returned from Jardim, Brazil, where on July 1 we 
established the Ideal Fan1ily Education Headquarters for World 
Peace. Do you understand the sigIUficance of this? In order to 
build a world of peace, there must be an ideal family as the 
root. Ideal means eternal and unchanging. The ideal world is 
thus an unchanging world. There can only be one ideal world, 
not two. When it comes to the concept of the ideal, absolute, 
eternal, unchanging and unique qualities are involved. First, 
absolute; second, unique; third, unchanging and fourth, eternal. 

These four attributes, as we know, are God's inner attribut­
es. God who is absolute, unique, unchanging and eternal 
wants to see these same attributes in human beings. Since 
Cod desires such a standard, we human beings desire the 
same standard. What is the ideal that God has been longing 
for? And what ideal has humanity been longing for? When 
there is nothing other than an absolute, unique, unchanging 
and eternal standard, then both God and humanity will like 
it. These are the four attributes and the standard that both 
Cod and human beings desire. 

What else does God desire? Money? Knowledge? Power? 
Cod already has these. What is it that God desires the 
most? True love. True love also should be absolute, unique, 
unchanging and eternal. Cod.cannot fulfill true love by 
Himself. Can you fulfill love by yourself? Can I fulfill love 
by myself? \!Ile absolutely need a partner of love in order to 
achieve love. No matter how handsome a man may be, he 
cannot achieve love by himself. No matter how pretty a 
woman may be, she also cannot achieve love by herself. The 
same principle applies to God. No one, including God, can 
fulfill love alone. 

If we are created to fulfill Cod's love, there must be certain 
aspects of ourselves that can help us do so. God needs Adam 
and Eve, who are the center of the universe. In order to fulfill 
their love, Adam and Eve need all things. Of course, God cre­
ated the entire universe and all things for His own enjoyment. 
But human beings also need to have nature as their object and 
love partner so they can find and fulfill love. 

After Cod created Adam, He said it was not good for 
him to be alone. Because Adam looked lonely, Cod created 
Eve as Adam's partner. Then God said it was "very good." 
After God created Adam and gave Adam's love organ con­
vex form, God created Eve as Adam's partner with a con­
cave love organ. Why did God create Adam and Eve's love 
organs in such a way? The reason God said it was good 
after completing the creation of Eve is that He knew Adam 
and Eve could share their love by having these different 
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types of sexual organ-but also because through their love­
making God Himself could simultaneously achieve love. It 
was good for God, good for Eve and good for Adam. With 
reference to what did God say, "It is good."? With reference 
to the sexual organs. 

This is not a strange concept, but because of the fall of 
man, when people consider the meaning or concept of the 
sexual organs they think it is strange and dirty, or embarrass­
ing. Yet the love organ is the origin of life, love and lineage, 
and the source of an eternal spring of love. 

Why did God chase Adam and Eve out of the Garden of 
Eden right after their fall? After Adam and Eve fell, God 
could see clearly that they had lost their purpose because 
their love organs had been contaminated, even destroyed, as 
a result of the fall. 

THE ORIGIN OF FALLEN LINEAGE 

Some people still believe the human fall was caused by 
Adam and Eve's eating a literal fruit. But that is untenable, 
because original sin deals with the issue of lineage. Everyone 
admits that as descendants of the fallen Adam and Eve we 
inherit original sin. How could we inherit original sin apart 
from through having a fallen lineage? We could not. Also, the 
product of original sin is a self-centered way of thinking and 
way of life. Throughout human history, no matter where they 
were, human beings have had a self-centered outlook, and 
have been unable to change that. 

Why do we have two eyes? We have two nostrils and two 
lips, two hands. The power that can combine and harmonize 
two different objects is the power of love. Whenever there is a 
give and take relationship between subject and object, there is 
a centet~ and that center is represented by true love. The con­
cept of true love is that of the original essence of love created 
by God. In this sense we can interpret the human fall as the 
sharing of love without the true love center. Even when we 
consider the functioning of our eyeSight, our two eyes are 
working separately yet they have their control center back 
inside our head. The same is true for our nostrils. The four 
different directions also always have one center. As long as 
east, west, north and south remain constant, there must be 
one unchanging central point. 

EVERY PERSON DESIRES TO BECOME THE CENTER 

No matter how ugly one may be, he or she has the desire 
to become the center of the world. Man desires to become the 
plus center and woman the minus center. This is the way man 
and woman harmonize. Extending this to the natural world, 
we can also see this manifested on the surface of the earth in 
the mountains and the oceans. 

Would you rather God were a female or a male? [Both.] I 
am asking you to choose one now, not both. [Male.] Why? 
Because the male carries the seed of life. Is that tme? Who is

INTERNATIONAL MARRIAGES 

I came up with a brilliant way of harmonizing these two 
completely different ways of life and thinking-through pro­
moting marriages between people from the Orient and the 
West. I am naturally the king of matchmakers and have dealt 
with many Western husband candidates. Among them, usual­
ly seven or eight out of ten wish to have Oriental wives. What 
do you American and Western "vomen want to do, then? You 

·1 cannot find a husband. If all Western men prefer to have Ori­
ental wives, then where can we find husbands for the West­
ern women? [In the East.] Koreans and other Oriental men are 
not very big. If the woman is tall and the man is short, how 
can they achieve balance? HOIvever, there is no other choice. 
After sincere study and research, I came up with this solution. 
If men and women from enemy families, enemy nations and 
enemy races marry in order to build a world of peace, then 
naturally there will be peace. A world of peace and natural 
harmony will be established. Do you think this is possible? 
Yes it is, because the spirit Ivorld is Eke this. A world in 
which the children of former enemies marry, and in which 
enemies give their blessing to each other's children when 
they marry, and pray for their happiness-that world will 
become the true world of unification, harmony and peace. 
Amen. Do you want to say amen to that? [Amen!] Don't you 
feel good after you shout it out? 

Many Americans dislike Korean people. They do not like 
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to hear the name "Reverend Moon." Many dislike that Kore­
an man and believe he is the worst kind of person. They want 
to shout, "Reverend Moon, go horne." Most American people 
have been thinking that way up to now, wanting to push me 
out, haven't they? This is undeniable. 

What about you? Do you welcome True Father? [Yes l ] You 
like True Father because he always gives you tlee word of 
truth and treats you well. But if instead I were to come every 
day to scold and criticize you, would you still like me? Who 
would run away first, Japanese women, American women or 
Korean women? American women would leave first, Japanese 
women second, and Korean women third. Do you like Kore­
ans? [Yes.] In general Americans and Japanese do not like the 
Korean people. Then how can I recommend marriages be­
tween people from these countries? The entire world can be 
unified through this kind of exchange. 

Whom do you Western sisters like more, Japanese people 
or Korean people? [Both.] Between Korean men and Japan­
ese men, which has a more manly physique? Wherever they 
go, Korean men always create waves, or cause some kind of 
problem. They are world-level troublemakers. Why is that? 
Wherever they go, Korean men usually have a tendency to 
buy expensive and good quality clothes. Even though the 
food in their home may be really humble, or there mav not 
even be enough money to buy food, they always spend 
extra money to buy good clothing and show off. Also, when 
it comes to giving tips, they are generous. When giving 
gifts, a Japanese person may divide one gift into ten parts 
and give one small part each time, but Koreans do not cal­
culate like that. If they have a big gift to give they will just 
give it, then forget about it. That is why wherever Koreans 
go, women like them. Why is that? There is no correspond­
ing word in English, but Korean men are great fun, well­
dressed, handsome and versatile. That is why they are wel­
come wherever they go. They can sing, they are artistic, 
they converse well. Reverend Moon exemplifies such Kore­
an men, wouldn't you agree?1

Is there anyone of you who does not want your family to 
become a glorious true family? Does everyone want that? At 
over seventy years of age, I may think and worry about hav­
ing a glorious true family, wondering, as seventy years have 
already passed how I can achieve that. However, don't you 
think that, as young people in your twenties, thirties and for­
ties, you still have plenty of time to make your family a glori­
ous true family? But doesn't someone like me, who is over 70 
years old, still have time? Why do I have hope? Because the 
spirit world exists, there is hope. Once we enter heaven in the 
spirit world, we remain at our prime of life for eternity. Also, 
as we keep improving our internal qualities, our appearance 
becomes more beautiful and more inspiring. Once we know 
the reality of the spirit world we can immediately be connect­
ed to it. Because of the human fall, however, up until now 
human beings on earth have not understood the reality of the 
spirit world.

In the spirit worldl love will shine like light because 
that is the origin of our life. Just as in this earthly 
world the sun is the source of lifel when we enter 

the spirit world God himsblf will shine like the sun. 

What about the Unification Church-what should we do? 
This is where we should seek to realize a glorious true family 
within our own families. Those of you who have confidence 
that you will never die, raise your hands. In this area, every­
one is equal. Whoever yOLl are, you have to pass into the spir­
it world. The origin of this vertical aspect of reality is God. 
The origin is not the things of the earthly world that change, 
but the unchanging bone-like aspect that is God. Our mind 
will be in the position of flesh in the spirit world. Where does 
this mind stem from? From our parents' true love. In the spir­
it world, therefore, the bone of our being will be true love. 1£ 
one strand of my hair were to be really studied under a mic­
roscope, then everything about me could be understood 
through my DNA. By the same token, because God is the ori­
gin of this bone-the entire spirit world-when we enter the 
spirit world we can encounter God's attributes and character­
istics by meeting God's representatives there. 

In the spirit world, love will shine like light because that is 
the origin of our life. Just as in this earthly world the sun is 
the source of life, when we enter the spirit world God Him­
self will shine like the sun. Every existing being in the spirit 
world will turn tm·vard God, toward God's light of love. Then 
as long as we as individuals are ready to receive this love 
light from God, just as when a light is turned on the bulb 
immediately passes an electrical current and glows, we too 
will be able to glow. Thus, in the spirit world people will 
shine like stars. There will be sun, moon and stars: the sun 
and moon representing the king and queen, and stars repre­
senting the people. There will be only one sun and one moon, 
Father and Mother, but there will be many stars of differing 
sizl' and brightness. 

Once we leave this earthly world and enter the spiritual 
world we can travel anywhere. We can even penetrate this 
planet, passing through its waters and even through the earth 
itself. As long as we go with God's true love, nothing will 
stand in our way. The speed of light is equivalent to going 
around the earth seven and a half times per second. But the 
speed of love is millions of times faster than the speed of 
light. It is just a matter of thought. As long as you have true 
love as your motivation, then the vast spirit world is your 
arena to move around in. 

If that kind of world is waiting for us and we are to playa 
major role there, do you think we have to carry this phYSical 
flesh with us when we go to the spirit world or just leave it 
behind? Then, is it better to live a shorter earthly life or a 
longer one? Do you want to live here longer? In this earthly 
life, if we want to travel ten miles we need a car, or if we 
walk that distance we will sweat-there are always such limi­
tations here, aren't there? Which would be better, to pass into 
the spirit world as an elementary school-age child, or to reach 
adulthood and receive a PhD.? [Receive the Ph.D.] Why? 
Those who have a doctorate may feel, "Well now I have com­
pleted my studies, so r do not have to read any more books," 
but elementary school children will continue studying. In this 
earthly world we are frequently told to do good deeds and to 
serve others, yet we usually do not. After we enter the spirit 
world, if we have not trained ourselves we will not be in a 

good situation. 
What do we call a funeral service in Unificationist terms? 

[Seung Hwa.] The Seung Hwa, or Ascension Ceremony. What 
does this ceremony mean? It signifies that we are ascending 
to another dimension. Although it is like moving from one 
house to another/ we go vertically into a world of another 
dimension. This earthly world is the limited, finite world. But 
we are talking about moving on to an infinite and unlimited 
world. There are all kinds of restrictions here, but in that 
other dimension everything is wide open. There are no limita­
tions. A glorious true family is a family that is happy in this 
earthly world as well as in the spiritual world. The Owner 
and Center of the spirit world is God. A glorious true family 
is a family in which the Owner and Center of the universe 
can dwell, a family that brings eternal joy. In such a family, 
husband and wife appreciate one another eternally, because 
only one's spouse can be one's eternal partner in love. 

Even God needs a true love partner. Who is in the position 
of God's love partner? When we say "man," of course we 
mean man and woman together, humankind. Centering on 
true love/ man as the plus figure and woman as the minus 
figure should become one. Is that true? We resemble God's 
invisible original sung sang and hyung sang. When this invis­
ible, original sung sang and hyung sang of God divides into 
visible sung sang and hyung sang, it manifests as man and 
woman-plus and minus-both having equal value. 

[Father refers to the blackboard] So we can say this is the 
physical world and that is the spiritual world. From here we 
can reach the conclusion of the origin-division-union theory. 
In the individual, the mind is in the position of plus and the 
body in the position of minus. It is the same for both man and 
woman. They should become one. Man represents plus and 
woman minus. But when it comes to the individual, we all 
want to become the center of the human race. Then we need 
our family. We want to become the center of our family, the 
center of our tribe, the center of our people, the center of the 
world and the center of the cosmos. Like it or not, we all have 
the desire to become the center of all these different levels. 
Viewed vertically, expansion from the individual leads to the 
cosmic level. FollOWing this principle, there should be just 
one nation. 

THE FULFILLMENT OF GOD'S LOVE 

Through having a give and take relationship, there will be 
spherical movement in a complete circle. One cannot form a 
sphere by oneself; there is always the need for an object. A 
man wants to have the best woman in the world; a woman 
wants to have the best man. Is that true? God has the same 
desire. God wants to have a partner in love who is better than 
Himself. That is why we have the same kind of desire. When 
we marry we want our spouse to be thousands of times better 
than ourselves. 

The same principle applies when we have children. Adam 
and Eve are in the position of the children of God, but in front 
of God, Adam and Eve are, as a couple, in the position of 
object-similar to the relationship between husband and wife. 
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To perfect CadIs cherished ideall man and womanl 

representing the complementary aspects of CadI 
must become one through love. 

If God is in the position of husband, Adam and Eve are in the 
position of wife. With reference to the origin-division-union 
theory, man is in the position of God's original sung sang and 
woman is in the position of God's original hyung sang. This 
is why we absolutely must unite our mind and body. Because 
of the fall of man, this oneness between the original mind and 
the body was destroyed and broken. The history of restora­
tion became necessary in order to mend this. Of course, God's 
inner sung sang manifests in man and woman differently. The 
ideal of God's love does not manifest in them as individuals, 
however. It will only manifest when they become one as plus 
and minus through their conjugal relationship. This is the 
process to fulfill God's love. To perfect God's cherished ideal, 
man and woman, representing the complementary aspects of 
God, must become one through love-including physically. 
God can thus wear a physical body through Adam and Eve as 
they become one with Him. 

Without man and woman experiencing the marriage rela­
tionship their bodies cannot become one. Only through mar­
riage can they be united. Their minds become one to begin 
with, then their bodies follow suit. God's mind is thus mani­
fested as plus and minus through man and woman, then 
through marriage God's love is revealed. This is the culminat­
ing point at which man's mind and woman's mind, hus­
band's mind and wife's mind, become one. God's mind and 
the human mind meet there also, and become one. 

Then who is the owner or center of love? When there is 
lovemaking horizontally between husband and wife, God 
comes down and appears in the center. Vertically speaking, 
origin-division-union action takes place here centering on 
love. Origin-division-union action begins with each individ­
ual. Then, as we become one through the conjugal relation­
ship, God descends to that point, and this again becomes the 
union. This is the unity of mind and body, or shimshi71 ilche. 
The husband's mind and body become one, and the wife's 
mind and body become one. Then, through marriage, hus­
band and wife become one. Thus, shimshi71 ilche means the 
total oneness of mind and body as well as the realization of 
oneness between husband and wife, and even between God 
and man. Complete unity occurs. Through this vertical and 
horizontal process of origin, division, and union God can 
wear physical bodies such as those of Adam and Eve. In other 
words, the invisible God can appear as the visible God 
through Adam and Eve. That is why perfected Adam's family 
would have been called God's family, God's descendants and 
God's children-because God would have manifested 
through Adam's family physically. 

THE CONSEQUENCES OF THE FALL 

Had the fall of man not occurred, there would be no con­
flict between mind and body in human beings. There would 
automatically be absolute oneness between mind and body, 
and between man and woman. Perfected man and woman 
would eventually become perfected husband and wife, and 
God would come down to them and remain as their center. 
Then after passing into the spirit world, this true family 
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would live with God for eternity. God would be able to 
dwell in such a glorious true family. Man is in the position 
of God's sung sang and woman in the position of God's 
hyung sang. They must therefore become one. Of course, it 
is the same for you: your mind aspect and your body aspect 
should be united totally in oneness with your wife's mind 
aspect and body aspect. Mind to mind and body to body. 
When such oneness occurs, God can come down and dwell 
within you. 

Had Adam and Eve not fallen, God would have taken 
dominion over the entire world through them. Although that 
was not possible due to the fall, a new era has now dawned 
in which God is working through the True Parents, just as He 
originally would have through Adam and Eve. In this way, 
the invisible God wears a visible shape. He is incarnate in the 
True Parents. That is why even if you go to the spirit world 
you cannot see God. Once the Kingdom of God on earth and 
in heaven is established, however, God will reveal Himself as 
a visible God. 

As a result of the fall of man there have been many differ­
ent standards by which people have lived in this earthly 
world. There have been both good people and bad. That is 
"'vhy in the spirit world there are different levels including 
paradise and hell. In God's original blueprint, however, the 
spirit world was not to consist of different levels. Only now 
that the time has come in this physical world when the 
Kingdom of God is being C'stablished will the entire spirit 
world achieve one level. It will be the Kingdom of God in 
heaven throughout. 

After the fall led to the emergence of different standards 
on earth, they carried over into the spirit world. The level of 
existence one has in the spirit world is determined by the 
quality of one's life on earth. Since human history began cen­
tered on false parents, neither the spirit world nor the earthly 
world is the heavenly world God desires. How then can we 
create the world of God's original desire? 

The Second Advent means that the True Parents have 
appeared on earth. False parents made the earth into a place 
of falsehood that needs to be restored. Based on True Parents' 
original true love, the outlook and experience of individuals, 
families, tribes and the nation should be combined to create 
one nation under God, and one world under God. Do you 
understand? The concept in America of one nation under God 
is not enough. It should be one world under God. One cos­
mos under God. True, absolute love, the seed that links every­
thing throughout the world, should have dominion. The fall­
en world was established and has developed without this 
seed, however. This world filled with the results of the fall 
must diminish. Only the concept of the Kingdom of Heaven 
is to remain. Do you understand? 

The blood lineage of the fallen world is a false one. The 
true blood lineage of God's original world should link every­
thing together. How can the Unification Church initiate the 
realization of that original world? Through marriage. Mar­
riage is the way to engraft the family. The family and tribe 
were lost at the outset through illicit love. In the present time, 
the preblessing of many existing marriages is connecting

these families with true love. Preblessing is a method of 
engrafting all the families of the human race. Do you under­

I stand? That is the final purpose - the cutting away of Satan's 
blood lineage and cleaning up of the fallen world. Without 
making such a foundation, God cannot descend and work on 

I earth. 
The American-style system in which you grew up is not 

yet ideal! America does not belong to God's world, but is on 
I Satan's side, which is a multi-changeable realm. A changeable 

America and a changeable world are hell, not the Kingdom of 
I Heaven. Satan is dragging down all humanjty, making this 

the worst kind of world. How can we prevent that, and win 
the world back for God's side? Our mission and responsibili­
ty, as well as the power to accomplish this, are evidenced in 
our Unification activities. 

The direction to God's kingdom is 180 degrees opposite to 
the direction of Satan's world of hell. Immorality is rampant 
throughout the secular world today. If you follow a path 
opposite to the trends of the secular world, you can be sure 
you are on the right track to heaven. 

What are the four major attributes of God? He is absolute, 
unique, unchanging and eternal. In the relationship between 
God and humankind, God is in the position of subject and we 
are in the position of object. We must therefore establish a 
family based on a standard commensurate with these attrib­

I, utes of God. It is logical to say that since God is absolute, 
unique, unchanging and eternal, the love partner God seeks 
should be also. When God created this universe, He invested 
an absolute standard of faith, love and obedience into His 
work of creation. He applied absolute faith, love and obedi­
ence from the outset. He created everything based on such an 
absolute foundation, nothing less. The standard God estab-

I lished for His creation was thus one of absolute faith, 
absolute love and absolute obedience. When God created 
human beings He applied absolute faith, and gave His 
absolute love. To raise and nurture them He practiced 
absolute obedience. 

When there is absolute trust between husband and wife in 
the marriage relationship, then love flO\vs naturally between 
them. This illustrates the concept of true love following 
absolute faith. Within absolute faith, the seed of absolute love 
is automatically planted. When this seed of absolute love ger­
minates, new buds can be seen opening. Then you must nur­
ture them. God invested Himself completely into setting that 
up, because He wanted to secure a partner in love who was 
hundreds of thousands of times better than Himself. That is 
why God applied absolute obedience in nurturing Adam and 
Eve. Absolute obedience means investing absolutely, forget­
ting what you have invested, and continuing on without ceas­
ing. Do you understand? 

The concept I have mentioned about partners-that we 
wish for a partner thousands of times better than ourselves­
is because of the very principle that God Himself applied toI His creation. All things began their existence on that founda­
tion. Just as in the relationship between man and woman love 
flows from plus to minus and makes a complete circle, this is 
precisely the principle God follows, giving of Himself one 
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hundred percent, forgetting what He has given, and giving 
again and again. That is true love. 

IDEAL FAMILY EDUCATION 

True Father's first declaration in Jardim is related with a 
new Garden of Eden. In the first Garden of Eden, God invest­
ed absolute faith, love and obedience in His work of creation. 
By the same token, in this era of the new Garden of Eden we 
human beings should be able to apply absolute faith, love 
and obedience in our relationship with nature, just as God 
did. We received this standard from God, so we have to pass 
on this same standard to all things, to the natural world. 

That is why I proclaimed absolute faith, love and obedi­

ence. Within that standard there is no concept of the fall.
 
Based on such an absolute standard humankind can take
 
dominion over nature because all things were created on
 
that absolute foundation with nothing to do with the fall.
 
Man has to rise to that level so as to be able to take domin­

ion over nature.
 

When we study the history of the Unification Church
 
blessing, we see that by fulfilling the blessing of 360 million
 
couples, the twelfth level blessing will be accomplished. This
 
new era, in which we can live with God by establishing an
 
ideal, glorious true family, is therefore now dawning.
 

I will soon return to Jardim, as it is there that I have now 
established the headquarters at which I wilJ educate ideal 
families for world peace. Our blessed couples have been 
growing vertically, but as yet have no foundation horizontal­
ly. We will be able to establish that through the special train­
ing course offered in Jardim, by following Father's teaching 
and directions. During forty days of education and training, 
the participants can inherit True Parents' foundation on the 
individual, family, tribe, and national levels-up to the cos­
mic level-and thereby horizontally attain and enjoy the level 
of a true ideal family. 

EIGHT STAGES OF RESTORATION 

Adam and Eve, who were originally to become the sinless, 
perfected ancestors and True Parents of humankind, perpe­
trated the human fall. That is why True Father himself, in the 
position of the restored, perfected Adam, had to pass through

I all eight stages of restoration. As blessed couples, however, 
we have been merely following in Father's footsteps, in the I 
position of the archangel-not as the satanic archangel, but as 
the heavenly-side archangel. Now is the time, however, when 
you must reach Adam's level. To accomplish that you must be I 
able to inherit everything I have accomplished and the victo­
ries I have won until now. This is the education and training I 
course I am offering you at the Jardim education headquar­
ters. That is why I am emphasizing that the entire family, the 
four position foundation of parents and children, should par- I 
ticipate there together. 

Moreover, as a tribal messiah you should bring your tribe I 
of 160 families. As they complete this education, there will be

training in Alaska. It was Hyun Jin 
Nim's desire to train and educate those 
in responsible positions to fully recog­

nize the desire and 
direction of True 
Parents and True 
Family so that they 
will be better pre­
pared to guide al( 
other blessed chil­
dren. And he 
hoped that this 
physically and 
mentally challeng­
ing experience of 
hunting and fish­
ing in Alaska 
would be a means 
through which to 
build the internal 
qualities required 
for young people 
to become qualified 
future leaders. 

It took seven days of hard driving for 
our two vehicles to reach Anchorage. 
Every day of the trip was a valuable 
time of learning and reflection, through 
Hyun Jin Nim's guidance and following 
the Hoon Dok Hae tradition, among 
other things. Once we arrived at Kodi­
ak, we spent the next forty days fishing 
and hunting, where we were continu­
ously guided by Hyun Jin Nim as well 
as True Parents. 

Hyun Jin Nim spent part of the train­
ing time to hunt for a Yukon moose, the 
largest species of the deer family. He 
invited three people on this trip to yet 
another part of Alaska called IIyamna; 
Ian Reid, an American member with 
much hunting experience, In Bong Lee, 
a second generation member from the 
Korean Headquarters' Culture Depart­
ment who was to videotape the trip, 
and myself. 

After preparationpf food and gear, 
the four of us first flew to Anchorage 
and then to Ilyamna. From there we 
were to reach our campsite on the south­
ern part of Ilyanma Lake in a small, 
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single-propeller, four-seater Cessna. To 
our dismay, however, we were informed 
by the pilot just minutes before our 
flight that we would have to leave 
behind a sign.ificant amount of weight 
and volume from our supplies. We 
madly scrambled through the ten days' 
worth of food and gear to reduce its vol­
ume, and to stuff as much as possible in 
the boxes. After the initial chaos was 
over and everyone had reached the base 
camp by the beach, what had originally 
been eleven boxes was reduced to only 
three. Furthermore, we realized that one 
of the boxes with with smaller pieces of 
equipment on top was filled with choco­
lates and candies underneath. 

After such a rough start, Hyun Jin 
Nim and the three of us headed inland 
and from early the next morning began 
the extremely challenging process of 
hunting for the trophy moose the local 
hunters had told us about. And for the 
next seven days, we would leave the 
camp as early as 3:00 a.m. and return to 
base as late as 2:30 a.m. 

One of the reasons this hunt was 
very tough was the terrain. The area 
was filled with patches of marsh, 
lakes, hills and valleys of soft mossy 
ground, and heavily wooded brush. 
And because there were no tall moun­
tains to give us a high-elevation van­
tage point to scan and shoot, it was 
necessary to constantly walk around in 
search of the moose. It was typical for 
us to walk 10 to 15 miles a day in that 
rough terrain with equipment on our 
back. A moose also has keen hearing 
and sense of smell, and sharp vision, 
and is very adept at hiding itself in the 
thick brush. 

Despite every day's ceaseless effort, 
each day's hard hunt resulted in futili­
ty, as we could not even sight a single 
bull moose. Various techniques such as 
bull- and cow-calls as well as hiding 
out in a covered area also did not seem 
to work. It was even more phYSically 
challenging because of our extremely 
short food supply, not to mention 
hordes of mosquitoes and blood-suck­
ing gnats, and being constantly soaked 
because of the marshy terrain. We 
could only afford to have a packet of 
oatmeal in the mornings, chocolates 
and beef-jerky for lunch, and some 
canned food for dinner. 

As our food supply dwindled to 
only bread and some butter, and as 
the last day of the moose season drew 
near, Hyun Jin :<im seemed very dis­
appointed--and the three of us had 
almost concluded that there was prob­
ably no moose in the area and that we 
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should just end the seemingly fruit­
less effort. Yet, Hyun Jin Nim told us 
that he was not about to quit and he 
would stay to find that trophy moose 
even by himself. 

When the pilot arrived to pick us up 
the next day, which was the last day of 
the moose hunting season, Hyun Jin 
Nim told him to fly back in the follow­
ing day so that he could hunt until the 
day was over. We set out for one final 
attempt at finding the moose at 4:30 in 
the afternoon. We had only about three 
hours to find and shoot the moose 
before sunset. 

Having walked for about 45 min­
utes, Hyun Jin Nim told In Bong and 
myself to wait while he and Ian 
searched for the moose. We sat and 
waited for about two hours. As it was 
beginning to get dark, we began to 
wonder why they were not coming 
back. Then at that moment, we heard 

Hyun lin Nim told us 
that he was not about 
to quit and he would 

stay...even by himself. 

the first gun shot. There followed a sec­
ond, a third, and a final shot. Not 
knowing what to make of those shots 
we waited a long 30 minutes for any 
news. Then to our elation, we heard 
Hyun Jin Nim calling from a distance. 
We ran toward his voice and there was 
Hyun Jin Nim, very excited and exhila­
rated, who told us that he had finally 
shot a very big bull moose. 

When we ran to the site, we saw a 
huge, dark animal with enormous 
antlers such as I had only seen in post 
cards. Hyun Jin -'Jim and the three of us 
were extremely happy and grateful. 
Hyun Jin Nim patted the moose, thank­
ing him and Heavenly Father. It was 
quickly getting dark and we began to 
take all the edible meat from the moose 
as required by regulation, which totals 
over 800 pounds from a 1,300 pound 
animal. By midnight, we had filled our 
back-racks with 100 to 150 pounds of 
meat. And we began the most difficult 
phase of the moose hunt-carrying 
those enormous loads back to our camp, 
miles away. 

With such a load on our back, it was 
impossible to stand up on our own. 
One person had to take off his back­
rack and help another person up, and 
that person would help the other peo­
ple stand up. The top heavy load also 

made it difficult to balance oneself. In 
such rough terrain and in pitch dark 
with only one small flashlight, taking 
even one step was a grueling challenge. 
We had also practically run out of food 
that day. Yet, we took one step at a time 
toward the base, sometimes tripping or 
falling on our back. We were sweating

buckets and our arms were becoming 
numb due to the heavy pressure on the 
shoulders. But every time it almost 
became unbearable to take any more 
steps, Hyun Jin Nim strongly encour­
aged us, "Don't think about the pain. 
Forget the pain and concentrate on 
moving your legs forward." 

By the time we arrived at the base it 
was 2:30 in the morning. After some rest 
we had to make two more such trips to 
bring back the rest of the meat, and the 
moose rack [antlers]. When the plane 
landed on the lake at about 6:00 in the 
evening, we had just finished the final 
trip and had begun packing our gear to 
go back. 

We left Ilyamna and arrived at 
Anchorage the next day. We learned 
that True Parents were also coming to 
Anchorage and were expecting Hyun 
Jin Nim's return. Many Alaska mem­
bers gathered at the airport together 
with Hyun Jin im for their arrival. 
When True Parents got off the plane, 
they were extremely happy to see 
Hyun Jin Nim had returned safely and 
especially with a huge lwphy bull 
moose. Soon they had to fly back to 
New York and Hyun Jin Nim's group 
headed back to Kodiak for the rest of 
the training. 

Despite the tremendously challeng­
ing and difficult nature of this experi­
ence, I "vas truly grateful to Heavenly 
Father for protecting everyone on the 
trip and especially for haVing provided 
us with the biggest bull moose in the 
area. Byun Jin Nim mentioned that 
such blessing could only come about 
because of the perseverance and 
unyielding effort. Heavenly Father was, 
in a way, testing to see whether the futil­
ity of the first six days' efforts would 
cause us to give up and not see it 
through until the final moment. 
Although the three of us were ready to 
give up, I believe Hyun Jin Nim's perse­
verance allowed God to finally bless us 
greatly in the final hour of the final day 
of the season. III

[Editor's note: As there has recently been great emphasis on the spirit 
world and our relationship with that realm, these historic words of 
Father's are especially relevant today. They were originally recorded at 
Father's meetings with members and guests at church centers through­
out the United States in March and April of 1965] 

I have some question about my capability in performing 
my mission. If I am to receive spiritual support, this will 
help a great deal. 

If you have determination, the power will follow. When 
Moses saw his people suffering in Egypt, he felt indignant. 
Out of strong patriotism and love for his people, he killed one 
of the Egyptians. We do not condone murder, but by this act 
Moses demonstrated his determination to help the chosen 
people of God. Because of that determination, God called 
him. So your determination is required first. Then power will 
be given. 

The call of God comes suddenly. God may have prepared 
for a long time, but it appears to the recipient that the call is 
very sudden. Noah was called suddenly, Moses was called 
suddenly and unexpectedly, Mary was called unexpectedly 
and she conceived Jesus. God's call comes to you unexpected­
ly, although God may have been preparing you for a long 
time. Go with faith l When you do your utmost, God is 
responsible to help you. I have been dedicating and commit­
ting myself to this cause from my adolescence. I have suffered 
so much, but I am only happy because I am so sure. I was 
raised in a middle-class farmer's house and had a good edu­
cation. I am a capable person. Why should I give up all things 
to choose this way of suffering, rejection and persecution? 
Because I am so sure l There is no shadow of doubt. I am now 
determined and ready to face the opposition and persecution 
of the whole world. Judging from my experience, this is 
worth doing for a man. 

We never know the providence behind our lives. There is 
no accidental event. We were strangers, but we met and feel 
now so close to one another. 

Live and Feel the Divine Principle 
I would like to advise you who are studying the Principle. 

I shed so many tears in discovering the Principle, particularly 
with such historical figures as Adam, Cain, Abel, Noah, Abra­
ham, Jacob, Moses, Jesus, and so on. In finding those events 
and the persons who played roles in the fulfillment of God's 
dispensation and failed, in finding the history of the provi­
dence of God's restoration, I shed so many tears. I not only 
understood the Principle, but lived it. When I came to the fall 
of Adam and Eve, I felt as if it were my own business. I felt 
the sorrow of God to see Adam's fall. I felt Adam's sorrow in 
himself. It was not Adam's story, but mine. I felt the story of 
Cain and Abel as my own. Through their mistake, God felt so 
much sorrow, and I felt the same. I felt the same with Noah, 
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Abraham, Jacob, Moses, Jesus. In each event, I put myself in 
the position of those involved and felt with them, and with 
God, all throughout history. It is not someone else's history, 
but my own life. 

The history of restoration is a chain of sacrificial altars 
erected by God's servants. You must build an altar of sacri­
fice, an altar of tears. Many servants of God, patriarchs and 
prophets, sacrificed their lives to fulfill God's will in their 
own field. They prayed so much and shed so many tears, that 
you could say they built an altar of tears. The history of God's 
providence of restoration is, after all, the chain of such altars: 
Whenever His servants erected such an altar with their tears, 
God's tears were shed with theirs. They were His representa­
tives, so their sacrifice was the Father's sacrifice, their tears 
were His tears. We say that our Father suffered for 6,000 years 
because His servants suffered all throughout history. 

I want you not only to study the Principle, but to live it 
and feel it, then you will shed tears for each event, and feel 
with those involved. Make it your own. Take upon yourself 
the responSibility. When I read the account of Moses, I feel as 
if I bear the whole responSibility of Moses. When I read about 
Jesus, I feel as if I were in Jesus' place. I want you to place 
yourself in their positions and make the history of restoration 
your own. 

God is your Father. Why is His business not your busi­
ness? Why is His suffering not your suffering? Why is His 
work not your work? Do not expect God to comfort you. You 
must comfort Him' Our Father is most miserable. When I 
was imprisoned under the Communist regime, I purposely 
avoided praying because when I prayed I could feel the tears 
and sorrow of God. Instead, I sang to please and comfort 
God so that He would not feel more sorrow for me. You 
must be dutiful children to God and comfort Him. The resto­
ration of the United States is God's work, therefore, it is your 
work. The restoration of the whole world is your work, 
because it is your Father's work. Should you not be busy? 
He is busy! When do you have time to do anything besides 
your Father's business? 

When you speak of identifying with the prophets and 
patriarchs of history, do you mean some kind of deep medita­
tion or self-hypnosis? 

As you read, as you witness, as you teach, put yourselves 
into their positions and think, for instance, "If I were Moses, 
how difficult would it be to lead 600,000 people into the wil­
derness? They constantly complain, they are so stubborn and 
disobedient. How would I feel with this difficult task ahead 
of me?" In that way, you put yourself in the place of those 
men of history. 

I have paid so much indemnity, and the people of the world 
receive the benefit from this suffering and merit. Even though I

Dr. Sang Hun Lee 

New- Revelations about
 
Life in the Spirit World
 

[Editor's note: This is the sixth illstallment 
in a series of revelations received from Or. 
Sang Hun Lee who passed into the spirit 
world on March 22, 1997. Or. Lee pioneered 
the systematization of Unification Thought 
and Victory Over Communism (VOC) theo­
ry as an application of Father's thought. He 
served as president of the Unification 
Thought Institute for many years. He and 
his wife participated in the 36 Couples 
Blessing in 1961. They have three children. 
Or. Lee was 84 years old when he ascended 
to the spiritual world. These messages were 
received from Or. Lee through Mrs. Young 
Soon Kim.] 

Hideki Tojo 
May 21,1998 
Tojo was the Japanese II/ilitarist war minis­
ter, and later prime minister, who advocated 
and led Japan's policy of total warfare in the 
Pacific in the early 1940s. 

Most people in Japan share a national 
trait whereby they tend to rely on a god 
in all things. Most households follow 
one form of faith or another. This person 
TOjo, though, insisted throughout his life 
that the god of his own self was superior 
to all others. His incredible pomposity, 
arrogance and sense of superiority were 
far greater than any belief he might have 
had in a divine being. Simply put, his 
idea was: "There is no God-He is dead. 
So, follow me, instead." 

It was only natural, then, that I 
would be curious to find out about this 
person's position and life in the spirit 
world. At first, I was not able to meet 
him. Later, I began to look for him at the 
direction of True Parents. The thoughts 
and curiosity of True Parents became 
my motivation to seek him out. 

I had to go into a place where there 
were no mountains or rivers. As I began 
to search this area, I could not help but 
wonder whether it was possible for any­
one to live there. Then, in one particular 
place, I began to hear a strange sound, 
as if someone was moaning in agony. It 
sounded like he was in a great deal of 
pain. The sound was coming from a 
structure that could hardly be called a 
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Part VI 

house. It was more like something that 
the nomadic peoples in tropical areas of 
the earth build and then tear down 
when they eventually move on. I looked 
more closely, and I began to see signs of 
human life in this structure. There were 
a few other structures similar to this one 
scattered about the area. 

I opened the door, whjch was little 
more than a piece of tree bark. Inside, 1 
discovered that a few men wer using 
this place to live. One of them was ill. I 
asked the others whether the man had a 
headache, but they said they didn't know. 
I said a prayer for them. Then, I placed 
my hand on the one that was sick, and 
began to pray for him to be healed. 

"I pray in the name of the one who 
has come as the messenger of God. Let 
the pain that this man suffers subside," I 
said. He immediately stopped his moan­
ing and sat up. Then, he asked me, 
"Who are you that you are able to save 
me from my suffering?" I asked him to 
identify himself to me first He bowed 
his head, and told me that because I had 
relieved him of his pain he would con­
sider me to be his teacher, and his god 
For this reason, he said, he would tell 
me what I wanted to know. "My name 
is Tojo. While I was on earth, I denied 

was to give him salvation. As soon as I 
said that, his body began to tremble. He 
bowed over and over again and 
tl'<inked me profusely. 

I sdid to him, "The reason I started 
looking for you was that the Reverend 
Sun Myung Moon, who is the True Par­
ent living on earth, told me to come see 
how you are living here and then con­
vey this information to the people on 
earth. I received God's permission and 
camp here as quickly as I could." 

lajo said, "Th~ True Parent is your par­
ent, so how is it that he wanted to find me? 
For what reason did he want to find me?" 

I continul'L1 to (·xplain to him about 
True Parents. I told rum that the True 
Parent is not only my phYSical father but 
also the messiah at the Second Advent 
who comes as the father of all people. 
Tojo wanted to know whethel~ if the True 
Parent was the father of all humanity, 
then could he also be the father a some­
one like him, Tojo. This was the chance I 
had been waiting for. I told him, "Yes, 
that's right. If you just hear the ideas of 
the Messiah and believe, then you, too, 
can be his child." He immediately began 
saying "Thank you, Thank you, Thank 
you very much" over and over. I asked if 
he wanted to hear my lecture, and he 

I also told him that my purpose for coming that day 
was to give him salvation.

the existence of God. Instead, I claimed 
that I myself was a god. But when my 
physical body expired and I came to this 
place, I discovered that there was no 
place for me. I tried living in the jungle. 
I tried going under water. I went many 
places, but r couldn't find anyone who 
would be glad to see me. r finally settled 
here on this barren plain. People are so 
scarce here that even if I cry out in pain 
no one knows. Sir, you are my god. 
Please save me." I told him that I was 
errand-boy sent by God. J also told him 
that my purpose for coming that day 

said that he would be glad to hear any­
thing that I had to say, because I was the 
person who had saved him. So, I said I 
would give him a small lecture right 
there. I took the content that is normally 
given over three days and poured it out 
to him all at once. First, I lectured the 
content of The Messiah: His Advent and 
the Purpose of His Second Coming and I 
explained to him the reality of God's 
existence. Then I poured out the contents 
of Unification Thought and Victory Over 
Communism Thought. He seemed total­
ly captivated by the words. Then, he 
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began to cry. "I, Tojo, deserve to be pun­
ished in front of all the people of the 
world, because I was so arrogant as to 
put myself in the place of my God." He 
confessed that he was a sinner among 
sinners, and asked me to tell him what to 
do. He asked me to save him. I told him: 
"Sometime in the future, the Messiah 
will also come to this world. Until then, 
let's work together to spread his words." 
He looked very surprised by this, and 
said, "If we do that, I will only bring you 
harm. If you work with me, then you 
will be attacked, too." He asked it there 
was any other way that he could be 
saved. I told him, This is the only way, so 
let's wait for the Messiah with a heart of 
atonement. I asked him to pray, offer 
expressions of his devotion and assist me 
in my work. After that, I returned. 

KOREAN CHRISTIAN LEADERS 

Hwal-Ian Kim 
Prominent in the Christian community of 
the early 1950s, Mrs. Kit/'! was president of 
Ewha Women's University when student 
members of the Unification Church were 
expelled and prOfessors dismissed. 

Hwal-lan Kim was a very famous 
woman on earth, who took pride in the 
fact that she had graduated from the 
most prestigious academic institutions. 
She led a life of faith based on certain 
strong convictions about God, and 
many people looked up to her as a 
member of the elite. The question, 
though, is whether a member of the 
highest elite on earth can also receive an 
elite position in the spiritual world. 

I visited a club of Christians one day 
not long after I came to the spiritual 
world. The people there were waiting 
earnestly for the Lord to come on the 
clouds so much so that they had created 
an effigy of the Lord and hung it from a 
cloud. They were praying and express­
ing their longing for the Lord. I also saw 
a painting of Jesus there, but Jesus him­
self was not in the club. There are many 
such clubs formed by Christians gather­
ing together among themselves. 

I visited the clubs, because I was 
searching for a specific person. Even 
more than the pain that she had caused 
the members of our 36 Blessed Couples, 
I was curious to know the outcome of 
her erroneous judgements about God. 
One day, I found her. I came across a 
woman in a rather unusual club of 
Christians consisting of members of the 
upper class. The woman was preaching 
very energetically, and I went in and lis­
tened to what she had to say. 
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She was saying basically that, since 
the Lord who is to return had not yet 
come, it was the responSibility of women 
to hold candlelight vigils and pray until 
the day of his coming. We should not be 
derelict in expressing the devotion of the 
bride as she waits for her bridegroom, 
she said. She called on her listeners to 
join together in prayer until the day of 
the Lord's return. 

1, Sang Hun Lee, stood in the back of 
the crowd and clapped very loudly. I did 
so, because I wanted her to notice me so 
that I might have a chance to meet her. 
Instead, though, I found that the entire 
crowd turned around to look at me. 
Hwal-Ian Kim suddenly appeared 
directly in front of me, and greeted me 
very politely. I introduced myself as a 
messenger from God. She said, "You 
look like a respectable person, but why 
do you joke with us? A messenger from 
God?" Many people were focusing their 
attention on me. I continued to lead the 
conversation in a direction to where I 
would be able to declare the coming of 
the Messiah. "Madam Kim," I said, "the 
Messiah already returned a long time 
ago. Your education of brides here is 
mistaken. I'm sure Jesus knows this, too. 
The Lord has come. He came a long time 
ago, and he is working hard for the 
building of the Kingdom of Heaven, for 
the establishment of world peace and for 
the salvation of humanity." She respond­
ed: "That's what the heretics say." Then, 
I continued in a very earnest tone, "Will 
you listen to me while I talk a little 
about what the heretics say? If you can 
show me that what I say is mistaken, 
then I will be glad to study under you." 

Most of the people in the crowd were 
women, and they agreed that they 
wanted to hear what I had to say. I 
knew this was my chance. I explained 
about The Messiah: His Advent and the 
Purpose of His Second Coming. I used a 
detailed historical chart to talk about the 
parallel providential periods for the 
coming of the Messiah, and compared it 
to the present age so that they could 
understand for themselves that this was 
the time for his return. I also talked 
about the issue of Jesus' crucifixion, and 
how the Lord at the Second Advent 
would have to carryon the work that 
Jesus had begun. Then, I put a question 
to the crowd at large, and particularly to 
Hwal-Ian Kim. "Am I a fraudulent mes­
senger? Is the content that 1 have intro­
duced here in error? Doesn't it agree 
with the general principle? There are 
many areas of detail. If you like, I can 
talk about those at another time." Hwal­
Ian Kim raised her hand to ask a ques­

tion. "Why did you come here? Whom 
did you come to see?" I told her that I 
had come to meet Hwal-Ian Kim. Then, 
I began to talk about True Parents. 

I asked her whether she remembered 
the name, Sun MYlIng Moon. She said 
she did not. I asked her again, but again 
she said she recalled no one by that 
name. In that case, I said, "Do you 
remember hearing about the Unification 
Church?" She thought for a while, and 
said that indeed she did recall hearing 
something about that. 1said: "Do you 
know who is the founder of the Unifica­
tion Church?" Finally, then, she was 
able to remember Reverend Moon's 
name. 

"The gentleman who founded the 
Unification Church is the one who is 
the Lord at the Second Advent and the 
True Parents. He is now shedding his 
blood and sweat on earth for the sake 
of human salvation." Hwal-Ian Kim's 
face turned as red as a beet. "Then, I 
am a terrible sinner," she said. "Have 
you come to take me away as a crimi­
na!?" I told her it was not for me to 
determine whether the term criminal 
applied to her. This is something that 
only God and Madam Kim herself 
could judge. The other members of the 
crowd were very curious. Madam Kim 
and I were talking about the coming of 
the Lord at the Second Advent, but 
they had no way of knowing who we 
were talking about. Hwal-Ian Kim sug­
gested that the two of us meet later in 
private. I told her then that I would 
end my lecture for the day. I offered to 
return the next day, if she wanted, to 
lecture the Divine PrinCiple. Hwal-Ian 
Kim seemed very dissatisfied with this. 
She said her group would have a meet­
ing and decide what would be a good 
time for me to come. One woman in 
the group, though, raised her hand and 
said: "I want to hear what you have to 
say. Let's listen to him." Others then 
joined in with her in a chorus of, "Let's 
listen to him. Let's listen to him." I lec­
tured here for three days. Everyone 
wept and prayed and sang hymns. We 
began singing When the Bridegroom 
Comes, which is hymn number 162 in 
the Korean Christian hymnal and has 
the refrain "Prepare, Prepare." It made 
quite a ruckus. Many members on 
earth, especially those who were forced 
to terminate their studies at Ewha 
Women's University, are interested to 
know what has become of Hwal-Ian 
Kim. Hwal-Ian Kim kept beating her 
breast with her fists and shouting, 
"Lord, Lord, what should be done with 
this sinner? Lord, Lord, please save me, 
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as I am a sinner." Later, Hwal-Ian Kim 
met with me, and sincerely apologized 
for what she had done on earth. She 
asked me what she should do for the 
sake of those who had suffered as a 
result of her actions. I told her that she 
should work for the sake of the coming 
Lord. She should take fulJ charge of the 
task to go to all women Christians and 
bear witness that Reverend Sun Myung 
Moon is the Lord who has come on 
earth, that he is the True Parents and 
the Savior, the parents of all humanity. 
She smiled and said she would do this 
work to the best of her ability with a 
heart of atonement. It made me happy 
to have overcome these people, but I 
also felt a certain bitterness to think of 
how they once left a terrible mark on 
our providential history. 

Question: How is it that a person who 
opposed our will so vehemently is able to 
live in such tranquility? 

Answer: A person who was recognized 
on earth as an intellectual of the highest 
order and who served God and made 
many great efforts during her life is now 
consigned to a lower realm of the spiri­
tual world where Jesus does not live. Is 
it accurate, then, to describe this per­
son's position as tranquil? 

The Family of Maria Park 
Vice president of Ewha University, Maria 
Park was instrumental in the decision to 
oust Unification Church members from 
the university in 1955. 

God, who rules over all things creat­
ed, spoke as follows: "Sang Hun, it may 
seem to you that people live according 
to their own wills, but it is only when 
the direction of their will is consistent 
with that of God's will that they can be 
said to be following a true path." I was 
curious to know why God had spoken 

that we were going. 
The woman told me that the place 

where God had told me to go and see 
was not a pleasant place. After we had 
traveled a certain distance, the woman 
told me to stop and wait. She called a 
man to where we were, and invited him 
to accompany us on our journey. I felt 
strange in my heart, but I continued to 
follow along. 

Where is this? I could see a large gate 
that looked similar to the prison gates 
on earth. It was very high and tightly 
closed. But then, what is this? After 
waiting for a long time, the man who 
had traveled with us said something, 
and the gate suddenly opened wide. We 
went in. I could hardly believe what 1 
saw there. The people were all people, 
but they didn't have the form of normal 
humans. There were crying people, 
fighting people, people who have been 
struck with a sword, people with 
crooked eyes, people biting on a stick, 
people with their hands behind their 
backs, people with their feet sticking up 
in the air, people with blood pouring 
from their bellies, people with blood 
flowing from their ears, people with 
malformed hands, feet and ears. The 
place was filled with people whose 
appearances are difficult to describe 
with words. As they moved along, each 
person kept repeating his or her particu­
lar motion, so the group had the appear­
ance of a colony of people suffering 
from physical disabilities. This was real­
ly strange. 1was curious to know why 
God had sent me to such a place. As I 
stood there feeling pain in my heart 
over what I was witnessing, the woman 
who had come with me called to me 
and motioned for me to look in a certain 
direction. There she is, she said. The 
person that God wanted you to see is 
over there. I looked in the direction she 
pointed, and saw a woman who was 
holding her lips with her hand. Her

these words to me, and I waited for 
Him to explain. Then, one day, God told 
me: "There is a particular place where 
you must visit today".

He was in a permanent pose of 
standing behind his father with a knife 
in his raised hand. The woman looked 
at me and suggested we return to God. I 
offered a prayer to God in this place. 

Please 
liberate these people before True Parents 
come here and see them in their present 
form." No one, though, responded to 
my prayer. As I traveled back through 
the large gate, I was thinking: What is to 
be done about this gruesome Sight? 
How am I to show this to True Parents? 
I called out to God, and He responded: 
"Sang Hun, is there pain in your heart?" 
I just began to cry before God. God told 
me: "Sang Hun, it's not something for 
you to cry about. I wanted you to see 
this, because it's something for which 
you have to bear responsibility. You 
must tell my children to live good lives. 
For the people in that place, the path of 
salvation will not be easy. Tell my chil­
dren to live good lives on earth before 
they come here. Do you understand my 
meaning? Sang Hun, I'm asking you." 
Then, God was silent. 

Park Tae-sun 
The leader of a powerful Christian movement 
in the fifties and sixties, Elder Park was in a 
]ohn-the-Baptist position to Father, yet could 
not live up to that calling. 

When Elder Park was on earth, he 
was venerated so highly that his 
authority seemed to rival that of a god. 
Next, 1 would like to describe this per­
son's appearance and life in the spiritu­
al world. I found Elder Park living in a 
community of regular Christians. The 
standard of these Christians, though, 
was not that of faithful people who had 
lived in attendance of the Lord. Instead, 
their standard was that of people who 
had put only a little effort into their 
faith. So, for example, when they sang 
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hynms or prayed they didn't know the 
words very well. They were novice 
believers. Elder Park was among them. 
I have never conversed with this per­
son. The reason I have not been in a 
hurry to speak with him is that it is 
obvious that he is purposely hiding 
himself in an area that is not appropri­
ate to his position. From what I've seen, 
I can tell that his faith was based on an 
arrogant heart, and that he became 
intoxicated in his mission. In this 
world, he is living in a place that is con­
siderably distant from God. He still 
does not understand his position. He 
lives among novice believers and still 
holds on to his past domain. I will let 
some more time pass before meeting 
him. Next is the life of regular Christian 
ministers. In the Christian realm that I 
have seen, I have not come across any­
thing remarkable with regard to minis­
ters. I have not found a situation where 
a minister who was specially revered 
on earth has been given a special posi­
tion here. What I have noticed is that 
even if a person is given the position of 
minister on earth, here he may not have 
that position. I have not yet seen the 
ministers who opposed us. In hell, or in 
the place that is called heaven, there is 
no sign indicating where the ministers 
are, so I have not been able to find 
them. This is something that I am plan­
ning to do in the future. 

KOREA'S POLITICAL LEADERS 

Syngman Rhee 
First president (1948-60) of the Republic of 
Korea following the division of the peninsula 
at the end of World War IT, and a strong anti­
Communist, Syngman Rhee was ultimately 
forced from power for alleged election rigging. 

I was curious to find out about how 
people who had been president of a 
country were living in the spiritual 
world.

cannot thank God enough for help­

ing me afford the recent opportu ni­
ty to visit New Hope East Garden 

in Jardim, Brazil-or rather to return 
home, since I was born and raised in a 
small city only 500 kilometers further 
south. I came to this area this past 
August in order to take part in the first 
American 40-day workshop in New 
Hope East Garden. "New Hope East 
Garden" is, of course, the legal entity 
comprising what was formally known 
simpy as New Hope Farm, but it has 
grown so large, with innumerable edu­
cational and business sub-entities, that 
the word farm became misleading. 
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This corporation now includes, or will 
soon include, a secondary school, a 
university, a hospital, an educational 
center, a hotel, a research institute, 
many scenic properties, businesses 
such as agriculture, ostrich farming, 
fish and escargot farming, ecotourism, 
and engineering, construction, fiber­
glass and machinery firms. And this is 
only the tip of the proverbial iceberg in 
terms of developmental plans. 

The first thing I noticed in my travels 
to Jardim is that Father is known in this 
state of Mato Grosso do SuI simply as 
'0 Reverendo' (the Reverend). As we 
travelled from Campo Grande to Jardim 
by bus I felt the need to speak about 
Fath~r and the principle. I stood up in 
the bus and began reading the Today's 
World and made sure people could see 
our Father's picture. Well, I noticed a 
great deal of interest from my new 
friends: "Do you work with 0 Reveren­
do?" I was asked. Good guestion, I 
thought And the whole trip I was able

' 
to speak about our Father's vision and 
doctrine'. I can not imagine a better way 
to travel to the farm. 

There is certainly a great deal of 
interest in our Father in this state. To 
the citizens in this underdeveloped 
region, Father represents hope as they 
eagerly look to him to usher in a new 
era of prosperity. 

After several hours in the bus and a 
short drive to the Farm (at the end of 48 
hours in airports and planes due to 
some "technical" difficulties), I finally 
crossed the recently inaugurated bridge 
which takes us to the main educational 
center. Just two years ago, the route to 
the farm involved fifty minutes over a 
very rough and sometimes impossible to 
travel dirt road, and one would arrive at 
a tent and bamboo settlement. Now one 
travels via an asphalt highway, and the 
tent and bamboo settlement is a bright­
ly-lit village of beautiful buildings, 
including a large meeting hall, a two­
story restaurant, and enough individual 
rooms with private baths to accommo­
date 1,000 people. The top of the restau­
rant also serves as a conference center, 
and it was in the southeast wing of this 
conference center that the American 40­
day workshop was being held. 

This is the place where heaven is to 
begin. To top it aU, the great breeze 
makes you feel like God is saying, "Wel­
come, I am here! You are at My home!" I 
immediately joined the workshop and 
was able to attend father's speech-one 
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of many he gave at this first workshop. 
The meeting room which can accom­

modate 1,200 people and has a large 
stage and high ceiling, was fully deco­
rated with the bright faces of our Japan­
ese brothers and sisters-over 300 fami­
lies-and the 300 Korean families 
likewise bring a great deal of spirit and 
dignity to the floor. The small American 
contingent-ll families-sat in the back 
where we could receive interpretation. 

Father's message that first night was 
about our commitment during these 
times: absolute love, absolute faith and 
absolute obedience. 

Certainly not a new message but one 
that had a whole new impact when heard 
here in this developing model village, set 
up in a floral and faunal paradise. With 
Father looking at us, we can sense the 
intensity of his heart. The heart of a father 
wanting his children to become a unigue 
reflection of divinity, and of a father 
wanting to be loved and understood. I 
wish I could whisper into Father's ears a 
word of love. But he has heard so many 
false words over the years that the 
thought causes pained reflections. 

During the time I was there, Father 
addressed the members many times. 
Every morning, True Parents would 
gather with all the members for pledge, 
prayer and Hoon Dok Hae. Late at night 
True Father would once again share 
with the members. At times, we were 
laughing with joy, at another moment 
we could hear the whisper of the wind 
and the gasp of our brothers and sisters 
as our Father addressed them in Japan­
ese, guietly. Even without understand­
ing the language, we were caught up in 
the moment, just watching our Japanese 
brothers and sisters weeping as Father 
spoke in hushed, tearful tones. 

The giant faith of the Japanese is mov­
ing beyond words. Under the leadership 
of Mr. Hideo Oyamada, the Eve National 
Messiah of Brazil, the Japanese members 
live a life of service at New Hope East 
Garden reflecting their service to True 
Parents throughout the world-a service 
of great sacrifice. History will record that 
these faithful brothers and espeCially sis­
ters carried our movement during times 
when we could not imagine going down 
such a thorny path. 

The schedule at this 40-day work­
shop did not have the intensity one 
finds at the Chung Pyung workshops. 
Here the premium is placed on personal 
and family reflection, and experiencing 
the Principle and Father's words in a 

paradise-like setting. Surrounded by 
beautiful trees, macaws and coatis, in an 
environment where chirping insects and 
croaking frogs replace traffic noise, and 
walks on dirt roads replace traffic con­
gestion, the Principle seems to come 
alive. Many participants, and especially 
my husband, have commented on how 
many intense insights one can get from 
studying Principle and Father's words 
in such an environment. The laws of the 
universe, the meaning of unconditional 
love and richness of interpersonal rela­
tionships, and the basic principles of 
creation, all become so much more clear. 
Father has stated that one must leave 
the cities in order to better understand 
the Principle. That becomes much more 
clear here. The schedule also includes 
tours to other properties owned in the 
area, including the Salobra Hotel in the 
Pantanal area, the Fuerte Olimpo work­
shop area on the Paraguay River, and 
the Rio Perdido, which is a beautiful, 
clear river with shoals in which beauti­
ful fish are visible. 

IndiVidually, the families walk to the 
ostrich farm, or take a tour to the escar­
got farm nearby. This workshop is for 
couples and families-not individuals. 
Many individuals without their spouse 
were guite distressed when realizing the 
fullness of the blessing available was re­
served for families. Indeed, as we know, 
it is couples and families that will enter 
the Kingdom of Heaven together, not 
individuals, and thus the registration for 
the Kingdom of Heaven requires a fami­
ly or couple registering together. 

All the sounds of love can be heard 
at this educational center of New Hope 
East Garden. The squawks of the paired 
macaws, the chirps of crickets, the low 
bellows of the wild rheas on the proper­
ty, the occasional chattering of monkeys, 
the calls of the parrots, and the croaks of 
innumerable frogs pierce the air. But the 
most beautiful sounds were those of the 
words of harmony among oW' brothers 
and sisters gathered from the far corners 
of the world, engaged in constructing a 
literal Garden of Eden on the earth.!l.

a new registration of each tribe. Without this we cannot create 
a heavenly nation. Seven generations should register as a 
tribe. We should be able to maintain that connection with 
True Parents' ovm lineage all the way down to the seventh 
generation. Only then can we clearly claim to be able to enter 
the kingdom. 

The condition is being set for the True Father to be pro­
claimed as king of all the holy, uniallen families in the uni­
verse. The 360 Million Couples Blessing means giving the 
blessing to 720 million adults. If we estimate that there are, 
say, 3 or 4 children in each family we are talking about more 
than 3 billion people throughout the world-which is over 
half the world's population. And if we include their relatives 
and in-laws, we are reaching the entire human race. Through 
this condition, the True Family can stand in a position above 
all families and proclaim the holy family among all the 
world's families. 

As long as human history continues, people will constantly 
study what I have accomplished through this 360 Million 
Couples BleSSing-and how and why. They will eventually 
come to know that this was the condition to build the King­
dom of God here on earth, and eventually in heaven. It will 
be through studying about the 360 Million Couples Blessing 
that future generations will find the way to eradicate the 
satanic lineage and enter heaven. 

How can we eliminate the basis of the satanic lineage? God 
never wanted to see this dark reality. True Parents are there­
fore working to clean up this earth. I understand clearly how 
this can be done. I am cleaning up the entire world so that no 
remnant of the fall will remain. There will exist only the state 
of perfection which was originally to have expanded from the 
individual to the worldwide level in the (;J.rden of Eden, cen­
tering on the true love lineage of True Parents. The lineage of 
Satan will not exist there. 

To eliminate the satanic lineage, I have established three 
different holy wine ceremonies. When babies receive the holy 
wine through their mother's womb, we call this the ceremony 
of rebirth. When children prior to adulthood drink it-or 
receive it in some other way such as through holy candy-we 
call that the ceremony of resurrection. And when the holy 
wine is dnmk at the marriage blessing ceremony, then we call 
it the ceremony of eternal life. At that point, the blood lineage 
is finally changed and purified. 

Since we are not yet in the era of perfection, even when 
you blessed wives conceive a child you have to drink holy 
wine for your child to go through the ceremony of rebirth. So 
there is a difference: people from the fallen world need to par­
ticipate in three different stages-the ceremonies of rebirth, 
resurrection and eternal life. However, the children of blessed 
couples should go through only two-the ceremonies of 
rebirth and eternal life. Because we are not yet living in a 
world of perfection, even blessed couples should participate 
in these two holy wine ceremonies. 
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Due to the particular significance of this era and the condi­
tions that have been established, we can inherit God's attrib­
utes by participating in the Jardim education. We can become 
absolute parents, unique parents, unchanging parents, eternal 
parents. It is the same for children and for couples: absolute, 
unique, unchanging and eternal children, and absolute, 
unique, unchanging and eternal couples. These same attribut­
es and standard can be settled for the first time in an absolute, 
unique, unchanging and eternal family. The automatic place 
of settlement of such a family is the Kingdom of Heaven, both 
on earth and in the spirit world where it will dwell eternally 
dedicated to and centered on God and true love. All couples 
will be cOlmected together on the foundation of that same 
family standard and will have the same value. It will be a 
place of no obstacles, to which God can freely come down 
and dwell. This will be what we call the Kingdom of Heaven 
on earth. Is this clear? Living in the Kingdom of Heaven on 
earth will lead automatically to living in the Kingdom of 
Heaven in the spirit world. Absolute family, unique family, 
unchanging family, eternal family. God can automatically and 
freely dwell in such a home. Unless a family achieves such an 
absolute standard, God cannot be present. 

Once a man reaches this point then for the first time he can 
say, "I am an absolute man, a unique man, an unchanging 
and eternal man." You have not had this concept. You need to 
recite this ten times, a thousand times, or a hundred million 
times in a loud voice: "I am an absolute being, a unique 
being, an unchanging being, an eternal being-like God. God 
is my Father. I am connected to His blood lineage. By center­
ing on true love and be practicing true love I can be one body 
with Him." Do you understand? A person who has become 
one body with God takes the position to represent Him. 

The original human value was lost and we came to a posi­
tion lower than that of any animal. How miserable is our situ­
ation l How did this happen? Through our receiving the illicit 
blood lineage of Satan. God did not want this. 

GOD'S POSITION AFTER THE FALL 

In the midst of this fallen reality God's position is one of 
love. His expectation towards fallen humanity is that they 
come to have the ability to love an enemy's child more than a 
child of their own direct lineage. Without taking that kind of 
action, Satan's side cannot be eradicated from this fallen 
world. How miserable God's situation has been throughout 
the course of prOVidential history until now. How much effort 
God has been investing from the viewpoint of the providence 
of restoration. Why has he done that? To save you. To see the 
ideal of one man, one woman.

and the sovereignty of the king were aU lost. With the expan­
sion of the Christian cultural sphere over the following two 
thousand years, the worldwide foundation for the Second 
Advent was established. The Lord of the Second Advent's 
mission is not on the family or national level, but on the 
worldwide level. Had the Christian world united with him 
after the Second World War it would have been possible to 
clean up the world within the 7-year period from 1945 to 
1952. Then all humankind could have been blessed at one 
time. It would have been no problem to give the blessing to 
the entire existing world population of 3 billion in one day. 
Instead, however, he was chased out into the wilderness. 

All the families of the world could have been given the 
blessing at once, thus creating one direction according to 
God's purpose. After I was chased out into the wilderness, 
however, that hope was lost. Because all the Christian clergy 
opposed me, the entire foundation that had been prepared 
worldwide was lost. That is, it was taken over by Satan. This 
included America, England and France. Communism then 
took increasing control of the free world. In order to regain 
that lost foundation, I stood and fought and turned the situa­
tion around. Do you understand? 

America stands for "one nation under God." But God's 
concept is one world under God. How can the American peo­
ple change their concept to that of one world under God? 
When we tell the American people that they have to change 
their concept they reply, "1\:0, we are the world leaders." God 
does not recognize that kind of position. America has to 
embrace the concept of one world, one cosmos under God. 
Otherwise, America cannot continue to lead the world. 

One race of people can not be in control forever. There can 
be no racism if God is at the center. America is a proud cul­
ture, proud of its political power. Political power, economic 
power and military power did not exist in the Carden of 
Eden. The way in which the free world is going is neither the 
way of perfection nor the way of settlement. It is headed in 
the worst possible direction. America is declining: it is perish­
ing and without the power to rise again. Its only hope is Rev­
erend Moon. Do you understand? 

If we look at America, are there any real, true couples 
there? Are there any true children, true grandfathers, or true 
parents?

The second Jardim declaration thus explains that vve 
have to establish absolute, unique, unchanging, and eter­
nal value on the parents' level, children's level and conju­
gal level. This will expand to the tribal, national and 
worldwide levels and ultimately to the eternal Kingdom 
of Heaven on earth. This is God's originally intended 
ideal of creation. The family will be linked with an 
absolute tribe, absolute nation, absolute world, absolute 
Kingdom of Heaven, and absolute owner-God.

have gone through such a difficult way, 
you can go an easy way. I have led a 
vicarious life already. You receive so 
much benefit just by identifying your 
feelings with mine. I have inherited the 
mission and the work of Jesus and suc­
ceeded him in doing this work. I am 
fulfilling what Jesus left undone. The 
grateful heart feels gratitude to the 
father for what the father has done for 
the son. The restoration of the world is your work because it is 
my work. God wants you to be one with me. Identify yourself 
with me, with Jesus, with Moses. But the present is more 
important. The fastest way to grow spiritually is to identify 
yourself with God and with the one who is with him. 

Among people with whom I discuss anything religious, the 
word "vicarious" is one they shy away from. They do not 
believe anything can happen vicariously, but only directly to 
oneself and that each person makes his own future and must 
pay his own karma or acquire his own blessings. From what 
you say, it is quite possible to transfer this. Is it certainly 
transferred through the generations on one family tree? 

Yes. We have two purposes in our life. One is the purpose 
of our own life. The other is the purpose of our life in relation 
to others, to our family, our nation or the whole world. For 
instance, in Jesus' case, he had the purpose of his own life as 
well as the purpose of the whole world. His death not only 
ended his own life, but ended his influence on the whole 
world. So when one who has a greater mission, one for the 
whole world rather than just himself-suppose he fails in his 
mission, or makes some mistake, then this mistake affects the 
whole world. 

This is a true story that I heard directly from the person 
involved, a middle-aged woman who about 10 years ago had 
the power of healing. She had a friend who had an only son 
who was very ill. The friend asked the healer to pray for the 
son. Usually she could heal immediately, but she prayed and 
prayed for her friend's son with no effect. He was not healed. 
One day a voice asked her, "Do you mind paying any price?" 
She said, "No, I don't mind." She did everything she could to 
heal the son, and on the third day the diseased boy was 
healed. Right after that, the healer's only son died. He had 
been very healthy. The healer was so shocked that she lost her 
mind. She became insane and wandered in the streets. On the 
fortieth day after her son's death, she was walking on a broad 
street in the middle of the day when her son appeared to her 
in spirit. He was holding up both hands in the air, and said, 
"Mother, why are you crying? Stop crying! I am now in such 
a position that I could not possibly achieve with both my 
good life and the life of the other boy." The blessings and 
privileges of both lives were added to him. "Because of your 
prayer, I paid for his life. Therefore, I have been doubly 
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blessed, which I could never have achieved for myself. Be 
grateful for this. Do not cry any more." The healer came back 
to herself. God had asked her if she minded paying any price 
for the life of her friend's son, and not realizing what would 
be demanded, she said yes. In this way she paid a price for 
the benefit of others. This was vicarious payment. Therefore, 
it was rewarded to her son. 

If there is no vicarious atonement, then there is no sense in 
believing in Jesus. How could he take away your sin or help 
you? Yes, it does exist. Of course, you cannot escape the 
results of that which you cause. But someone who loves you 
and prays for you can help you. We must not depend upon 
others, of course. 

It is human nature to be proud of your good ancestors. 
Why? Because you received the inheritance from them. If you 
have good ancestors, so much you receive good elements by 
nature. We cannot be isolated from our background. Also 
what we do affects our offspring. Thus it says in the Bible, 
"The father's sins will be visited upon the children to the 
third and fourth generations." It is also said, "I will reward 
your descendants." All this is true. 

I do not feel worthy to talk to God yet, but I feel perfectly 
free to talk with spirits who I feel are working with me. 

Since the woman had the power of healing given her by 
God so that she could help people, within the limit of that 
power which God gave her she has the right to insist. She 
could say to God, "You have given me the power to heal peo­
ple. Why don't you heal this boy?" Within the limit of your 
mission, you can exercise authority, power and right, and 
insist that God help you. The boy's life-span was short, and 
she was insisting. So God said, "If you are so faithful to your 
mission and wish to heal this person whose life-span is so 
short, then I must extend his life-span."

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Pure Love Alliance Tour in Japan and Korea

I MAGINE marching in line under pour­
ing monsoon rain with 300 other 
people. Sound like an army? Close. 

This is what it was like during many of 
our marches during the Pure Love '98 
tour across Japan and Korea. It was an 
all-out war against free sex. Dressed in 
our blue 'PLA' (Pure Love Alliance) 
caps, Pure Love '98 T-shirts and blue 
shorts, we were ready to fight with our 
banners, placards, and slogans such as 
'One love, one life, one man, one wife!' 
In less than three weeks we hit five 
cities in Japan and three in Korea, 
blitzkrieg-style, then concluded it all 
with an intense three days at Chung 
Pyung Lake. Although it was tough 
physically as we were always on the go, 
this year's tour was not only an eye­
opening cultural experience, but a heart­
moving life experience. 

Our first and most important city in 
Japan was Tokyo. The outcome of the 
Tokyo rally would set the tone for the 
rest of the Japanese cities. Hundreds 
showed up at Yoyogi ?ark in the heart of 
Tokyo and proved to a be a loyal and 
supportive crowd even under the heavy 
rain. I had the honor of being chosen as 
the student speaker from America. Actu­
ally, I had volunteered the night before, 
prepared the speech that morning in less 
than thirty minutes, and then just prayed 
desperately as I waited my turn to go on 
stage. As the rally schedule kept chang­
ing by the minute, I wasn't even certain 
that I would give my speech until one 
minute prior to going on stage. I felt that 
through my being able to keep a prayer­
ful heart however, God let me give my 
speech and that He helped me do it with 
much confidence and passion. The rally 
in Tokyo was a success. The Associated 
Press covered our event, allowing news 
of the Pure Love Alliance in Tokyo to be 
in newspapers all over the globe. In fact, 
we got more media coverage there than 
at any other rally in Japan. 

The Tokyo rally was followed by a 
rally in Osaka (held indoors), and one in 
Nagoya. After each rally, we marched 
through the busy downtown streets in 
these cities, attracting much attention 
from skeptical young people. As I stared 

I into these people's eyes, I kept a smiling 
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face to inspire them about purity, but 
deep inside my heart was crying out. 
Sometimes tears almost did surface, as I 
thought of how much God loves and 
longs for each and every one of them. As 
my brothers and sisters, I felt I missed 
them and loved them so much, too. I just 
wished that they could come back home, 
back home to God's love. As I thought of 
this, my heart always became more des­
perate to spread the message of absti­
nence before marriage and fidelity with­
in, to all of Japan and the world. 

In Hiroshima, I was privileged to be 
able to act upon my heart's desire by 
collecting signatures for the 'Pure Love 
Pledge' from people on the streets dur­
ing the march there. Even though that 
morning we had seen how silent the city 
had been some fifty-three years earlier 
after the A-bomb had been dropped, 
that afternoon there were so many peo­
ple coming and going in such a hurry, I 
didn't know who to approach first. I did 
approach many people but few even 
smiled and fewer still stopped to listen 
and signed the pledge. Once again I had 
a taste of God's heart. 

There was more of a joyful spirit at 
our last Japanese rally, held in Fukuoka. 
Everyone patiently endured the hour 
and a half-long rally sitting in the blaz­
ing sun, then gave their best during this 
final march in Japan. The chanting grew 
louder towards the end, turning into a 
celebration of our victory. The president 
of the PLA, Mr. Robert Kittel announced 
that although we had very little media 
coverage, we were able to meet several 
high-ranking government officials in the 
education department and discuss the 
issue of pure love. He also mentioned 
that our victory was each participant's 
personal growth. Indeed, many of us 
reached our limitations during our stay 
in Japan. But, we quickly learned to be 
grateful; for instance, to never ask what 
we were eating, just eat it, and to be glad 
to at least have a place to sleep, even if it 
meant using a sleeping bag. 

The atmosphere was completely differ­
ent in Korea. From the outside the coun­
try seemed a bit untidy. However, the 
Korean PLA members, who hosted the 
rallies, were bursting with enthusiasm. 
For example, they had created a cute song 
and dance about purity to be sung during 

I acts during the rallies and at the conclu­

sian of each rally they burned a hand­
made "Free Sex Man" to signify the end 
of free sex. We rallied in Pusan, Taejon 
and Seoul, and as the Korean people have 
a strong sense of family values ingrained 
in their culture, we seemed more wel­
comed by the public and the media than 
in Japan and were even broadcast on 
national television after the Pusan rally. 

Even after all the rallies and marches 
were over we received many blessings. 
First of all, we received from True Moth­
er a personal breakfast invitation to 
Hannam-dong (True Parents' home in 
Seoul) at which time Hoon Sook Nim 
gave us a moving talk before flying to 
Russia for a ballet competition. Then we 
had the chance to see North Korea from 
a park along the border. There we held a 
special ceremony at which time we 
prayed for the unification of North and 
South Korea. As we left the border, we 
parted, some in tears, with our Korean 
brothers and sisters with whom we had 
built close ties, and headed to our final 
destination, Chung Pyung Lake. 
Although we had been yelling and 
screaming for purity for several weeks 
before going to Chung Pyung, Daemo­
nim told us many of us were not living 
the ideal of purity. However, the three­
day workshop at Chung Pyung allowed 
us to take a deep look inside ourselves, 
and to truly repent and purify our spir­
its. To me, this workshop was the best 
way to end the tour and prepare to face 
life in a world of free sex because it 
allowed much time for personal reflec­
tion, prayer and re-determination. 

As I look through my pictures of the 
tour, I realize how close I became to the 
other participants and that together we 
made memories that will last a lifetime. 
I am grateful for the experience I had, 
not only in reaching out to the youth of 
Japan and Korea, but in stretching my 
heart to embrace the people I ate, slept, 
and bathed with each day. Pure Love '98 
gave me profound understanding of the 
importance of purity and the determina­
tion to practice purity in its complete 
sense, and I can't wait for all the new 
experiences I'll have on Pure Love '99, 
wherever it will take me'll.
