The Value of These 365 Days

The second part of Rev. Kwak's speech at the celebration of
True Parents’ Birthday in Korea, February 21, 1999

ATHER is someone who can neither follow nor
resemble the things of the world. Everything he
does is as a pioneer, and unique. His life is such
an intense one. He constantly connects any and
every area to God’s unified purpose of creation and
the completion of God's will, always linking them to
the overall purpose of the entire world and all human-
kind. That is why words such as unification, world
peace and international are frequently included in the
names of the organizations he has founded. [Rev. Kwak
here mentioned a number of the organizations established
by Father in past years, which, for reasons of space, we have
omitted —Editor] While embracing the external world
in this way and aligning it with the path toward world
peace, he concluded by establishing the Family Federa-
tion for World Peace and Unification (FFWPU), which,
on the hitherto established foundation, is eventually to
become the most front line of True Parents’ organiza-
tions in the internal sense. From this point on, and into
the eternal future world, True Parents will be leading
the Family Federation as the central organization for
| the realization of God’s will centered on the family,
and beyond the sphere of religion—which hitherto had
been the role of the Holy Spirit Association for the Uni-
fication of World Christianity (HSA-UWC).

True Parents have recently bestowed the tremen-
dous grace enabling blessed families around the world
to inherit an ideology of heavenly tradition through
Hoon Dok Hae. Furthermore, as these families go
through forty-day-training at the Ideal Family Educa-
tion Headquarters for World Peace in Jardim, and offer
their total living offering, they can observe the position
True Parents are given in a blessed family that main-
tains a connection with them. In addition, Father is

When can we experience such a time and
place? When can the absolute God, as the Father with His
sons and daughters, receive the filial piety of His children?
How can we actually establish the way of filial children and

! CAN YOU REALIZE THE IDEAL OF ONENESS?

In your families you are working to establish the Kingdom

| of God. We have to actually liberate love itself. If we think
about God, can we bring everything together and liberate

| love? We still carry the traces of that which Satan made
impure in the creation. How can God and all of humanity for-
get what has happened in the past? It is God’s greatest hope
to truly be rid of all that and be one with His sons and
daughters. Have you been filial sons and daughters in your
families? If there had been no fall following the creation, we
would all have already reached the ideal and could have real-
ized our purpose in life. But when are we going to become
such people? Can you do it in ten years? Or will it take you a
thousand years in the spirit world? How and when will you
realize your true self? This is a very serious question.

Now you are alive—but are you in a liberated position in
relation to God, and can you liberate love? Can you be filial
children, as objects before the subject? Can you be patriots
and saints? Are you going to leave that kind of legacy to your
children or not? Can you really do it? Are you being filial
children to your parents and patriots to your people? [Yes!]

with your children? Parents and children are one generation
apart. Until you become one, what is your relationship going
to be? Are you going to have a vertical relationship? The par-
ent-child relationship is a vertical or “up-down” one. You
have the first and second generation and then they begin to
spread out horizontally. If the two generations become one
they merge together like two drops of water. Then are you
going to stand in a horizontal line—or what? Have you
thought about what position you could be in? Will it be possi-
ble or not for you to become one with your parents? Do you
fight a Jot? If you are fighting, how can you unite? If your
mind and body are fighting how can you bring them into

| oneness? Your mind tells you not to do something but then
you do it. If you only breathe out you will die. You have to
both breathe in and breathe out, in balance. There is a kind of
wavering motion and then you find the middle line. You need
absolute mind and body unity. What is the basis for that? Is it
determination? No, it is love; true love.

True love cannot change. It should be absolutely unique
and unchanging. People are not absolute. They go back and
forth. But God is unique and unchanging. So the parent and
child must become one.

All the laws of nature are absolute. God created all those
laws. His motivation for making everything was true love.
Even as billions and billions of years pass, God is not even
one second off schedule. Do you think God can meet with all
the people in the fallen world? [Yes.] Well then, is God
already liberated? No. The spirit world will last eternally but
God cannot meet those who are in the spirit world unless
they are restored. This is the problem.

What is the method by which to make mind and body
one? As for the body, it thinks only about itself; and the mind
also. So they will never become one. If the mind only thinks
of itself and the body only of itself, they cannot become one.
Eternally, we can never become one in this situation. Then
what do we have to do? We have to go in a 180 degree oppo-
site direction to accomplish this. Since we cannot do things
horizontally then we must move vertically. What is this oppo-
site way that we should go? If I think only about my body
and about myself I cannot become one with my mind. The
mind and body must be able to have a give-and-take relation-

| ship. Then there is a way for them to become one. The prob-

lems of the world basically start from the self. Because people
are not perfect everyone carries the germ known as Satan.
This causes everyone to think he himself is the most impor-
tant. Everyone thinks he is the best and wants to go to the
top. But if you truly have wisdom you think, Let me go down
to the bottom. You have to be able to go the opposite way.
This is what Reverend Moon has been doing.

Each of you think you are the most important, don’t you?
Do men think men are more important or women? Men think
they are most important and that women are just accessories,
and women think they are important and that men are just
accessories. Then couples think children are just accessories
too. This is a real problem. It is because we are thinking cen-
tered on ourselves. Then no one can be happy and we cannot

Then what is a good person? A good person is someone
who says, “I will help this person; I will help that person.” He
is a person who lives for others and helps others throughout
his life. He goes beyond east and west, beyond race and tradi-

aren’t you? Then you are not good people! If I live for others,
wouldn’t I end up being a beggar? If I give myself to the
world everything is ultimately returned.

If we talk about liberating love itself, or liberating God,
what does it mean? What do we mean by liberation? How
can we accomplish that? Does love really exist? If love exists,

Simply put, everything is going back and forth. All our cells
are breathing—we can breathe and can hear ourselves breath-
ing. Our hearts are also beating. Can you feel your pulse?
Feel it; it never rests; it keeps going, but year after year we do

much atmospheric pressure on each one square centimeter,
but because it is even and equalized, we cannot really feel it.
But if that pressure were removed, we would all burst.

IF YOU CAN LOVE FOR A
HIGHER PURPOSE...

However beautiful a girl may
be, if she is alone she cannot cre-
ate love. Life cannot begin by
itself, and lineage cannot initiate
itself. A woman must appear
before a man. Even if an ugly
woman comes before a man, if
she begins caressing him and
wanting to love him, then his
eyes, nose, mouth—all of him—
start feeling the movement of
love. The blood begins to boil, he
hears sound, and then lightning
strikes. What happens when the
eyes of a man and woman meet does not happen between
men. If the spirit of a woman is attached to a man, then maybe
such a feeling can arise, but normally it is when a man and a
woman come together that these feelings arise.

A wife who is truly in love could die for her husband, and
a husband who is truly in love could die for his wife, offering
their lives a hundred times, or a thousand times. If you can do

| that for your children, then you are true parents. If you can do

that for your brothers and sisters, then you are a true person.

If a person is willing to die for all his brothers and sisters,
how do we think of him? If a younger brother is willing to
die for all his brothers and sisters, then he is the best among
them and their savior. One who is willing to really commit
his life like that is the one who is true. The beginning of the
family is the couple, the parents. Those of you who are
blessed couples, please raise your hands. What do we have in
a family? There are parents, or the couple, and the children,
brothers and sisters. 1n order to be parents you have to first
be a couple. A man and a woman pass through a child stage,
a brother and sister stage, and a couple stage; then they
become parents. Adam and Eve were children, and brother
and sister. They grew up and were to marry. All people expe-
rience this period of childhood, then later become couples
and parents. The most valuable thing that parents want to
leave to their children is the best period of childhood, the best
period of being brother and sister, their best time as a couple
and their best period as parents.

On the level of a nation or the whole world, there are so
many children, brothers and sisters, couples and parents. Both
Jarge and small nations are patterned after the family. The
family is the basic training ground for the nation. The ideal
family is to train the individual. When we have hundreds of
millions of families, these families are the training ground for
the nation. The person who wants to give everything for the
whole is a good person. One who lives only for his family is
not considered a patriot. He can be a filial son to his family,

but to become a patriot for the nation he would have to act on
the national level. To become a patriot you have to be able to
invest your entire family for the sake of the nation. The family |
that invests all its members happily for the sake of the nation
and the world is a model family and becomes the subject and
an example for other families. But you do not understand that:
you are working for companies and your attitude is just to
receive their support for your families.

So, are you going to become people who are loyal to the
nation or only to your family? Are you going to dedicate your
family to your nation or just to yourself? You have to truly
unite everyone together. You have to represent the grand-
mothers and grandfathers and you have to represent God. To
be able to do that you have to love and become a filial son.
Then everyone—God, the grandparents and everyone else
you are living for will be concerned about you. But if you live
only for yourself or your own family, then you are an arro-
gant person who can be cast into hell. You do not know about
the spirit world. Do you want to know about it?

The individual has to sacrifice himself for his family. Then
the family has to sacrifice for the nation. Are you going to
offer your children as a sacrifice—your mother, and even
your grandparents as sacrifices for the nation? Will you even
offer your ancestors as sacrifices? Who is going to do that?
[We are!] And until when? God will help you. You need to
have a family like Noah's. If you live this way, God will
breathe you in. If you live like that, then the entire cosmos
will be behind you.

The person who lives the most for others becomes the cen-
ter. Until now, Reverend Moon has lived for the world,
though Satan constantly tries to attack me and drive me out.
If all those who have sacrificed for God say, “We want to hear
the sound of a drum,” then God will beat a drum for you!

Has the world opposed me or not? You opposed me too at
times, didn’t you? Is there anyone who did not oppose me?
Raise your hand; I will give you a prize. Isn’t there anyone?

EVERYTHING MUST HAVE AN OBJECT AND THERE
MUST BE A BALANCE

True love is something given, not taken. What are we
going to do? You have received my love. Are you going to
repay it ten-fold or a hundred-fold? If you are going to work
and love ten times more than me, then you can go on top of
my head. If we loved each other to the extent that we even
wanted others to go ahead of us or above us, that would
truly be the realm of love. What would happen to love then?
Love itself would be elevated. If you can say, “I am the king
of love,” will God say, “No, that is wrong”? Are you going to
reach the level of God? If you could love even more than
God, would He curse you or praise you? How wonderful it
is to work and suffer in order to liberate God.

From one viewpoint this is my eightieth birthday. (Father
refers to a diagram in mentioning the numerology of 1999. We could
not reproduce this content — Editor) So this year: the completion
of formation, completion of growth and completion of perfec-
tion. That establishes the elder son’s realm. It is the number of

God. That means everything has been accomplished.

Thus, people who are at the top will go to the bottom and
have to create the foundation for the Kingdom of God on earth
and in heaven. This year, all manner of fruit will be harvested.
We are going to liberate God and liberate love itself. We must
therefore become kings of absolutely living for others. We must
have absolute love. We must connect “absolute” and “unique”

and all such words. If we have absolute love, absolute faith and |

absolute obedience we can begin to liberate God and liberate
love. Would it be better to be with God working or dancing?
[Dancing!] But don’t you like to work? Dancing must be done
by two people. If you sing or dance on your own people might
think you are crazy. So dancing requires an object. Man needs a
woman and woman needs a man. Songs need people to listen
to them. Happiness needs an object too. Is that true or not?
When people dance, does a man want to dance with

| another man or with a woman? [With a woman.] Who made

it that way? Who said to do it that way? That is just the pub-
lic principle. It is the normal way. A man needs a woman and
a woman needs a man. So people need each other; isn’t it
true? If you want to dance you absolutely need an object to
do it with, and if you sing you need an object. Will it be a

| grandmother with her grandson, or a grandmother and

grandfather together? You need a balanced object. Not all
men and women are right together. They have to be able to

| balance each other. In this world, during this era when every-

one theorizes about relationships, all relationships—parents
relationships, couples relationships, brothers relationships,
political and economic relationships—must be balanced. We
have to create balance and achieve a horizontal line. In the
diplomatic world, who is the one who wins? It is the person
who can balance things, even if he has to go back and forth
ten times. The laws moving the universe are all operating in
the sphere of diplomatic relations. Does the right eye exist for

| itself or for the left eye? They have to balance. If the right side

of the nose is blocked does the left just exist for itself? Or do
the nostrils exist to support each other? Everything has to bal-
ance and reach a level plane, then a center can emerge.

When we build a house we work with horizontal and ver-
tical lines, and 90-degree angles are created. We need the ver-

| tical and the horizontal, at 90 degrees to each other. If all rela-

tionships between grandfather and grandmother, parents and
grandchildren are at 90 degrees, then everything works out.
Create 90-degree angles. Then everything will match. If eve-
ryone is at 45 degrees, everyone can work together because
all of their angles are similar. But 90 degrees is needed for
completion. Your mind must be vertical, the body is horizon-

| tal. And these two must connect. When the horizontal is
| matched to the vertical it creates a 90-degree angle. The 90

degree angle is absolute. The mind, which is connected to
Heavenly Father, is vertical. Adam and Eve, who had not fall-
en, were to be God’s horizontal object. God, who is vertical,
and the horizontal parents, the unfallen Adam and Eve, meet
at a 90-degree angle. So we have “above, middle and below,”
and “left, center and right.” “Before and after” also have to
center on the 90-degree angle. All have to pass through that
one central point at a 90-degree angle.

A family is made up of parents and children, a couple, and
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| brothers and sisters. If they all surround that central point,

| the parents and child, the couple, and the brothers and sisters,

create such relationships. If we balance north, south, east and
west we find the center point and 90-degree angles. A father
and mother cannot do just what they want.

that grandfather’s inheritance. Now that I am eighty years old
I am a grandfather, not a young man anymore.

Were you born in order to give or to receive love? Are we
happier giving rice to someone else or receiving it? Is it more
important to give love or to receive it? You know the answer.
If you go around in a circle 360 degrees you are already going
upward. You go upward in a spiral if you do that. God is at
the top. But if you pass through God’s chin and up through
his face, and on up through the top of His head into God's
hair, then what will happen? Will God tell you to get out or to
stay there? Doesn’t God need love? God does not want you to
run away. He wants you to stay.

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ISTINGUISHED guests, ladies and gentlemen,
I am deeply grateful that you have taken the time
from your busy schedules to heip me make today’s
gathering such a success. Our theme for today is
“The Path of Life for All Humankind.”
Today the world is lost in great confusion and cries out in

in our nations and in the world. As individuals, we are con-
fronted with inner turmoil between our mind and body. Our
families are plagued with the moral decadence of our young
people and the breakdown of family-centered traditions. His-
torical rivalries lead to distrust and even war among our
nations, fanning the embers of uncertainty and hopelessness
in the world. The solution to all these problems lies in experi-
encing an ideal love relationship with God.

Throughout history, humankind has sought to answer the
basic question: Why are we born? Some have concluded that
| they were born for the sake of their country. Others have

. agony. We face endless conflict as individuals, in our families,

decided that they were born for the sake of their parents. Still
others believe they were born for their own sake. People of
faith believe they are born for the sake of God.

Yet, it is not enough to say that God created the universe
for the sole benefit of human beings, or even for Himself. The
creation of humankind involved the cooperation of many
beings and elements. Although each had its own inherent
purpose, they had to be aligned to initiate the creative
process. God’s purpose in creating, the angel’s purpose in
assisting, nature’s purpose in providing the materials, and
even the human purpose for being created must all be consis-
tent. Each one must be pleased. There must be some common
content that will be pleasing to God, to the angels, to the rest
of creation, and to human beings themselves.

This common content must be something that gives greater
happiness and joy the longer it is possessed. It should be
something that, once we possess it, we would never let it go.
It cannot be external in nature. It must be something internal

and invisible. Things like knowledge, money and power are

merely collateral conditions that are needed in people’s lives.
We are not born into the world for the purpose of possessing
them. Such external things may exist in a reciprocal relation-
ship with humankind, but only temporarily, not eternally.

God has no need for money. If Almighty God ever needed
money, He could create as much as He desired. Also, we
know that God is the root of all knowledge, since He created
the universe through certain principles and laws. Further-
more, the Creator God is the subject of power, so He has no
need to seek power.

What, then, is this common content? It is something we
cannot achieve through human effort alone. This is because
human effort cannot control the fundamental origin of life.
This content must be something capable of directing the moti-

| vation, course, and even final destination of each person’s life.

From this perspective, this common content can only be
true love. Human beings are born in love and are destined to
go the path of love. People even die for love. This shows that
love is more valuable than life itself. Moreover, we see that
love precedes life. That is why people willingly offer even
their lives for the sake of love.

Love is eternal. When human beings reach the state of con-
sciousness in which they are able to love the universe, all the
doors of the universe open to them. For example, I am just a
tiny being occupying this space right here. But centered on
love, I can reciprocate in relationship with a being of any size
or magnitude. Let us say that God is an extremely large \
being. Then by the power of love, I can rise to a position reci- |

| procal to that of the Absolute God. This is possible because

love is an attribute of God.

Thus, a person who recognizes and keeps God’s covenant
of love can enjoy freedom anywhere in the universe. Such an
individual, called by God to represent all humankind center-
ing on this cosmic love, would be the Messiah. Jesus is that
representative. We can never find this cosmic love without
going through the Messiah. It is reasonable to say that all peo-
ple on Earth will have to follow the Messiah. Jesus said: “I am
the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the
Father, but by me” (John 14:6). The meaning of this would be
clearer if the word love were added: “I am the way, and the

PARENTS AND CHILDREN

The Divine Prmc1ple of the Unification Church teaches that
energy is produced when a subject and object become one. In
a family, parents hold the position of the subject partner and
children hold the position of object partner. Once they recip-
rocate in a relationship of love, they become one entity—a
true family. This entity then becomes a new object, which can
enter into unity with a larger subject. If God is that subject,
then the parent-child unity becomes one with God. We can
also say that when a perfect subject-object relationship is
formed with God, centering on His ideal of love, God and
| humankind can exist in total oneness. When the realm of love
between God and humanity becomes a reality, the light of
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| love will shine throughout the universe as bright and con-

stant as the sun.
Not only is each person a life-connecting entity in whom

| the lives of both parents are brought together as one, but we

are also partners in our parents’ love. We are one with their
love. Furthermore, we are one with their ideals, including
happiness and peace.

Each person is connected to the lifeline, love-line and
ideal-line of their parents, and no one can sever these lines.
Even God cannot sever them, nor can the universe. In fact all
the forces of the universe work together to safeguard these

| lines. This is because the parents are the cause and the chil-
| dren are the result. The parents and children are one, center-

ing on love. Cause and effect become one to form a substan-
tial realm of love. This is a principle of the universe.

T HREE STAGES OF LIFE

Each person comes into the world through three sets of
parents. The first parent is the material world. Elements from
the world of matter combine to form each person as the cen-
ter of the material world and as a complex material being.
Thus, it can be said that these physical elements themselves
are the ancestors who gave us birth. On the other hand, the
material world is an extension of us. The universe is created
so that matter can settle only in the ideal of love. It is only in
the ideal of love that all cells can live in tranquility. But this is
all ruined whenever a person becomes angry.

Our second set of parents is our physical parents. By giv- ‘
ing birth to us, our parents gave us a particular form, and to
this extent they are the masters of our lives. However, no
matter how hard they may try, these parents cannot be the
masters of our love.

The master of love is God. In this context, God exists so
that love can be expanded into the entire universe and made
eternal. Because God is the subject of love, He becomes the \
parent centering on love. That is why God is our third parent.
So we have three sets of parents. Human life can be divided
into three periods: life in the womb of about ten months, a
physical life of about a hundred years, and life in the spirit
world that lasts tens of thousands of years into eternity.

If we look at our own faces, we also see three stages: the
mouth, the nose and the eyes. These reflect the three periods
of our lives. The mouth symbolizes the period in the womb, ‘
which is a world of material. The nose symbolizes the period
on Earth, which is the world of humanity. The eyes symbolize
the period in Heaven, which is the spirit world.

To the fetus, the aquatic world of its mother’s womb is a
world of total freedom. Interestingly, although: it is con-
strained within the confines of the womb, the fetus feels com-
pletely free. In the womb, it can’t stretch its legs as much as it
would like, and the fetus relies on an umbilical cord to
breathe and receive nutrients for survival since its nose and
mouth are both useless in this world. Nevertheless, to the
fetus, the world in the womb is one of complete freedom.

As soon as the baby is born, it begins to cry. At the same
| time, it starts to breathe through its nose and becomes linked
to the second world, the world of air.
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Grandparents are in the same position as God, so we should

attend them as we would attend God. Grandchildren will only
discover the vertical axis of love when they do this.

| As the baby leaves the womb to enter the world of air, the
umbilical cord is destroyed along with the water sac and eve-
rything it needed in the world of the womb. With the death of

these things, the baby is born into the bosom of its new moth- |

er, the planet Earth. Once born, the baby begins to eat with its
mouth and breathe with its nose. The food we eat on Earth
nourishes our physical bodies, but it does not contain the
essential element of life. This life element is nothing other
than love. Thus, while we are in this world, we also need to
breathe the air of love. We need to inhale this air of love from
our mother and father.

GROWING IN LOVE .

A newborn baby automatically searches for its mother’s
breast, following the vibrations of her love. Whether she is
beautiful or ugly does not matter to the baby. The only thing
that matters is that she is its mother. It is a sacred scene mani-
fested in limitless variety. We are born in love and we grow
by receiving love.

Once we are born, our parents take responsibility to see
that we become good human beings during our life on Earth.
| Our parents act on behalf of the world, the nation and the

family to teach and provide for us. We receive material things

and education from our parents so that we may become com-

plete as individuals. Based on this, we then become linked to

a horizontal foundation of love, which is marriage.

Parents take responsibility for us until we marry. After

| marriage, we inherit the love shared by our mother and
father. When we marry and start rearing our own children,
we begin to understand how much our parents loved us and
thus come to inherit parental love. In this way, the individual
becomes capable of receiving and giving love completely.
This is how each of us matures as a complete man or woman.

We are born and mature in the vertical love of our parents,
and later we engage in horizontal love. This is the only way
we can find the integrated realm of love. Heaven and Earth
together form a spherical world, covering all the dimensions
of top and bottom, left and right, as well as front and back.
When the vertical and horizontal love relationships are
linked, they interact, revolve, become integrated, and finally
emerge as a single center of harmony. Once the vertical love
of Heaven and Earth is firmly established as the axis internal-
ly and externally, then the need for horizontal love arises.
This takes place during adolescence.

During adolescence, even the sight of an autumn leaf
blowing along the ground can seem inspiring. Girls who used
to be so reserved when they were younger suddenly start
doing things to their hair, putting on make-up and trying on
all sorts of clothes and accessories. Their interests expand as
well. These are horizontal phenomena of love.

THE PATH OF LIFE

When a husband and wife love each other, it symbolizes
the planting of God. Parents represent God’s original posi-

tion. Here, the husband and wife each embody different sides |

of God. Also, each child is like a small God. Since God is the
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original entity of true love, when the various members of the
family link themselves to true love, they become one body
with God. Here, parents are the living embodiment of God
representing Him. Husband and wife each represent God,
and the children represent Him as well. Thus, three genera-
tions, centering on true love, stand in the position of God.

This is why all members of the family—parents, husbands
and wives, and children—need true love. A family formed in |
this way, centering on true love, is the foundation for the
Kingdom of Heaven. Unless we first establish such a founda-
tion, the Kingdom of Heaven can never be established. This is
the formula. The family is the center of the entire physical
universe. People today do not realize that their family repre-
sents their country, world and universe. They do not know
that their family is the center. Breaking apart a family is an act
of rebellion against the country, world and universe.

Because a perfect family is the foundation for a perfect uni-
verse, a person who loves the universe as she loves her family
can travel freely everywhere. In such a case, God, as the Par-
ent of the entire universe, sits in the central position to these
manifold relationships of love.

When a man and woman become one centering on true
love, they form an ideal couple, and build an ideal family. By
doing so, they stand in a position representing God and thus
are connected to everything in the universe. If this happens,
then all of God's possessions become theirs. Think how won-
derful that would be! This is the reason we naturally desire to
have dominion over all creation. |

Men and women come together as pairs to build families,
societies, nations and the world. Thus, the family centering on
one man and one woman must be the model for the tribe. This
tribe, in turn, must be the model for the nation. Families must
strive to achieve the ideal family, tribe and nation. Therefore,
until ideal families appear, ideal nations will never emerge.

The greatness of true love is that it
enables us to become God’s object partners and also enables
God to become us. The Bible speaks of God being in us and
Jesus being in us.

A grandmother and grandfather should bind their hearts
together centering on their grandchildren. This is necessary so
that the vertical line of love can have a beginning. Also,
grandchildren must become one with their grandparents.

After the formation of this axis, the horizontal expansion
can develop.

The continental leader
had called and asked me to please leave
the country. But we felt that because we
had left in 1989 we had somehow con-
tributed to the conflict arising by our
not being there. So my wife and I deter-
mined that we did not want to leave at
that difficult time, that we would just
stay and pray. So we sent all the mem-
bers out that we could, but stayed
behind with a few.

JG: Did you stay in the capital city?
GC: God works in a strange way. He
was moving us. That is the beautiful
thing also. I was in the center with my
wife. Suddenly, our Korean missionary
Rev. Kang, just told me to go, to leave. I
realize that God was working through
him. We moved out of our house to a
place just outside Monrovia. After arriv-
ing there, another strange thing hap-
pened. The man to whom we had given

| the money to pay the rent disappeared

with the money, so we could not keep
the house. We had to move in with my
brother, whom we had just blessed. Two
weeks later this conflict broke out in
town. The location of the first house we
had planned to move to was exactly
where the fighting was concentrated. [
felt God's grace, because the people liv-
ing in that area had to travel miles, run-
ning for their lives with their children
and belongings on their backs. A lot of
resentment was surfacing in the war. If
they suspected you were part of one of
the factional groups they would kill you.

JG: Was your family directly affected
by the conflict?

GC: [ saw dead bodies and people
killed, but not on any large scale. We
experienced people coming into our
house. For example, one of my relatives
unexpectedly brought a car into the
yard and right behind him came rebels
with guns who attacked us. They took
everything we had, putting a gun to my
wife’s head—this kind of thing.

JG: They didn’t harm your wife...?

GC: No, by God's grace, they just start-
ed focusing on stealing things, then left.
| I saw them threatening my wife, but
you know, in such a situation you have
to have faith. That is the only thing that
keeps you going. Something deep in
your gut just tells you it’s not going to
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happen, it can’t happen. But if you don’t
have such a perspective it is very con-
fusing and frightening. I just felt it
couldn’t happen.

I used to say, “Don’t worry, nothing will
happen. Something will almost happen,
but it won’t.” That’s just how it was
during that time. Physically we suffered
with things like the shortage of food,
but in the life and death issues some-
how God gave us grace.

When 1 was in Korea [ had had a vision
that God wanted Liberia to be the first
offering country for Africa. So I had
made an eternal commitment to work for
this goal. I did not know how it would
be done, but after I got back, I sensed
that something was going to happen that
would enable God’s side to gain some
advantage, because I felt there had been
no condition for us to be attacked.

JG: Have the circumstances changed?
GC: The key after the war was to work
towards free elections. I started with
prayer and other conditions towards
building a new Liberia. Interestingly
enough, when a meeting was held after
the fighting to settle the score and make
preparations for a new government, my
step-sister was chosen to become the
next president. This was a decision
made by all the factional leaders. I felt
this too was grace from Heaven. It
pushed me more onto the political side
of things. She assigned me as a special
envoy, so I have gained ambassadorial
status through which to work for the
country. This is an honorary position,
but at least I can make some condition
to help the nation.

An election was held, and the inspectors
declared it basically a free and fair elec-
tion. There has been no further rebel-
lion—that was the good point. This is
how Liberia can gradually be restored
as a democratic country.

JG: How have your wife and family
managed through all this?

GC: I must say I respect my wife very
much because she has really made a
complete offering. Coming from Korea,
with the quality of life she could have
had, her whole life has become just one
of suffering. No money, no nest, no sim-
ple necessities of life. Many times she
has to just scrub clothes all day by hand.
She has kept a good heart all along. She
never complained or asked to leave. She
has always just had faith that it is for a
public purpose.

Economic stress is the biggest thing we
are dealing with right now. We are just
scrapping here and there. So school fees
are sometimes not paid, or there is no
food. But again, by faith we just try to
go forward and break through.
As for my children, when I think about
their life, I am very sad. Compared with
what they had in Korea—the opportuni-
ty, for example, to go to good schools,
study music, and truly develop their
potential—the schools in Liberia now
after the war are at a very low standard.
Their future might not appear to be as
promising as it might be in another envi-
ronment. Yet we are trying to compen-
sate for this by giving them spiritual
education, to let them understand about
True Parents and the value of who they
are, and why we are trying to go this
way of life. They are so courageous in
the way they respond. They don’t com-
' plain. They just have faith and trust their
| parents. This to me is the greatest testj-
| mony, coming from them as children.
When we compare these problems with
the harder times that True Father and all
the missionaries endured, we cannot
complain. From an ordinary viewpoint
it is almost a crazy way of life, but we
just have to humble ourselves and be
grateful for such an opportunity.
I had one vision that really sparked my
heart. I was spiralling down and down,
and I kept asking, “Where am I going?”
The answer came, “This is your destiny.
You have to go this way, and only you
can go this way.” That is why whenever
I have difficulties in my life, I keep
referring to this vision God gave. Some
people are just called to go a certain
way. Everything is set up, but if you
give up it is lost. If you can manage to
endure, if you just keep yourself in that
position and try your best, God will
take care of the rest and bring the victo-
ry in the end.

JG: What would you want to do in the
future for Liberia?
GC: Africa is a rich continent. There is
no reason for poverty, ignorance and
disease to exist on our continent. We
need parental leaders with righteous
hearts, willing to die for their children
and their people. My greatest vision
therefore, if God is willing, is to get
involved in political leadership. From
my father’s side and also my mother’s
side there has been the concern to build
a new country, a nation of hope. I even

The principals and
teachers who received this education
had, up to that point, experienced
anguish over not having a clear ideolog-
ical framework on sexual purity values.

assume leadership roles in the Pure Love
Movement. They filled out forms register-
ing their consent which they submitted at
the site of receiving their education.

Remarkably, many of the principals
who participated requested that all the
teachers at their schools also attend.
Thus in November and December the
same educational program was provid-
ed at each school. Moreover, the educa-
tional authorities requested that we
instruct their counselors and teachers.
Thus, 3,000 principals and teachers
under 14 such boards of education were
given lectures on pure love education.
In addition, 120 pure love schools were
selected for concentrated instruction.

To accomplish what we had set out
to do—that is, choose 120 schools and
educate them as model institutions—we
selected a total of 240 schools (120 mid-
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| ly actively working for this.
We persuaded schools to
send official letters to parents
inviting them for the train-
ing. As of February this year,
more than 4,000 parents of
students in some 70 schools
have received education.
They have responded by joy-
| fully passing on the content
to their spouses and children,
saying how helpful it has
been in educating their chil-
dren about pure love. Special
education is also being given
to class representatives.

In addition, lecturers from
the Pure Love Movement
headquarters are regularly
carrying out pure love educa-
tion in venues such as the
Student Education Center in
Seoul, Hansung Training Center in
Kyung-gi province, the Student Educa-
tion Center in Kunwi, the Youth Educa-
tion Center in Kimcheon and the Stu-
dent Education Center in Yongcheon.
These outreach efforts were supported
by advertizing on local radio.

Over the past year the Youth Federa-
tion has taken the lead and established
itself as a representative organization in
addressing the problems of youth.

Activities in 1999

At the beginning of the year, True
Parents mentioned that the Pure Love
Movement represents the heavenly way
for humankind to go, and that we must
develop it into a movement to save the
nation and world. According to their
guidance, the Pure Love Movement will
work in three main directions this year.

The first of these is revamping our ‘
administration and strengthening our
educational outreach in society. For this ‘
purpose, we plan to proceed with reg-
istering as an officially recognized ‘
body, and to further develop educa- '
tional programs for students, parents
and teachers.

Secondly, we will develop a move-
ment based on professionalism and
moment-to-moment activity. In line with
this plan, we have scheduled the open-
ing of a counseling office to address sex-
related problems and to continue with
in-depth education for our lecturers.

Thirdly, we are planning to build an
international network for the Pure Love
Movement, thus expanding its scope.

I'have a feeling of God’s nature within
both my husband and myself. God is
our central and greatest inspiration.
Father has mentioned that the course
of restoration starts with restoring our
heart toward the world, then the nation,
the society, the tribe, the family, and
then finally we can restore our own

| child’s heart towards God. I could final-

ly see this course played out in my own
life. First, over the years of fundraising
and witnessing I overcame fear and
prejudice in my efforts to love the
stranger. For me this was the world and
national levels rolled into one. The soci-
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etal level came next when I worked on
my relationships with friends and
neighbors. After my personal experience
in relation to restoring the fall, and
restoring my relationship with my hus-
band, I experienced restoring my heart
towards my parents, then my own chil-
dren. I had amazing experiences of
working out all my childhood pains and
meeting God’s heart in the deepest lev-
els of my own heart. Working on the
more distant relationships gave me the
strength and clarity to work on the clos-
er relationships. It was like peeling an

| onion—the outer layer had to be peeled
| off first.

When attracted to someone who is
not our spouse, we will not fulfill the
process of restoration by just shutting

| down all our feelings and trying to dis-

tract ourselves. [ tried this and although
on one level I was successful, this also
cut me off from God. Closing our hearts
is like insisting on staying below the top
of the growth stage. When we open our
hearts and face and restore our feelings
we can break through the top of the
growth stage to meet God. When I
opened my heart and determined to cor-
rect my actions, my thoughts and my

 feelings, I ended up breaking through

and meeting God. I also found out that
with my heart open I could love and
care for those whom I had formerly
found impossible to love. Father has
explained that love has been taken by
the archangel and that we must bring it
back to God'’s side. I am convinced that
as time goes by this struggle will be easi-
er and easier to win. Father is working
to lay the foundation for the spirit world
to support us instead of loading all their
problems on us. It was so clear to me
that the spirit world was intensely
involved with my struggle.

If faced with such a struggle, on a
deep emotional level the person we are
attracted to may be reminding us of one
of our parents at the time we felt the
deepest love. Lucifer was attracted to
Eve because she reminded him of God’s
love. The psychologist Harville Hendrix
has taught that those we fall in love
with are the people who remind us of
our parents. With these people we will
confront the same issues we confronted
with our parents. We fall in love with
them because our heart sees an oppor-
tunity to solve a breakdown we experi-
enced in our relationship with our par-
ents. As we have both a mother and
father we can fall in love with people
who remind us of either of our parents.
Sex does not solve the issues that this
kind of attraction is seeking to deal

with. I studied the feelings that came
up with this kind of attraction and I
saw my physical father’s face behind
them. I discovered the emotional inci-
dent that had separated my heart from
my father. I realized that God had
wanted to Jove me through my father. I
was able to regain my bond of heart
with my physical father.

True Father and God have sacrificed
a lot to liberate our hearts. One of the
most important things they had to do
was to relieve the resentment of the
archangel. The archangel first became
resentful when he noticed how close
God would become to His children. The
archangel felt a lack of love. He had no
idea how much more of God’s love he |
would receive from Zod and God’s chil-
dren as they matured. Father and God
have invested their love in us. True Par-
ents sacrificed their children’s real need
for their constant attention and invest- ‘
ment. Through this sacrifice True Father
could relieve the resentment of the arch-

' angel and release the archangel’s hold
| on us. Father’s family was sacrificed so

that we could meet God.

As I see it, the emotional and spiritu-
al inheritance within a lineage is greatly
enhanced when the parents have a close
emotional relationship with the children.
Children will imitate and inherit the
emotional state of those who spend time
with them.

When I realized that I had met God \

| father a child through just one sexual encounter. Usually to

make a baby there should be several hundred million sperm,
but Japanese men often have fewer. That is why I need to give
the Japanese wives Korean husbands!

So you must become the lords of absolute love in your
families. [n love, is the man the subject or the woman? [The
man.] Why? The man is like the bone, and bone lasts a long
time. You resemble your mother and father; the mother’s
flesh and the father’s seed. So the father is like the bone.

All of our sons are tall. I am getting shorter. They are all
that much taller than I am. The smallest person in our house
is Mother, and then me. That is the seed, the lineage. They are
all such strong people. Even now I exercise. That is why this

| eighty year old man can stand for ten hours.
[ am not some strange minister, I am your father, I am
- your grandfather, so you can all follow me in the future.
Even if children are spanked by their mother they still follow
her and hold onto her skirts. There is no way you can sepa-
| rate them. The relationship between parents and children
cannot be broken. Now scientists are cloning animals. But a
human being should not be cloned. You have to engraft
yourselves into me. You are not Koreans, and you are not
Japanese: you are people of the Kingdom of Heaven. Think
that you have all been engrafted.
Do you understand now about the lords of love? One can-
not find love by oneself; it is found through an object. [ am in
the Lord’s position, but it is the children and the mother who
| establish that position. The mother can find her love in the
son’s heart; it is not her own. You cannot look down on or

| ignore your son. The son’s love and the parent’s love must
not be lost. That is what is important. When you go home,
you have to ask yourself: am I from Satan’s side or from
Heaven's side which can multiply? You need to know this. So
love is neither from oneself nor for oneself.

As a man, you can become a husband. As a woman, you
can become a wife and you can have sons and daughters and
become a lord of love. Can the lords of love be cast out? No

| they cannot be.

We can all become mothers and fathers, couples and broth-

ers and sisters. We have to take that public responsibility

They have no one to love, so they
just fade away. They have no foundation for eternal existence.
It is through your wife or husband that your couple’s love
begins, and mother and father’s love begins—whereby par-

| ents can love their children. Do you understand?

We must love the universe. We give our life element for the
universe and experience true love. This establishes the tradi-
tion of true love.

No Explanation Necessary

HERE was a book available in
I Korea in the 1970s, Korean Pat-

terns, which tried to explain
Korean customs. It had a section which
struck me as very important. It
explained that in order to be polite, it
was important to match oneself to the
other person’s mood (kibun). It said
that the Korean cultural emphasis on
politeness often led to a lot of misun-
derstanding with Westerners. One
example of this that was given was a
Western customer going into a shop to
order a handmade suit. If the customer
insisted that the suit be done by the
next Tuesday, out of politeness the
shop owner would honor his desire by
saying yes, even if he didn’t think it
was possible to finish the suit by Tues-
day. If Tuesday was what the customer
wanted, to say “No” would be consid-
ered impolite. Consequently in order to

| be polite, he would have to agree with

him, and say “Yes”. The Westerner,
however, would take that “Yes” as a
commitment, not as politeness. And he
would really expect the suit to be done
on Tuesday. If the suit were not ready
the next Tuesday, there would often be
unpleasant altercations which truly

cultural gap and difference in values.

In a similar situation, the American
owner of a shop would probably say
right away that it would be impossible
to finish the suit by Tuesday, even if it
meant losing the customer. Or he would
explain under what terms he could fin-
ish it by Tuesday. I think that in a simi-
lar situation most upright Americans
would put importance on the idea that
they had to keep their word, and it
would be better not to take an order for
something they could not fulfill. The
issue would be viewed less as having to
do with politeness as to having to do
with truth and fulfilling a commitment
one had made—or informing the other
person as soon as possible that one
would not be able to fulfill the commit-
ment if that became the case. In such a
situation, Americans feel that a clear
explanation is needed. But in my experi-
ence Koreans generally do not feel that
need, nor do they want to hear anoth-
er’s explanation in detail.

In fact, sometimes giving an expla-
nation is actually impolite. When Kore-
ans or Americans feel someone has
done something wrong, they both often
ask why the person did that. But actu-
ally the meaning of the question is

| totally different. An American asking

startled the Korean owner and angered = why someone was late is really asking

the Westerner who felt deceived. These
kinds of incidents created attitudes
among American soldiers and residents
that Koreans were scoundrels and their
words could not be believed. And the
Koreans thought that many Westerners
were impolite and barbaric. Of course
neither opinion was accurate. Rather,

by the person who had asked and scold-
ed more. And the more I tried to
explain, the angrier the person would
become. It was the same at home and
outside. I finally realized by watching
my husband and mother-in-law speak
to my children that the word “why”
was often used to scold as opposed to
ask for information. The question, “Why
are you so late?” when spoken some-
what angrily actually meant, ”You're
too late. Shame on you!” And the chil-
dren were supposed to just be quiet and
humbly accept the scolding rather than
tell them why. To answer back when
being scolded is considered insolence.
And in fact if they tried to answer they
would be scolded and told, “That’s
enough. Why are you talking so much
after doing something wrong?!” The
very attempt to answer was interpreted
as brazen impoliteness. But it is also
important to know that sometimes after
the scolding had been given and
humbly received, later that night the
question would be asked in a more gen-
tle, inquisitive tone. And the answer
would be accepted—unless, of course,
the child had been in the wrong. ¢

Preserving the Pantanal

Reverend Moon's religious teachings
naturally led him to champion the care-
ful and systematic preservation of the
Pantanal. Briefly, the Divine Principle
explains that God created humanity to
grow to maturity, receive God’s Blessing
in marriage, form an ideal family, and
rejoice in God’s nature. These three
aspects of life are called the three bless-
ings. The cause of damage to the envi-
ronment stems from human immaturity,
and impaired families. Such people do
not have the sensitivity to love and pro-
tect nature, even though they may have
the intelligence or skills to control enter-
| prise. The corporate rape of fragile envi-

ronments may be seen as stemming
from the same sort of insensitivity as a
cruel child torturing one of God's crea-
tures. Neither could be possible if that
child, and later that adult were raised in
an atmosphere and family of true love.
The only place we can inherit enough
loving care and sensitivity is from
mature and harmonious parents. This is

why Reverend Moon'’s life-long labor is
to establish and honor true families.
