True Mother Has Done a Mighty Work for
Heaven and Earth

t times, I feel discouraged; I sometimes feel we face so many difficulties and

challenges. But, then, it is as if the hand of God reaches down through the

clouds and moves heaven and earth through the embodiment of Heavenly

Parent’s love and truth on earth. Such were the recent events in Korea, both
the International Rally for Peaceful Reunification of Korea and the UPF’s Interreligious
Leadership Conference.

Not only did the truths of our own faith uplift us; the beauty, goodness and virtues
we experienced in others from many faiths enriched us. True Mother convened the
family of religions. It was as though I were present at a global council, like the Council
Nicaea in 325, when Constantine, at a time of much division and discord in the church-
es, asked the bishops to meet in order to produce a common creed, which came into
being as the Nicaean Creed.

More than four hundred religious leaders, representing seventy nations, including nearly two hundred from the
American Clergy Leadership Council, responded to a call to assemble in Korea to support the International Rally for
Peaceful Reunification of Korea.

At the rally, we heard True Mother deliver a message of profound depth, outlining the grand narrative of God’s
providence, beginning with Genesis, the time of the Creation. She reminded us of the tragic devastation of the Fall
and the painful history of restoration that followed, including Jesus’ suffering life course. She explained that God'’s
providence has reached a culmination at this time, that of the True Parents and the emergence of the long awaited
only begotten daughter. For the first time, the Holy Spirit and God’s feminine characteristics are embodied in history,
opening an entirely new dimension of providential history—a time of hope.

Our Interreligious Leadership Conference (IRLC) was a truly magnificent victory. God guided the program, in
every detail. God seemed to have chosen each speaker to share some important aspect of God’s love and wisdom. It
was like a form of “automatic writing” or receiving direct heavenly guidance.

Ifelt as if we had created Noah's ark for religions, and religious leaders were coming onto True Parents’ ark. There
were Christians of every denomination, orthodox rabbis, who cannot even take an elevator on the Sabbath and who
had to have their food delivered from a kosher restaurant in Seoul. There were both Sunni and Shia Muslims, as well
as Sufis, Hindu gurus and swamis and Buddhists of every kind, from Thailand, Bhutan, Myanmar, Sri Lanka, Cam-
bodia, China, and of course Korea and Japan; there were Sikhs and Jains.

We experienced an enormous outpouring that indicates a hunger and a need for the Interreligious Association for
Peace and Development. We launched the IAPD on November 13. It was deeply significant and inspiring. Nearly
twenty participants from all different religious groups testified at the launching ceremony. Due to limits of time and
because so many insisted on saying something, I limited each of them to three minutes. This made them condense
their remarks and, in a very short time, speak with heartfelt passion and insight, endorsing the IAPD initiative.

Everyone signed the resolution, but we also began discussing our program of work. In particular, the religious
leaders received inspiring and uplifting reports on: IAPP, Sunhak Peace Prize, Peace Road, Youth and Students for
Peace, the plan for a new character education and curriculum for youth, the interfaith blessing movement, WFWF,
etc. The religious leaders are all inspired to work for these projects, including the effort to achieve peaceful reunifica-
tion of Korea.

The word “development” in IAPD indicates that we are not merely engaged in dialogue, but we are advocating
and working for development at all levels: individual moral and spiritual development; development of strong,
healthy, loving families; good, stable communities without drugs, crime, and poverty; restored nations that are peace-
ful and prosperous; and sustainable development that includes preservation of our environment while also bringing
an end to hunger, poverty and conflict. We have been awakened. We are ready to march forward and get to work. 7

The Fundamental Principle of
True Peace

True Parents gave this speech on March 27, 1994, at the Lotte Hotel in Seoul on the occasion of the Second World
Peace Conference of the Federation for World Peace, which Mikhail Gorbacheyv (president of the Soviet Union 1990—
1991 and general secretary of the Communist Party 1985-1991) attended with his wife Raisa.

s we enter the age of inter-

nationalization and global-

ization in the twenty-first

century, the urgent task of
overcoming a large number of diffi-
cult obstacles to world peace is
confronting us. I have an absolute
conviction that our global problems
can only be resolved through a
process that addresses their funda-
mental root. I have dedicated my
entire life to the pursuit of Heaven’s
will based on this conviction.

Our world today has become evil,
filled with conflict, confusion and
hatred. This is true of individuals,
families, societies and nations. The
root cause of so much wickedness is
an individual human being’s conflict
between mind and body, a conflict
that started at the beginning of
history and has perpetuated
throughout the ages.

As embodiments of discord,
individuals naturally produce fami-
lies fraught with conflict, countries
torn by strife and a world divided by
struggle. The result is an evil, hellish
world—for Heaven, the most abomi-
nable of all possible worlds. The
origin of this ongoing conflict lies in
the relationship between man and
woman, who themselves are torn by
internal conflict. Thus, the solution to
our complex global difficulties lies in
creating unity between mind body
and in harmonizing the man-wom-
an relationship. By accomplishing
these two goals, we will have found
the solution to the problems of the
entire world.

Why have mind and body come
into conflict with each other? Why
have man and woman been unable
to establish harmony? My firm
conviction is that through the Fall, at
the dawn of history, the mind and
body of human beings divided and
strife emerged between man and
woman. The human world became
evil, with Satan at its center.

The first step in solving the
world’s problems then is to find God.
The second is to cast out evil Satan.
The third is for men and women to
unify mind and body. God expelled
fallen Adam and Eve from the gar-
den of Eden when they left God and
became husband and wife centered
on Satan. When they bore children
while in that state, humankind
inherited the lineage of Satan. Their
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lineage was corrupted.

Heaven'’s principle is that estab-
lishing a love relationship—whether
of false love or true—establishes
ownership. Because of this principle,
our human ancestors came under
Satan’s ownership.

The Fall brought false love
Originally, the mind and body were
to have become one, centering on
God'’s true love. However, before
God'’s true love had a chance to be
perfected within the human mind,
Satan’s false love bound the mind,
which enabled Satan to take root in
the body. The mind was originally to
exert a positive polarity over the
body, however, due to the Fall, the
body formed as another positive
pole, repelling the original mind and
finally dominating it.

For that reason, God has been
working to project the power of true
love into the human mind to bring
about the absolute subjugation of the
body now engulfed in false love.
Only when they unify through true
love, can the mind and body return
to the state in which God dwells
within them.

Through the Fall, our ancestors
became false ancestors, creating the
need for religion and for a Messiah.
The task of religion and the purpose
of the Messiah’s coming is to break
down the hell of false love, false life
and false lineage, which has given
rise to false individuals, false fami-
lies, false societies, false states and a
false world. Religion and the Messi-
ah must guide us back to the original
world of true love, true life and true
lineage, the world of true parents
with God at the center.

God, too, seeks interaction
God is a relational being and he, too,
feels loneliness. He created the
heavens and the earth centering on a
relational ideal and his reason was to
find true love. Look at the created
world. You will see that it is struc-
tured in pairs: the mineral world, the
plant world and the animal world
are all arranged in subject-object
partner relationships as a way of
providing ideal models for true love
between human beings.

True love is the reason women are
born for the sake of men and men for
the sake of women. Solutions to

global problems become possible
only when our minds and bodies,
and when men and women, come to
live for the very purpose of becom-
ing one through true love. True love
can be found only in a situation
where a person exists for the sake of
his or her relational complement.
Satan’s love is self-centered whereas
God'’s love is other-centered. These
two kinds of love are in total contra-
diction to each other.

True love in a parent—child rela-
tionship is vertical, in a husband-
wife relationship, it is horizontal and
in a brother-sister relationship, it is
on a front-to-back axis. God wanted
such a spherical ideal of true love.
Unity comes at one central point, at
which there is a convergence of the
upper and lower hemispheres on the
vertical axis, the right and left hemi-
spheres on the horizontal axis, and
the front and back hemispheres on
the third axis. This point becomes
the focus of centripetal force.

Realms of heart

Four realms of heart—the love for
the child, sibling love, spousal love,
and love for parents—are perfected
when a man and wife, each centered
on God, marry and enter their first
love relationship. In that central
place, perfected love bears fruit.

Accordingly, Adam and Eve as
husband and wife, as God’s most
beloved substantial object partners,
were to be the second ancestors, after
God. From that position, they would
have been the “second creators” and
would have inherited everything
that God feels.

God intended that Adam and Eve,
as second creators in the visible and
substantial world, would participate
in his act of creation by having
children, who would be the third
creators. Through this process, the
family becomes the place in which
the four realms of heart can be
experienced generation after genera-
tion. The family is the base through
which each form of true love comes
to perfection. In this way, the family
achieves the unity of God and hu-
man beings through love and serves
as the starting point toward the
perfection that enables us to establish
true ownership in heaven and on
earth. The family is the origin from
which we come to have children,

brothers and sisters, husband or wife
and parents. Only in such families
can we find men and women who
have accomplished mind-body
unity, and only in such families can
we find husbands and wives who
have achieved the ideal unity be-
tween man and woman. Such fami-
lies are the starting point for ideal
parents. Here, too, we can see the
creation of a model, centering upon
true love, for the perfection of chil-
dren, brothers and sisters, husband
and wife and parents.

It was God’s ideal at the time of
the Creation that this model would
expand, not only to the level of the
nation and the world, but to the
entire cosmos. Thus it is possible to
create a nation that is patterned on
the family, and a world and cosmos
that are also patterned on the family.

Accordingly, the model for chil-
dren, brothers and sisters, husbands
and wives and parents, who repre-
sent the four realms of heart, can be
found in the family, in the nation, in

the world and in the cosmos. Since a
nation contains many families and is
larger than a family, families ought
to exist for the sake of the nation.
Since the world contains many
countries, countries need to exist for
the sake of other countries in the
world. In similar fashion, the world
exists for the sake of the larger cos-
mos. Finally, the cosmos exists for
the sake of God, who is the greatest
and most central existence.

Thus, when the standard of the
perfected four realms of heart within
the family is projected onto higher
and higher levels, the ideal of unity
becomes a reality. On that basis, we
can enter a cosmos of peace, happi-
ness and freedom. This is why we
have a vital need for family harmony
centering on the unity of mind and
body and man and woman.

God too has been growing, you
see. He created Adam and Eve as the
substantiation of the ideal within his
invisible heart, of son and daughter,
brother and sister, husband and wife

and father and mother. With Adam
and Eve, God becomes a growing
child, a brother and a sister, a hus-
band and a wife, and finally a par-
ent. As God establishes children,
brothers and sisters, husbands and
wives and parents, God experiences
his second self, many times over.
God unites them in true love, which
brings boundless joy to Him.

Mind—-body unity as a base

Human beings are designed to give
joy to God and to give joy to one
another. We are all in the position of
someone else’s child, sibling, spouse
or parent. All human beings are
members of families centering on the
four realms of heart, which makes
the family the foundation to experi-
ence the ideal realms of heart. We all
have a longing to form families and
the reason is that only those people
who deeply experience and embody
the four great realms of heart can
become ideal human beings, capable
of making oneness in heart with any-

one in the kingdom of heaven on
earth or in the spiritual realm.

This explains the consummate
human desire to achieve mind-body
unity and husband-wife unity.
Unless we achieve this all-important
mind-body unity, we are unquali-
fied in all other aspects and cannot
develop unity in a true family. We
will fall away from our families,
from our nation, from the world,
from the universe and from God.
Only through our utmost effort to
accomplish mind-body unity and
family unity can we achieve perfec-
tion.

We have to know that we our-
selves are God’s representatives. We
are in the position of a second God.
All people need to work together to
establish the family into a realm of
goodness and joy.

Please realize that the position of
husband and wife is the union
between a son of God and a daugh-
ter of God, the union of a brother
and sister within God’s family and

the union of a father and mother.
From the perspective of the four
realms of heart, the position of hus-
band and wife is the absolute goal of
human life, through which we can
actually achieve the perfection of our
individual selves.

The husband, therefore, is in the
position that enables the wife to
receive an ideal son of God, to re-
ceive an older brother of heaven, to
receive a husband of heaven and to
receive a father of heaven. This is
also true of the wife in relation to her
husband. Such husbands and wives
bear children in a manner analogous
to God’s act of creation, and they feel
joy through experiencing their own
growth in a substantial manner
through their children.

God’s love is absolute. Accord-
ingly, it is a principle of heaven that
the relationship of husband and
wife cannot be broken. Fallen hu-
man society has lost sight of this
principle, and we have to be re-
stored so that we may return to the

original homeland.

The perspective of Godism and
Head-wing Thought is that world
peace will not be achieved by means
of political ideologies oriented to-
ward power, nor by any initiative
that relies on physical force. Peace
will only be accomplished when all
men and women share in God’s love
and truth and put these into practice.
This starts with the individual and
expands to the family, society, nation
and world to form one global family.

From this perspective, the found-
ing purpose of the Federation for
World Peace is to promote education
and practices related to true peace as
a means to realize peace in various
societies, nations and the world. May
all of us here perfect the family-level
heaven and go on to play major roles
in the accomplishment of world
peace. I pray that God’s blessing be
upon all of you. 7

here are we? This is

Cheon Il Guk's holy land,

the capital. You are

honorable citizens of
Cheon Il Guk. You must show the
world who you are boldly, with pride
and self-esteem. The omniscient and
omnipotent God is the same from the
beginning to the end. However, the
problem is that a victorious man and
woman must appear who can become
the good ancestor of humankind,
whom God tried to bless in the begin-
ning. Heavenly Parent’s dream was to
become the “True Parent” of human-
kind and reside with us. After the
long period of four thousand years,
when God could find a nation, Heav-
en sent Jesus Christ. An environment
was emerging in which even the

Great Roman Empire would have
been resurrected and reborn. To
summarize, if Jesus had become the
True Parent, Rome would have united
with Israel. If that had happened, the
circumstances today would not be as
they are. God's dream, the kingdom
of heaven on earth would already
have begun....

In Genesis, it says, “There was
evening and there was morning, one
day”—the first day! It could have just
said, “The first day began,” but it says,
“There was evening and there was
morning..”” People who call them-
selves Christians today are in the
middle of the night. It is evening. You
must teach them. You make awaken
them. The beginning of the Unifica-
tion Church was the same. In 1960,

True Parents’ status should have been
such that those on the national level
welcomed the Holy Wedding, Yet,
that did not happen. We had to climb
up from the lowest position. That is
why the fifty-year history of the
Unification Church is night.

On Foundation Day in 2013, Cheon
Il Guk began. A new day, a new era
began. I said this earlier, but True
Parents’ status should have begun on
a national foundation. I am giving
you all a chance. I am giving you the
chance to take full responsibility and
line up for the blessing; I am giving
you this responsibility. Will you do
this or not? Heaven's dream, human-
kind’s wish, True Parents’ wish is one
human family, brothers and sisters
united in attending their parents.

There are around two hundred na-
tions but they are all sibling nations.
Yet they do not know the center. They
do not know God. They do not know
True Parents. There are many reli-
gions in the world, and they began
with teaching to be good and live
kindly, but they do not know the
conclusion. They do not know the
final destination.

We must set an example

As the True Parents, I am developing
this Cheonwon complex to show the
world that the place where the citi-
zens of Cheon Il Guk live and attend
Heavenly Parent looks like this! We
are the Family Federation! We can no
longer be in the night! We must show
ourselves. We must reveal the truth!
Where else in the world can you get
this blessing and grace? What is
preventing you from going out bold-
ly? I am saying that you must think it
can be no one other than me. All
blessed families must fulfill their
responsibilities as tribal messiahs.
You must save your tribe. Even fur-
ther, you must save your people. You
must save your nation. Those are your
responsibilities as children who live
in the same era as True Parents. As
the True Parents, I wish for you to tell
me about many beautiful things, such
as the results of your hard work: “I
saved my people, my nation. They are
now registered citizens of heaven.”
“As citizens of Cheon Il Guk, we have
been registered in heaven.”

The bigger you think, of course, the
more of heaven's fortune you will
receive, but you can also enter the
realm of True Parents’ direct love!
Dae-mo nim, who gave birth to God’s
only daughter, had single-hearted
devotion. She offered her entire life
for God'’s only daughter. She gave up
everything, the life of a normal wom-
an. That was why Father gave her the
title “Dae Mo” [Great Mother].

Heaven permitted the providence
of the Holy Spirit centered on
Cheongpyeong because of the earnest
hope that more than anyone else,
blessed families who live in True
Parents” embrace should live healthy
lives and become filial sons or daugh-
ters, faithful subjects to True Parents.

eloved global citizens, leaders

Family Federation, ladies and
gentlemen:

Today we have provided this event,
which can deeply move Heaven at a
time when this nation’s fate is at stake.
Many religious leaders and members
of the clergy, around four hundred,
have come here from all continents
and a one-hundred-member ACLC
choir came from America. I am truly
very thankful for that.

When we look at the world today,
we see many problems. Though we
try to overcome these problems, we
cannot find answers through human
efforts and strength alone. The future
is bleak. Through the First World War
and the Second World War, we saw
cruel and horrible realities. That was
why the UN was founded, with the
determination that all nations must
unite. Seventy-two years have passed
since the UN's establishment. Howev-
er, many difficult problems still need
solving throughout the world. We
stand in a maze, unable to unite. For
the religions that lead the world
today, it is the same. Especially in the
sphere of Christian civilization,
people say that if you believe in God
and believe in Jesus you will go to a
good place. Yet we must not stop with
faith alone. We must think of how we
can attend God, our Creator, in our
families, societies, nations and the
world.

The original God created all things
in heaven and on earth and then
created the man and woman who
would become humankind’s first
ancestors. He gave them the responsi-
bility of going through a growth
period. They should have received the
blessing in the stance of having abso-
lute faith, absolute love and absolute
obedience. Yet during this time, they
developed greed. They thought they
could be equal to God. Their self-cen-
tered greed caused the world we see
today—a world of fallen human
beings with no relationship with God.

The omniscient and omnipotent
God is a being who is the same from
the beginning to the end. He cannot
ignore the principles of creation,
which he established. Thus, God had
to begin the bitter providence of
restoration through indemnity. Four
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thousand years ago, God chose the
people of Israel. How difficult must it
have been that it took four thousand
years for the providence to restore
from the individual all the way to the
national level and for God finally to
send Jesus Christ whom he could call
"My son"! Yet what happened? Was
there truly no choice but to send to
the cross God's son, who had been
born after the long period of four
thousand years, after such a short life?

This was not God's will. The pur-
pose of Jesus' coming was for him to
become the victorious human ances-
tor, the "True Parent.” Humankind
cannot enter God’s presence directly,
because they still must indemnify
mistakes they have made. The True
Parents help us overcome that indem-
nity.

The only daughter of God

As Jesus died on the cross, he said he
would return. He said he would
return to hold the marriage supper of
the Lamb. The marriage supper of the
Lamb... Heaven's providence did not
go through the Israelites again after
they had failed to fulfill their respon-
sibilities. Heaven chose a new people
who could give birth to the only
daughter of God. I want you to know
that the chosen people is the Han
race, the people of the Korean penin-
sula, of the Republic of Korea.

God prepared this people so he
could send the only daughter of God
through them. As the chosen people,
they worshiped Heaven, were ad-
vanced in astronomy, loved nature
and hated war. Through this people
and on the Christian foundation, just
as two thousand years ago, when God
called Jesus "My son," after six thou-
sand years the only daughter of God
whom God could call "My daughter"
was born. Isn't this something to be
joyful about and thankful for?

According to the principle of cre-
ation, Heaven had to protect the only
daughter of God during her growth
period. I was born in 1943 and Korea
was liberated in 1945. Near the place I
was born, centered on Pyongyang,
were many spiritual groups that
believed the Lord would return in
Pyongyang. However, with Korea’s
liberation, the nation divided into
north and south based on the con-
frontation between democratic and
communist thought. The North,

under a united regime, was planning
to invade the South. God would not
have been able to fulfill his will if I
had stayed in that place, so Heaven
had me go south. In 1950, the Korean
War broke out. South Korea was not
prepared to confront North Korea.
Then like a miracle, Heaven mobi-
lized the UN and laid the framework
on this land for the True Parents to
manifest.

Greeting a new day

In 1960, True Parents, for whom
Heaven and fallen humankind so
dearly wished, came into being, but
the Christian foundation did not
support them. Yet providence still
progressed. True Parents began the
global providence through America (a
representative democratic nation) to
save the world’s 74 billion people.
God prepared America as a demo-
cratic nation so its people could re-
ceive the returning Lord. I am saying
they received heaven's blessings. Yet
they do not know why Heaven bless-
ed them. America had become a
powerful nation, but during times of
confusion and difficulties, commu-
nism threatened that nation. [True
Father] put everything aside and went
to America to lead the global provi-
dence, which he did from there for
forty years. At that time, missionaries
from America, Europe and Japan
were dispatched all over the world.
They laid roots in places all over the
world. They are educating people in
those nations, in all ways necessary in
this age.

I wish to say this to all of you
today: the figures or nations Heaven
blesses must fulfill their responsibili-
ties. Happiness grows the more we
share it. You need to take responsibili-
ty for the blessings, which are not
yours only, but which you can share
with your neighbors, with other
people, and the world. Fallen human-
kind cannot directly go into God’s
presence. The state in which we can
receive the blessing through True
Parents is that of being resurrected
and reborn. That is why righteous
leaders and members of the clergy
have accepted the order and are
putting into practice the true family
movement in their churches around
the world. This people’s wish for
Korea’s peaceful unification, human-
kind’s wish for a united world, cannot
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go on eternally with human effort
and human thinking alone. Only
when God's providence unfolds
centered on True Parents and under
the circumstances of one attending
God in one's family and nation can
Heaven's blessing be eternal. Thus, I
would like to speak today about "The
truth of history seen through heaven's
providence and this nation’s mission.”
I have said this: The numerous
religious figures in the world, espe-
cially religious figures and believers
who call themselves Christians must
prepare to greet a new day. Are you
prepared to meet the returning Lord,
who two thousand years ago said he
would return as he died on the cross?
Just as it says in Genesis, there was
evening, and there was morning—the
first day. Why did Genesis not express
it as the first and second day but used
the word evening? Today, Christiani-
ty—all religions—must have a desti-
nation.

In preparation for True Mother's visit to Africa, hundreds of members in Cote d'lvoire underwent a Cheongpyeong workshop October 13-15

ment in the Cheongpyeong Training Center.

n October 10 at Cheon
Jeon Gung True Mother
suddenly called on Lee
Gi-seong, director of the
Cheongpyeong Heaven and Earth
Training Center to go on a tour of
Africa saying, "Go and light a fire in
Africa." Mother asked him to make a
Shin [Heavenly] Africa and directed
Director Lee to do ancestor liberation
there. Following Mother's direction,
the Cheongpyeong Training Center
began preparing, offering devotions
for a four-nation tour. The Training
Center contacted the regional head-

quarters in Africa and prepared
guidelines for the members to pre-
pare internally and externally. For the
nineteen-day tour, we had five main
goals: to the help members establish a
life of faith aligned with True Parents;
to create a foundation for True Mother
in Africa as members create a founda-
tion of devotion and ancestor libera-
tion for the Global Leaders’ Summit
this December in Senegal; to create a
foundation for a new beginning and
unity between East Africa and West
Africa centered on the newly appoint-
ed chairman of the Africa Regional

Group, Rev. Bakary Camara; for the
African church leaders to have spiri-
tual experiences so they can solve
spiritual problems; and to hasten the
victory of vision 2020 through Heav-
enly Tribal Messiah activities.

In Cote d'Tvoire, a nation a nation of 24
million that is a bit larger than Poland
and a bit smaller than Norway, Au-
gustine Ghomsi, from the African
regional headquarters, spoke to the
assembled members about the signifi-
cance of the Cheongpyeong experi-
ence having come to Africa.

In Benin

The Republic of Benin is a French-speaking country. Major religions include Catholicism
(27.1 percent), Islam (24.4 percent), Vodun (17.3 percent) and Protestantism (10.4 percent).
Among the total population of 11 million, 6.5 percent is nonreligious. Young people
abound in Benin. Forty-three percent are younger than fifteen years old. Only 2.8 per-
cent are over sixty-five. Benin is a bit smaller than Eritrea and a bit larger than Hondu-
ras. The team True Parents sent to Africa from Cheongpyeong held a Great Works Work-
shop in this nation from October 16 to 18. Five hundred and forty-two people came,
though it was on weekdays; eighty-seven attended the Ancestor Blessing Ceremony and
two hundred and nine offered prayer-wish papers.

s with the other countries to
which the Cheongpyeong
team came to prepare the
spiritual atmosphere in
Africa, the population in Zambia is
young. Those below fifteen years of
age comprise 46.1 percent of the
population and those above sixty-five
24 percent. Comparatively, 13.5 per-
cent of the population of South Korea
is under fifteen and equal percentage
is above sixty-five. The percentage of
those under fifteen in Japan is 13
percent, while roughly a third, 27.5
percent are above sixty-five. In the
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United States 18.8 percent of the
population is under fifteen and 15.3 is
above sixty-five. African youth and
energy are assets that can be great
contributions to True Parents” efforts
to restore their continent and the
world.

Zambia ranks fortieth in the
world in total area. It is a bit smaller
than Chile and a bit large than
Burma.

Zambia is in southern Africa and
is a landlocked country of rugged
terrain and great variety of wildlife;
thus it has developed many parks

and safari areas Zambia's president
can serve up to two five-year terms.
The National Assembly has a hun-
dred and fifty members, elected
every five years from single-mem-
ber constituencies. The President
has the power to nominate eight
special members of parliament, five
of whom can serve in the cabinet.
Fabrice Djimadoum, a media figure
in FFWPU Zambia, provided the
testimonies below in a detailed
report on the Cheongpyeong work-
shop in his nation that ran from
October 20 to 22. 7

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CHEONGPYEONG IN AFRICA

The Cheongpyeong Experience
in D. R. Congo

The Democratic Republic of Congo has a population nearing 8o million. It is the fourth most
populous country in Africa, below only Eqypt, Ethiopia and Nigeria. In total area, DR Congo is
the twelfth largest country on Earth. It is a bit smaller than Algeria and somewhat larger than
Greenland. Half the country is Roman Catholic. Twenty percent of the people adhere to Protes-
tantism. Ten percent of the nation’s citizens follow a new religion, Kimbanguism, founded in
1921. Here, too, we find a young population with 42.2 percent being under fifteen years old and
2.6 percent being over sixty-five. The men that True Parents entrusted to carry out ancestor
liberation, ancestor blessing, and the offering of wish-fulfillment paper for the inheritance of
heavenly fortune did so in D.R. Congo from October 24 to 26.

Reformation and Revolution

Struggle for Religious Freedom and Social Justice

1517-1917

By Barbara Grabner

n 2017, Europe celebrated two
momentous anniversaries—five
hundred years since the Refor-
mation inspired by Martin
Luther and a hundred years since the
Russian Revolution. In the light of the
providence, both dates are of great
significance. On the one hand, God
wanted to save Christianity from
moral decay and confusion; on the
other hand, the rise of atheistic com-
munism endangered the Lord at his
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Second Coming.

In June, I searched in the Divine
Principle book for ideas to create a
suitable presentation for the public.
Usually the fifth chapter is reserved
for advanced seminars, and rarely
taught in detail to guests. This is
regrettable since “The Period of
Preparation for the Second Advent of
the Messiah” marks the highlight of
Christian civilization. During the
four-hundred-year period the greatest

achievements in society took place;
for example, Mozart, Beethoven, Bach,
Strauss and Brahms composed the
most splendid music ever.

Much reading and other prepara-
tion resulted in an attractive Power-
Point presentation. Starting in Sep-
tember, I held seven public lectures
titled “Reformation and Revolution:
The struggle for religious freedom
and social justice from Luther to
Lenin” in seven towns in three na-

tions (Austria, Slovakia and Hunga-
ry), which FFWPU or UPF hosted. All
audiences listened attentively though
most people were not familiar with
the material. When I ended my lec-
ture in the town of Linz, one guest
asked, “Where will your next lecture
be held?” Generally, people look
forward to meeting me again. If time
allows, I add the Third Revelation of
Fatima, which speaks about the
Return of Christ. What follows are
some key points of the portion of my
presentation that mainly covered the
Reformation.

Cain and Abel in modern times

The Reformation started in 1517 in
Germany with Martin Luther’s criti-
cism of errant traditions in the Catho-
lic Church. Meanwhile, the seed of
the Cain-type revolution took root—
the German Peasants’ War (1524-1525)
was the largest popular uprising prior
to the French Revolution (1789-1799).
The rural population was terribly
oppressed; peasants were not allowed
to hunt, fish, use water or chop wood
as they previously had, because
landowners had taken possession of
all that. Even small children had to
serve the property owners like slaves.
Famines were common.

When the peasants learned to read
the Bible that Martin Luther had
translated into German, their under-
standing of justice changed. What
rights had feudal overlords to enslave
them? Martin Luther criticized the
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One of the few surviving copies of Martin Luther's 95
Theses printed in 1517 to announce that the points
listed would be debated "out of love and zeal for
clarifying the truth."

injustices done to the peasants, but
rather than support their uprisings,
he encouraged the nobility to sup-
press the revolt swiftly. By 1525,
around a hundred thousand peasants
had been mutilated and killed; that
episode remains one of the sore spots
of the Reformation period. Martin
Luther has often been criticized for
his failure to guide and protect the
peasants. His former friend, the
radical preacher Thomas Muentzer,
sided with the peasantry. His call for
a “new world order” fused with their
demands for freedom. A division took
place as tragic as that between Cain
and Abel— Luther and Muentzer
condemned each other thereby caus-
ing confusion and despair among
peasants.

A more radical aspect
Within a short time, the reform move-
ment became more radical, in both
teachings and action. Many wished to
return to the practices of early Chris-
tianity. One of them was baptizing
only adults, as was the custom until
the sixth century. Yet it was just one of
many revolutionary ideas typical of a
diverse group called Anabaptists.
Their movement is also known as the
Radical Reformation. They wanted to
do away with child-baptism, tithing,
usury and military service. Further,
some of these groups wanted a
self-governing church, free of govern-
ment interference.

They said that Jesus taught the way

of nonviolence and the Christian
community in Jerusalem had no
personal property. To the Anabap-
tists, pacifism became an important
feature of their lives, as did collective
property. To both Catholics and
mainline Protestants at the time,
Anabaptists’ pure faith was a thorn in
the side. Anabaptists were executed
by fire, by sword or by drowning;
within a few decades many thou-
sands were martyred throughout
Europe. One Anabaptist leader wrote,
“True Christian believers are sheep
among wolves, sheep for the slaugh-
ter. Neither do they use worldly
sword or war, since all killing has
ceased with them.” What a tragedy
that Christians killed Christians who
did not want to compromise the
standard set by Jesus and his disci-
ples!

Moscow honored a Catholic saint

The restoration of faith was not the
only pressing issue. Many conscien-
tious people asked what an ideal
society should look like. Is Paradise
on earth possible? A major inspira-
tion came from Sir Thomas More, a
noted statesman and Renaissance
humanist. More wrote the famous
novel Utopia, published in 1516, just
a year before Luther made history
in the German town of Wittenberg,.
Life on the island Utopia is based
on communal ownership. Men and
women are educated alike, and
there is almost complete religious
toleration except for atheists, who
are allowed but despised. More was
praised as a “communist hero” by
Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels,
and under Soviet communism, his
name was inscribed near the top of
Moscow's Stele of Freedom as one
of the most influential thinkers
“who promoted the liberation of
humankind from oppression, arbi-
trariness and exploitation.” The
monument was erected in 1918 near
the Kremlin at Lenin's suggestion.
This fact is truly amazing; King
Henry VIII had executed Thomas
More because of More’s loyalty to
the Catholic Church, which de-
clared him a saint in 1935! His novel
inspired a section of idealistic
French socialists in the nineteenth
century who became known as the
Utopian Socialists.

Political development

Another cornerstone of the four-
hundred-year period was the matu-
ration of politics and ideology, which
is marked by the outbreak of the
French Revolution in 1789. Although
the revolutionaries propagated
Liberty, Equality, and Brotherhood,
in practice they resorted to whole-
sale anti-religious measures. They
set the pattern that later became a
typical feature of communism in
Russia and elsewhere. Within ten
years, the revolutionary authorities
confiscated church property, exiled
thirty thousand priests and killed
hundreds; the deistic Cult of the
Supreme Being and the atheistic
Cult of Reason were to replace the
Christian faith; signs of worship like
bells and statues were destroyed;
nonjuring priests and all persons
who harbored them risked death.
About twenty thousand priests were
forced to abdicate and six thousand
priests were coerced into marrying.
Many who were dissuaded from
their traditional religious practices
never resumed them.

Killing “Abel” and rebellion
against God characterized the Cain-
type democracy in the French Revolu-
tion. In contrast, the Abel-type de-
mocracy had a bloodless start with
the Glorious Revolution in 1688 in
England. That was the decisive step
toward modern parliamentary de-
mocracy. Never again would the
monarch hold absolute power, and
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Reformacia & Revolucia

the Bill of Rights granted essential
freedom. Strangely, the French Revo-
lution inspired far more books and
movies than did its Abel-type coun-
terpart. The blessing of God moved to
the Protestant hemisphere as is
shown by the rapid development that
took place in the non-Catholic parts of
Europe from the seventeenth to
nineteenth centuries.

Oasis of freedom and justice

Some examples of torchbearers in the
religious sphere were George Fox,
John and Charles Wesley, or John
Whitfield. Another central figure was
William Penn, who founded Pennsyl-
vania, which later became a U.S. state.
In the colony given to him by the
English King, he ventured to make a
“holy experiment.” Penn, an early and
prominent Quaker, drafted a charter
of liberties guaranteeing free and fair
trial by jury, freedom of religion,
freedom from unjust imprisonment
and free elections, etc. Penn hoped
that an amendable constitution would
accommodate dissent and new ideas
and allow meaningful societal change
without resorting to violent uprisings
or revolution. French philosopher
Voltaire praised Pennsylvania as “the
only government in the world respon-
sible to the people and respectful of
minority rights.” Many of Penn’s
thoughts later found their way into
the American Constitution. To attract
settlers in large numbers to this
utopia, he wrote a glowing prospec-

tus promising religious freedom as
well as material advantages, which he
marketed throughout Europe. Hu-
guenots, Amish, Mennonites, Jews
and other persecuted minorities came
in large numbers. William Penn
treated the Native Americans with
great respect; he learned their lan-
guages and protected them in many
ways.

To understand the whole course
of European Christianity, one should
read books like The Story of Christi-
anity by Justo L. Gonzales. The New
Testaments does not include the two
thousand years of restoration as the
Old Testament does. It is a riddle
why the compilation of the New
Testament scriptures ends with the
Revelation of John. The Story of
Christianity helps to bridge the gap
in knowledge. Via search engines,
please discover the additional brain
food that the internet provides—de-
tails about people and movements
mentioned in the chapter “The
Period of Preparation for the Second
Advent of the Messiah.”

Surely, we should be confident to
share freely individual aspects of the
Principle on fitting occasions the year
round! Deeper knowledge of the
providential course of events will
reward us richly.

Starts with Me Choir to be here with you today at
Cheon Bok Gung, a church of the Family Federa-
tion for World Peace and Unification. The first
thing that I would like for all of us to do today is to
stand up and give God, our Heavenly Parent, and
True Parents praise for a tremendous victory yes-
terday at the World Cup Stadium. [Applause] To
God be the glory. Gamsahamnida.

There are many things that I would like to share
with you, today but time does not afford me that
opportunity. So, I would just like to leave you with
a few thoughts that will allow us to better serve
God and attend the True Parents. There is a pas-
sage in the Bible, in the gospel according to Luke.
In chapter one, we hear about the Archangel Gabri-
el announcing to Mary that she was to be the
mother of Jesus. Mary asked the Archangel, “How
can this be, since I do not know man?” The Archangel said to Mary, “The Holy Spirit will come upon
you and you shall conceive a son.” And how could this possibly be, since Mary had no sexual rela-
tions with a man in order to conceive a son? And the Archangel told her there is nothing that is
impossible with God; for with God, nothing is impossible. Mary’s humble response was this: "Be-
hold, the maidservant of the Lord. Let it be done to me according to your word."

What is the meaning of that Bible passage two thousand years ago that has significance for us
today? I believe that it is this: Mary was a young woman, a girl, when God announced his purpose

for her life. Mary did not have a choice as to what was to be her purpose in life. God had prepared ) .
her life before she was even formed in the womb of her mother. God decided what her life, what her
life course would be, not Mary herself.

Our young people have read Harry Potter. In the book, Harry Potter, the Chamber of Secrets, the
professor, Albus Dumbledore, said, “It is not our abilities that determine who we are; it is our choic-
es.” For Omo nim, True Mother, it was not her privilege to choose what would be the purpose of her
life. God decided before Mother, before Omo nim was formed in the womb of her mother Dae-mo
nim that she was to be the chosen woman of God. It was not her decision. It was God’s decision for
her life. God, our Heavenly Parent not only prepared True Mother for a special position in life to be
the wife of Abo nim, True Father, but also to stand as the woman who would restore Eve, the first
woman, back to her original position.

Eve, the first Eve, was supposed to have been the True Mother, she was supposed to have been
God'’s only begotten daughter. But because Eve failed, God had to wait until another woman could be
prepared to stand in the position of Eve to restore humanity back to its original greatness. [Applause]
So, I know it is difficult for many to understand what True Mother means when she says she is God’s
only begotten daughter. It does not mean that she is God. It does not mean that she is better than the
rest of us, but what the “only begotten daughter" means is that she has said "yes." She has said yes,
yes, yes, yes, yes, and never "no" to God. [Applause]

It means that she does not live for herself but she lives for the sake of humanity. She lives for the
sake of 74 billion people on the face of the earth; her life is only for God! [Applause] I am sure that
when God revealed to True Mother that she was to be in the position of God’s only begotten daugh-
ter, she said, How can this be? But God told True Mother, Do not worry for with God, nothing is
impossible. So all that True Mother could say is, I am the maidservant of the Lord, let it be as you say
it is. When you and I say "yes" to God, our Heavenly Parent, when we say to God, Let your will be
done, we will stand as the true sons or daughter to True Parents; we will be the true sons or daugh-
ters of God. [Applause, Ajul]

Finally, let us be committed to God, our Heavenly Parent; let us faithfully attend True Parents with
hyo jeong, with filial heart, so that all of us together can see the kingdom of God here on earth. Gam-
sahamnida! Aju! Aju!
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Both Rev. Jesse Edwards and Archbishop Stallings generated a great deal of excitement among the Cheon Bok Gung congregation for
expressing their love for True Parents and for their expressive worship style, reflecting his deep Christian roots.

raise God everyone! Come on! Let’s praise God in the house today! Hallelujah! It's good to be
in the presence of God and the presence of God’s family. When I met Father Moon about
twenty years ago, at East Garden, we were having dinner and Father Moon said, “Rev. Ed-
wards, you are John the Baptist!” [Applause] I said, Father Moon, I don't want to be John the
Baptist. He had his head cut off! But Father Moon said, “No, no, no! You are a good John the Baptist...
to prepare the world for the Messiah.. .to tell Christianity of the anointing of Jesus Christ upon True
Parents.” There is a scripture passage in the Book of John Chapter 11 and it reads like this: Jesus’
dearly beloved friend, Lazarus, had died. He had been buried in a tomb for three days. Lazarus had
been dead for three days. Jesus began to speak these words. He said, Father, I thank you that you
have heard me and I know that you hear me, but because of the people who are standing by me now,
that they may believe. Lazarus had died and had been buried in the grave for three days. After three
days, his body began to decay. When Jesus heard of Lazarus’ death, Jesus went to Lazarus’ tomb and
Jesus told them to remove the stone that covered the grave. But the people said to wait because his
body stinks. But Jesus said to roll the stone away. They did and he called Lazarus by name. You see
the stone represents the Principle that Father has brought to Korea, but Christianity has not under-
stood the message that Father has brought here. Christians, if we do not agree with a philosophy, we
say it stinks. But the people did not know what was behind the stone that was rolled away.

In just these last couple days of our conference here in Seoul, God has begun to roll the stone away
from God’s principle, which has been hidden for so long. [Aju!] There’s a problem, though. The prob-
lem is that when God raised Lazarus from the dead and he stood up, the Bible says, he was wrapped
in grave clothes. Lazarus, like the church, was wrapped too tight. And Jesus said these words, “No-
tice Lazarus was resurrected and alive, but he was bound by the grave clothes.” He could not walk.
He could only hop. He could not talk because the grave clothes had been wrapped around his
mouth. And Jesus said these words, “Loose him! Loose him!” and they took the grave clothes from
his mouth. Today, in year 2017, God is loosing the grave clothes from the church that has bound us
for two thousand years. God said, Loose him, and let the Principles of God come forth!

So, now the church can walk! So, now, the church can talk! But God needed some anointed, ap-
pointed, blessed central family Christian ministers like Archbishop Stallings and me to accept the
call. Come up here, archbishop! Come up here with me. [Archbishop Stallings joins Rev. Edwards.
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The "twin brothers" as Father called them, gave deep, rich sermons that stirred up the congregation and perhaps allowed them to see True
Parents from a different perspective.

True Father called us “twin brothers.” [Laughter] I'm the better-looking one! He’s the smart one.
I'm the good-looking one. But Father anointed the archbishop and anointed me to reach out to all
Christianity.... Correct, Brother George? [Correct.]

In the first page of the Principle we read, I bring to you a new truth. But you see the truth never
changes. It’s the same always, but God opens our understanding. For twenty years I have been wit-
nessing to Christianity across America. For twenty years I have been rejected. Do you know what
that means? For twenty years, no one would talk to me. My family wouldn't talk to me. My church
wouldn't talk to me. My organization asked me to resign and leave. But today, Lazarus is set free! The
Principle is set free! [Applause] [Aju!] My organization is calling me now and saying, “What can we
do to help Mother Moon? [Loud applause] With me at our conference was a friend of mine from my
organization who was born in Seoul and has a church in Seoul. He has a seminary in Seoul. He also
has churches and seminaries in China.

He was at our conference for the last two days, in tears. He said, "Jesse, we have to bring all the
Christian pastors in Seoul together to hear this message. We have to bring all Christianity together to
hear Father’s message." Our True Father is directing this from heaven. Because today is the time that
Christianity comes forth and supports the anointed True Parents, Father and Mother Moon. Do you feel
the anointing of God here today? God is here in this place.

I am coming back another time to Seoul with this pastor. I am bringing five American Chris-
tian pastors with me and with the Korean pastor, we are going to visit all the Christian churches
in Seoul. Hallelujah! In all Korea! All Korea is about to have a revival! It’s all because of people
like Archbishop Stallings and these Christian pastors that are with us.

Reverend Kim Dong-woo, what
does it mean to be the pastor of
Cheongshim Family church in the
Village of Seorak?

ur church in Seorak is the
O biggest religious facility in

all of Gapyeong county
(population 62,000). This county has
many religious facilities; this is by
far the biggest. Our Sunday service
average attendance figure is also the
highest. Most religious leaders in
Gapyeong know this.

How did the locals reactto a
Unification Church in downtown
Seorak?

he main obstacle between the
T citizens and us is that some

have prejudices. The sponta-
neous perception they had of our
church was that of heresy and the
Antichrist. Most still believed what
the Korean media spread decades
ago. For those who haven't received
clear information about True Parents
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and our teachings, achievements,
goals and vision, erasing their preju-
dice is indeed difficult.

This is a rural, somewhat isolated
area.

tis a rural area with an aging
I population. After a certain age,

you don't change your concepts
easily. That poses a challenge for us.
The church opened six years ago as
anew development in the Cheong-
pyeong providence. We'd had the
Cheongpyeong Training Center for
years, which was growing. Increas-
ingly, employees were working and
living here. We needed a place
where members could meet as a
congregation for Sunday service.
That was the main original purpose.
True Mother emphasizes educating
those in our second generation. The
buildings’ structure and space were
made specifically for Sunday ser-
vices and small classes, based on the
original vision. On Foundation Day,

in 2013, things started to change.
True Mother began to guide the
Cheongpyeong providence directly.
She gradually decided to make this
area the capital of Cheon Il Guk. She
wants to build the tangible center of
Cheon Il Guk.

Members used to see
Cheongpyeong as a spiritual
retreat, quite separated from the
world, so even for us, thisis a
revolution in our perception.

rue Mother coined the expres-
T sion “HJ Cheonwon.” It con-

tains a spiritual and a physical
dimension; both are important. The
Training Center still plays a central
role in H] Cheonwon. True Mother
wants to build a complex that is an
extract of various international
aspects.

On the other hand, True Father
often climbed Jeonseong Peak,
behind Cheon Jeong Gung. Sharing
the treasure of this area with all
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humankind was Father’s dream. We
should know what prompts True
Mother now: she wants to substanti-
ate True Father’s dream, not just for
Seorak residents or for Korea. A
global vision is behind it. This is to
be a model.

It presents an additional challenge
for the local people.
ndeed. They were used to huge
I gatherings around here once or
twice a year, with hundreds of
buses releasing thousands of people
for big events. They did not know
what we were doing. But we can take
time to explain our vision of making
this place international and attractive,
so they can feel a part of it.

I doubt employees in HJ Cheon-
won will do this grassroots’ com-
munication among the local pop-
ulation, but the pastor and the
Cheongshim Church staff are on
the front line.

xactly. Mother wants to estab-
E lish a model and make HJ

Cheonwon the capital of Cheon
Il Guk. The church here is on the
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border between “inside” and “out-
side.” Inside it is part of H] Cheon-
won; outside, it is the gateway for
the local people and for South Korea.

True Mother sent me here in Janu-
ary 2016 with two main objectives.
Her first request is to let Seorak and
Gapyeong people learn about and
follow True Parents. True Mother
always emphasizes that we are so
happy because we are with True
Parents. The main organizations in
HJ Cheonwon are focusing on
erecting the building complex, but
the church mission is outreach to the
local people so that they know and
follow True Parents.

The H] Cheonwon
staff clearly has the mission to at-
tend True Mother and serve the
world providence.
This is their number-one duty, but
True Mother asked me to take care

of restoring the local area. Who is
going to do that? It is a challenge.

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Anyway, I have to unite with what-
ever True Mother asks me to do. I
had to develop some specific educa-
tion so that members become own-
ers of Cheon Il Guk and are ready to
go out to fulfill their mission of
tribal messiahs.

We have to strengthen members’
spirituality, life of faith and the level
of their hearts. That was my first
concern. Second, we need to build a
system, because this church consists
of 470 families. It is a mega-church,
and a mega-church does not work
without a system guiding members
increasingly to have their own
mission and responsibility. I have
been focusing on these two points
for more than a year. We are build-
ing a tribal messiahship system.

Is there a theological work on
building the capital of Cheon I
Guk and the role of the church in
it?
rue Mother told me, “I am
T sending you to church number
one.” I was embarrassed. What

does True Mother mean? I prayed
and then developed my thinking on

This is Mother’s special input for
the Cheon Il Guk providence. If this
church becomes number one, those
in this congregation must qualify to
live in the ideal world—become a
Cheon Il Guk owner. We need to
clarify the measurement, the scale of
such a person. With that, I can check
myself and enable others to evaluate
themselves.

Trying to clarify the life of a
Cheon I Guk owner led me to
clarify the educational track, step by
step. Those who pass through the
educational track, albeit imperfectly,
finally will know what he or she has
to do as a Cheon Il Guk owner.

This educational track is beyond
Sunday service, presumably?
unday service is not the right
S venue for this kind of educa-
tion. There are three steps. The
first is a vision seminar for all mem-
bers, a seven-day evening program
to clarify how True Parents’ provi-
dence has developed and where we

now stand. What is the meaning of
Cheon Il Guk? What should our life
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of faith be in Cheon Il Guk? Mem-
bers reflect, see that their life of faith
must change and that they must
adjust course to become a tribal
messiah.

What is the main challenge on this
track?

ur members are used to
hearing good words, but
few are ready for action.

That is the challenge. A Divine
Principle school follows the first
seminar. We meet once a week over
nine weeks to study the first part of
the Divine Principle, but not in
lecture form. Our traditional way
has a subject partner lecturing
object partners, who just listen. All
participants have to be subject
partners. They all read together
and then have a discussion. Mem-
bers say they thought they knew
the Principle, but using this way,
they become completely confused,
because how people understand it
is not similar. I want members to
have “lifetime questions.” Now,
they like to do that. Those who
graduate from the Divine Principle

school can join the twelve-week
Hoondok School to understand the
application of the Divine Principle
in daily life.

Please describe the outreach to
the population.

e are not reaching to the
local population primarily
in terms of religious needs.

We try to identify the people’s own
needs. This is an important point,
and I am sure that our entire move-
ment, in terms of tribal messiahship,
should change its mindset in this
area. We have to do something that
fits people’s real needs, not our
needs. For a year, we have been
trying to do that, and we have seen
that people do change. Those in the
local government can also change.
Many people, when they see and
interact with us start to change their
views.

What are peoples’ needs?
here are many. We want to
Tstress our strong points,
where we can make a differ-
ence. More than forty church
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members in our community are
nurses in nearby Cheongshim
Hospital—strong womanpower! To
mobilize this resource, we focus on
old, single residents that are con-
cerned about their health and often
isolated. Of Seorak Village’s ten
thousand people, 27 percent are
over sixty-five. Many feel lonely
and are grateful when we visit to
show our love. We have been using
Happy Health machines success-
fully. We show them how to use
them, and they appreciate our
concern.

How have the local authorities
reacted?

he Seorak Village mayor real-
Tized that the Gapyeong County

cannot ignore Cheongshim
anymore. Without Cheongshim’s
support, it’s difficult. He knows he
has to remain competitive in relation
to other mayors. Without working
with Cheongshim, he cannot grow.
He knows that. It is the same with
other villages.

Almost everywhere in Gapyeong,
the population is aging. Here, we
have young people; there is energy.
If he works with us, with our man-

power, assets and qualifications, he
will be more successful. Other
mayors are becoming aware of that.
Seorak Village is growing mostly
because of Unification Church
members.

Many foreign members with
missions in HJ Cheonwon live
here.

ndeed. We have Japanese and
I Filipino wives with Korean

husbands who are not here for a
temporary mission. Most Japanese
wives master the Korean language
after a few years. We may have
around twenty-five Filipino wom-
en, some of whom speak fluently.
The number of Westerners fluctu-
ates. Some are here working at the
international school or at HJ
Cheonwon. They are often so busy
with their mission that they don’t
have much time for church activi-
ties.

Some Westerners not involved
with HJ Cheonwon live here, but if
they don't speak Korean, integrating
them into our activities is difficult.
They desire to be involved, but not
knowing Korean limits their out-
reach.

limagine that in a rural area with
many blessed families around, the
blessed children are in a protec-
tive environment.

ure. Especially here, our teen-
S agers in our second generation

are the majority in their class-
es. No other community is like this.
Therefore, I want to change the rules
of the game. We are the majority
here.

It would be interesting to do a
field study of their experience.

hat’s why, besides the home
T groups for older members who

have to break through in tribal
messiahship, we have to make
programs for the younger ones. Our
young people are not accustomed or
trained to work as tribal messiahs. I
want to guide them in social work,
so they can reach out to the society
and work in the society. Based on
their strong points, I want them to
interact with the local population. At
first, it may not be easy, but gradual-
ly, we are going to become the major
social group here. 7

am a Japanese Brazilian. I met
and married my Japanese hus-
band in Brazil in 1982 and came
to Japan in August 1983. I joined
the Family Federation in 2009 when I
had finished raising our children.

As I studied True Parents teach-
ings, my desire to receive the blessing
with my husband grew strong. My
husband was a Buddhist and I was a
Christian. Since we both had religious
faiths and shared a good relationship,
I believed it would be easy for us to
go through the blessing. However, my
husband held intense dislike toward
the Family Federation and would not
even try to listen to True Parents’
teachings.

At the suggestion of my central
figure, I offered prayers and practiced
hoondokhae in order to persuade my
husband. However, my husband was
not supportive of my visiting the
church. Moreover, he felt deceived.
He started to leave home often as if he
were searching for a place to vent his
anger. At times, he would not even
come home and I fell into great dis-
tress asking myself, “What has hap-
pened to us? We were such a loving
couple.” Back then, all I could think of
was that I was right and my husband
was wrong and self-centered because
he was opposing God. I was desper-
ate to make my husband follow my
way, and we were quarreling all the

time. The effects of this drove me into
a corner and I even started thinking
of divorce.

However, God has listened to my
desperate prayer. I started to learn the
self-pastoral program “The Life of an
Owner of Cheon Il Guk” and prac-
ticed a prayer named “a prayer to
purify my heart” with the help of
Rev. Yoshitada Sugita who was ap-
pointed church leader two years ago.
It is a wonderful prayer that helps you
seek for your conscience when you
feel unpleasant. I will ask my con-
science, “What was the cause within
me that brought me to such a result?”
Then I would recite every day, “I'm
sorry. Please forgive me. Thank you. I
love you.”

Slowly, changes occurred within
me. Until then, I used to think, “I will
not forgive my husband. I must not
forgive him. If I forgive him, I will
lose.” Through the prayer of purifica-
tion, my conscience gave me an
amazing “enlightenment” I can
forgive him. I have nothing to lose
from forgiving him. It doesn’t matter
if Ilose.” An indescribable feeling of
gratitude welled up from my heart
and I wanted to love my husband
with God’s love.

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A Woman Requiring Complete
Nursing Care Changes through

Family Shosha Activity

By Keiko Sakudawara

rs. Nishi (sixty-one years

old) who used to run a

grocery shop with her

husband in a shopping
area in my neighborhood collapsed
from a stroke around ten years ago.
Although she escaped death, it left
her severely paralyzed on her right
side. Since it was difficult for her
family to nurse her at home, she
happened to enter the nursing home I
worked in, and by chance, I had
charge of her.

At the nursing home, Mrs. Nishi
could not accept reality and was very
confused. Although I tried to love and
care for her with patience as if I were
a family member, she strongly wished
to go home. I told her husband and
son about her situation and suggested
they utilize home-visit nursing care
and a day care service at the same
time. Under those circumstances, she
went home.

Although Mrs. Nishi was no longer
my patient, since we were members of
the same neighborhood association, I
would stop by the grocery shop and
ask her family how she was doing
and if I could be of any help. Last year
August, I received a phone call from
Mr. Nishi asking me if I could visit
Mrs. Nishi. This was the first time for
me to enter their house, and I met
Mrs. Nishi after an interval of three
years.
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Mrs. Nishi seemed to blame herself
for putting a burden on her family by
her not being able to help out in the
store, let alone look after herself. As
soon as she saw me, she wailed, “I
wish I could die!” and recounted
what was in her heart. I could do
nothing but listen. However, feeling
certain that I could not leave her the
way she was, I visited her within a
few days and invited her to the Sho-
sha Festival. Although she could not
actually come to the festival because
of her physical situation, when with
the ardent wish that Mrs. Nishi be-
comes happy I suggested she practice
shosha [writing of True Parents' words
in calligraphy] at home, she kindly
accepted.

Because it took Mrs. Nishi a few
days to finish one piece of shohsa and
her writings were messy, she said,
“Are you sure this is acceptable?”
When I encouraged her and said, “It
doesn’t matter if it’s messy. What is
important is for you to put your heart
into it with gratitude for your family
and your wish that your body will
recover. To use your fingers to write is
also a good means of rehabilitation.”
She nodded with a bright smile.

Nowadays, I visit Mrs. Nishi’s
house and hold family shosha activity
with her and her family on a regular
basis. Mrs. Nishi has definitely im-
proved her writing skills and it is
taking less time to complete a piece.
