oday we have entered a signifi-

ant providential time with the

fifth year of Cheon Il Guk. On this

day, you are all opening the way to a world

of a new heaven and new earth in the

direct presence of the True Parents of Heaven, Earth

and Humankind, who have been honored in the Cer-

emony of Cosmic Unity. Today, with the cooperation

of the spirit world, you have all been urgently called

here as the central figures with the important role

of building the kingdom of heaven on earth and in

heaven. You have been called here to build the world

of God's ideal at the time of creation--in other words,
a world of peace.

We are here today in the third month of the fifth
year of Cheon Il Guk, at the Cheonseong Wanglim
Palace, the original holy ground. At this significant
time in history, I would like to speak about "The
Restoration of Our True God's Homeland," which
has been God's most earnest desire, and to convey
this message from Heaven that you should know
and put into practice in this age. With the new spring
season that is upon us, please open your hearts
today and welcome this deeply meaningful spring
day in the era after the coming of heaven.

Dear members, the people living on this earth
today have been unable to find God's kingdom and
His righteousness, which He has already revealed.
Therefore, you should understand that seeking God's
kingdom and His righteousness is the hope of mankind
today, and the hope of all those who have lived on
this earth throughout thousands of years of histo-
ry until the present.

Then how did this kingdom of hope and right-
eousness come to be our final goal and purpose? It
is because of the human fall. Due to the fall of our
first ancestors, God and humankind, who were to
become the center of that kingdom and righteous-
ness, were instead placed in a position where no
relationship of any kind could be established between
the two. Due to the fall, human beings lost the heav-
enly lineage and instead became Satan's children
who inherit the satanic lineage.

Mankind had fallen into a state of ignorance about
the true father and true families that were to be the
center of God's kingdom and His righteousness. They
were ignorant about the true nation. For this rea-
son, God has had to labor throughout history to this
day in order to awaken the ignorant people, all
humanity, and teach them about the true father, the
true family and the true nation. Consequently, the
task of finding God's kingdom and His righteous-
ness still remains as our ultimate hope and goal.

Dear members, there are over two hundred nations
in this world today. Yet among those numerous
nations, there is not one that God could call His own
"Fatherland" and that could receive His love. For this
reason, the purpose of God's providence, which has
spanned a period of six thousand years until now,
was to completely deny this fallen world and re-cre-
ate the kingdom of God.

Thus, throughout history, God's providence was
to find His kingdom. Without the cooperation of that

kingdom, God's will for the restoration of humankind
would not be fulfilled. A true nation centering on a
true religion must exist. Therefore, at a given moment
in history, God had sought for a nation of His own.
That has been the providential history centering on
the chosen people of Israel and Judaism.

Then what kind of nation is the one we yearn for?
It is not a nation like the one we live in today. We
still do not have God's nation. A person without a
nation does not have an original hometown. With-
out a nation you cannot have a nationality. Without
a nation there is no basis upon which you can reg-
ister your existence. Therefore, our task in this life
is to restore that nation.

Only when we have a nation can we leave behind
a tradition that can live on through our descendants
for eternity. All the efforts we have made through
our blood and sweat will remain as well. It is a mon-
ument that celebrates Heaven's labors. Through this
nation, all vestiges of glory can remain on this earth.
Yet if we fail to find that nation, all this will have
been in vain.

For this reason, you should clearly understand
that seeking and establishing God's nation is the
most critical task for us today. You must always live
with the conviction that, "Our family protects that
nation loved by True Parents. Thus, I must become
a filial child before True Parents, and fulfill the path
of a loyal citizen of the nation."

It is the Peace Kingdom that glo-
rifies the reign of eternal peace and
prosperity where we attend the King
of Peace of Cosmic Unity as our true
lord, true teacher and true king.

There is no doubt that among

But orig-
inally, God should have been the
master of this world.

To this nation, the family, tribe,
people and world will offer their support. The entire
spirit world will be mobilized. The five great sages,
as well as your good ancestors, will observe your
every movement as they support you. Based on the
unity between the mind and body we can unify the
individual and also unify the family, tribe, people,
nation, world and cosmos.

God must fulfill the purpose of His providence on
this earth, without fail. Then what will be the result
of the fulfillment of His will? It will be that God can
save all the people in this world and have dominion
over them as His children. The will of providence has
indeed been yearning for this to happen.

If you die without restoring a nation on this earth
during your lifetime, you will be unable to have the
value of a true person who belongs to the heavenly
kingdom. You must go to the spirit world on the basis
of having been under the reign of God's dominion
on earth. That is the original standard of God's cre-
ation.

Dear members, throughout my entire life to this
day, I have lived without any interest in worldly
things. My lifelong desire is encapsulated in the fol-
lowing statements: "Should I not die in that nation
that God can protect? Wouldn't my entire life be mis-
erable if I failed to live in that way? Thus, I must
seek that kingdom and live there, even if it is for just
one day, before I die."

With that day in mind, I have walked this path
with the heart of investing thousands of days of sac-
rifice. I am marching forward even while you who
are ignorant take rest. If you do not rise up, then I
will have to mobilize people from other nations to
accomplish this. If this nation does not move, I will
have to resort to such tactics as having other nations
come in to achieve this purpose. In this way, there
can be no failure on this heavenly path of bringing
fruits in the age of Cheon Il Guk. There can no longer
be any compromise, delay or extension caused by
Satan's interference. The completion and conclusion
of God's providence is literally the total completion
of the providence in my lifetime. We are in the final
leg of God's providence for completely establishing
God's ideal at the time of creation.

In light of this, those without a nation are always
exposed to aggression. They stand in an unfortu-
nate position. There will be many times when they
can be helplessly invaded. Where can we find the
kingdom of God's desire? In other words, where can
we find the kingdom that can become God's foothold?
This is the question.

The reason we shed our blood and sweat for the
people of this nation is to ultimately establish the

eternal heavenly kingdom and to establish a coun-
try of public well-being that can be praised for eter-
nity by countless descendants to come. There is no
doubt that this kingdom is one that the children of
God's direct lineage can guide through God's word.

Once established, it will remain as an eternal state
system. Considering these things, isn't it mortifying
that you have not yet become citizens of that king-
dom?

You should lament the fact of not having such a
kingdom. You should deeply regret the fact that you
have not been able to live in such a kingdom. You

True Father delivered a speech entitled
"Restoration of the Homeland of the True
God," in which he said, "We still do not have
God's nation.

Therefore,
our task in this life is to restore that nation."
He also emphasized, "You must always live
with the conviction,'Our family protects that
kingdom loved by True Parents.

He went on to assert, "Dear members, first
and foremost you must all give the blessing
to your family and tribe, and centering on
them, establish a tribal hoondok church.

on this initiative."

Lastly, Father placed emphasis on two
points: "You must quickly break free from
the customs and mindset belonging to the
era before heaven.

year. We cannot trans-
late this into many lan-
guages. It will make
more problems.

If you offer 3/10 as
an offering you will be
able to go anywhere at
any time. This will be
a key condition in the
Kingdom of God. The
Cheong Sung Gyeong
should be given to each
person. After you receive |if
it, you should go to your
hometown. The Cheong
Sung Gyeong should
be broken up into many
volumes. Then it can be carried at all
times. Also, instruction can be given
on which section should be read on
each day throughout the world.

Your ancestors (parents also) are in
the position of the Archangel to sup-
port you. Your ancestors are watching
over you. If you don't make the proper
conditions it will be a problem. All your
ancestors should not
remain in the archangel
position but rather all
should be blessed and
engrafted into the lineage
of our True Parents. Adam
and Eve should be in the
position of the Elder Son.
Ancestors should really
be like brothers and sis-
ters. If you don't know the
Korean language, you can
never be like the elder
brother. The branches of |,
the false Olive Tree should E
be grafted into the True
Olive tree. We must emphasize that we
should bless our children to our ene-
mies. We should emphasize intercul-
tural and interracial marriages. Other-
wise there will be division and fighting
in the future. This will make a unified
Tree of Life that will blossom. First, Sec-
ond and Third Generation must be
blessed and united.

There should no longer be advanced
nations and underprivileged nations.
The three disciples of Jesus were not
united with him. Three generations
must be united to restore this. This will
create unity.

There should no longer be division
between internal and external. With-
out that unity, we can never bring the
world to God. All media institutions
must be harmonized with the internal
truth and perspective or otherwise we
cannot bring the Kingdom of Heaven.

There must be a clear difference
between the era before the coming of
Heaven and the era after the coming of
Heaven. Rev. Kwak and Mr. Joo, you
must understand that you must fulfill
your responsibility and develop your
creativity. If we do not fulfill our respon-
sibility, our mind and body will be divid-
ed. In this condition we cannot enter
the Kingdom of Heaven. Everything in
the spirit is computerized. Nothing can
be hidden. Everything will be revealed.

We should go
beyond 80. January
1, 1968 was the first
God's Day. From that
moment, I knew that
I had to push myself
to be absolutely cor-
rect. We cannot lie.
Even Mother and I
could be in trouble
if I didn't tell her what
she needs to know.
Some of you have
done things wrong
Pl secretly behind your
spouse-- you cannot
do this. This must be
stopped.

The elders should
return to their own
hometown. At the
time of Moses, the chosen people had
to establish their hometown. They had
to keep faith in Moses. This is the same
time.

Americans, raise your hand. Are you
just citizens of America? (No, we are
first citizens of the Kingdom of God.)
That's right. You should not be proud
that America is the number one power.
This will lead to problems. You should
be humble and realize
that your true identity
is that you are citizens
of the Kingdom of God.

Americans and
Africans should
exchange homes. This
would be so beautiful
| in the sight of God. God's
| way is to always har-
| monize the highest and
most developed foun-
dation with the small-
est or least developed.
This is God's way. Satan
cannot do this. Satan wants separa-
tion and pride.

Jacob did not marry the younger and
more beautiful daughter; he married
Leah first. Hometown is the destiny of
all of God's people. We must engraft
our hometown into the lineage of heav-
en. We must push our bodies down and
allow our conscience to
take the lead. The mind
has the strongest power.
This way must be
applied to the individ-
ual, family, tribe, nation
and world. Your mind
and body must become
one.

The Islamic world
and the Christian world =
are in conflict. This is
a serious problem. What
is the root of the situ- £
ation in the Holy Land?

Abel did not love his enemy. Christian-
ity and America must take the position
to show the way of loving your enemy.
Jewish people must love the Muslim
people and vice versa.

True Parents, Elder brother, younger
brother -- this is the reality of relations
in the Cheon Il Guk. Cain and Abel are
united through True Love. Americans
should exchange homes with Africans.
This not a threat; this is the
way I've been living. That's
why every nation must have
a central figure from the
Fatherland. Every area should
have a representative of True
Parents from the Fatherland.
They represent the elder J
brother; they must give love
to the younger brother. Then
they will succeed. This is the
pattern. Without love, you
can't succeed.

There must be three unit-
ed together in one home or one area,
and then God can dwell there. Through
this path of harmonization through
love, ultimately we come to be one with
God's heart. One generation cannot
make God's lineage; there must be at
least three generations.

world take a bitter toll in
human lives and in the hopes
of peoples in achieving the
promise of lasting peace.
Divisions over land and
resources, endemic poverty, political
repression, and ideological tensions all
contribute to instabilities that can lead
to aggression, systemic injustice, and,
ultimately, war.

A major international conference
bringing current and former heads of
state, diplomats, scholars, and leaders
of nongovernmental organizations from
some 150 nations worked to address
the underlying factors that lead to con-
flict and to advance alternatives to pre-
empt the outbreak of hostilities and
bring reconciliation to warring factions.

Convened February 12 in a dramat-
ic mountain setting at Cheongpyeong
in South Korea, the assembly, Univer-
sal Values and Lasting Peace: Toward
a New Model of Global Governance,
emphasized the need for the collabo-
rative efforts of government, civil soci-
ety and the faith community to meet
the heightened security and humani-
tarian needs of the twenty-first centu-
ry. The three-day conference, the fifth
such summit on leadership and good
governance, met under the auspices of
the Interreligious and International
Federation for World Peace (IIFWP),
founded in 1999 by the Rev. Dr. Sun
Myung Moon.

IIFWP Secretary General Thomas G.
Walsh called the assembly to order in
the opening plenary session and praised
the nearly three hundred delegates for
their selfless efforts to seek solutions
to the problems of underdevelopment,
social discord, and political insecuri-
ty. He urged participants to use the
time given to work together and to find
in the commitment and experience of
those assembled new paths that won’t
replicate the failed experiences of his-
tory. He also looked forward to estab-
lishing a formal framework for

e
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rience, and skill can be misused.”

The conflicts in history “are not fun-
damentally problems of structure,
resources, technology, or knowledge
alone,” he said. “They derive from the
problems within human beings.” These
root problems originate from a defile-
ment of character that religious tradi-
tion traces to the first human
ancestors, whose departure
from an ideal state of union
with God led to the weak-
ening of the conscience itself.
The role of religion, he said,
includes a continual effort
to elevate the conscience to
correspond to its original
role as a moral compass for
human actions. =

Dr. Kwak went on to out-
line the two core principles
of leadership and good gov- |
ernance advocated by IFWP- &
-the principle of unselfish-
ness, or living for the sake
of others; and the principle
of unification, or overcom-
ing barriers through acts of
love, reconciliation and coop-
eration. These principles of
governance ultimately have their roots
not in structures, rules, or laws, but
rather in human relationships that have
their base in individual attitudes and
practices.

Dr. Kwak, who attended the recent
inauguration of U.S. President George
W. Bush, noted that the values of free-
dom and democracy that President
Bush emphasized in his address are
still not the most important values, for
freedom misused for selfish ends leads
to abuses. Only when informed by the
ethic of living for others and the moti-
vation to overcome boundaries can the

an International Peace Council,
comprised of regionally elected
IIFWP Ambassadors for Peace.
Such a council, he said, could
play an important role in peace-
making by representing civil soci-
ety and the world’s faith tradi-
tions in collaboration with exist-
ing political representation at the
United Nations and among gov-
ernments.

The opening plenary address
by Dr. Chung Hwan Kwak, chair-
man of IFWP, laid the ground-
work for the days of deliberations
and working sessions that followed.
“Leadership,” Dr. Kwak asserted, has
its foundation not only in knowledge,
experience, and a will to lead, but also
in the character of individuals. . . . When
character is lacking knowledge, expe-

promise of freedom be realized.

Dr. Kwak also reported on his recent
meeting with the president of the UN
General Assembly, H.E. Jean Ping, and
his attendance at the UN conference
on sustainable development for Small
Island Developing States, held in Mau-

ritius. Concluding, he wel-
comed the delegates on
behalf of Dr. and Mrs.
Moon, whose lifetime efforts
for peace were to be rec-
ognized during the course
of the conference on the
occasion of Dr. Moon’s
eighty-fifth birthday.
; Dr. Kwak was followed
to the podium by the Hon-
orable Jose C. de Vene-
cia, speaker of the House
of Representatives in the
Philippines, who marveled at the mag-
nificent setting and suggested that this
could be a location for a United Nations
of the East. Speaker de Venecia affirmed
his support for an interreligious coun-
cil within the UN, and reminded the
assembly of his own his efforts to pres-
ent that proposal before the interna-

tional body.

“Changing the heart is the only way
to end the clash of civilizations, which
really means a clash of religions,” he
said. “In the old days [such conflict]
was tolerable. Today it is not tolerable.
And only by implementing Dr. Moon’s
idea [of an interreligious council] can
we learn to avert war.

“I personally advocated this view
before President Bush, who was enthu-
siastic and referred the matter to Sec-
retary Powell and National Security
Advisor Rice. I brought this proposal
before the UN General Assembly,
which passed the resolution unan-
imously. Now I would like to ask
this forum gathered here to begin
to organize such an interfaith body
to address the problems in the
world’s conflict zones—in Sri Lanka,
Kashmir, Chechnya, Sudan, Nepal,
Nigeria, and Palestine. I appeal
earnestly to the men and women
of moral courage to use your learn-
ing and experience to reconcile
the great religions and to relieve
poverty, injustice, and oppres-
sion.”

Following Speaker de Venecia
at the opening plenary, Dr. Konstantin
Dolgiv, department chief of Russia’s
Diplomatic Academy of the Foreign Min-
istry spoke of the futility of politics unin-
formed by the great insights and gifts
of the great faiths; His Excellency Dr.

Ejup Ganic, former president of Bosnia-
Herzegovina, reminded the delegates
of the failure of international leader-
ship before and during the outbreak of
war in the Balkans in the 1990s; Dr.
V. Mohini Giri, chairperson of the Guild
of Service in India, spoke of the price
of conflict on the civilian population,
particularly women and children. “No
longer are women willing to be mute,”
she said. “Sustainable peace can only
be achieved with genuine collaboration
between men and women, government
and civil society.”

Dr. Soo Sung Lee, former prime min-
ister of South Korea; the Honorable
Ashaji Ibrahim Mantu, deputy presi-
dent of the senate in Nigeria; His Royal
Highness Prince Sirivudh Norodom,
Cambodia’s deputy prime minister; and
His Excellency Dr. Punsalmaagin Ochir-
bat, former president of Mongolia spoke
in turn of the
urgent need for
effective gover-
nance; for leader-
ship informed by
moral seriousness,
and of the practi-
| cal introduction of
principles advocat-
ed by IIFWP
through education-
al initiatives and
interreligious dia-
logue to lessen ten-
sions and provide
for basic human
needs.

As the home-
land of the Rev. Dr.
Moon, and with
nearly two million
armed troops fac-
ing each other along a border only 151
miles (248 km) in length, the political-
ly divided Korean peninsula is a natu-
ral and urgent arena for applying the
IIFWP approach to peacemaking. Pre-
sentations in this session, therefore,
included a major statement of the IIFWP
peacemaking principles as well as per-
spectives offered by academic experts
from Korea, Japan, and Russia.

“The goal,” explained Dr. Antonio
Betancourt, Secretary General of IFWP
North America, “is to change the ethics
and logic of power to the ethics and
logic of love, which means to live for
the sake of others, from the neighbor-
hood and community, to nations around
the world, ultimately to the United
Nations body.” Dr. Betancourt has been
deeply involved in facilitating dialogue
between the two Koreas, and between
North Korea and the United States,
since 1990.

IIFWP proposes a restructuring of
institutions not only in North Korea,
but the world over, based on the ethics
of “I am even my enemy’s keeper,” he
said. In this perspective, spreading
democracy under the imperative of the
human value of freedom is only a par-
tial peacemaking initiative. That effort
requires for its fulfillment the comple-
mentary virtues and language of true
love, which stimulate and nurture a
voluntary inner calling to be selfless,

Time for Vigilance not Amnesia

olitical processes, truces, cease-

fires, roadmaps, and other sym-

bols and contracts for peace

are fragile and have a habit of

breaking down. Witness the
aftermath of the "roadmap," and the birth
of the second intifada, which yielded a
massive spike in violent deaths to Israelis
and Palestinians alike.

How many Mont Blanc pens used for
signing peace treaties enjoy the serene
security of climate controlled museum
cases, while mothers and wives scrub
the splattered blood of their loves ones
off the walls of their homes, coffee shops,
and supermarkets?

We are fully encouraged by the near
spontaneous eruption of a commitment
to "calm" shared by Israeli Prime Minis-
ter Ariel Sharon and Palestinian Author-
ity President Mahmoud Abbas in Sharm
El Sheik, made all the more enchanting
absent the shadow of the omnipresent
U.S. bribe (the international version of
the parental surrender "T'll give you an
iPod if you stop fighting with your sister
-- a victory for blackmail depriving every-
one involved of discovering the genuine
joy of having one's own sister as a true
friend). The perennial oil spill of U.S. dol-
lars will slick over the blue green human
desire for peace soon enough, but last
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all people together as one
family. On this foundation,
we can build social, civic, eco-
nomic and political institu- ;
tions that take us through p=g8
and beyond the challenging
problems of our day.

Leadership and Good Gov-
ernance are essential in help-
ing us to achieve these goals.

Leadership has its foun-
dation, not only in knowl- |
edge, experience, and a will
to lead, but also in the char-
acter of individuals. That is,
it has to do with the traits,
qualities and virtues that
should be embodied in human
beings. Good leadership is
essential to good governance. When char-
acter is lacking, talent, knowledge, expe-
rience and skill can be misused. Fur-
thermore, character is not merely an
intangible, moral value. Good charac-
ter, which includes honesty, loyalty, duti-
fulness, compassion, courage, wisdom,
etc., yields good outcomes. Good char-
acter allows trust, cooperation, creativ-
ity, productivity and prosperity to flour-
ish.

As you know, [IFWP upholds two pri-
mary principles. Both are grounded in
the ideal of true love, which is God’s
most essential characteristic. A world
culture that is based on true love is one
where conflict, poverty, and hostile com-
petition will fade away. In turn, many
very practical benefits will follow, includ-
ing great happiness, freedom and pros-
perity.

Thus, we do not advocate these prin-

week's Sharon-Abbas handshake sparkled
in an untainted beauty. Egypt and Jor-
dan surely deserve their day in the sun
for having faithfully trod a treacherous
line dreaming of peace in a troubled time
and a troubled place.

The heady and intoxicating dreams
sparked in us by such spring-like moments
in Egypt, should be accompanied by a
stern and focused glare reminding us
that now is the time, more than ever, to
recall that conflict in the region is not
merely political, and cannot be solved by
politicians alone.

The horrors and calumny shattering
the dreams and lives of undeserving inno-
cents in the region do not stem merely
from political differences and issues. This
is why the likes of Sharon and Abbas
should not be abandoned or isolated in
this moment during their efforts to real-
ize the peace they nobly symbolized in
their dramatic act of hope and courage.
As politicians they cannot solve the prob-
lems which cause violence and blood-
shed in the Middle East. They can only
solve the POLITICAL aspects of the prob-
lem, and history shows beyond a shad-
ow of doubt that political efforts to pro-
vide solutions in isolation will forever be
woefully inadequate to address the com-
plex and deep-rooted causes of conflict
in the region.

Violence and conflict in the region are
spiritual in nature above all. Addition-
ally they are religious, historical, and

ciples simply as ends in themselves.
Rather, these principles provide guide-
lines for the way of true love, which in
turn is the basis for solving our world’s
most critical global problems.

The first may be called the principle
of unselfishness, or the principle of liv-
ing for the sake of others. The second is
the principle of unification, or the prin-
ciple of overcoming barriers through acts
of love, reconciliation and cooperation.

These principles underly IIFWP’s ideals
of leadership and of good governance.
They guide us on the path to peace.

The conflicts and struggles of histo-
ry are not fundamentally problems of
structure, resources, technology or knowl-
edge alone. They derive from the prob-
lems within human beings.

Originally, humanity was created to
inherit God’s nature in all its goodness
and greatness. That is why we were
endowed with a conscience that express-

cultural. For this reason it
is the unmitigated respon-
sibility of all peace seekers
in every field to come to the
support of Sharon, Abbas,
Rice, Bush, Murbarak, and
Abdullah II of Jordan in
their time of courage, of
risk, and of need. Further-
more, from among all lead-
ers responsible to support
the public face of pursuing
peace, NO ONE bears greater
responsibility than religious
leaders, not only in the
region, but also in the world.

All religions represent-
ed in the region have impor-
tant centers of influence in
many other parts of the
world. Each and every world
religious body must hasten to organize
their respective faith communities, as
well as their official, public utterances
from central leadership to undergird the
courageous, dream-filled, and hopeful
moments radiating from Sharm El Sheik
this week.

We urge President Bush and his cab-
inet, which publicly acknowledge the role
of the divine in human affairs not to grow
dull in mistakenly thinking that the God
of all is confined to private Sundays.

The political process is the starlet on
center stage evoking our dreams and
hopes, but it is the spiritual and reli-

es the God-given essence within each of
us.

The human problem emerged due to
the Fall of Adam and Eve, our first ances-
tors. As a result of the Fall, the con-
science was brought under Satan’s domin-
ion and has been badly damaged, even
though it could not be eradicated com-
pletely. This is because, up until the
time of their fall from God’s grace, Adam
and Eve were able to develop, at least
partially, their conscience. Still, the con-
science is not fully matured or perfect-
ed in human beings, and so we are in
need of continual efforts to elevate the
conscience. This has been the purpose
of religion and the teachings of the saints
and sages throughout history.

Even plants need nurturing and sup-
port if they are to grow. Weeds can grow
easily. The conscience, like a tender
plant, needs cultivation or it deterio-

I sincerely thank many
of our leaders for their
prayers and support, espe-
cially Dr. Yang.

neyed far from home for
many years it is not easy for me to "suddenly" return
and have a Crown of Peace Ceremony.

However, as True Parents have guided us, Heav-
en has prepared the way for us. The preparations
were a little rocky and my wife Reiko and I were nerv-
ous. As with all of our families, we long for under-
standing and support from our relatives. Being called
by God to a special mission is not easy for any rel-
ative to understand.

I'm deeply grateful to my family in Ohio for sup-
porting the Crown of Peace "ceremony" for True Par-
ents. My brothers supported us - my sister-in-law
took charge to help make it happen. My parents then
could cooperate. My wife is fully embraced and loved
by our family now. This was a long, long journey as
my father had very deep feelings toward the Japan-
ese as "enemies" since he served in WWII on the PT
boats in the Philippines. The grandchildren and God
and True Parents' constant support to embrace our
families in our hometown helped wash away much

of the enmity. Certainly Cheong Pyeong did much to
liberate the ancestral gap.

It was very stormy in preparation. "Why the rush?"
is always the question. I wanted to fulfill this condi-
tion representing America before the February 14
final Crown of Peace in Korea. I felt responsible. I
also felt deeply repentful. Because I become so "mis-
sion" conscious I didn't do much for my hometown
or my family over the years. I could have done much,
much more. The day we were to leave we almost felt
like canceling. However, often when that "feeling"
comes up, I have learned that we must never can-
cel. We have to go forward. If they reject it, that is
the course that we must walk. I felt deeply concerned,
however, that if they rejected this, that I may fail
True Parents' hope and expectation, for ultimately
to win America we must win our families.

When you look at our families it is easy to see that
God picked some of the finest possible representa-
tives of every religion, race and background. "True"
Americans fill the ranks of our movement. Therefore
when we win our families, we will have won Ameri-
ca. This is not simple. Most of us have gone through
utter rejection. Through this however we can under-
stand what it must have been like for Jesus. His fam-
ily could not understand and they rejected him. How
lonely he was. We can comfort him now and through
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this process comfort the lonely heart of
God and True Parents.

As I mentioned, somehow my sister-
in-law took charge and things became
stable. I will never ever forget what she
did.

It creates a big boom and a lot of pain. No one wants
to go through this. That's why the majority of peo-
ple stay comfortably in their own racial and cultur-
al realms. Now the time has changed; through Amer-
ica the foundation was set for the mixing of all peo-
ples. Through the blessing the true restoration and
reconciliation of all races and peoples
can now occur.

When my sister-in-law took charge
everything went smoothly. I gave a pow-
erpoint presentation on our
work in Israel. It helped so
much. It could give some clear
and substantial understand-
ing of our work for peace.

My mom and dad receive
the ACLC Crown of Peace Pins.
It became a joyful occassion.
We conducted the marriage
blessing with the Cheon I1 Guk
Holy Wine.

We had the blessing with
the Cheon I1 Guk Holy Wine
from August 20, 2004. This

love that I gave my family since [ was "called". I repent-
ed to my family and they received it. They didn't
understand my calling. When they saw the work in
Israel and Gaza they felt something. I especially thank
Rev. McCarthy for his prayer and understanding
about this course. Also, I thank Dr. Antonio Betan-
court for so faithfully going forward with his tribe to
fulfill this course. It gave me confidence. %

Holy Wine sets a condition not

only of the Heavenly lineage but also,
engrafts our family and tribe to True
Parents and sets the condition for our
entry as a tribe into the Peace Kingdom
of the fourth Israel. (It is like the blood
of the lamb on the door posts of the Israelites in
Eqypt -- it provides a covering of grace and pro-
tection to our families). Also the Holy Wine from
August 20th allows for not only our family but our
ancestors and even our nation to receive grace
through this condition.

My two younger brothers (who are fraternal
twins) presented the Crowns of Peace for True Par-
ents. My parents totally supported us. We were
accepted as the spiritual leaders of our tribe. We
then gave everyone the ACLC Crown of Peace pin.

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Betancourt Clan Reunites and

e Betancourt clan began the new year of

005 with a family reunion in Colombia,

South America, on January 2nd through

the 5th. Hosted by Dr. Antonio Betancourt

and his wife, Kyoko, over 120 relatives

from many cities in Colombia and America gathered

at Dr. Betancourt’s farm nestled in the mountains

of LaVega, Cundinamarca, about one hour from Bogo-
ta, Colombia’s capital

For several days, family members streamed in

from towns as far as 1,100 miles away, , Medellin,

Monteria, Cali, Manizales, and Pereira, some travel-

ing two days through the winding mountain roads

to LaVega. Family that had not seen each other for

as many as 40 years, aunts, uncles, grandchildren,

nieces, and nephews arrived, enthusiastically greet-
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ing each other with hugs
and tears of joy. They came
to see each other but, more
importantly, they came to
witness the crowning of
the King and Queen of
Peace and Blessing Cere-
mony of Cheon Il Guk for
the Betancourt clan.

What drew so many peo-
ple together? “I felt some-
thing special was going to
happen. I have been
searching for something,
a change in my life, and I
felt I may find it here,” said
Marta Correra from the
mountain town of Pereira.
“We had many difficulties
getting here...and it took 2 days...but my mother,
my sister and her husband and their little girl, and
I were determined to come.”

Fernando Betancourt, who had been blessed by
his uncle Dr. Betancourt in 1997, came because he
loved the Blessing and the Unification Church. “I felt
my life changed for the better when I received the
Blessing. It is very important to me.” Dr. and Mrs.
Betancourt and two other Betancourt brothers,
Michael and Carlos, had blessed many family mem-
bers in prior visits to Colombia. These Blessings laid
the foundation for this Crowning Ceremony.

As guests arrived, they quickly found many things
to do. Some swam and bathed in the pure waters of
the river that tumbled through the land; others fished
from the man-made lake stocked with Dilopia, carp
and red snapper, some played Rana, a game unique
to Colombians, and others simply walked, pick-
ing fruit from the many fruit trees on the land
or enjoying the orchids and other exotic flowers
growing wild. And some guests slept in tents out-
side. And of course, there was the endless shar-
ing and talking with each other as family caught
up with each other’s lives. As Ruben Dario
Betancourt from Manizales declared, “This
is so much better to get together centered
on life, not death. Most clans only get togeth-
er for funerals.”

Others worked in committees to prepare &
traditional Colombian food like “sancocho”
or blood sausage. Sleeping arrangements
had to be modified daily as more and more
guests arrived. “Esteras,” sleeping mats made
of dried banana tree leaves, and thick wool
blankets were laid out on the floor. By the third
day, every single bed and every inch of floor
space were occupied with still more people
sleeping outside in tents. The place began to
look more like Cheong Pyung in Korea.

The day of the crowning witnessed a flurry
of activity. Brothers with special carpentry skills
built a small stage, second- generation girls created
a hand- made banner, others prepared ground corn,
coconut, milk and spices to make a Colombian pud-
ding called “natilla”, others created huge floral dis-
plays, and others prepared the meal to be served
after the ceremony.

The final touch-

A cloth embroidered with a crown
was placed on the offering table; two
red velvet pillows with gold tassels,
made by a niece, Martha Cecilia (“with
a lot of love,” as she said), were posi-
tioned on two pedestals in prepara-
tion for the crowns.

Finally everything was perfectly in
place in a staging area outside, when
one of those famous tropical down-
pours fell from the sky. Everything

was hurriedly brought onto the cov-
W ered veranda and repositioned. Final-
ly the ceremony could begin not in the
open as originally intended, but in the
covered veranda.

Dr. Betancourt gave an overview of
E the Divine Principle to explain the
~ meaning of Cheon Il Guk and the crown-
ing and blessing as central activities of this new age
of liberation.

Each and every member of the Betancourt clan
listened with total concentration and fully support-
ed the presentation of the crowns by the two eldest
members of the clan.

a perspective, he argued, the Sunshine
Policy requires urgent reevaluation
because it hasn’t taken into account
the real nature of the North Korean gov-
ernment, which has taken advantage
of the policy in ways that strengthen
the North Korean position.

Session III-A: Toward Peace in the
Middle East, convened in the cautious-
ly optimistic context of the recent elec-
tion of Palestinian Authority President
Abbas, significant signs of rapproche-
ment of the new president with Israeli
Prime Minister Sharon, and other recent
steps to lessen tensions and foster peace.
The wide-ranging session sought to

“not only for North and South
Korea, but for the left and
right forces all over the world.”
Headwing ideology aims to
harmonize not only the pur-
poses of the whole and of the
individual, but also the ideals
of the forces of production
and capital represented by
the right, and the forces of
distribution and labor rep-
resented by the left. Through
such harmonization, all forces
and resources “can be har-
nessed for the good of the
individual, family, nation, the
region, and the world, real-
izing a new state of interde-
pendence, mutual prosperi-
ty, and common cause.” A
sovereign state embodying
this ideology, then, could rightfully be
called the Peace Kingdom, the long
sought ideal of God and of Dr. and Mrs.
Moon.

Other speakers each offered an array
of suggestions for surmounting barri-
ers to unification. To bring about a “Par-
adigm Shift on Non-Proliferation,” Pro-
fessor Kyoung Soo Kim of Myongji Uni-
versity proposed three approaches:
supply-side (deny materials); coercive
(sanctions, military); and demand-side
(look at reasons for acquiring weapons).

Mr. Tamotsu Nakano, visiting schol-
ar at American University, USA, favored
the development of a grand design for
peace in northeast Asia with the effort
for bringing peace on the Korean penin-
sula as part of that larger design. He
encapsulated alternate paths centered
on the two Koreas into four scenarios:
soft landing in which S. Korea’s sun-
shine policy of constructive engagement
would continue to develop successful-
ly; hard landing involving the use of
sanctions or military action against
North Korea; status quo in which the
current stalemate continues with little
real change; and nuclear escalation trig-
gering Japanese development of nuclear
weapons and destabilization of rela-
tions between U.S. and China.

In contrast, Dr. Vladimir Petrovsky
of the Institute for Far Eastern Stud-
ies of the Russian Academy of Sciences
noted that the successful European
model for developing collective arrange-
ments in security and cooperation looked
promising for the Korean case. In par-
ticular, a European Union pact for bring-
ing stability to South-Eastern Europe
could be a model for a similar type of
agreement linking the security concerns
and economic interests of North and
South Korea, U.S., Japan, China, and
Russia.

Professor Ho Yeol Yoo of the Center
for National Unification Studies in Korea
views Korean unification from the per-
spective of having visited North Korea
four times and having interviewed many
defectors from North Korea. From such

Palestinian and a member of the Israeli
Parliament,” he said, “I feel torn inside
when my state fights my own people.

“From past mistakes we can learn
that peace is not the agreements signed
by leaders in front of TV cameras,” El-
Sana observed. “What is important is
the peace between the people, which
has its implication on their day-to-day
life. The Palestinian side must show
sensitivity to the historic sufferings of
the Jewish people and ease their fears
and feeling of being threatened. The
Israeli side must admit its responsibil-
ity for the Palestinian sufferings, and
get rid of the paternalistic attitude
towards the Palestinians, treat-
ing them as equals.”

Sheik Taysir Al Tamimi,
the highest-ranking jurist of
the Palestinian Authority, rec-
ognized the pioneering work
of Dr. Moon to foster an envi-
ronment for interreligious
cooperation in that divided
4 land, and he appealed for tol-
W erance and respect as a crit-
ical stance for people of faith.

“Religious leaders and cler-
gy should take up their nat-
ural role to bring peace,” he
declared. “The honor of
humanity belongs to all peo-
ple. The prophet of Islam says
that all are children of Adam,
and that none should hold

build upon IFWP’s Middle East Peace
Initiative and to underscore the impor-
tance of an integrative approach that
moderated demands for justice in favor
of forgiveness, reconciliation, and peace.

Moderator Michael Jenkins intro-
duced a distinguished panel of Middle
East experts and participants in Mid-
dle East peace efforts, including Dr.
Frank Kaufmann, director of the IIFWP
Office of Interreligious Relations; Yaakub
Salamee, head of the Non-Jewish Sec-
tor of the Israeli Ministry of Religion;
the Honorable Taleb El-Sana, deputy
chairman of the Democratic Arab Party
in Israel; the Honorable Abu Ali Sha-
henn, member of the Legislative Coun-
cil of Palestine; and the Rev. Hod Ben
Zvi, secretary general if IFWP in Israel.
The conference was particularly hon-
ored by the participation of the Honor-
able Sheik Taysir Al Tamimi; the

themselves superior.”

Session III-B: Workshop:
HIV/AIDS Prevention.

Dealing with the urgent threat and
reality of HIV/AIDS draws people quick-
ly to the point of unity regardless of
race, religion, or nationality. At the same
time, judging from presentations in this
workshop, responses to the pandemic
carry the distinct mark of the local cul-
ture. In Bahrain, said Dr. Somoya Al
Jowder, the A, B, C, and D of HIV/AIDS
education is Abstinence, Be faithful,
Change character, and Don’t use drugs
or alcohol.

Dr. Robert Kittel, director of the IFWP
office of peace education, introduced a
narrated PowerPoint presentation of a
powerful HIV/AIDS education module.
He offered a copy of the CD to any who
were interested, courtesy of IIFWP.
Beyond the specific content being pre-
sented he also emphasized the impor-

supreme judge of the Sharia Courts
in Palestine and among the most
influential voices among Pales-
tinians to secure a just and endur-
ing peace.

Dr. Kaufmann began the ses-
sion with a generous testimonial
to the movement toward recon-
ciliation between the Palestinian
and Israeli presidents. But such
moments of hope, he noted, are |
too often overtaken by conflict
with roots far deeper than poli-
tics. “The shattering [of] the dreams
and lives of undeserving inno-
cents do not stem merely from
political differences,” Kaufmann
said. And politicians “can only
solve the political aspects of the
problem.” No one bears greater respon-
sibility than religious leaders, Kauf-
mann concluded, to take on the task
of pursuing a peace that reaches beyond
politics and draws upon our spiritual
resources of humility, trust, and for-
giveness.

The Honorable El-Sana expressed
hope and optimism among so many
world representatives in such a beau-
tiful and nurturing setting. “As an Arab

tance of involving religious institutions
in the fight against AIDS and also of
educating people in the value of living
sacrificially for the sake of the whole.

“We're sitting on a time bomb,” warned
Dr. V. Mohini Giri, chair of the guild of
Service in India. She was referring to
the explosive expansion of HIV/AIDS
in India to the point that in 2005 India
will likely displace South Africa as the
country with the largest number of peo-

ple carrying the HIV virus. Dr. Giri’s
long years of devotion to defending the
rights of women and children positions
her well as an advocate for meeting the
needs of women and children threat-
ened with or already carrying the dis-
ease.

Speaking as a Christian minister,
Bishop Nzishura Simeon, chairman of
the Union of Christian Churches in
Burundi, represented a country with
an HIV/AIDS infection rate of about 6.5
per cent. “At that rate of infection,
HIV/AIDS education,” he said, “needs
to be about not only prevention but also
about the importance of caring for peo-
ple who are already infected.”

Session moderator Alan Saunders,
director of IIFWP’s office of character
education, kept the session moving by
drawing on his own extensive experi-
ence in diverse countries of teaching
the essentials of human character devel-
opment which are so central for rais-
ing up the matured people who will nat-
urally maintain the pure life style that
keeps HIV/AIDS at bay.

The late morning program of Febru-
ary 13 divided delegates into smaller
working consultations of specific con-
cern. Consultation A addressed a range
of Issues Critical to Africa, where prob-
lems of underdevelopment, regional
conflict, health risks, and political insta-
bility are so significant that the United
Nations included the continent as a
special case when drafting its 2000 Mil-
lennium Declaration.

Moderated by Frederick Muisa Wakhisi,
regional secretary general of IIFWP in
Africa, the consultation assessed not
just the host of challenges confronting
the region, but the considerable resources,
natural and human, which can and
must be deployed to bring development
and greater prosperity to the people.

With 10 percent of the world’s pop-
ulation, Africa has 70 percent of the
world’s HIV infections, with 85 percent
of these infections transmitted through
sexual contact. To address such a cri-
sis, self control is vital, and such inter-
nal discipline is taught by the world’s
faith traditions. Moreover, observed
Burundi delegate Ramadhani Karen-
ga, “bad government comes from the
bad heart of men. History proves that.
And from our heart comes all good
things. Solutions for Africa must come
from the heart.”

The Consultation on Small Island
Developing States examined the
particular needs of the small and
often remote nations across the
world’s oceans. Moderated by
Enrique Augustine Ledesma, sec-
retary general of [IFWP in Ocea-
nia, and with a presentation by the
founding president of Seychelles,
Rt. Hon. Sir James R. Mancham,
the consultation followed upon the
recent United Nations meeting on
Small Island Developing States
| held in Mauritius in January. At
{ the UN conference, Dr. Thomas
Walsh and Dr. Chung Hwan Kwak,
representing the IIFWP, advanced
the basic principles of moral char-
acter, family integrity, and inter-
religious cooperation as critical, yet
often overlooked, components to sus-
tainable development. Delegates from
several island states again examined
these principles, and advanced further
plans to establish regional Peace Coun-
cils to enable island nations to better
collaborate in assessing and respond-
ing to the states’ unique challenges.

Father Moon teaches that we are each
to become a True Parent, True Teacher
and True Owner. A true parent is a per-
son with a perfected heart of true love,
developed within a true family and the
experience of the four great realms of
heart. These are the heart of a loving
child, the heart of a loving brother or
sister, the heart of a loving spouse, and
the heart of a loving parent. The family
is the school of true love and the school
for becoming a true parent, a true teacher
and a true owner.

The term “true teacher” does not mean
simply one who teaches math and sci-
ence or simply transmits intellectual
knowledge well. A “true teacher” is one
who practices and teaches true love,
based on his or her own experience. A
“true teacher” teaches the correct order
of love, and the correct order of the rela-
tionships of love.

The term “true owner” describes a
person who relates responsibly and
unselfishly to the things of the materi-
al world, according to the ideal of true
love.

If a human being has the character
of a true parent, true teacher and true
owner, then he will not be a source of
conflict, fighting or disorder in this world.
Such a person is a peacemaker.

So much of the work for peace begins
with each of us as individuals. There is
a tendency to focus on the broader con-
texts of peace, such as the nation or the
world, in part because the quest for true
peace within the human being is so dif-
ficult. But, without perfecting the indi-
vidual according to the conscience, peace
will never be attained on broader levels.

Even when we look to issues of gov-
ernance, and the way in which larger
social groups are created and carry out
their activities and seek to fulfill their
goals, we recognize the importance of
individual character and conscience.
For, when we think of families, govern-
ments, religions, businesses, civic insti-
tutions, etc., we know that each is made
up not only of structures, rules, laws
and procedures, but of human relation-
ships that have their base in individual
attitudes and practices.

There is no disconnection between
the individual and the social, the pri-
vate and the public, the local and the
global, or the micro-social and the macro-
social. Throughout history, great indi-
viduals have been catalysts for profound
social transformation. Likewise, great
ideas that cannot be embedded in the
heart, soul, and will of individuals will
only remain floating above the earth,
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and never enter human history. Ideals
and principles, when embedded in the
minds, hearts, souls and wills of indi-
viduals, become powerful.

Take, for example, the issue of devel-
opment and the eradication of
poverty. Many factors can con-
tribute to poverty, including polit-
ical systems, economic policies,
climate and geography; but at the
heart of poverty are human rela-
tionships and human practices,
including the quality both of the
leadership in a given country, as
well as the quality of the citizens.
A leader who is not a true owner
will mismanage wealth and con-
tribute to impoverishment. A cor-
rupt or unjust person will impov-
erish the many to benefit the few.

Corrupt leaders do incredible
damage to the human family.

Character is critical for leader-
ship. Good leaders make things
happen. They create something out of
virtually nothing. They give, and give,
and give. Bad leaders create nothing out
of something. They take, and all things
diminish over time.

[IFWP’s Ambassadors for Peace pro-
gram was established in order to raise
up a worldwide community of leaders
who apply the principles of unselfish-
ness and unification.

I recently attended the inauguration
of President Bush and listened to his
inaugural speech. He placed great empha-
sis on the value of freedom and democ-
racy. Of course, these are important val-
ues. And yet they are not the only val-
ues; neither are they the supreme values.
In addition to upholding freedom, it is
also necessary that we look more deeply
at other values that are necessary for
peace. For, if human beings are not peo-
ple of true love, then freedom or democ-
racy may only serve the interests of the
selfish. Thus, even more important than
freedom are the principles of unselfish-
ness and unification. Freedom needs to
be balanced with goodness, and a heart
of true love.

If America is to be a world leader and
establish a model of governance, the
value of freedom must be balanced with
other values, and particularly the value
of living for the sake of others.

I also had the opportunity, last month,
to attend the UN Conference in Mauri-
tius dedicated to the consideration of
issues relevant to sustainable develop-
ment for Small Island Developing States
(SIDS). I was very inspired to see so many
leaders gathered. I listened to hun-

trait has relevance to HIV/AIDS preven-
tion, educational advancement, wealth-
creation, and success in all human rela-
tionships. Such considerations need to
be included in discussions of human

development.

This year we will celebrate the 60th
anniversary of the United Nations. In
anticipation of this historic moment,
there is much discussion of the need for
renewal of the United Nations. I had the
chance to speak to H.E. Jean Ping, the
President of the 59th General Assem-
bly, and I urged him to give serious atten-
tion to the development of an interreli-
gious council at the UN. This is an idea
whose time has come.

Between now and the convening of
the 60th General Assembly of the Unit-
ed Nations, IIFWP will convene region-
al summits, with the following goals in
mind: Further expand the IIFWP vision
of leadership and good governance; Devel-
op Regional Peace Councils; Expand the
IIFWP's work in support of the United
Nations' Economic and Social Council
(ECOSOC); Support the Philippines' ini-
tiative to establish an interreligious coun-
cil within the UN system; Prepare for
two major international programs later
this year:

A program to honor those who served
as part of the UN forces in the Korean
War; A program to convene the Peace
Council (IIPC); Develop the governing
council for all IFWP programs and activ-
ities.

I hope you can see that IIFWP is mov-
ing forward, on the foundation of many
years of lonely sacrifice and service, even
going back 50 years, when Rev. Moon
would come to these mountains by him-
self to pray for world peace, and to receive
guidance as to how he could liberate

God’s heart and establish a unified fam-
ily of true love.

Here at this holy ground, many peo-
ple have reported experiences with angels
and ancestors from the spirit world. This
is actually natural. Our spiritu-
al senses are meant to be open.
Also, our ancestors want to work
with us to achieve peace. I real-
ize this sounds unusual. And
yet, it is true. When you die and
go to the spirit world, do you
think you will no longer want to
see a realm of true love, joy and
happiness realized for your own
descendants. Even after you
leave this earth, you will con-
tinue your mission.

On February 14th, we will
gather for a special ceremony
that celebrates the 85th birth-
day of Rev. Sun Myung Moon
and the 62nd birthday of Dr.
Hak Ja Han Moon. We will also
pay tribute to the lifelong course of Rev.
and Mrs. Moon to establish God’s uni-
versal Peace Kingdom as a world cul-
ture of heart, centered on the ideal of
true love. This event will be in many
respects a culmination of their entire
lives.

In particular, since the year 2001,
when Rev. Moon offered the Coronation
of God’s Kingship, he launched the era
of Cheonil Guk. The term Cheonil Guk
means literally, two people become one.
This image represents the ideal of human-
ity living as one people, one family, bound
together in heart, mutual trust and joy.

Rev. Moon and Mrs. Moon will be hon-
ored as the King and Queen of Peace,
and the King and Queen of the realm of
Cheonil Guk, the nation of the people of
true love. The citizens of Cheonil Guk
are bound together by a culture of heart.
It is a nation without boundaries, and
its core principle, and the criterion of
the true patriot, is to “live for the sake
of others.”

We are living in the era after the com-
ing of heaven. The old world is dying
away. The world that has brought God
so much grief and pain will fade. The
world of goodness is coming into being.
This is the life mission of True Father.

I am so happy that you can all be here
and can celebrate this moment togeth-
er with God, with the saints and sages
of history, and with our ancestors, all
bound in oneness of heart to restore all
the past history of conflict, hatred, vio-
lation and heartbreak. %

dreds of speeches over the course of
three days. Great knowledge, wis-
dom and experience were shared.
However, while much was spoken
about sustainable development, eco-
nomic aid, environmental sustain-
ability and eradication of poverty, lit-
tle attention was given to other nec-
essary conditions for successful and
lasting development.

That is, there must be a transfor-
mation of consciousness among indi-
viduals. There must be “true parent”
leadership. Not enough emphasis
was placed on the importance of the
family, religion, spiritual growth and
moral character. At our [IFWP ses-
sions, we strongly urge delegates to
give more attention to these factors.
For example, in terms of a virtue or
individual trait that has enormous
social and economic implications, we
can consider self-discipline, and the
capacity to postpone gratification and
to pursue long-term rewards. This
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dle East Peace Initiative, moderated by
I[IFWP Middle East regional secretary
general David Fraser Harris, examined
the principles and the implementation
of the initiative. This exceptional effort
has resulted in global pilgrimages to
the Holy Land, with representatives of
all the world’s faiths meeting with high-
level officials as well as ordinary citi-
zens on both sides of the Israeli-Pales-
tinian divide.

The consultation on Latin America
and Peace claimed all of the Latin Amer-
ican participants. With more than 500
million people speaking the sister lan-
guages of Spanish and Portuguese, with
a cohesive geographical identity, and
with strong representation in IIFWP,
the region holds promise for pioneer-
ing the development of a Regional Peace
Council. The session featured two speak-
ers followed by ample time for discus-
sion.

Bringing the task of the proposed
Regional Peace Council into perspec-
tive, Dr. Guillermo Reyes, Colombian
Electoral Supreme Court Justice,
described country by country the region’s
major problems, including social, polit-
ical and economic conflicts, poverty,
terrorism, displacement, drug traffick-
ing and corruption. In order to solve
those problems, Dr. Reyes reminded

tant role of the
media as an instrument of peace in the
region. After both presentations, the
participants offered their comments of
support and their determination to go
back to their countries and begin the
coordinated work to establish the Peace
Council in Latin America.

The consultation on the Memorial
Federation for the UN Peace Forces of
the Korean War convened under the
direct inspiration of Rev. Dr. Moon who
only a few months earlier had initiat-
ed procedures for establishing the fed-
eration. South Korea today owes its
existence to the sacrificial service of
the soldiers from 16 countries, who
fought under the banner of UN Peace
Forces defending the country from
invading Communist forces during the
Korean War from 1950 to 1953. This
new federation will memorialize the for-
eign soldiers killed and wounded dur-
ing that war. In the session, the mod-
erator and three speakers presented
aspects of the context and history of
both the Korean War of the new memo-
rial federation.

“While historians and political sci-
entists view the war as unique from

the viewpoint that so many countries
committed the lives of their soldiers to
a protracted war in a remote, nearly
unknown country, IIFWP and its founder
see deeper dimensions,” explained Dr.
Jong Yeol Yoo, the session moderator
and vice president of IIFWP, East Asia.
These center around two facts: the war
was essentially a battle between the-
ists and atheists; and the UN forces
saved Rev. Dr. Moon by liberating him
from a North Korean prison shortly
before he was to be executed.

The session featured Dr. Chul Seung
Lee, president of the Memorial Feder-
ation for the UN Peace Forces of the
Korean War and Mr. Kap Chong Chi, a
correspondent during the war who sub-
sequently has made it his life’s work
to express appreciation for the sacri-
fices of soldiers from the 16 countries.
He has visited all of the donor coun-
tries and keeps in touch with their Kore-
an War veterans’ groups. He joins with
the president of the new memorial fed-
eration, Dr. Lee, in planning an annu-
al memorial event

ing International in the Netherlands;
and James Flynn, president of the Amer-
ican Family Coalition.

“There is a view held by some politi-
cians and scholars that Islam does not
belong in the West and is incompati-
ble with Western values,” remarked Dr.
Bennett. Conversely, “some Muslims
belief that the West is not only a threat,
but actively engaged in a campaign, a
crusade, to suppress Islam.” To count-
er such trends, Bennett suggested,
NGOs can play a leading role, involv-
ing Muslims and non-Muslims in both
organizational management and in serv-
ice and other mission work.

Dr. Chirzin observed poignantly that
the recent tsunami had no nationali-
ty. “It didn’t pay any attention to reli-
gion, color, or ethnicity,” he said. Imam
Cisse emphasized that Islam means
“peace.” “You will never find terrorism
in the Qur’an,” he said. War is men-
tioned six times in the Qur'an; peace
32 times. Much of the pejorative use
of Muslim is without justification, as

Islam and the Christian West have
a long history of cooperation and mutu-
al interchange in the areas of the arts,
science, and commerce. In these chal-
lenging times all sectors of society need
to look beyond crude stereotypes to a
shared tradition of spiritual values.
Despite periods and episodes of con-
flict, what unites these civilizations is
a more profound and enduring legacy
that can again lead to peaceful and
prosperous coexistence.

Special Presentation for Faith Leaders
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Session V-B: Workshop: Organizing
Peace Programs for Youth, started with
a question to the assembled partici-
pants: “Why did you come to this ses-
sion?” Rev. John W. Gehring, director
of youth and sports for IIFWP, followed
with a series of questions to be answered
in developing peace programs for youth.
“Who are you trying to reach?” “Why
are you motivated to do this?” “Why
would the target audience be interest-
ed?” “What do you want to accomplish
during the project?” “How is the staff
structured?” “Who is the staff?”

The list of penetrating and on-tar-
get questions was long and also avail-
able on CD as part of a planning mod-
ule from IIFWP. With the questions
before them, the participants began to
respond with their own questions or
comments.

Rev. Dr. Janick Castor of Hollywood,
Florida recounted her experience of
pairing youth from Florida with youth
from Haiti. The youth from Florida raise
funds for trees that will be planted by
the youth in Haiti. The trees are select-
ed to be income producing so they are
less likely to be cut down for firewood.

“Since youth have been trained as
trainers for youth, could youth also
serve as trainers for the elderly,” asked
one participant. Another participant
responded with the experience that the
elderly are unlikely to accept instruc-
tion from the youth, if the youth have
not first made a foundation with the
elderly through some other kind of serv-
ice.

The session produced linkages across
oceans and cultures as participants
pooled their collective wisdom of how
to engage the youth in peace-oriented
activities, including the Young Ambas-
sadors for Peace program, which was
introduced by Rev. Gehring.

Session VI, Peace and the Signifi-
cance of Marriage, Family, and the
Blessing, brought all delegates into a
plenary that presented an exposition
of the central IFWP message of a mar-
riage as the “first instrument of peace”
and a “personal peace treaty.” Chaired
by IIFWP Secretary General Thomas
Walsh, the presentation underscored
that marriage and family life transcend
racial, ethnic, national, and religious
boundaries and are held in reverence
by the entire human family.

The family is so honored because
within this unique matrix we learn the
fundamental essence of our humanity
and our sense of place in the world.
Even more important, the family is the
school of love and the training ground
where we elevate our character to become
responsible citizens and qualified men
and women who can transition into the
eternal world based on the elevation of
our heart through a life of true love.

We learn love within the family,
through receiving unconditional love
as children from our parents, through
learning to share as siblings, through
the merger of our individual self with
another in marriage, and finally through
giving unconditional love as parents.
This education in love brings us into
harmonious union with God as our par-
ent. And through heaven’s blessing
upon our marriage and family life, the
corrupt legacy of false love can be lig-
uidated and a new culture of selfless,
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God-centered love
can bring the trans-
formation of our
society into a cul-
ture of peace, which
is the hope of all
ages. After Dr.
Walsh’s presenta-
tion, delegates were
invited to join in a
special toast to
honor the sanctity
of marriage as a
divinely ordained
blessing from which
prosperous families
can flourish.

In a change of

February 15,
chaired by Dr.
Thomas Walsh,
summarized the
broad themes
that had been
presented and
debated during
the previous
three days. Dr.
Walsh sketched
the development
of the IIFWP as
a worldwide
peacemaking
body since its
founding in 1999
and called on del-

pace that evening,
Mrs. Karen Judd Smith, director of
IIFWP’s Office of UN Relations, chaired
an informal panel of five presenters
seated on stage in armchairs to dis-
cuss the life, vision, and legacy of the
IIFWP founder, Rev. Dr. Sun Myung
Moon, or Father Moon.

Listening to their words, one could
realize that Father Moon'’s ideas carry
great persuasive power, not nec-

egates to begin
the work of establishing and conven-
ing an Interreligious and Internation-
al Peace Council (ITPC). Tentatively plan-
ning an inaugural convention of the
IIPC in July or August of 2005, Dr.
Walsh referred to the delegates the task
of empanelling regional Peace Coun-
cils. These regional assemblies should
draft I[IPC charters applicable to the

region, develop a plan of action, and
select regional delegates who would
then sit on the world-level Peace Coun-
cil. Regional Councils were urged to
build cooperation and involvement with
local faith-based organizations, NGOs,
and governments, and develop plans
to fund regional participation.

The IIPC “is to become a mechanism
capable of steering humanity, guiding
leaders and advising global institutions
toward peace,” as stated in the Febru-
ary 12 Secretary General’s Report on
the Development of Regional Interreli-
gious and International Peace. “As such,
the Peace Council cannot be ground-
ed in traditional concepts of land own-
ership, military might, economic dom-
inance and access to knowledge and
information. Rather, the Peace Coun-
cil will be grounded in a sovereignty
that naturally comes from the substan-
tiation of ‘true love’--that is from the
natural authority that comes from the
outcome of lives, decisions, policies,
mandates, rules, and processes that
have as their hallmark ‘living for the
sake of others,’ for the larger good.”

The dele-

essarily because they are original
(although many of them are), but
because of the way he has syn-
thesized, elaborated, and person-
ally exemplified them. Their words
also demonstrated that through
his continuous emphasis on becom-
ing a better person and on embrac-
ing both the enemy and one who
is different, Father Moon natural-
ly brings one to realize that it is
better not to focus on what I receive
but on what I can give. As a fam-
ily, Father and Mother Moon also
model the course of living for oth-
ers. One of the panelists explained,
Father Moon’s lifelong motto is

Dr. Eva Latham, president of
Human Rights Teaching, Interna-
tional, has found in Father Moon’s
movement a high-minded mani-
festation of the motto she learned
from her mother, “Success comes
to the person who gives more than
he receives.” Further, she finds in
IIFWP people who reflect her own
ideal of preferring to be real and
even socially alone rather than to
be plastic and socially embraced.

Clearly the most provocative
panelist was Dr. Hildreth Glennel
McGhee, Jr., pastor and evangel-
ist of the Peaceful Zion and Praise
Learning Worship Center. Explain-
ing that for 21 years he was a per-
secutor and detractor of Rev. Moon,
he went on to offer a powerful
endorsement of Father and Moth-
er Moon as the universal king and
queen of peace, transcending the
realms of traditional kings and
queens whose kingdoms have been
segregated and exclusive. Dr.
McGhee is convinced that God’s
heart has longed for just such a
couple to emerge as the King and
Queen of Peace for all people.

In conclusion Mrs. Smith
reminded all that in Father Moon’s
radical views, sovereignty is ground-
ed in the depths of true love, and
that his hope would be for people
not to seek comfort for themselves
but rather to become people who
draw energy from the realm of
heart so that we might be ones
who give to others.

or those who still
dream, these
words of Rev. Dr.
Martin Luther

have a dream that one day this nation will rise up and
live out the true meaning of its creed, 'We hold these
truths to be self-evident, that all men are created
equal.' | have a dream that one day — sons of former slaves and
the sons of former slave owners will be able to sit down together
at the table of brotherhood — This is our hope. With this faith
we will be able to work together, to pray together, to struggle
together, to go to jail together, to stand up for freedom together,
knowing that we will be free one day. This will be the day when
all God's children will be able to sing with new meaning,
"My country 'tis of thee, sweet land of liberty, of thee | sing."

he believed that it could be;
that it ought to be. I'm sure
every human being in their
original mind shares the
dream of an ideal world;
yet the vast majority of the
world dismisses any hope
of making it happen. Jesus,
Dr. King, Rev. Sun Myung
Moon, certain others in his-
tory and many of you here
totally offered their lives to
God 24 /7 and allowed God
to instruct them, guide them
in every step of their activ-
ity to turn their dreams into
reality. To make their dream
a reality took, no takes --

King, Jr. spoken
at the March on Washington August
28, 1963 reverberate with the power of
truth and hope. These words help fuel
the Faith that still keeps the dream,
our dream alive.

These words are a repeat of the word
of the Lord to Abraham concerning his
search for a new city, a new commu-
nity. Not one made by hands of brick
and mortar but one which is eternal in
the heavens. These words reflect the
mind of the Lord as to His Original
Intention for all of Humanity. These
words resonate with the heart of the
Lord and His desire to see it all come
to pass. These words reverberate with
the Spirit of the Lord, of His Life, His
Love and His Longing for a Lineage of
His making.

These words are a picture of places
teeming with Life; there is energy and
vitality in them. They are a portrait of
people saturated with Love. There is
peace and prosperity in them. But they
are also a presentation of pain as
expressed in the longing of one who
knows of and yearns for something
more, something that is not yet -- a Lin-
eage of sons and daughters who are
united and on one accord.

In the world of God's ideal there would
not be separation between people. We
could freely share so many things as
the expression of give and take of love.
We would not fear what is different or
new, but exercise curiosity with kind-
ness, humor, wonderment and awe,
even gratitude. Trust or mistrust would

never be an issue and tears of loneli-
ness would not be at all. Even physi-
cal death would not part those who are
connected to each other by love, because
the boundary between the physical and
spiritual worlds would be melted away.
When I think of how totally
awesome and beautiful that
world could be, it makes me
cry with deep sorrow that it
is not the reality of our
human existence now. I know
it was and is meant to be |
our Heavenly Father's gift
and blessing to each and
every one who was ever born
-- to me, to you, to all. And
I know that my Heavenly -
Father's heart is broken and
torn to shreds, because it is
not yet realized.

Dr. King's dream is a ¢
dream anchored in the prac-
tical reality of Dr. King's life
as an African American man
shaped by the times into
which he was born, his life
experience here on earth, in "
particular here in America, and his spir-
itual consciousness in his walk with
God. It is a dream that came to him
with a history and with a destiny. And
as we would say, he became wrapped,
tangled, caught up in it.

Dr. King had some insight into a real-
ity that was not yet this world's reali-
ty. Peace on Earth and goodwill towards
all was not yet this world's reality. But

somebody told me -- a crazy
faith, a historical faith, like that of cen-
tral figures in the Bible, like that of
truly righteous heroes in history. How
many of us are willing to fight that hard
for a dream, to keep a dream alive?

We are gathered here this morning
on what would have been the 76th birth-
day of one of the nation's most distin-
guished religious and civil rights lead-
ers, the Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King,
Jr., to commemorate his life and lega-
cy. The Apostle Paul told the young
Timothy (2 Tim 4:7) "I have fought the
good fight, I have finished the race, I

have kept the faith" and on another

2% occasion (1 Tim 6:12) Paul tells him
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"Fight the good fight of the faith. Take

"j hold of the eternal life to which you

were called when you made your good
confession in the presence of many
witnesses."

Rev. Vernon Johns who preceded
Dr. King as Pastor of the Dexter Avenue
Baptist Church, his first pastorate, is
quoted as having once said, "If You
See A Good Fight, Get In It." Paul's
words to Timothy and Dr. King's dream
challenge us today to continue to fight

5% the good fight and aggressively com-
2 bat the ills that beset our communi-
’:: ties worldwide. Our dream is not a

selfish dream but a selfless dream, a

:: worldwide dream for all humanity, all

of God's children.
Today we again hear ringing from
our nation's capital, with the ears of

¥ memory -- unclouded by the passing

of time -- the thunderous, cajoling,
inspiring, and majestic voice of Mar-
tin King, Jr. telling the world on that
August Day, "I've heard from God and
'l Have A Dream." On that day new
hope and new challenges reigned

supreme throughout the land. He called
on us to have the Divine Vision and
Courage to create a Beloved Commu-
nity of caring and compassion where
all people can live together in peace and
justice and to put an end to poverty,
racism and violence.

As we reflect on Dr. King's life and
our individual responsibilities, we should
realize that the measure of a person's
greatness is not in the number of ser-
vants he or she may have but rather
in the number of people that person
serves. Each of us must rededicate our-
selves to securing the fulfillment of the
dream at all cost. The dream will live
because God lives. As long as God lives
the dream will live, until one day it will
no longer be a dream but a reality.
Nobody told us the road to fulfillment
would be easy or that it would be straight.
In fact the course will be difficult, sac-
rificial, with pain and tears.

We should on this day recall the
movement of the past
that challenges us to
. fight on today and into
the future. An entire gen-
eration of Americans has
.~ been born, grown up and
established families since
the death of Martin
Luther King Jr. Many of
you in this room are a
part of that generation.
I hope that generation
has learned from the
past that if America and
the world are to find the
harmony Dr. King gave
his life for, it is up to us
and those of kindred
hearts and minds to help
make this happen. It will
not happen merely
because we name streets,
boulevards, avenues,
schools and recreation centers after a
man who has been gone for over a quar-
ter of a century. Nor will it happen
because we sing with harmonious voic-
es, "We Shall Overcome." The highest
honor we can give in the observance of
Dr King's Birthday is to work to make
his dream more than just a dream. A
hungry man may have a dream of a
meal, but unless that dream becomes
real, the dreamer will die of starvation.

Yes, we must start with a dream --
a vision of a hope. Let us then dare to
dream like Martin King dreamed. Let
us dream of a new value system that
feeds the hungry, houses the homeless
and cares for the poor. Dream of teach-
ers who teach for life and not just for
a living. Dream of lawyers more con-
cerned about justice than a judgeship.
Dream of a day when minorities, chil-
dren, the elderly, the poor and the dis-
advantaged will all have a right to a
place in the sun. Dream of the day when
a New Deal will replace a Raw Deal.
Dream of an administration that will
place the cause of crime high on its list
of priorities -- not with just more police
and jails, but with prevention and reha-
bilitation measures as well. Dream of
Institutions such as this one, where
there is more concern about providing
total public health than just the pur-
suit of personal wealth. Dream of the
day when our society becomes blind to
color, deaf to accent and indifferent to
gender.

This is what the spirit was
thinking. I took it out and passed by.

I sent it off to the
spirit world. I met her taking pictures
later. She said, "I'm okay now." This is
how things are spiritual.

We have to have the parental heart and
go out looking at the world with that heart
to see that the spiritual problems that
cause the pain.

The winter meeting of the UTS Board
of Trustees, one of its three annual reg-
ular meetings, was held March 1st at
the Seminary's Extension Center in
New York City. Gratitude is due to Dr.
Chang Shik Yang for providing an exqui-
site conference room. The Board cov-
ered important areas of school life and
made landmark decisions over its future.

Mr. Henry Christopher, UTS' new
Director of Recruitment and Admis-
sions, reported on his efforts to elimi-
nate the barriers to enrollment to UTS.
These barriers are lack of time, lack of
money, and the uncertainty over career
placement. To alleviate the time barri-
er, UTS is offering more intensive cours-
es and distance learning. To alleviate

the money barrier, UTS is working with
benefactors who believe in UTS to pro-
vide scholarship support. As a recent
example, Dr. Yang, Continental Direc-
tor of the Family Federation in North
America and UTS

Dream of public officials — gover-
nors, mayors, members of congress and
presidents — who truly believe in com-
passion and putting people first.

Let us dream, yes, but let us not
become merely dreamers but be doers
as well. For if Dr. King is portrayed only
as a non-threatening dreamer, then his
memory is being distorted. Now is the
time to get involved. Now is the time to
make real the dream of freedom and
justice. Now is the time to move for-
ward in a unified non-violent coalition
to fulfill the promise of democracy. We
must continue to say as Martin Luther
King said: "The time is always right to

do what is right."

This nation needs our help to stop
racism from flourishing in our society.
It needs our help to reach economic
parity and social justice for all people.
It needs our help to end that sad saga
of a few people eating caviar while thou-
sands of others go to bed hungry every
night -- in our country, the richest
nation in the world. In short, it needs
our help to become a model of right-
eousness for the world and to secure
the fullness of life for all its people.

I don't believe that it will do it or can
do it without us.

Now sisters and brothers, I must say
frankly that unless the bridges we have
built in Martin King's honor are bridges
of love, understanding and goodwill,
they will fall under the weight of their

own construction. Unless the streets
and highways that we have named for
him lead to larger vistas of peace and
brother/sisterhood, they will lead to
nowhere. Unless the schools that we
have named for him teach children how
to love and live and not merely how to
make a living, they will become little
more than battlegrounds for the frus-
trated and confused. And unless those
who pause periodically to honor his
birth and life leave with a greater deter-
mination and commitment to make real
the promise of democracy, I must con-
sider it little more than blasphemy.

As future generations peer through
the telescope of history, let them say
that we did not waiver; we did not flinch.
We did not shirk our responsibilities to
face the issues of new challenges and
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new hope, as we stood at the dawn of
a new millennium. But, rather let it be
said that we laid a new cornerstone
here today for generations yet unborn
to walk into new vistas of hope and
enlightenment. For those of us in the
civil rights movement, our work goes
on --our cause endures. Our hope still
lives, and our dreams shall never die.
We must remind our supporters that
while "the woods may be lonely, dark
and deep, we have promises to keep
and miles to go before we sleep.”

My brothers and sisters, as I close,
I would like to remind you that it is
11:59 on the clock of destiny -- which
brings to mind the poem "God's Minute."

"I have only just a minute, With 60
seconds in it. -- Forced upon me -- can't
refuse it -- didn't seek, I didn't choose
it... but it's up to me to use it. I must
suffer if I lose it. Give account if I abuse
it. Just a tiny little minute, but eterni-
ty is wrapped up in it."

In the overall scheme of eternity, our
life on this earth may be only as one
minute. The question is will we use that
minute to complain, to feud and criti-
cize our fellow man, or will we use our
little minute on this earth to follow the
example of Jesus, of Martin King, of
Sun Myung Moon in the long and bit-
ter but beautiful struggle to build a bet-
ter world, to fulfill God's Dream, to reach
out to our fellow man and bring peace
to the world?

Someone once noted that our life is
God's Gift to us. What we do with our
life is our Gift back to God. I pray that
each of you will continue to fight the
good fight, keep the faith, and finish
the course,

For those who still dream, Dr. King's
words echo our hope, endorse Rev.
Moon's teachings concerning God's ideal
of creation, encourage all God's Chil-
dren to fight on, because "deep in my
heart I do believe" that there will be a
day when every son and every daugh-
ter, every mother and every father, every
brother and every sister will beat their
swords into ploughshares and study
war no more. That there will be a day
when all of God's Children will be joined
together as one family centered on God
and shout together Dr. King's quote of
that old Negro spiritual "Free At Last -
from sin; Free At Last - from shame;
Free At Last - from Satan; Thank God

IIFWP at the International Meeting on
Small Island Developing States

e last two days of the UN

onference on Small Island

Developing States (SIDS) —

held Port Louis, Mauritius,

January 11-12, 2005 — con-

cluded with the High Level Segment:

the plenaries featured brief, five minute

statements by all the heads of state,

and heads of 113 national delegations

as well as key intergovernmental organ-

izations. NGO presence in the High

Level Segment was limited but with

special effort, the key IIFWP delegates

received VIP passes and could enter
freely.

The Pailles Conference Center in
Port Louis, Mauritius was specially
constructed for this event with funds
donated by the Swami Vivekananda
Foundation of India. It had seating for
the more than 1500 delegates attend-
ing the conference. And as for all UN
conferences and formal sessions, seat-
ing was alphabetic by nation, usually
with the “first” nation drawn by lot-
tery.

While the small island developing
States number forty-three in all, there
were 113 nations present. The involve-
ment of the international community
being critical to providing needed relief
and assistance with future develop-
ment of SIDS, especially in light of the
recent Asian tsunami and the end of
year series of hurricanes that dealt a
very heavy blow at the end of 2004 to
many Caribbean islands.

In the course of the conference, the
IIFWP delegation headed by Dr. Chung
Hwan Kwak was able to meet a num-
ber of heads of state and many Mau-
ritius International Meeting delegates,
some of whom are Ambassadors for
Peace. Formal and informal meetings
were the currency of the day, exchanges
taking place in the main conference
room, in other conference hotels, near
the familiar “coffee pot,” over meals,
and through the formal session, round-
tables, side events and press briefin-

gs

For the IIFWP delegates, formal and
informal moments with heads of state
and delegates included Marshall Islands,
Samoa, Palau, Egypt, Timor Leste, USA,
Mauritius, Seychelles, Comoros, Solomon
Islands, South Africa, Tuvalu, Mada-
gascar, Grenada, Suriname, Papua
New Guinea, Fiji, Iceland, Republic of
Korea, Gabon, Vanuatu, Federated
States of Micronesia, Greece, Malaysia,
Maldives, Nigeria, Indian Ocean Com-
mission, UNEP, UNCTAD, UNDP, Pacif-
ic Islands Forum and many more.

With the tropical summer sun beat-
ing down, few spent time outside so in
the midst of a tight schedule of meet-
ings, people met easily in the lounge
and public areas. Big fish in a small
pond.

In many of our meetings, the IIFWP
delegation had the added benefit of the
presence of either Kathy Hwang, a UPI
representative, or Kevin Pickard, the
Voices of Peace Director. Their pres-
ence added the media dimension to
discussions. In the course of the four
day conference, Mr. Pickard was able
to get about 40 short interviews, some
of which will emerge as Voices of Peace
shows. Ms. Hwang’s story has already
come out in various news outlets, includ-
ing the online “World Peace Herald.”

What was unique about this
UN conference relative to most

understood in terms of this confer-
ence’s focus on implementation. What-
ever the reason, our delegation felt that
our contributions could be more fully
received by some of those who can
bring the benefit to their nations: their
elected leaders.

In the end, our delegation greeted
the Secretary General of the UN, met
the Secretary-General of the Confer-
ence and the President of the General
Assembly, along with many of the
national delegations. We contributed
to the discourse through a very well
received side event on the theme
“Strengthening the Domestic Private
Sector through Comprehensive Human
Development and Technology Trans-
fer;” held our own IIFWP Symposium
in Trou Aux Biches to help launch
IIFWP in Mauiritus, introduce the Pres-
ident of IIFWP, and show the core prin-
ciples and approach of IIFWP to Mau-
ritian leaders; we made and strength-
ened many relationships. As a delegation
whose senior Ambassador for Peace,
Sir James R. Mancham of Seychelles
was constantly introducing the impor-
tance and scope of the work of IIFWP,
there was great exposure to IIFWP, its
principles, its message and the char-
acter of its members.

The final evening Dr. Kwak hosted
both the Mauritius Speaker of the House
and the current opposition party leader

and former Prime Minister. In this sin-
gle moment, once again, the IIFWP
stood in a “headwing” position, seek-
ing to draw out the best of both par-
ties and to focus on their common
ground: the good of their people.

Under the local leadership of Mrs.
Jessica Chung To and with very strong
and essential support from her hus-
band Mark and their son In Cheol,
IIFWP is on the move and so met, with
great enthusiasm and success, the
opportunities brought to this small
island by the UN’s international meet-
ing. They are a clear example of the
strength of the organization at the local
level. International support for Mau-
ritius from within the IIFWP was clear,
with the presence of the Korean and
Japanese volunteers and the African
sub-regional leader. All in all, the Mau-
ritius meeting showed the strength of
IIFWP’s interreligious and internation-
al network of Ambassadors for Peace
and committed members, and through
them, the possibilities for development
and peace in the future.

Many small islands have lots at
stake. The UN conference attracted
many large fish to a fairly small pond.
IIFWP still has lots to do to strength-
en the capacity of these people to face
their challenges with the knowledge,
tools, and support needed to be suc-
cessful, and which IIFWP has to offer.**

H.E. Mme. Béatrice Damiba, Ambas-
sadrice from Burkina Faso to Austria,
conveyed her best wishes for the noble
cause of the new peace council. “My coun-
try has been classified as one of the poor-
est in the world economically, technolog-
ically and financially. But when it comes
to tradition and culture it is one of the
richest in the world, where people live in
peace and accept each other despite their
diversity and coming from many differ-
ent tribes. If there would be a market
where peace could be sold, Burkina Faso
would become rich on this market.”

Heinrich Krcek, a theologian and Ambas-

iation,” which are the foun-
dations of IIPC.

At the beginning of the sec-
ond part of the program, rep-
resentatives of Hinduism,

Pentecostal Church, the
Church of Jesus Christ LDS
and one representing all other

religions lit eight candles. They read a
short text each from a Holy Book of the
tradition they represented.

Prof. Dr. Christian Briinner, a profes-
sor of constitutional law and former mem-
ber of parliament, who is very active in
the field of human rights, presented a
lecture on the “Globalisation of religions
and cultures.” Referring to Samuel Hunt-
ington’s book on the clash of cultures, he
emphasized the serious work we have to
do in interreligious and intercultural dia-
logue and research, in order to prevent
the worstcase scenario, which Hunting-
ton has warned us of.

Among others, H.E. Dr. Dayantha L.
Mendis, the Ambassador of Sri Lanka to
Austria was honored as an Ambassador
for Peace. For a most surprising finale
his wife, Dr. Brashanti Mendis, performed
some astonishing melodies on two
Caribbean steel drums, accompanied by
aJapanese concert pianist. No one in the
audience had ever expected to hear such
beautiful sounds of Viennese music com-
ing out of steel drums.

In spite of the late hour, listeners were
so uplifted that they continued applaud-
ing and thus persuaded Dr. Mendis and
her friend to play another piece of music
from the Caribbean and one from her
home country, Sri Lanka. %*

nations grow up. They must reconcile
with the past, and with past enemies.
Then be able to work together, in free-
dom and with confidence. And welcome
the future with optimism.

America used to be called a ‘melt-
ing pot,” where peaceful immigrants
and their children could learn such
attitudes and values. Whether that will
last is no longer certain.

Meanwhile, even backward soci-
eties are showing fresh signs of progress.
Third World nations are modernizing
fast. Groups like Muslim Wakeup are
working toward the reformation of Islam.
Our own members are showing reli-
gions how to value their best

son’s lighthearted (initial) reply is, “Go
ask your parents.”

Actually, it’s not a new question.
This issue came up in 1991 when I pio-
neered in Macedonia. The national
leader, discouraged after years of seem-
ingly fruitless effort, saw the Hare Krish-
na movement make tremendous local
gains.

With all due respect for genuine
Hindu traditions, I assured him they
were frenetic but shallow, and would-
n't last. Consider: we ask UC converts
to do intensive studies, while they
requested chants and dancing. We give
members heavy but liberating indem-
nity conditions, they a (providentially)
meaningless vegetarian diet. We pro-
vide multifaceted experiences and train-
ing, they endless days of simple activ-

ities. (Their mid-1970s experiment with
van-driving fundraising teams did not
last.)

A Macedonian student we Ameri-
can pioneers encountered went on to
translate the DP Level 4 book into that
language. Fourteen years later we're
still around, growing albeit slowly, and
achieving many great things. It's been
years since I met a Hare Krishna mem-
ber, or heard about them in the news.

Back to that Big Question.

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In Takua Pa, Thailand with Service For Peace

I work for Service For
Peace (SFP), an interna-
tional service organiza-
tion established in 2001.
I rushed to Phuket, Thai-
land on Dec. 30 to help
out in the country, which [
was hit by the tsunamis.

Thirty-two SFP work-
ers were had already been
working in Takua Pa
(about 135km north of
Phuket) from Dec. 28.
Locals in the county, in
Phangnga province, suffered a great
deal of losses in the tsunami. When
our group of three aid workers touched
down at Phuket airport at 8:30 a.m.
Dec. 31, we were able to meet some
local aid workers who came to meet us
at the airport.

Because I knew what the situation
on the ground was like by watching the
TV news in Korea, I was worried about
how to react when first meeting locals.
I didn't know what I should say about
the disaster.

But the Thais who picked us up at
the airport weren't that pessimistic.
With welcoming and

Phuket holds a special place in my
heart. I came here on my honeymoon
after I got married on Oct. 26. The mem-
ory was so fresh it was like yesterday,
but Phuket was no longer that beauti-
ful resort. The reason why I rushed to
get a ticket here as soon as I heard the
news of the tsunami was this special
connection I have with the place.

Inside the van, we got a briefing on
the damage done by the tsunami and
how people were doing from a Thai SFP
worker nicknamed Nicky. She was clear-
ly tired, and said she had been han-

help would be missed,
most of the relief workers
arriving here were stu-
dents rather than doctors
or soldiers who could offer
specialized assistance.

In the end, several tasks
were assigned, but every-
one avoided handling the
bodies, she said. Because
of the emotional burden
and the risk of infectious
disease, a controversy
broke out among the SFP
workers. Believing they
had come to the place
to serve, however, the
group decided to han-
dle bodies.

On the way to
Takua Pa, we were able to stop in
on a place where bodies were being
handled. The bodies were system-
atically being separated into two
piles. In one area, people were
preparing disinfectant and all sorts
of equipment used in preparing
bodies, while in the other, DNA
samples were being taken for iden-
tification after it had been rubbed
down with formalin. Once the samples
were taken, the bodies were placed in
clean shrouds and taken by container
truck to a temporary morgue.

Nicky said that at first, the stench

foreign workers who were
doing that difficult task
together came together
like a family. Close bonds
had developed.

One service worker,
Kim Jin Gyu, who had
handled the bodies, never
mentioned the state of
the deceased. Instead,
he praised the beautiful
image of the aid workers
who came from all over

the world to help. He said Thai doctors
at first wondered what help young stu-
dents might bring, but even they were
among the first to welcome young vol-
unteers.

We finally arrived at the situation
room of Takua Pa. It was just like a war
zone. Huge tents set up here and there,
loud information broadcasts, pieces of
cloth scattered about. There were peo-
ple from all over the world, the sounds
of children, food stands, an informa-
tion panel on the missing, the hum of
people trying to understand the situa-
tion, and a very long line for the bath-
room.

I had come prepared, but I momen-
tarily lost myself upon seeing the place.
For a while, I stood there absently, and
then the vests of some Thai SFP mem-
bers who were cooking grabbed my
attention. Thinking I had to do some-
thing, I bowed to them and joined in
the meal preparations.

They were preparing a meal for 5,000,
making a tremendous amount of rice
and putting it in bowls. The workers
said they were used to it now, but mak-
ing a meal for 5,000 was physically
demanding. Nevertheless, they never
lost their smiles and showed off their
expert skills dishing up rice so that not
even one grain was wasted.

At first, I thought getting stuck prepar-
ing meals was lucky, but as the num-
ber of rice bowls grew, I came to real-

ize that food detail wasn't easy, either.
These people prepare rice and side dish-
es for 5,000 people three times a day.

You wouldn't have been able to tell
how tired the volunteers were from look-
ing at them. Even in that vortex, they
were challenging their physical and
spiritual limits, and smiling the smile
of hope. The smile wasn't just to get
over the grief and sadness that result-
ed from the unexpected disaster, but
it also included hope that they would
overcome this misfortune.

With this hope that bloomed amidst
despair, my first week in volunteer serv-
ice in Takua Pa went quickly. I'll save
my descriptions of the situation in Takua
Pa and about international volunteer
efforts for later articles. %

YOUTH

Humans, unlike anything else we know of,
grow both physically and spiritually. For healthy
people the first part is automatic, while the sec-
ond isn’t guaranteed for anyone. This should be
obvious from a moment’s glance at the news.
Most people are decent, but far too many haven’t
progressed beyond brutal savagery.

Young people do grow up. Century after cen-
tury, the torch is passed to a new generation.
Normally it’s a smooth process, though Socrates
himself complained famously about “kids these
days.” With advancing technology and global
travel, the old philosopher would really have
something to think about now.

Raising good children is a daunting respon-
sibility. A quality ‘external’ education can be dif-
ficult to provide, but not so hard as ‘internal’
morality and values.

Old people may not be getting any taller,
but spiritual growth never has to end. A large
portion of history’s saints began their ministry
as adults, some after repenting of an outrageous
childhood.

MATURITY

As the Bible says, only God can see a person’s
heart, and we humans are not to judge others. How-
ever, that doesn’t preclude discernment and wise
relationships.

There are clear signs of maturity. Certainly
respect, especially for one’s elders, and for the oppo-
site sex. Also, a tolerance of those who differ, or
somehow offend you.

Years ago my mother cared for several foster
children. One kid my age had an older brother who
was a Hell’s Angels biker. That foster boy and I once
took a Greyhound bus to visit him.

We heard all kinds of stories that weekend. Many
had to do with exacting personal vengeance, usual-
ly upon careless motorists. Those outlaw bikers con-

there on the spot.

For many years I considered this a social quirk,
disturbing but fairly rare. Now I've seen it become
widespread, in a very different guise, yet with a sim-
ilar cause.

The rap/hip-hop culture has introduced words
such as ‘dissing,” with the promise of terrible vengeance
upon those who “don’t respect you” properly. The
number of rap artists who have “died
by the sword” (plus guns, knives, etc.)
certainly proves their sincerity!

Women who ‘attach’ themselves to
those guys, or emulate them, fare little
better. Instead of ‘mammon’ they call it
‘bling bling’ now, and the end results
are identical. A true woman has sym-
pathy for others, and she teaches it (at
least in some dim version) to her man.

dling disappointment and delaying gratification.
Being reliable and honest. Knowing how to make
and follow a household budget. Learning necessary
things well, and planning for the future.

For believers: Getting along with all sorts of peo-
ple. Understanding the past, and the world’s real
situation. Faith in God, and upholding ideals larg-
er than oneself.

To keep True Parent’s ideals: Responsible man-
hood, chaste femininity, pure couples, and top-stan-
dard parenthood.

INSTITUTIONS

The Principle speaks of ‘levels’ greater than indi-
viduals and families. Institutions also mature. As
with people, their ‘internal’ character (more than
‘external’ properties, accounts, or business plans)
determines their long-term fate.

Companies, no matter how large, must grow
up, or they’ll fail. For example, DuPont has been
around more than 200 years, reliably providing need-
ed goods and services to their customers. Their his-
tory and literature speak explicitly of ‘core values.’

On the other hand, Enron collapsed so quick-
ly their abandoned Houston skyscraper was sold at
a bankruptcy auction. Their devious energy traders
acted (as recorded on tape) like giddy teenagers.
Those cocky young men were blithely unaware of
law enforcement’s growing attention.

Universities must grow up, or risk becoming
trendy and shallow—or worse. Most of the newest
ones lack tradition, or any purpose beyond raw prof-
it. Some illustrious ones have experienced dramat-
ic cycles. UC Berkeley’s seminal Free Speech move-
ment has given way to speech-choking Political Cor-
rectness.

Churches grow up. In some European coun-
tries, a denomination has to be centuries old before
the government will recognize it as a legitimate. Orga-
nized religions need to change and develop, while
maintaining real standards and dignity.

On a larger and longer scale, societies and
